Season Notebook

The Learning Curve
Despite a youthful roster that featured nine

underclassmen (including four freshmen), Notre
Dame earned four top-five finishes in 11 tourna-
ments during the 2007-08 season, highlighted by a
runner-up showing at the 36-hole Irish Invitational
on April 5. The Irish also ended up in third place
at the high-powered Coca-Cola Duke Classic and
finished fourth in the season-opening Gopher
Invitational and the year-end BIG EAST
Conference Championship.

Notre Dame’s “B” squad performed well this
season, with the Irish reserves placing second at
the Rutgers Invitational and fifth at the Charleston
Southern Spring Kickoff.

How Low Can You Go?
During the four-year tenure of head coach Jim

Kubinski, Notre Dame has shown solid growth
across the board, posting the top three single-sea-
son stroke averages in school history (and four of
the top eight). In 2007-08, the Irish carded the sec-
ond-best stroke average in the program’s 79-year
history, finishing with a 295.27 mark that is
exceeded only by the school-record 292.97 total
that Kubinski’s charges shot in 2005-06.

Junior Josh Sandman (Greensboro, N.C.)
shot a career-low 73.39 in ’07-08, notching the
sixth-lowest individual stroke average in school
history. Sandman now holds three of the top 11
single-season averages in the Irish record books,
and his career stroke average of 73.61 remains
tops in the eight-decade history of the program.

Sandman’s performance set a strong pace for
the Notre Dame underclassmen, who held the
seven-lowest season stroke averages for the Irish
in 2007-08.

Broad Strokes
Notre Dame made another dent in the pro-

gram’s record books in 2007-08, posting the fifth-
lowest tournament score in school history with a
seven-under par 857 at the Coca-Cola Duke Classic
on Oct. 7-8. The Irish now have registered nine of
their 12 all-time best single-round scores during
Kubinski’s tenure, including five of the top six
marks. The school record mark of 22-under par
842 also was achieved under Kubinski’s watch at
the 2006 BIG EAST Championship.

Regional Roundup
Sandman earned a pair of rare honors during

the ’07-08 campaign. The Greensboro, N.C., native
became the first Notre Dame men’s golfer to be
selected as an individual qualifier for NCAA
regional play (since the format debuted in 1989).
Sandman was one of six individuals chosen for the
NCAA Central Regional in Columbus, Ohio, where
he tied for 65th place at 16-over par 229 (79-75-75).

Sandman also was named to the PING All-
Midwest Region Team, becoming the fourth Irish
golfer in as many years to earn a spot on that
squad (Cole Isban was a three-time selection

from 2005-07). Sandman finished his junior season
rated 81st in the Division I Golfstat rankings.

Quite A Handful
With nearly eight decades of history to fall back

on, it’s a pretty big deal when the Notre Dame
men’s golf team turns in a record-setting moment.
Yet, that’s exactly was Sandman did in 2007-08,
becoming the first Irish golfer since at least 1980
to record five consecutive top-10 tournament fin-
ishes, putting together his remarkable run at the
end of the spring season.

Sandman’s charge began with a season-best tie
for third place at the USC Collegiate Invitational in
Westlake Village, Calif., on March 3-4, followed less
than two weeks later by a tie for sixth at the
Schenkel E-Z-GO Invitational in Statesboro, Ga.
Sandman then tied for 10th place at the National
Invitational Tournament in Tucson, Ariz. (March 23-
25), and shared fourth place at the Irish Invitational
on April 5. He capped the spree with a tie for sev-
enth place at the BIG EAST Championship.

For the year, Sandman finished in the top 20
eight times in 12 tournaments and carded a team-
best 12 rounds at par or better, including nine
rounds under par (four in the 60s).

Conference Call
For the sixth time in seven years, Notre

Dame had multiple players named to the
All-BIG EAST Conference Team (awarded to
those golfers finishing in the top 10 at the
league tournament). Sophomore Doug
Fortner (Tustin, Calif.) tied for fourth place
at three-over par 219 (73-75-71) to earn his
first career all-conference citation.
Meanwhile, Sandman garnered all-BIG EAST
honors for the second consecutive year fol-
lowing a tie for seventh place at four-over
par 220 (71-72-77).

Battle Tested
To say Notre Dame played a difficult

schedule in 2007-08 would be an under-
statement. Of the 11 tournaments the Irish
played in during the year, nine of them were
ranked among the 65 toughest events in the
nation (including four in the Top 50),
according to the final Golfweek/Sagarin
Performance Index ratings.

Notre Dame’s schedule also took the Irish
from coast-to-coast, covering nine states
and all four time zones in the continental
United States.

Coach Kubinski Says…
“This past season was one of great

growth for our team. I’m not sure there was
a program anywhere in the country that
played as many true freshmen and sopho-
mores in prestigious events as we did.
While we proved to be fairly inconsistent
throughout, as most young teams are, we
also showed instances of excellent play.

“Josh (Sandman) played as well as anyone in
the country during his streak of consecutive top-
10 finishes in the Spring. He really blossomed this
past season, and in more ways than on the score-
card. Josh matured a great deal and provided a lot
of leadership for our younger players.

“Doug (Fortner) was our scoring leader through
the Fall season. Josh eventually caught Doug over
the Spring, but Doug’s solid and steady play
throughout leads me to believe he can make a
jump (in 2008-09) similar to what Josh did this
past season.

“I was especially pleased to see our freshmen
make significant contributions. Three of the four
young guys posted sub-par rounds in multiple
events. They posted those under-par rounds on
tremendously difficult courses including
Minnesota’s Spring Hill Golf Club, Sawgrass
Country Club and our own Warren Golf Course.

“While we didn’t reach our goal of competing
for a championship at the NCAA Finals, the season
was a big success in terms of our maturation and
the experience gained by so many young players.”

Doug Fortner collected the first all-BIG EAST Conference honor of
his career after tying for fourth place (219, +3) at the league
tournament.
