One Sweet Season

For the seventh time in 12 seasons, Notre Dame
advanced to the Sweet 16 of the NCAA
Tournament, defeating SMU, 75-62, and No. 14/13
Oklahoma, 79-75, in overtime in the first two
rounds of the Oklahoma City Regional. The Irish
had their season end at the hands of eventual
national champion Tennessee, 74-64, but not before
taking a 33-31 halftime lead (the first time they led
the Lady Vols at the break in 20 career meetings)
and becoming one of only three teams all season to
have the upper hand on UT at the half.

With its latest run to the regional semifinals,
Notre Dame is one of just 10 schools in the country
to make at least seven Sweet 16 appearances in the
past 12 seasons. The Irish also have an all-time
NCAA Tournament winning percentage of .641
(25-14), which ranks as the 10th-best mark in the
26-year history of the championship.

Pieces of Silver

Notre Dame collected its 25th win of the 2007-08
season on March 25 with a 79-75 overtime victory
over No. 14/13 Oklahoma in the second round of
the NCAA Tournament. It was the sixth time in
program history (all in the past 12 seasons) that the
Irish registered at least 25 wins in a campaign, and
the first since posting a 27-6 record in 2004-05.

Twenty Questions

Notre Dame reached the 20-win mark for the 14th
time in 15 seasons on Feb. 16 when the Irish picked
up a 79-67 victory at Syracuse. Notre Dame now
has registered 20-or-more wins 18 times in the 21-
year Muffet McGraw era, and 22 times in the
program’s 31-year history. Notre Dame has been
especially strong in the past dozen seasons, ranking
seventh in the nation with 292 victories (an average
of more than 24 wins per year).

Poll Position

With the exception of the preseason ESPN/USA
Today coaches’ poll, Notre Dame was ranked in
every single national poll throughout the 2007-08
season, finishing 13th in the coaches’ poll and 15th
in the Associated Press poll. The Irish also spent the
final 17 weeks of the season ranked among the
nation’s top 20 teams, peaking at No. 9 in the AP
poll on March 3.That marked the eighth time in the
past 10 seasons that Notre Dame has been ranked
in the top 10 at some point during the year.

The Irish now have been ranked in the AP poll
for 159 weeks during the program’s history, with
every one of those coming in the McGraw era
(1987-present). McGraw currently ranks 14th
among active NCAA Division I head coaches for
AP poll appearances, and stands 25th all-time in that
category.

The Numbers Don’t Lie

Notre Dame was one of only 12 teams in the nation
to rank among the top 25 in six NCAA statistical
categories (excluding won-loss percentage) in 2007-
08. The Irish were eighth in scoring offense (76.2
ppg-), 10th in scoring margin (+14.6 ppg.), 13th in
steals (11.7 spg.), 18th in assist/turnover ratio
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averaging 27.1 points
per night. Leading the
way was freshman
forward Devereaux
Peters, who averaged

9.0 points, 5.6
rebounds and 1.96
blocks per game with
a .522 field goal

percentage prior to a
season-ending  knee
injury on Feb. 10 vs.
Pittsburgh.

Boldly Going
Where No Irish
Player Has Gone
Before

Senior guard Charel
Allen capped her
brilliant  career in
grand style by
becoming the first

Notre Dame women’s
basketball player (and
third Irish cager of
either gender) ever to
amass 1,500 points
(1,566), 500 rebounds
(656), 200 assists (239)
and 200 steals (206) in
her career. She also
ranks eighth all-time
at Notre Dame with
1,566 points, one of 10
categories where she
appears in the top 10
in the program's
career record books, in

Point guard and co-captain Tulyah Gaines was the heartbeat of the Irish throughout her
junior and senior seasons, starting each of her final 66 games at Notre Dame.

(1.04), and 22nd in both field goal percentage (.447)
and free throw percentage (.758).

As if that weren't enough, Notre Dame set or
tied school records for steals (tied - 397), opponent
turnovers (737), fewest turnovers in a game (3 at
Maryland on Nov. 16), 30-point wins (tied - 10), 90-
point games (tied - 7) and points in a road game
(104 at Georgetown on Jan. 19).

The Irish also posted their highest scoring
average and scoring margin since the 2000-01
national championship season, when they averaged
77.1 ppg., and outscored opponents by a record-
setting 21.4 points per game. In addition, Notre
Dame finished with a positive assist-to-turnover
ratio for just the second time in school history in
’07-08, following on the heels of that *00-01 squad
(1.15).

Spreading The Wealth
One of the hallmarks of Notre Dame’s success in
2007-08 was its balance and depth. In fact, six
different players from all five floor positions and all
four classes led the team in scoring at least once. In
fact, 10 of the 11 players on the roster scored in
double figures at least three times during the season,
and the Irish had three-or-more double-figure
scorers in 27 of 34 games, going 23-4 in those
contests.

Notre Dame’s bench also played a key role,
outscoring the opposition in 31 of 34 games and

addition to countless
appearances on the
Irish single-game,
single-season and NCAA tournament charts.

Earning her second honorable mention All-
America citation in as many seasons with
recognition from the Associated Press, Allen started
all 34 games (started 66 consecutive games to close
career), ranking 11th in the BIG EAST in scoring
(15.1 ppg.), fifth in free throw percentage (.815) and
12th in steals (1.85 spg.). The Irish tri-captain also
had two double-doubles and scored in double
figures 30 times (including 21 of her final 22
games), highlighted by four 20-point outings and a
career-high 35 points in the second round of the
NCAA Tournament against No. 14/13 Oklahoma (a
game the Irish won 79-75 in overtime).

Allen also was a first-team all-BIG EAST
selection for the second consecutive year and
collected a spot on the Preseason WNIT All-
Tournament Team after leading Notre Dame to the
semifinals of that event for the third time in as many
visits (the Irish won the title in 2004 during Allen's
freshman season).

Women Of Honor

In addition to Allen’s first-team all-BIG EAST
award, sophomore guard Ashley Barlow and junior
guard Lindsay Schrader copped honorable mention
all-conference status in 2007-08. Barlow finished
second on the team in scoring (12.1 ppg.) and first



in steals (2.0 spg.), along with three double-doubles
and four 20-point games. Schrader bounced back
nicely after missing the 2006-07 season with a knee
injury, winding up third on the team in scoring
(10.3 ppg.) and tops in rebounds (6.2 rpg.), while
adding two double-doubles.

Generation Next

If the past two rookie classes are any indication,
Notre Dame has a bright future ahead. After making
BIG EAST history in 2006-07 with three players on
the conference’s all-Freshman Team, the Irish had
two more rookies make the squad in 2007-08,
giving the program a conference-best five selections
in the past two seasons.

Peters (9.0 ppg, 5.6 rpg., 1.96 spg.) was fourth
on the team in scoring, third in field goal
percentage, tied for second in rebounding and tops
in blocked shots, all while scoring in double digits
14 times. Meanwhile, freshman guard Brittany
Mallory (6.3 ppg.) tossed in a team-high 34 three-
point field goals and scored a season-best 14 points
on Feb. 27 against South Florida.

However, the one Notre Dame player who didn’t
make the conference’s All-Freshman Team may have
made the biggest impact down the stretch. Rookie
forward Becca Bruszewski (5.0 ppg., 2.5 rpg., .558
FGY%) played the final month of the season with a
broken finger and still averaged 10.7 points and 3.3
rebounds with a .480 field goal percentage during
Notre Dame’s run to the NCAA Sweet 16. She also
scored a season-high 16 points in the first round
against SMU, and matched that output in the Sweet

16 game against Tennessee, tying for
team-high scoring honors in the latter
contest.

Crowded House

For the eighth consecutive season, Notre
Dame ranked among the top 20 in the
nation in average attendance, placing
ninth in 2007-08 with 7,016 fans per
game. That ranking also was the third-best
in school history, topped only by eighth-
place finishes in 2001-02 and 2002-03
(the other two seasons in which the Irish
averaged better than 7,000 fans per
game). In addition, Notre Dame attracted
a total of 112,253 fans to its 16 home
games in ’07-08, breaking the school
record for total attendance (109,549) set
in ’01-02. It the second
consecutive season in which the Irish
topped six figures at the turnstiles after
welcoming 101,818 patrons to the Joyce
Center in 2006-07.

Notre Dame also registered a pair of |
sellouts in 2007-08, with the Jan. 5 game
against Tennessee and the Jan. 27 matchup
with Connecticut both attracting capacity
crowds of 11,418 fans. That marked the |
second time in school history the Irish
posted multiple sellouts in one season —
and they nearly had a third full house
when 10,825 fans came to the Dec. 2 win
over Michigan (less than 600 shy of a
sellout). Still, it was the first time in
school history Notre
Dame tallied three
crowds of 10,000 fans or
more in the same season.

Never Miss A Game

| In an ongoing effort to
make Notre Dame the
most widely-covered and
accessible women’s
basketball program in
the country, the Irish had
a school-record 26 out
of their 34 games
televised during the
2007-08 season. Of those
26 contests, 14 of them
were broadcast live to
national audiences,
including eight on the ESPN
family of networks and one on
CBS.

Notre Dame also continued to
be trend-setter in radio coverage,
broadcasting every game (home
and away) live in the South Bend
area to one of the nation’s Top 100
media markets with nearly one
million listeners. It was the 12th
consecutive year that the Irish
could be heard live on commercial
radio, extending one of the
longest-running, continuous radio
packages in women’s basketball.

Junior guard Lindsay Schrader joined Ashley Barlow on the honorable
mention all-BIG EAST team after collecting 10.3 points and a team-high 6.2
rebounds per game last season.

In addition, Notre Dame
remains on the cutting edge of
multimedia coverage, with its

Fighting Irish All-Access broadcast package on the
school’s official athletics web site, UND.com.

What’s more,
the web site offered regular interviews with
women’s basketball players and coaches, a “behind-
the-scenes” feature on Notre Dame’s road trip to
Georgetown in mid-January, and the ever-popular
“E-TV” video diary series hosted by sophomore
center Erica Williamson.

From July 2007-June 2008, UND.com ranked
second in the nation among university athletics web
sites in the CBS College Sports Online family,
attracting more than 5.5 million unique visitors who
combined for nearly 35 million individual page
views.
