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UNI Men’s Basketball Summer Notes
The Panthers return two starters and eight letterwinners from last year’s team that finished 18-14 overall, 9-9 
in the Missouri Valley Conference ... junior forward Adam Koch (8.7 ppg, 5.8 rpg) and senior guard Travis Brown 
(6.6 ppg) each were in the starting lineup the bulk of 2007-08 ... junior center Jordan Eglseder (8.9 ppg, 5.4 rpg) 
and sophomore guard Kerwin Dunham (4.3 ppg) each also were part-time starters last year ... overall, UNI returns 
seven of its top 10 scorers from a year ago, and three of its top four rebounders are back as well ... head coach 
Ben Jacobson, entering his third year at the helm of the Panthers program, has posted 36 wins his first two seasons.  
That is the most victories for any men’s basketball coach in his first two years at UNI ... UNI finished in a tie for 
fifth in last year’s Missouri Valley Conference standings.  That marks the fifth straight season that the Panthers 
have posted an upper-division finish in the MVC regular-season standings.  Prior to that streak starting in 2003-
04 (when UNI tied for second and won the State Farm MVC Tournament), UNI had only finished in the top half of 
the league standings twice since joining the conference in 1991 ... Last season, among the 341 Division I men’s 
basketball teams, UNI ranked 14th in the nation averaging just 11.8 turnovers per game.  The Panthers turned 
it over more than 13 times in a game just 11 times last season, with a low of five turnovers against both Loyola (Dec. 
1) and Illinois State (Jan. 30) ... The 2007-08 Panthers led the Missouri Valley Conference in field goal percentage 
defense (.395), and were third in scoring defense (60.3 ppg).  The Panthers allowed only six opponents to score 
more than 68 points in any game, holding its foes to 50 points or less six times.  UNI held 13 opponents to less than 
38 percent shooting.  Last year’s team ranked 17th nationally in field goal percentage defense and 14th in the 
NCAA in scoring defense ... UNI welcomes seven newcomers to the roster, and also will regain the services 
of sophomore guard Kwadzo Ahelegbe.  Ahelegbe missed the entire 2007-08 season with a shoulder injury, and 
redshirted ... the full UNI’s men’s basketball schedule will be released in late August.
