(14.9), Daniel Faris (12.1) and super-sub Chad Toppert (10.8).  They were 
also three of UNM’s top-four rebounders, meaning New Mexico lost 51% of its 
scoring and 40% of its rebounding.
	 UNM returns six lettermen in Will Brown, Nate Garth, Dairese Gary, A.J. 
Hardeman, Roman Martinez and Phillip McDonald.  One redshirt returns in 
freshman Curtis Dennis.
	 For the first time since 1985-86 (Johnny Brown), the Lobos have 
just one senior in Roman Martinez.  There are only two juniors in Gary and 
junior college transfer Darington Hobson.  The remaining nine players are all 
freshmen and sophomores.

The planning committee was charged with keeping The 
Pit intimate, respecting its history, keeping the mystique 
of the arena, maintaining great site lines and the current 
bowl seating mix and embracing new technology.  As 
a result, the renovation includes:

• 60,000 square feet of new space
• Doubling the number of concessions points of sale
• Doubling the total number of rest rooms
• Expanding the concourse to enhance pedestrian 
traffic flow
• Extensive glasswork as well as increased ceiling 
height that will allow patrons to take advantage of 
views, including the Sandia Mountains and downtown 
Albuquerque 
• New state-of-the art locker room facilities for both 
men’s and women’s basketball teams
• Addition of new weight room and training room dedi-
cated to men’s and women’s basketball
• Addition of a Lettermen’s lounge to provide access to 
UNM letterwinners from all sports
• Increase technology to enhance the fan experience, 
including video boards, ribbon boards and digital sig-
nage throughout the arena
• Extensive signage and graphics package to highlight 
the history of Lobo athletics
• Addition of 40 suites and more than 400 club seats

The Lobos have made 29 trips to the postseason 
during that span, including 11 appearances in the NCAA Tournament 
and 18 showings in the NIT.

HEAD COACH STEVE ALFORD
	 Steve Alford, 44, is in his third season in charge of Lobo hoops 
and 19th year as a collegiate head coach.  He was named UNM’s 
19th head coach on March 23, 2007.  Alford has never been an as-
sistant coach is his career.
	 The 2008-09 MWC Coach of the Year after leading the Lobos 
to their first conference title in 15 seasons, Alford has a 356-204 
(64%) career record, 48-21 at New Mexico.  His teams have quali-
fied for postseason play 13 times, produced 15 winning seasons 
and reached 20 wins on 10 occasions.

	 The 2009-10 season marks the 44th year of basketball in The Pit/Bob King Court, 
which was opened Dec. 1, 1966.  UNM has an all-time mark of 615-144 (81%) in 
the building that resides 37 feet below street level.  The Lobos have had a winning 
record in The Pit in 42 of their 43 years, including a school-record 41-game home 
winning streak from 1996-98.  
	 Since the beginning of the 2004-05 season, the Lobos are 79-12 (86%) at home.  
What is even more impressive about UNM’s home court is that more than 11.7 million 
fans have flocked into the sunken edifice to see their beloved Lobos play basketball.

2008-09 SEASON RECAP
	 New Mexico’s 106th season of men’s basketball ended with a 
tough 70-68 loss at Notre Dame in the second round of the NIT.  UNM 
finished 22-12, its 17th 20-win campaign in the past 26 seasons.
	 Picked to finish 5th in the Mountain West Conference preseason 
poll, the Lobos won their final five games of the regular season to tie 
BYU and Utah for the MWC title at 12-4.  Just two years removed 
from a 4-12 league mark and losing in the MWC Tournament play-in 
game, New Mexico claimed its first conference crown in 15 years, 
since winning the 1994 Western Athletic Conference champion-
ship.
	 After a 73-62 loss at BYU on Feb. 17, the Lobos were 7-4 in 
the MWC and knew they had to run the table to give themselves a 
chance at a championship.
	 The Lobos blasted San Diego State at home 75-49 in arguably 
their most complete game of the season.  That was followed by a 
76-62 home win over TCU.
	 Trailing at Colorado State by five points with 13 seconds left in 
regulation, the title chase was in serious jeopardy.  However, UNM 
pulled out a dramatic 81-79 triumph in double overtime.
	 A roof-raising sellout crowd of 18,018 and senior Tony Danridge’s 
career-high 29 points willed UNM to a 77-71 victory over league 
leader Utah on March 3.  It was Dandridge elevating his game again 
four days later, scoring another 29 as the Lobos escaped Laramie 
with a 74-73 decision over Wyoming and a share of the title.

DANRIDGE WINS NATIONAL DUNK CONTEST
	 Tony Danridge proved what all Lobo fans already knew: He’s 
the best dunker in college basketball.  On April 2, Danridge beat out 
seven other college seniors to win the vegas.com Slam Dunk contest 
at the 21st State Farm College Slam Dunk and 3-Point Champion-
ships at the Palace of Auburn Hills outside Detroit.
	 The 6-5 Danridge (San Bernardino, Calif.) beat Charlotte’s 
Charlie Coley III in a dunk-off.  Coley III had the first attempt in the 
dunk-off.  He scored 48 points when he flew over judge Jalen Rose, 
who was seated in a director’s chair in the lane, for the slam.  Dan-
ridge answered with a full windmill left-handed slam that was good 
for 49 points (out of a possible 50) and the winner’s belt.
	 The pressure was on Danridge and he delivered, much to the 
pleasure of UNM head coach Steve Alford who was courtside for 
the festivities.
	
DANRIDGE NAMED 1ST TEAM ALL-MWC, FARIS 2ND TEAM
	 Senior Tony Danridge earned a spot on the All-Mountain West 
Conference first team.  Fellow senior Daniel Faris was named to the 
second team while senior Chad Toppert and junior Roman Martinez 
received honorable mention recognition.

AND QUITE A BURST BY DANRIDGE AT THE END
	 The quiet senior made a strong bid for MWC Player of the Year 
honors.  He really closed with a bang, lifting the Lobos to a pair of 
wins and a share of the MWC regular season title.
	 Danridge scored a career-high 29 points in a 77-71 victory over 
league-leader Utah, then matched that total with 29 in a 74-73 win 
at Wyoming.
	 Against Utah, Danridge scored 18 of his 29 points in the second 
half as the Lobos forced a tie atop the MWC standings with the first-
place Utes.  He connected on 13 of 16 free throws, career-highs in 
both categories.  At Wyoming, Danridge converted a career-best 14 
of 20 shots from the floor.
	 For the week, Danridge scored 58 points on 22 of 35 FGs and 
14 of 18 free throws.  He added 6 rebounds, 8 assists and 4 steals 
in 72 minutes of action.

• For the first time since 2005, the Lobos were undefeated (8-0) in 
home MWC games, winning by an average of 17.7 points...in four 
of those games, UNM held the opponent to a season scoring low:

	 Danridge majored in University Studies, Faris in Mass Media/
Communications and Toppert in Business.  The trio participated 
in at least 123 games in their careers at New Mexico:  Danridge 
(129), Toppert (127) and Faris (123).  They combined to score 3,209 
points. 

UNBELIEVABLE FINISH IN FORT COLLINS
	 The Lobos completed a 6-1 February slate with a Houdini-like 
81-79 double-overtime victory at Colorado State.  Down 62-57 with 
13 seconds left in regulation, the Lobos used the following script to 
send it into overtime:

• A 3-pointer from Chad Toppert with 7.6 seconds left
• On the in-bounds play, Roman Martinez forced a held ball/turnover 
with 5.3 seconds left
• Grabbing a partially deflected 3-point attempt by Toppert, Daniel 
Faris scored on an over-the-head putback with 0.7 seconds remain-
ing to tie the score at 62

First OT:  Knotted at 71, the two teams played on when UNM survived 
a charging call by Dairese Gary with 5.9 seconds.  Marcus Walker 
then missed a 3-pointer that would have won it for the Rams.

Second OT:  UNM led 81-79 following a made FT by Toppert with 
7.2 ticks left.  The Lobos escaped for the final time when CSU’s Willis 
Gardner missed a short runner and Travis Franklin’s tip rolled off as 
the clock expired.  Walker led the CSU with 33 points.

	 Toppert paced the Lobos with 19 points on five 3-pointers.  
Gary scored all 18 of his points and dished six of his game-high 
eight assists after halftime.  Junior Roman Martinez notched his 4th 
double-double with 12 points and 12 boards, tying a career-high.
	 UNM led 30-16 before the Rams came storming back.  They 
closed the half with a 7-0 run to trim the deficit to 30-23.  CSU held 
a 53-45 advantage with five minutes to go.

QUITE A YEAR FOR FORMER LOBO DANNY GRANGER
	 Former University of New Mexico standout Danny Granger of the 
Indiana Pacers  was the 2008-09 NBA Most Improved Player.  The 
annual award is presented to a player who has made a significant 
improvement from the previous season.
	 In his fourth year, Granger was the league’s fifth leading scorer, 
averaging a career-high 25.8 points -- 6.2 points higher than 2007-08 
(19.6 ppg) and 9.4 points above his career average (16.4 ppg) -- and 
becoming the first player in NBA history to raise his scoring average 
by at least five points in three consecutive seasons. Granger also 
averaged 5.1 rebounds and 2.7 assists.
	 The 6-9 forward led the Pacers in scoring in 49 of the 67 games 
he played, including 13 of their final 14 games. In his last 14 games, 
Granger shot 43-of-96 (.448) from 3-point range and his 182 three-
pointers made rank third all time in Pacers’ history.
	 Granger, who was also an NBA All-Star last season, played at 
UNM from 2003-05. He led the Lobos to the 2005 NCAA Tourna-
ment and was named All-America by Basketball Times. In his senior 
season, Granger was the only player in NCAA Div. I to average at 
least 18 points (18.8 ppg), 8 rebounds (8.9 rpg), 2 blocks (2.0 bpg), 
2 steals (2.1 spg) and 2 assists (2.4 apg) a game.
	 Granger was a 1st-round draft pick of the Pacers in 2005.

	 If you know that much about ex-Lobo Danny Granger, it doesn’t come as 
a surprise that he is willing to dig deep into his pockets, pluck out $500,000, 
and hand it over to the University of New Mexico in the school’s quest to 
renovate University Arena.
	 Because Danny Granger loves The Pit.  He loves Lobos basketball, 
too.
	 “This is something I’ve wanted to do ever since I got drafted,” said the 
former UNM star, about to begin his fourth season in the NBA with the Indiana 
Pacers. “New Mexico is a second home to me and the University of New 
Mexico gave me a lot of opportunities and I attribute so much to them for all 
the things I’ve been able to make of myself.
	 “The Pit holds a special place in my heart for all the love The Pit showed, 
not just to me, but to the whole team. I want to give something back to the 
school because I’m a Lobo fanatic and this is a great way for me to do 
that.”
	 Granger’s donation of $500,000 will come in five annual donations of 
$100,000. It is part of the $17 million UNM needs to raise from the private 
sector to reach the $60 million price tag on The Pit’s face-lift.
	 Larry Ryan, a UNM associate athletics director in charge of development, 
said Granger’s donation will be one of the largest donations to ever come to 
UNM athletics from an individual.
	 Ryan said once final approval is granted by the UNM Board of Regents 
and the naming committee, Granger’s name will become part of the renovated 
locker rooms in The Pit.
	 “I met with (UNM President David J. Schmidly) and he was telling me 
about some of the things he is planning to do at UNM,” said Granger. “He is 
really planning some great things and I wanted to be a part of this one (Pit 
renovation).”
	 Granger played for the Lobos from 2004-05. He was All-Mountain West 
Conference in 2004 and 2005 and All-American (Basketball Times) in 2005 
after leading UNM to the 2005 MWC tourney title. The Lobos stunned No. 

15-ranked Utah 60-56 in the MWC championship game. Granger averaged 
19.5 points as a Lobo in 2003-04 and 18.8 points in 2004-05.
	 Granger was noted for his all-around play on the court and for his humility 
and sportsmanship off the court.
	 One of the best insights into Granger, as a person and as a teammate, 
came during a practice session in which former Lobos coach Ritchie McKay 
was making point guard Javin Tindall run a few extra sprints to the far baseline 
and back.
	 McKay sent Tindall on the sprint by himself while the rest of the Lobos 
watched. When Tindall finished his solo run, McKay said, “Again.” When Tindall 
returned to his waiting teammates, McKay said, “Again.” This time Tindall did 
not sprint alone. Granger had joined him and ran along side his teammate. 
McKay did not say, “Again,” when Granger and Tindall finished their sprint.
	 That was very much the type of player and teammate Granger was at UNM. 
Those qualities are also why Granger is putting some of his NBA money into 
renovating his former home court.
	 “The Pit needs to remain a special place,” said Granger. “I was so amazed 
when I got to UNM. I had never played in a place like that before where the 
crowd can make such a huge difference.”
	 Granger’s success at the NBA level is no surprise to the thousands of Lobo 
fans who watched him star for UNM for two seasons.
	 Granger is all-around. The 6-foot-8 forward/wing can rebound, pass, 
defend, score inside, score outside and can put the ball on the floor.
	 He averaged 7.5 points and 4.9 rebounds his rookie NBA season in 2005-
06. He scored 13.9 points and pulled down 4.6 rebounds per game in 2006-07. 
This past season his numbers jumped to 19.6 and 6.1. He shot .855 percent 
from the free throw line.
	 “My role has changed and increased every season,” said Granger. “I’m 
expecting an even bigger role next season (2008-09).
	 And thanks, in part, to Danny Granger, the Lobos are closer to doing some 
great things to his old stomping grounds = The Pit.

GRANGER DONATES $500,000 TO PIT RENOVATION



	 Steve Alford is in his third season as the head coach 
at the University of New Mexico.  He was named UNM’s 
19th head coach on March 23, 2007, after spending the 
previous eight seasons as the head coach at the Uni-
versity of Iowa.
	 Alford, 44, has a 356-204 (64%) career record in 19 
seasons as a collegiate head coach. His teams have 
qualified for postseason play 13 times, produced 15 win-
ning seasons and reached 20 wins on 10 occasions.
	 In eight seasons at Iowa, Alford compiled a 152-106 
record with a school-record seven consecutive winning 
seasons, and six postseason appearances. The Hawk-
eyes won two Big Ten Conference tournament titles 
(2001 and ‘06). Iowa was 17-14 in 2006-07. It was 9-7 
in the Big Ten, tied with NCAA teams Illinois and Purdue 
for fourth place.
	 Prior to Iowa, Alford posted a 78-29 record in four 
seasons (1992-95) at NCAA Division III Manchester 
(Ind.) College and a four-year (1996-99) record of 78-48 
at Southwest Missouri State (now Missouri State). The 
Bears defeated Wisconsin and Tennessee to advance 
to the Sweet 16 of the 1999 NCAA Tournament before 
losing to top-ranked Duke in the regional semifinals. In 
1997 Alford led the Bears to a 24-9 record (second in the 
Missouri Valley Conference) and a trip to the National 
Invitation Tournament.
	 The Bears were 16-12 in Alford’s first season at the 
Division I level in 1995-96. In 1997-98 Southwest Mis-
souri won 12 of its final 18 games, posting a final record 
of 16-16 while advancing to the title game of the MVC 
postseason tournament for the second straight season. 
Alford joined the collegiate coaching ranks at Manchester 
College in 1992, taking over a team that had lost its first 
eight games. After winning four of 20 games that season, 
Alford led Manchester to a 20-8 mark in his first full year 
of 1992-93.
	 The following season Manchester was 23-4 followed 
by a 31-1 mark in his fourth and final season. Manches-
ter won three straight conference tournament titles from 
1993-95, advancing to the NCAA Division III Tournament 
all three seasons.
	 Manchester advanced to the 1995 NCAA Division 
III championship game before suffering its first defeat 
in 32 games to place second in the nation. Alford was 
named Indiana Collegiate Conference coach of the year 
in 1993, 1994 and 1995 and his record was 74-13 over 
his final three seasons.
	 A native of New Castle, Ind., Alford was a prep stand-
out for his father, Sam Alford, at New Castle Chrysler 
High School. He earned Indiana’s Mr. Basketball Award 
in 1983 after averaging 37.7 points per game as a se-
nior.
	 During his collegiate career at Indiana, Alford started

all but five of 125 games, helping the Hoosiers post a 
four-year mark of 92-35. Alford served as head coach 
Bob Knight’s team captain in 1987 when Indiana posted 
a 30-4 overall record and won the national champion-
ship.
	 Alford concluded his college career as Indiana’s all-
time scoring leader with 2,438 points and he became 
the first player to win the Indiana MVP award four times. 
He is also Indiana’s career leader in steals and three-
point field goal percentage. Alford was a consensus first 
team all-America selection and the Big Ten MVP as a 
senior.
	 Alford earned first team all-Big Ten honors in each 
of his final three seasons and also earned all-America 
honors as a junior. He was named to the NIT all-tourney 
team as a sophomore when the Hoosiers finished second 
to UCLA. His career free throw percentage of .897 (535-
596) ranked fourth best in NCAA history and he led the 
nation in free throw percentage as a freshman.
	 Alford was named to the all-tournament team at the 
1987 NCAA Final Four and to the NCAA tournament 
all-decade team for the 1980s. He set an NCAA Final 
Four record when he made 7 of 10 3-point baskets in 
the 1987 championship game victory over Syracuse. In 
1997, Alford was inducted into the Indiana University 
Athletics Hall of Fame and in 2001 he was one of 15 
players selected to Indiana’s all-Century team. He was 
one of five players named to ESPN’s Big Ten Conference 
Silver Anniversary team in 2004. The Sporting News 
recently published Legends of College Basketball, a 
publication that recalled the careers of the 100 greatest 
Division I college basketball players. Alford was No. 35 
on the list.
	 Following his freshman season at Indiana, Alford was 
selected to play for the United States basketball team 
at the 1984 Olympic Games in Los Angeles. Alford shot 
64.4% percent from the field, averaged 10.3 points per 
game and was second on the team in assists as the U.S. 
collegians won the gold medal.
	 Alford was inducted into the Indiana Basketball Hall of 
Fame in 2009.  If you are wondering what took so long for 
Alford’s induction, there is a 26-year waiting period after 
high school graduation so he was a first ballot selection.  
In fact, Alford was just the eighth honoree to be selected 
in his first year of eligibility.  Joining Alford in the 2009 
class were NBA coaches Gregg Popovich (Merrillville) 
and Scott Skiles (Plymouth).
	 Alford was born Nov. 23, 1964, in Franklin, Ind. He 
holds a bachelor’s degree in business from Indiana 
University.  Alford is married to the former Tanya Frost, 
whom he has known since the two were schoolmates 
in grade school in New Castle. The Alfords have three 
children: Kory, Bryce and Kayla.
