	 Game No. 1,000 in the history of New Mexico football is Saturday at league co-leader 
Utah (No. 14 BCS, No. 16 Coaches / No. 17 AP).  The Lobos (0-8, 0-4 MWC) and Utes (7-1, 
4-0 MWC) square off at 4:06 p.m., from Rice-Eccles Stadium in Salt Lake City.  UNM has won 
two times in its last three trips to Utah.  Turn to p. 3 for more information on the series.
	 The game will be televised live on The mtn., channel 276 on Comcast cable in 
Albuquerque and channel 616 on DirecTV, plus radio on Sirius channel 161.
	 The University of New Mexico is in its 111th season of football.  The Lobos have an 
all-time record of 449-519-31 since the first game was played on Oct. 7, 1892.  The school 
was founded in 1889. 
	 After a tough 23-20 loss at San Diego State, New Mexico is 0-8 for the first time since 
1987 when it finished 0-11.  UNM has lost 12 straight games for the first time since a 12-
game slide in 1987-88.  The Lobos’ last win was Oct. 18, 2008, against San Diego State in 
Albuquerque.  New Mexico has not lost 13 in a row since 1967-69 when it dropped a school-
record 21 straight.
	 UNM has also dropped 8 consecutive conference games, 7 straight road games and 8 
MWC road games in a row.
	 Utah freshman QB Jordan Wynn replaced starter Terrance Cain in the second half and 
the Utes (No. 16 BCS, No. 19 AP) rallied to beat Wyoming 22-10.  Wynn threw for 82 yards 
and a touchdown.  Eddie Wide tied a school record with his fifth straight 100-yard rushing 
game and added a late touchdown to seal the win for Utah, which trailed 10-3 at halftime.
	 The Utes’ defense sacked Wyoming QB Austyn Carta-Samuels five times - all in the 
second half - and held the Cowboys to 202 yards in the game, 74 after halftime.
	 Last year, the Lobos finished 4-8 overall and 2-6 in the MWC, tying UNLV for 6th place. 
The Utes were 13-0 overall and MWC champs at 8-0.  The Utes finished No. 2 in the nation 
in the final polls after ripping Alabama 31-17 in the Sugar Bowl.

47-35 at No. 23 Utah on Oct. 25, 2003, the only confer-
ence loss for Urban Meyer in his two years as head coach of the Utes... after that game, 
Lobo OT Jason Lenzmeier was named MWC Offensive Player of the Week after UNM piled 
up 633 yards of offense, including 407 on the ground

LAST YEAR IN ALBUQUERQUE
		 Louie Sakoda kicked two field goals and No. 10 Utah scored its only touch-
down off a little trickery to keep its BCS bowl hopes intact with a 13-10 win. 
 	 Utah (9-0, 5-0 MWC) struggled on offense as the Utes came into the 
game averaging a conference best 39 points. The defense made up for it with 
key stops. The last two stopped Lobo drives at midfield, one on downs with 
3:46 left in the game and the other as time ran out. 
 	 New Mexico (4-6, 2-4 MWC) gave the heavily favored Utes all they could 
handle and stayed within upset range late into the game behind a 10-yard 
touchdown run by Rodney Ferguson and a 38-yard field goal by James Aho. 
 	 The Utes got their only touchdown when quarterback Brian Johnson 
threw a short pass to wide receiver Jereme Brooks, who then lateraled to 
Brent Casteel to complete the 7-yard scoring play with 3:23 left in the third 
quarter. 
 	 New Mexico came right back with a 9-play, 80-yard drive, with Ferguson 
and quarterback Brad Gruner taking turns finding holes in Utah’s front line. 
Ferguson scored on the final play of the third quarter after the Lobos caught 
a break. 
 	 Ferguson fumbled at the Utah 10 and Ute cornerback Sean Smith recov-
ered it. But the officials reversed the initial call, ruling the Lobo halfback was 
down before the ball came loose. 
 	 Utah lost a chance to gain some breathing room when Lobo defensive 
back DeAndre Wright intercepted a Johnson pass in the end zone on the 
Utes’ ensuing drive. Wright got inside position on wide receiver Freddie 
Brown to kill an impressive Utah drive that started on the Utes’ 5-yard and 
included three plays of 20 yards or more. 
 	 New Mexico’s defense repeatedly blitzed Johnson and it kept the Utes 
offense off stride most of the night. Sakoda’s 38-yarder as time expired gave 
Utah a 6-3 lead at halftime, the fewest points the Utes have scored in the first 
half this season. 
 	 Aho’s field goal finished off New Mexico’s only sustained drive in the first 
half as the Lobos drove from their 19 to the Utah 21. 

TWO YEARS AGO IN SALT LAKE CITY
	 	 Darrell Mack became the ninth Utah player to rush for 1,000 yards in a 
season and the Utes won their seventh straight, beating UNM 28-10. 
	 	 Koa Misi returned a fumble 41 yards for a touchdown as the Utes capital-
ized on four turnovers by New Mexico.
  	 After pulling within 14-10, three critical UNM turnovers led to Utah touch-
downs. The Lobos fumbled twice on punt returns and turned it over again 
when Paul Kruger ran down quarterback Donovan Porterie from behind and 
knocked the ball loose.  Misi scooped it up and ran for a touchdown with 6:57 
left. 
	 	 Receiver Jereme Brooks threw a 7-yard TD pass for the Utes and Brian 
Johnson completed 16 of 27 passes for 165 yards and a touchdown. Mack 
had 24 carries for 77 yards, including a 1-yard touchdown run that put the 
Utes up 7-0 early in the second quarter. 
	 	 Porterie was 18-for-41 for 198 yards and Rodney Ferguson ran 19 times 
for 51 yards for the Lobos, who went 50 yards on the first play from scrim-
mage only to fumble it.
 	 Louie Sakoda kicked a low punt that Ian Clark tried to catch on the run, 
but the ball bounced hard off his chest and Utah recovered at the 39-yard line. 
The Utes got another 15 yards on a personal foul and started a short drive at 
the New Mexico 24.
 	 The Utes scored on Johnson’s 7-yard pass to Richards and the Utes led 
21-10 with 49 seconds left in the third. The Lobos did it again early in the 
fourth when DeAndre Wright didn’t make the catch near his own 10-yard line 
and the Utes recovered at the 5.  But the Lobos got it right back when John-
son fumbled on first down. Clark, who had dropped the first punt, caused the 
fumble as Johnson tried a run up the middle.
 	 Johnson also threw an interception on the first series of the third quarter. 
Wright caught Johnson’s pass and returned it 42 yards to the Utah 11. The 

Lobos went 9 yards on the next three plays and went for in on fourth down, 
when Ferguson scored to cut the lead in half with 12:38 left in the third.

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NUMBERS THIS DECADE ARE UNPARALLELED IN LOBO HISTORY
	 The numbers attained by the Lobos this decade are unprecedented.  UNM is 47-49 since 2002 with five bowl appearances.  New Mexico 
appeared in only six bowls in its first 103 years of competition, but has been to five in the past seven years.  The following figures go back to 
1965, when the NCAA increased scholarship limits and two-platoon football began nationally:

• On Saturday, New Mexico will be going up against a 
Utah defense that ranks 7th in the nation against the 
pass (159.2 ypg), 13th in pass defense efficiency (98.4 
rating), 17th in scoring (16.8) and 17th in total yards 
allowed (295.0)

• Comebacks Against the Utes:  Fourteen times since 
1946 a Lobo team has rallied from at least a 14-point 
deficit to win...four of the comebacks have come against 
Utah, more than any other opponent...the largest deficit 
overcome - 21 points matching a school record - occurred in Albuquerque in 2006...
UNM trailed the Utes 24-3 with 3:27 left before halftime, but redshirt freshman Donovan 
Porterie rallied the Lobos to a 34-31 victory

• Lobo sophomore MLB Carmen Messina remains 1st in the nation in tackles 
at 13.5 a game...after 11 tackles and 1 sack Saturday at San Diego State, Messina 
is on pace to register 162 stops over the 12-game season...the school record is 178 
by Brian Urlacher in 1998, also in 12 games...last year’s Lobo tackle leader was Clint 
McPeek, who had 103 stops...Messina has posted double-digit tackles in 7 straight 
games, the longest streak with 10+ tackles by a Lobo since LB/S Quincy Black (now 
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers) had 7 in a row in 2006

• Sophomore DE Johnathan Rainey still leads the MWC in tackles for loss with 12.5,

58% of his passes to 14 different receivers for an efficiency rating of 117.85...he is the 
most accurate passer in school history among the 5 QBs with 4,000+ career yards...
officially, he is 2nd all-time at UNM with a 58.6% conversion rate, trailing only Donald 
Sellers, who attempted 400 fewer attempts than Porterie

• Senior P Adam Miller continues to shine...after a 42.4-yard average on 5 kicks at San 
Diego State, Miller is 2nd in the MWC and 11th nationally with a season average of 
43.7 yards...the 43.7-yard average ties Jason Bloom for 4th by a Lobo for a season...

Three years later, the first football 
game was played on Oct. 7, 1892, when a team representing 
UNM played a squad from Albuquerque High School in a vacant 
lot north of the town’s ice factory.  The preps prevailed 5-0.  The 
territory of New Mexico was not granted statehood until 1912.

	 The 2009 season is the 50th for New Mexico football at 
University Stadium.  The first game was played Sept. 17, 1960, 
when UNM ripped the University of Mexico, 77-6.  That ranks 
as the Lobos’ largest margin of victory at the stadium.

National Football League Draft. Glover Quin was taken by the 
Houston Texans with the 12th pick in the fourth round (112th 
overall) while DeAndre Wright went to the New York Giants with 
the 27th pick in round six (200th overall).
	 The only other time New Mexico had two defensive backs 
drafted in the same year was 1998 when Ramos McDonald went 
to the Minnesota Vikings in the third round and Scott McGarrahan 
was a 6th-round choice of the Green Bay Packers.
	 Quin and Wright are the seventh and eighth Lobos selected 
in the NFL Draft since 2005. New Mexico has had at least one 
player drafted in each of the past five years - the program’s 
longest streak in the modern NFL Draft era.

during the modern Draft era.

	 Kicker James Aho and offensive tackle Byron Bell were 
named to the 2008 CollegeFootballNews.com All-Freshman 
team. Aho, a true freshman walk-on, earned second team honors, 
while redshirt freshman Bell was an honorable mention selection. 
Aho was also a second team selection by the Sporting News.
	 Aho set a Lobo freshman record with 18 field goals on 24 
attempts in 2008, ranking third in the Mountain West Conference 
and tied for 17th nationally with an average of 1.5 conversions 
per game. He was 11-12 in the second half and a perfect 5-5 in 
the fourth quarter.	
	 The Roswell, N.M., product officially joined the team in the 
spring of ‘08 after missing the cut in his first tryout attempt in the 
fall of 2007.
	 He opened his debut season with seven straight field goals, 
including a school and conference record tying 5-5 performance 
in New Mexico’s upset win over previously undefeated Arizona. 
Four of his field goals against the Wildcats were 40 yards or 
longer - also a school record - and his 18 points scored were a 
MWC record.
	 A two-time MWC Special Teams Player of the Week hon-
oree, he finished his rookie season with four multiple field goal 
games and tied running back Rodney Ferguson with a team-high 
78 points scored.  Aho is the first Lobo kicker to earn freshman 
All-America honors.
	 Bell, meanwhile, was the first UNM freshman to start at offen-
sive tackle (all 12 games) since 1994 and improved throughout 
the season. He finished with 93 knockdown blocks and recorded 
10 or more in three games to help power the nation’s 16th-ranked 
rushing offense.
	 The Greenville, Texas, product played his most polished 
football over the final six weeks, recording 78% and above per-
formance grades in each game, including 80% and above four 
times. He allowed just three sacks all year in 289 pass attempts 
with just one in the final month of the season.

	 The tall and muscular Chicago Bear glanced down at his 
name, which stretched for several yards across the Lobos’ Indoor 
Practice Facility’s turf. The former Lobo probably summed up the 
history and the significance of the field dedication in four little 
words.
	 “I love the Lobos,” said Brian Urlacher at a dedication cer-
emony held on the turf that now bears his name.
	 Yes, love of the Lobos has to be a huge reason that Urlacher 
reached deep into his pocket to donate $500,000 to the Univer-
sity of New Mexico football program. Urlacher made that donation 
in January of 2009. UNM named the field in the Indoor Practice 
Facility in recognition of that gift and also to honor arguably the 
greatest NFL player to ever emerge from Lobo football.
	 “We are so proud of Brian, as a university and as a football 
program,” said Paul Krebs, UNM’s Vice President in charge of ath-
letics. “He represents our state and our university tremendously 
well.”
	 Krebs, UNM’s football coach Mike Locksley, and Jamie Koch, 
a UNM Regent, spoke briefly at the dedication. “You are a true 
New Mexican. You have put us on the map,” said Koch.
	 Said Locksley: “This gift speaks volumes for what a student-
athlete is all about. The University of New Mexico invested in Bri-
an and now Brian is coming back and investing in UNM and future 
Lobos. It’s an honor to have someone like Brian represent UNM 
and our football program.”
	 Urlacher played at UNM from 1996 to 1999. He led the nation 
in tackles (178) in his junior season of 1998. He was consensus 
All-America First Team as a free safety in 1999. He finished his 
Lobo career third all-time in tackles with 442.
	 As a senior, he often was used in goal-line situations as a

big target for UNM quarterbacks. He caught seven passes that 
season - six for TDs. He tied for the team scoring honors with 42 
points. He also averaged 15.8 yards on ten punt returns.
	 “This is a huge honor for me to come back and do something 
like this,” said Urlacher. “New Mexico is the only school that gave 
me a chance to play football, coming out of Lovington (N.M.) I’m 
proud to be a part of this program. I’m proud to say I’m a Lobo.”
	 Urlacher’s strength, athleticism and foot speed convinced the 
Chicago Bears to draft him No. 9 overall in the 2000 NFL Draft. No 
other Lobo has ever been drafted higher.
	 Urlacher is about to enter his 10th season with the Bears. He 
was the 2005 NFL Defensive Player of The Year and has been 
named to six Pro Bowls in nine seasons. He says he hopes to play 
the game at the NFL level for another three or four seasons.
	 “My body feels great,” said Urlacher, who also is in Albuquer-
que conducting his Brian Urlacher Football Camp on the UNM 
campus. “I don’t plan on retiring anytime soon, but I’ve played nine 
years, and 12 or 13 years is a long career for a linebacker.
	 “I’m still productive on the field and as long as I feel that way, 
I’ll keep playing. But I don’t plan to hang around too long. I don’t 
think I’ll take it too far. I want to be able to get out of bed and do 
things like play golf and hang out with my kids and family.”
	 On Wednesday, Urlacher was hanging out with his family of 
Lobos. He said he was impressed by the improvements around 
UNM, which includes a $60 million renovation of The Pit.
	 “There are improvements everywhere,” said Urlacher. “This 
(Indoor) facility is amazing. I wish they had it when I was a Lobo. 
It’s a great honor to have the field named after me. It’s one of the 
coolest things that has ever happened to me.
	 “I love the Lobos. This school did a lot for me and I not only 
want to give back, but I feel an obligation to give back and support 
my school. I hope more Lobos feel this way.”
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NEW MEXICO HEAD COACH MIKE LOCKSLEY

	 Mike Locksley was named 
New Mexico’s 29th head football 
coach on Dec. 9, 2009, succeed-
ing Rocky Long, who guided the 
Lobo program for 11 seasons 

from 1998-2009.
	 Locksley, who will turn 40 on Christmas Day, is in his 
18th year of collegiate coaching.  He comes to the Land 
of Enchantment after four seasons as the University of Il-
linois’ offensive coordinator, including the final three years 
as the quarterbacks coach.
	 “Locks,” as he is commonly addressed, also spent two 
seasons (2003-04) at the University of Florida as the run-
ning backs coach and recruiting coordinator under current 
Illinois head coach Ron Zook, and six seasons (1997-
2002) in the same role at the University of Maryland for 
head coaches Ron Vanderlinden and Ralph Friedgen.
	 “We are elated to have Mike Locksley at the Univer-
sity of New Mexico,” said UNM Vice President of Athletics 
Paul Krebs.  “He is the total package; a mentor to young 
men who stresses the importance of being a student and 
an athlete.  He is a coach who has been recognized na-
tionally for being a top recruiter.  Although Mike has yet to 
reach his 40th birthday, he brings a wealth of experience 
to our program from some top-tier institutions.”
	 “It is a great privilege for me to represent the Universi-
ty of New Mexico,” said Locksley, a native of Washington, 
D.C.  “I am proud to lead the Lobo football family and I will 
be very passionate about this position.  I want to provide 
a culture that takes our guys where they can’t take them-
selves academically, athletically and socially.  That’s the 
responsibility of our coaching staff.”
	 Throughout his career, Locksley has been praised 
as one of the top recruiters in the country. He was listed 
among the top-20 recruiters in the nation by Sports Illus-
trated and was named a top-25 recruiter by Rivals.com 
while at Illinois.  In 2003, he helped Florida assemble the 
seventh-best recruiting class in the country according to 
Rivals. 
	 Locksley turned Illinois into one of the nation’s top of-
fenses. The Illini led the Big Ten in rushing in 2006 (188.8 
ypg) and 2007 (256.7 ypg), and passing (269.3 ypg) in 
2008. 			 
	 The team ranked second in the Big Ten and 19th na-
tionally in total offense in 2008, averaging 439.4 yards per 
game. Illinois topped 5,000 yards of total offense for the 
second straight season in 2008 - a feat that hasn’t been
