The Lobo Junior Golf Camp now includes two options for 
our campers: 
 
Half Day (8:00-12:00):  4 Hours of education, instruction, 
competition, and activities for campers every morning 
 
Full Day (8:00-4:00): Additional 4 hours of instruction and 
competitions including on-course instruction, further swing 
analysis, additional practice programs, and lunch with 
coaches and instructors.  

Educational Seminars 
Educational talks will include the following topics:

Maximum Supervision 
All campers will be fully supervised from the time they 
arrive at the Championship Course until the time they are 
picked up.  Campers’ safety will be the first priority while 
attending the camp.
