This camp is offered to girls entering 7th 
through 12th grade in the fall.  Players of 
all levels can learn and improve their skills 
in small groups and gain confidence in 
competitive game play.  The coaching staff 
stresses individual and team play, while 
concentrating on the fundamentals of 
setting, passing, hitting, serving, serve 
reception, defense, and court coverage.  
Along with focusing on fundamental skills, 
coaches will focus on practical knowledge 
of a particular position and strategy during 
game play.    
 
Campers will have the opportunity to 
experience college life as a resident in the 
dorms.  All meals will be included for 
residents.  Commuters will be provided 
meals between sessions.  For your fees, you 
will receive a fun and knowledgeable group 
of coaches and a full-time certified athletic 
trainer.

Cherry & Silver Team Camp 

Friday, July 20th—Sunday, July 22nd 
 

This camp is designed for high school teams 
looking to compete prior to their preseason 
training.  The camp will begin on July 20th and 
finish by noon on July 22nd.  During camp your 
team will have two training sessions with your 
team’s own UNM camp coach who will lead your 
team through drills and you will compete in pool 
play.  After two rounds of pool play, teams will 
be seeded in two separate brackets: Cherry & 
Silver for a single elimination tournament on the 
22nd.  A winner will be crowned in each division.  
Camps include a minimum of 8 matches, a full-time 
certified athletic trainer and two camp clinic 
Coaches.  You must bring your own balls for 
sessions, warm-ups and games.

Registration Procedure 
To reserve your team’s spot, coaches must fill 
out the Application Form along with a non-
refundable $150 deposit.  The non-refundable 
deposit will hold your position as a registered 
team until July 2nd, 2012.  In addition to the 
non-refundable deposit, each individual player 
must fill out their own application form, 
including the medical release and waiver, along 
with their payment for camp.  The full payment for 
the camp must be received by July 9th, 2012 from 
each team.  Following July 2nd, the fees for the 
camp increase by $25 for a total of $125 for 
players and a $175.00 team entry fee.  One check 
per team is appreciated.   
 
Coaches: Please organize your team’s 
applications and medical releases and send them 
in as a group.  Any additions or substitutions 
must be received at least one week prior to the 
first day of camp.  Teams may have 7 to 12 
players.  Please make copies of the Application 
Forms before registering your team.  A 
confirmation packet will be mailed to you 
following the receipt of your application and 
payment.

Meet the Staff 
 

Head Coach Jeff Nelson is entering 
his sixth year as the Lobos’ head coach 
and is extremely excited to kick off the 
2012 Lobo Summer Camp schedule!  
Nelson comes to New Mexico after 
four successful seasons at the Univer-
sity of San Francisco in which he 
guided the Dons to their first NCAA 
appearance in 2003.  Coach Nelson is 
no stranger to the Southwest as he 
served eight years as the head coach 

for Texas Tech.  He led the Red Raiders to five 20 
win seasons and 5 NCAA appearances during his ten-
ure.  In 2007, he guided the Lobos to their first win-
ning season in 12 years, and in 2008 they posted 
their best season in 17 years!  In 2010 Nelson led 
the Lobos to their second consecutive NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance!  Coach Nelson has coached numer-
ous All-American, All-Region, and All-Conference 
student-athletes at the collegiate level, including 
recent Lobos Allison Buck and Ashley Rhoades, 
along with 1st Team Academic All American Kelly 
Williamson.  In the past three seasons 10 of his ath-
letes have been named to the All Conference team.  
Following the 2010 Season Nelson was named MWC 
Coach of the Year.  As a prep coach, twenty-one of 
his former club athletes received Division I scholar-
ships, while eight were selected as Junior National 
Team members and five were named High School All-
Americans. 

Assistant Coach Lisa Beauchene is in 
her seventh year of coaching at UNM.  
Beauchene primarily serves as the re-
cruiting coordinator, video coordinator 
and an on-court coach.  Beauchene 
played four years at Sacramento State 
University where she was a four-time all-
Big Sky Conference selection, including 
a three-time unanimous first team choice 
and the league’s MVP during her senior 
season.  Beauchene received AVCA All-
Pacific Region honors on 2003 and was 

also named Big Sky Player of the Week nine times 
during her career, including a record five times in 
2003.  As a setter for Sac State, she remains the 
school’s all-time leader in career hitting percentage 
(.348), triple-doubles (18) while also ranking third in 
assists (5,153), ninth in digs (1,417), and 10th in 
service aces (107).   
 

Ben Wallis is in his first season as as-
sistant coach with the Lobo volleyball 
program. Wallis, who most recently was 
the head coach of Cleveland High 
School from 2009-11. While at Cleve-
land Wallis led his team, in only the 
second year of the schools existence, 
to the state championship game. While at 
Cleveland 4 of his players signed with 
Division 1 or 2 programs and won the 
district two years in a row in 2010 and 

2011. At UNM Wallis is primarily responsible for 
scouting/defensive game planning and also assists 
with the recruiting efforts, camps and, of course, on
-court coaching. Wallis brings roughly a decade of 
coaching experience with him to UNM. He had stints 
as a freshman coach at El Paso Franklin High 
School, won a State Title as an assistant at Rio Ran-
cho High School, head coach at Gadsden High 
School and was also an assistant at New Mexico 
State from 2005-2006. Wallis, 33, and his wife Leah 
have one son, 2 year old Benjamin Kristopher Wallis 
II.
