The tradition of Lobo Volleyball was estab-
lished with unwavering integrity and out-
standing support. With your help, the bright 
and exciting future of Lobo volleyball will con-
tinue to grow. 
As members of the team, all of us - coaches, 
players, staff and Point!! Lobos members - must 
know and follow applicable NCAA regulations. 
Here are some which will help Point!! Lobos 
members maintain the tradition of integrity in 
Lobo athletics. 
(1) Under NCAA rules, a representative of the 
institution’s athletic interests or ―booster‖ is 
any individual who has: 
• joined the institution’s booster organization. 
• contributed to the athletic department or its 
booster organization. 
• assisted in recruiting prospects. 
• provided benefits to enrolled student-
athletes. 
• otherwise promoted the institution’s athletic 
programs. 
(2) A prospective student-athlete, commonly 
referred to as a ―prospect,‖ is any student who 
has started classes for the 9th grade. A stu-
dent remains a prospect until enrollment has 
occurred at a collegiate institution. 
NCAA legislation has become more stringent 
and does not allow a booster to be involved in 
the recruiting process. Restricted areas in-
clude items listed below and apply to the pros-
pect, the prospect’s parents, legal guardians 
and relatives. 
(1) Contacts: Boosters may not make in-person 

recruiting contacts with prospects or his/
her relatives at any site or on campus visit. 

 

(2) Letters/Telephone Calls: Letters or phone 
calls to prospects for recruiting purposes 
are prohibited. 

 

(3) Gifts: The provision of any financial or 
other benefits to prospects or relatives is 
prohibited. 

 
(4) Evaluation: A booster may observe a pros-
pect’s contest, but may not contact the pros-
pect or any other person in an attempt to 
evaluate the academic or athletic abilities of 
the prospect. The booster may not pick up tran-
scripts, films or any other information pertain-
ing to the athlete’s ability.
