The Villanova baseball team captured its second Big East Conference
Championship title in three seasons, and in doing to received an automatic berth
in the 1991 NCAA Division I Baseball Tournament. The Wildcats were led by two
ABCA first team All-Americans in 1991 in Mike Neill and Gene Schall. Neill bat-
ted .468 with 22 doubled, 19 home runs and 76 RBI, while Schall hit .484 with 15
doubles, 18 home runs and 69 RBI.
