
TOP STORIES
• Villanova wraps up the Philadelphia Big Five and non-conference portion
of its schedule in this contest against the Owls. The Wildcats have three Big
Five wins thus far in 2008-09 and have taken 17 of their last 18 in City
Series action. VU and Temple shared the Big Five title last season with iden-
tical 3-1 records. Since Jay Wright was named head coach in 2001,
Villanova is 24-7 (.744) against its Big Five rivals and tonight seeks its third
4-0 City Series slate in the last four seasons and seventh all-time.

• Senior forward Dante Cunningham produced another superb effort in
Villanova’s 78-68 victory over Navy at the Pavilion on Dec. 22. He paced
the Wildcats with 24 points - the fourth time this season he has delivered 20
or more points in a contest.

• The Wildcats can tie the longest Pavilion winning streak in school history
with a win against Temple. Villanova has captured 22 straight games in the
building on Ithan Avenue, including a perfect 7-0 mark this season. The ‘Cats
last loss on campus took place on Jan. 6, 2007 to DePaul. The current stretch
of success began on Nov. 17, 2007 with a 102-87 victory over Notre Dame.

• At the conclusion of this contest, Villanova will turn its attention to the for-
midable BIG EAST Conference slate. The ‘Cats open up their 18-game league
schedule on New Year’s Day  at Marquette (2:30 p.m./ESPN).

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Examining the Navy Victory
Across the nation college coaches spend

the days of December pondering how they can
help their squads avoid post-exam and pre-hol-
iday fatigue. Villanova’s Jay Wright is no dif-
ferent.

“We were (ragged),” stated Wright after
the Wildcats held off a late Navy charge to grab
a 78-68 victory on Dec. 22. “It was attention to
detail. It was not finding (Navy’s Chris Harris)
early. It was missing free throws. It was being
out of synch defensively.

“As a staff we really pride ourselves on not
using exams as an excuse. We talk about it. We
didn’t do a good enough job.”

Villanova never trailed in the contest and
held a 37-28 lead at intermission. The Wildcats
were able to stretch the edge to double digits at
several points in the second half but Navy kept
the pressure on. When Kaleo Kina sank two
free throws with 2:38 left, VU’s lead was 67-64.

“You can feel the tension,” stated Wright
of that stretch. “They get it to three and they’re
hitting their threes. Once it gets to that point,
you know that is how you get beat in games like
this. The pressure is on. But it’s good to experi-
ence that. I’d rather wait for a Big East game,
but it’s good.”

Villanova’s last 11 points came from the
free throw line and it kept its composure in
pulling away for a 78-68 victory.

“They’re a great team,” stated Navy head
coach Billy Lange of the Wildcats. “They don’t
turn the ball over, they make their free throws
and they don’t beat themselves. They’re going
to have a good season.”

Scottie Stood Tall
Offensive fireworks have been a Scottie

Reynolds trademark since he came to Villanova
in 2007. But for much of this early season his
contributions have come in a wide range of
areas that haven’t always included points.

Against Navy, Reynolds returned to the
scoring theatrics that have made him such an
important contributor in his time on the Main
Line. He tied a season high with 23 points and
was 4-of-9 from beyond the 3-point arc. In
addition, he added three assists and a steal in 35
minutes.

With 54 asissts - an average of 4.5 apg -
Reynolds leads the Wildcats. His ratio of 54
assists to 27 turnovers is a perfect 2:1 and a
marked improvement over his sophomore cam-
paign (113 assists, 107 turnovers).

On the season Reynolds is 25-of-65 (.385)
from beyond the 3-point arc and is 51-of-61
(.836) at the line. He sank the free throws that
allowed the Wildcats to rally to a Big Five win
over Saint Joseph’s on Dec. 11. And he still has
a knack for getting to the line, averaging 5.4
free throws per contest.

In 78 career games, Reynolds has attempt-
ed four or more free throws 56 times. In those
games, Villanova is 41-15 (.732). 

Midway through his third college season,
Reynolds has scored 1,218 points - an average
of 15.2 per game. He moved past Mark Plansky
into 39th place all-time at VU agaisnt Navy.

Reynolds was named a pre-season All BIG
EAST selection. On Nov. 7, it was announced
that he is one of 50 players nationally included
on the Wooden Award Preseason watch list. 

Dante’s Development
Over the course of his first three seasons,

Dante Cunningham has been one of Villanova’s
most dependable defenders, rebounders and
leaders. His offense, though, has typically taken
a backseat to that of such gifted scorers as
Reynolds, Randy Foye, Kyle Lowry, and Curtis
Sumpter.

But in 2008-09 Cunningham has moved to
the forefront as a major offensive weapon.

“Dante has developed into a confident
scorer,” said Wright. “We have to find more
ways to get him the ball.”

Already this season the 6-8 product of
Silver Spring, Md., has twice been named to the
BIG EAST Honor Roll and was most valuable
player of the Philly Hoop Group Classic. His
reached double figures in scoring of 14 of his
last 15 games dating to last season.

Cunningham was a scoring force against
Navy, dropping in 24 points to go with 10
rebounds in 35 minutes of action. He converted
11-of-18 field goal attempts on the night, a
number of which helped stem a Navy charge.

This season, the 6-8 forward is 83-of-143
(.580) from the field. He is presently averaging
11.9 shots per game, up from a 7.5 attempt per
game average last year. His 930 career points
have moved him within range of 1,000.

Cunningham also leads VU in rebounding
at 7.8 rpg. He now has 626 careeer caroms. He
moved past former teammate Randy Foye into
27th place all-time on that list at Villanova and
with five more caroms can move ahead of cur-
rent assistant coach Doug West (630) into 26th
place.

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Defensive Details
Villanova has leaned on its defense in capturing 11 of its first 12

games this season. The Wildcats have yet to surrender more than 68
points in a game and are allowing an average of 58.7 ppg. Opponents are
connecting on just .384 of their attempts from the field.

But after compiling a strong early resume in defending the three -
foes were connecting on just .315 of their triple tries entering the game
against Navy - the Wildcats endured some unwanted flashbacks to 2007-
08 agaisnt Navy. The Midshipmen sank 14-of-28 (.500) from deep and
junior guard Chris Harris was 8-of-10 (.800) en route to a 30-point night.
It was the first time an opponent had notched 30 points against the ‘Cats
since Kyle McAlarney did it for Notre Dame on Jan. 26, 2008. 

What’s more, the eight threes tied a record for the most triples
against Villanova set by Providence’s Delray Brooks and Pitt’s Jason
Maile.

“Harris was just great,” noted Wright. “Once you let a guy like that
get it going early, it’s tough to stop him. We made mistakes early and just
left him. He got it going and that distorts your whole defense.”
On the Glass

After a first half in which Navy owned an 18-16 rebounding edge
over the Wildcats, Villanova went to work in the second half. VU collect-
ed 27 second half boards compared to 16 for Navy and that helped
account for the ‘Cats ability to withstand the barrage of triples from the
Mids.

Antonio Pena led the way with a career-high 12 boards while
Cunningham added 10. 

Despite having no member of the rotation who stands taller than 6-
8, Villanova has held its own on the boards thus far in 2008-09. VU has
a 451-369 edge on the glass. It averages 37.8 rpg per game while limit-
ing opponents to 30.8 per game. 

Thus far, Villanova has outrebounded 10 of its opponents and has
won all of those game. It was even on the boards with Saint Joseph’s on
Dec. 11 and was outrebounded by Texas by three in defeat and La Salle
by nine in a Villanova 70-59 victory.

Stokes Strokes
When sophomore Corey Stokes is in the offensive flow that’s usual-

ly good news for Villanova. Last season the Wildcats were 6-2 (.750)
when the 6-5 guard from Bayonne, N.J. reached double figures in points.

This year, VU is 7-1 (.875) when Stokes reaches double digits in
points. That’s a two-season mark of 13-3 (.813).

Stokes was off-target against Navy but still managed to contribute
with 11 points and five rebounds. He was just 3-of-12 from the field and
1-of-5 from outside the arc.

The development of Stokes towards the end of his freshman season
was a key in Villanova’s push to the NCAA Tournament Sweet 16. He
averaged 12.0 ppg over the final 12 contests of 2007-08 and joined the
starting lineup in the post-season.

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‘Cats Sign Trio of Standouts
A trio of nationally prominent seniors have inked national letters of

intent to attend Villanova University in the fall of 2009, it was announced
today. The group includes forward Isaiah Armwood from Montrose
Christian Academy (Rockville, Md.); guard Maalik Wayns of
Philadelphia's Roman Catholic High School and power forward
Mouphtaou Yarou, a native of Benin in the republic of West Africa who
also attends Montrose Christian Academy.

ESPN.com ranks the class as No. 2 in the nation.
"We are as excited about this class as any we have brought to

Villanova," stated head coach Jay Wright. "This group offers us a unique
combination of frontcourt and backcourt talent with exceptional skill and
incredible character. The loyalty each of these young men has shown to
our program through this process is heartwarming to all of us in the
Villanova Basketball Family."

Armwood, 6-8, is a versatile forward who has been a fixture for
national prep powerhouse Montrose Christian Academy. He averaged 12
points and eight rebounds as a junior before being sidelined by a left knee
injury. It is expected that he will be a key performer in his final prep sea-
son for Montrose. He is listed as the No. 35 ranked prospect on ESPNU's
Top 100 list.

"Isaiah is an athletically gifted wing player who has played four
years for coach Stu Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy," stated
Wright. "He has been well-schooled in the fundamentals. We expect him
to make an immediate impact at Villanova with his quickness and athleti-
cism."

Wayns is a 6-1 guard who averaged 22.4 points, 5.1 assists and 4.8
rebounds per game as a junior at Roman Catholic High School. Last sum-
mer, he represented the United States as a member of USA Basketball's
18-and-under team that competed in Argentina. He is ranked by espn.com
as the No. 22 senior in the country.

"Maalik Wayns is the leader of this class," said Wright. "He was the
first one of this group to commit to us and he encouraged his friends
Isaiah and Mouph (Yarou) to join him at Villanova. Maalik will be the
next in the line of great Villanova guards. We're so proud to have anoth-
er Roman Catholic Cahillite with us on the Villanova campus."

Rounding out the group of fall signees is Yarou, a 6-9 power forward

who in a short period of time in the United States has emerged as one of
the nation's most coveted big men - the No. 27 rated senior prospect in
the nation according to espn.com. He enjoyed a breakthrough summer on
the AAU circuit and will play this season for Vetter at Montrose Christian
Academy. 

"Mouph' is as skilled a power forward as any frontcourt recruit we
have had at Villanova," Wright stated. "He is very intelligent, extremely
hard working and will be playing for a legendary coach this season in Stu
Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy. Mouph will make an immediate
impact on our team with his rebounding and shot blocking ability."

The Big Five has been part of the Philadelphia basketball scene
since 1955 and the City Series a key part of the ‘Cats December slate. The
Wildcats, who have won or shared the city crown in each of the past four
seasons, picked up wins over Penn (Dec. 2) and Saint Joseph’s (Dec. 11)
in their first two outings.

Happy at Home
Villanova will play home games at three sites in 2008-09: the

Pavilion, Wachovia Center and Wachovia Spectrum.
The Wildcats have played before a sellout crowd of 6,500 at the

Pavilion for 89 consecutive regular season games. The last time they
failed to do so came during a snow storm in December of 2000.

Villanova is 45-4 (.918) in the building on Ithan Avenue since 2005.
It is now 206-54 (.792) all-time in the Pavilion. Since the start of the
1994-95 season, VU is 144-22 (.867) in the Pavilion. The ‘Cats are 74-12
(.860) in Pavilion home games under Jay Wright.

The Wildcats will host three BIG EAST games at the Wachovia
Center in Philadelphia this season, beginning on Jan. 10 (Louisville).  VU
then returns to the Center on Feb. 7 against Syracuse and Feb. 28 when it
welcomes Georgetown to the building. Villanova has averaged better
than 19,000 in attendance in its Center games since 2005.
