Overcame the Orange

Before a crowd of 26,879 at the Carrier
Dome on Sunday afternoon, Villanova con-
fronted a Syracuse squad eager to avenge a Feb.
7 defeat to the ‘Cats in Philadelphia and to
deliver to the home folks victory No. 20 on the
season.

But another potent offensive display
helped lift VU to its fourth victory in its last
five meetings with the Orange, 89-86.

“That was a great college basketball
game,” stated VU head coach Jay Wright, “and
I would have said that even if we had lost.”

That the Wildcats avoided that fate was
due in large part to an offense that saw six ‘Cats
score in double figures on the day.

VU grabbed the lead early in large part due
to the efforts of senior forward Dwayne
Anderson. The 6-6 native of Silver Spring, Md.,
had been hampered by a bone bruise to his left
knee in the previous week but he showed no
effects on Sunday. He drained three early triples
and would end the afternoon with 22 points.

VU owned a 46-40 advantage at halftime.

That lead expanded to 52-42 early in the
second half before the Orange scored 17 of the
next 22 points to take a 59-57. But a pair of
steals from junior guard Reggie Redding helped
ignite the Wildcats who calmly regained the
lead. VU led 86-79 before a frantic Orange rally
gave SU an opportunity with 7.9 seconds left.

SU got three looks from deep but none
fell.

“We were fortunate,” stated Wright. “But
it’s a road BIG EAST win against a very good
team and we’re happy to have it.”

Dante’s Inferno

Perhaps the most significant Villanova
story line in 2008-09 has been the transforma-
tion of senior forward Dante Cunningham from
reliable contributor to an offensive force.

“Dante is the rock for us,” said Wright.

Already this season the 6-8 product of
Silver Spring, Md., has been named to the BIG
EAST Honor Roll four times and was most
valuable player of the Philly Hoop Group
Classic. He has reached double figures in scor-
ing in 27 of his last 30 games dating to last sea-
son.

On Sunday Cunningham recorded the 12th
double-double of his college career with 12
points and a team-high 12 rebounds. He also
established a new career high with six assists
and had only two turnovers.

In his first three seasons, Cunningham
averaged 7.1 points and 5.3 rebounds per game
while attempting 7.5 shots per game. This year
those numbers are 16.3 points, 7.3 rebounds
and 12.0 shots per outing. In 27 games he has
already eclipsed last season’s shot total (325 to
261).

“He does so many things for them, most
importantly with his tremendous energy,” noted
Cincinnati coach Mick Cronin. “I saw him back
in AAU and he has really improved. He has a
great attitude and toughness.”

Earlier this season Cunningham became
the 51st Wildcat to score more than 1,000
career points (1,162). He presently stands in
41st place all-time. On Sunday he moved past
Ricky Wright into 15th place on the all-time
rebounding chart (732).
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Reynolds Report

Offensive fireworks have been a Scottie
Reynolds trademark since he came to Villanova
in 2007. But for much of this season his contri-
butions have come in a wide range of areas that
haven’t always included points.

The Herndon, Va., native is second on his
team at scoring (15.3 ppg), second in minutes
played (31.1 mpg) and tops in assists (100 - an
average of 3.7 apg).

In his third college season, Reynolds has
already scored 1,454 points - an average of 15.1
per game. He moved past Wildcat legend Chris
Ford (1,433) into 25th place on VU’s all-time
points chart with his effort last week against
Rutgers. He needs 15 more points to move into
24th place ahead of Lance Miller.

He is also making a move in other career
categories. His 346 assists have moved him into
15th place all-time.

Anderson Answers the Bell

Senior swingman Dwayne Anderson suf-
fered a hyperextension and bone bruise of his
left knee on Feb. 10 against Marquette. He
looked back in top form on Sunday.

He enjoyed the best scoring game of his
career on Sunday, netting 22 points to go with
five rebounds. He is now averaging 8.2 points
and 5.7 rebounds per outing.

Anderson was 4-of-6 against the Orange
from beyond the 3-point arc and is now 20-of-
56 (.357) from deep on the season. He is one of
four Wildcats to have drained 20 or more triples
this season, along with Corey Stokes (57),
Reynolds (54), and Corey Fisher (21).

Villanova has prospered to this point in the month of February and
one major reason is sophomore guard Corey Fisher. In the course of the
seven games played thus far this month, the St. Patrick’s (N.J.) High
School product has scored in double figures in every one of them (15.0
ppg). It is the longest stretch of double-figure scoring efforts in his two
seasons on the Main Line.

What’s more, he has been extremely efficient in his work.

In that seven-game stretch Fisher has connected on 35-of-56 field
goals (.625) to bump his season field goal percentage up to .473.

In the victory over Syracuse Fisher was 5-0f-6 from the field and 5-
of-7 from the foul line to finish with 16 points. He ranks third on the
Wildcats in scoring with an 11.2 ppg average.

Board Scores

The Wildcats outrebounded Syracuse 40-36 on Sunday afternoon
and did it as they usually have - with a variety of helping hands.

Villanova has more than held its own on the glass in 2008-09,
despite not utilizing a player taller than 6-8. It has outrebounded its foe in
BIG EAST action in nine of 14 games thus far this season.

The Wildcats get the job done by committee. Five different Wildcats
have had a double figure board effort this season, including Cunningham,
Antonio Pena, Shane Clark, Dwayne Anderson and Reggie Redding.

Six Villanova players average better than 3.5 rebounds per game.
Cunningham sets the pace with 7.3 rpg, Anderson is at 5.7 rpg, Antonio
Pena follows at 4.9 rpg. Redding is at 4.8 rpg, Shane Clark at 4.0 rpg and
Corey Stokes collects 3.5 per contest.

Clark Stars

After enduring an early season marked by injuries to his knee, wrist
and ankle, Shane Clark has thrived since his insertion into the starting
lineup earlier this month. In his first 20 appearances this season, Clark
scored in double figures once. After his 15-point effort on Sunday, he has
now scored in double digits three times in the last five games.

Villanova’s offense has revved up in February, scoring 612 points in
seven games (87.4 ppg). VU is 209-0f-420 (.498) from the field since the
start of the month and 51-0f-133 (.383) from beyond the 3-point arc. It is
also 15-0f-34 (.441) from deep in their last two outings (.441).

In its last six appearances, the ‘Cats have posted 541 points - an
average of 90.1 ppg.

A trio of nationally prominent seniors have inked national letters of
intent to attend Villanova University in the fall of 2009, it was announced
today. The group includes forward Isaiah Armwood from Montrose
Christian Academy (Rockville, Md.); guard Maalik Wayns of
Philadelphia’s Roman Catholic High School and power forward
Mouphtaou Yarou, a native of Benin in the republic of West Africa who
also attends Montrose Christian Academy.

ESPN.com ranks the class as No. 2 in the nation.

"We are as excited about this class as any we have brought to
Villanova," stated head coach Jay Wright. "This group offers us a unique
combination of frontcourt and backcourt talent with exceptional skill and
incredible character. The loyalty each of these young men has shown to
our program through this process is heartwarming to all of us in the
Villanova Basketball Family."

Armwood, 6-8, is a versatile forward who has been a fixture for
national prep powerhouse Montrose Christian Academy. He averaged 12
points and eight rebounds as a junior before being sidelined by a left knee
injury. It is expected that he will be a key performer in his final prep sea-
son for Montrose. He is listed as the No. 35 ranked prospect on ESPNU's
Top 100 list.

"Isaiah is an athletically gifted wing player who has played four
years for coach Stu Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy," stated
Wright. "He has been well-schooled in the fundamentals. We expect him
to make an immediate impact at Villanova with his quickness and athleti-
cism."

Wayns is a 6-1 guard who averaged 22.4 points, 5.1 assists and 4.8
rebounds per game as a junior at Roman Catholic High School. Last sum-
mer, he represented the United States as a member of USA Basketball's
18-and-under team that competed in Argentina. He was named to the
McDonald’s All-American team on Feb. 18.

"Maalik Wayns is the leader of this class," said Wright. "He was the
first one of this group to commit to us and he encouraged his friends
Isaiah and Mouph (Yarou) to join him at Villanova. Maalik will be the
next in the line of great Villanova guards. We're so proud to have anoth-
er Roman Catholic Cahillite with us on the Villanova campus."
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Rounding out the group of fall signees is Yarou, a 6-9 power forward
who in a short period of time in the United States has emerged as one of
the nation's most coveted big men - the No. 27 rated senior prospect in
the nation according to espn.com. He enjoyed a breakthrough summer on
the AAU circuit and will play this season for Vetter at Montrose Christian
Academy.

"Mouph' is as skilled a power forward as any frontcourt recruit we
have had at Villanova," Wright stated. "He is very intelligent, extremely
hard working and will be playing for a legendary coach this season in Stu
Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy. Mouph will make an immediate
impact on our team with his rebounding and shot blocking ability."

Philadelphia Big Five

Villanova wrapped up the Philadelphia Big Five City Series corwn
with a 62-45 victory over Temple on Dec. 29. The Wildcats were 4-0
against local rivals Penn, Saint Joseph’s, La Salle and Temple and have
taken 18 of their last 19 in City Series action. Since Jay Wright was named
head coach in 2001, Villanova is 25-7 (.781) against its Big Five rivals and
picked up its third 4-0 City Series slate in the last four seasons and seventh
all-time.

Happy at Home

Villanova will play home games at three sites in 2008-09: the
Pavilion, Wachovia Center and Wachovia Spectrum.

The Wildcats have played before a sellout crowd of 6,500 at the
Pavilion for 94 consecutive regular season games. They now own a 27-
game winning streak at the Pavilion dating to January of 2007.

Villanova is 50-4 (.926) in the building on Ithan Avenue since 2005.
It is now 211-54 (.796) all-time in the Pavilion. Since the start of the
1994-95 season, VU is 149-22 (.871) in the Pavilion. The ‘Cats are 79-12
(.868) in Pavilion home games under Jay Wright.

The Wildcats dropped their first of three games at the Wachovia
Center to Louisville on Jan. 10 by the score of 61-60. They rebounded to
claim a 102-85 win over Syracuse before a sellout crowd of 20,390 on
Feb. 7 and meets Georgetown on Feb. 28.
