• Villanova shook off a sluggish first half to pull away from Towson 64-47 on
Friday night at the Philly Hoop Group Classic. VU is now 11-4 in the Palestra
since Jay Wright assumed the coaching reins in 2001. 

• Four Wildcats scored in double figures on Friday night - Scottie Reynolds
(14 points), Dante Cunningham (12), Antonio Pena (12) and Corey Fisher
(11). It marked the fourth time in five games this season that Villanova has
had at least four players in double figures in the scoring column.

• Dante Cunningham’s strong start to the season netted him Philadelphia Big
Five co-player of the week honors along with Temple’s Dionte Christmas.

• With its win over Towson, Villanova improved to 26-7 (.788) in the month
of November in the tenure of head coach Jay Wright.

• The Wildcats meet Rhode Island for the first time in more than 50 years
tonight. The two squads last squared off on Jan. 4, 1950 with the Wildcats post-
ing a 68-49 victory. VU owns a 4-2 (.667) edge in the series.

• Friday night kicked off a stretch of four games in eight days for Villanova.
The Wildcats return to the Palestra on Tuesday night to meet the host Penn
Quakers at 8:00 p.m. (CN8).

Head Coach: Jay Wright (275-168 lifetime, 152-83 at Villanova)
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Defense Did the Trick
On a night where its offense sputtered en

route to a season-low 64 points Villanova
turned to its reliable friend, the defense, to stave
off an early challenge from Towson on Friday
night at the Palestra.

“We weren’t ourselves in the first half,”
stated Villanova head coach Jay Wright. “We
were excited to be here and it seemed like we
were rushed for whatever reason.”

So the ‘Cats leaned on their defense and it
was there for them. Towson was limited to 18-
of-55 shooting for the night (.327) and was just
7-of-25 (.185) in the second half. 

“I felt good about our defense, especially
in the second half,” stated Wright.

Last season, especially early in the cam-
paign, VU struggled with 3-point field goal per-
centage defense. As late as early February of
2008, it ranked 15th among all BIG EAST
clubs in that department. The late season
improvement seen in 2007-08 has carried over
into the new year.

Opponents are 32-of-117 (.282) from
deep. VU limited Towson to 5-of-27 (.185)
shooting from beyond the arc on Saturday
night. That element figures to be vitally impor-
tant as they face a team of talented long range
shooters in Rhode Island, led by Jimmy Baron.

Take Note
Please note the start time for Villanova’s

contest at Penn on Tuesday is 8:00 p.m. The
game was listed as a 7:00 p.m. start on many
pre-season schedules.

Reynolds Wrap
Scottie Reynolds remains at the center of

Villanova’s offensive and defensive attacks as
he enters his third season as a Wildcat. He
picked up 14 points in the win over Towson and
now has 1,108 points in his Villanova career.
He needs 14 more points to move past John
Olive (1,122) into 47th place on the all-time
school scoring list.

Reynolds was named a pre-season All BIG
EAST selection last month. On Nov. 7, it was
announced that he is one of 50 players national-
ly included on the Wooden Award Preseason
watch list. 

One of Reynolds’great offensive strengths
is his ability to get to the free throw line. He is
23-of-25 (.920) at the line thus far this season,
averaging better than six attempts per outing.

In 72 career games, Reynolds has attempt-
ed four or more free throws 52 times. In those
games, Villanova is 38-14 (.730). 

Last season Reynolds helped nurture
young guards Corey Fisher and Corey Stokes
after he benefitted from the guidance of former
‘Cat guard Mike Nardi in 2006-07. Reynolds
became the primary point guard for Villanova
late in the season. He scored 92 points in the
Wildcats five postseason games last season - an
average of 18.4 ppg.

Reynolds also added a steal against
Towson, giving him 109 for his career. That
moved him into 27th place on the Villanova all-
time list with the man he succeeded in wearing
uniform No. 1, Kyle Lowry.

Reynolds is VU’s second leading scorer at
13.2 ppg and its top assist man (25).

Dante’s Inferno
Over the course of his career, Dante

Cunningham has been one of Villanova’s most
dependable defenders, rebounders and leaders.
His offense,though, has typically taken a back-
seat to that of such gifted scorers as Reynolds,
Randy Foye, Kyle Lowry, and Curtis Sumpter.

But if Wright has his way, that is in the
process of changing.

“We need Dante to be a scorer,” he says.
“He has been a good scorer in some games but
he hasn’t done it consistently because he does-
n’t ask for it. As a coaching staff we have to
demand it too. He can really score in a lot of
ways.”

Cunningham connected on 4-of-8 from the
field and finished with 12 points in the win over
Towson.  He leads Villanova in scoring at 17.3
ppg. Nearly as impressive is the fact his 86
points have come in 142 minutes of action.

He is now 33-of-54 (.611) from the floor
this season. His run of five straight double-digit
scoring efforts to open the season matches  is
his best stretch as a collegian, supassing a four
game double digit run in January 2007.

“I have been working a lot in the off-sea-
son on my range and understanding where shots
come from and where I can be comfortable on
the court,” stated Cunningham. 

Cunningham also leads VU in rebounding
at 6.8 rpg. He now has 569 careeer caroms,
which places him 32nd among the all-time top
rebounders on the Main Line.  His 121 career
steals place him in 18th place in that category at
VU.

Anderson, who averaged 9.7 points and 7.0 rebounds per game after
he was inserted into the starting lineup on Feb. 9, 2008, learned there is a
stress fracture in his left foot on Nov. 13, one day before the start of his
senior campaign.

“It’s just going to be a matter of time with Dwayne,” stated Wright.
Anderson remains out of the lineup indefinitely. 

Reggie’s Been Ready
One of the quieter contributors to Villanova’s early success has been

junior guard Reggie Redding. The Philadelphia native has always been a
dependable defender but he’s made quiet offensive contributions in the
early going.

The Saint Joseph’s Prep product averages 8.2 ppg and 4.8 rpg from
the guard position thus far in 2008-09.
The Corey Stories

Villanova starts a pair of Coreys who came to prominence as high
school rivals in New Jersey.

Sophomore Corey Stokes emerged as an offensive force late in
2007-08 and helped ignite Villanova’s charge to the Sweet 16 of the
NCAA Tournament. 

This year Stokes scoring average is at 12.8 ppg. Even after a tough
shooting night from deep against Towson (2-of-10), he still paces the
Wildcats with a .463 accuracy mark from deep and now has 19 triples on
the season. A year ago as he acclimated himself to the BIG EAST, the
product of St. Benedict’s Prep did not drain his 13th 3-point field goal
until Jan. 26 in a loss to Notre Dame.

Fisher, meanwhile, dropped in a huge three as time expired in the
first half to give VU a lift headed into the locker room against Towson.
He ended the night with 11 points and a pair of assists in 28 minutes. 

The native of the Bronx, N.Y. is fourth on the ‘Cats in scoring at 11.2
ppg and also has 19 assists to go with just 10 turnovers, an assist-to-
turnover ratio just below 2:1.

Foul Line Prowess
In the early  going Villanova has displayed an ability to get to the

free throw line. It has already attempted 127 free throws, converting 96
(.756). Its opponents have attempted 88 free throws. In 2007-08, VU’s
opponents attempted 57 more free throws than did the Wildcats.
Frank Offers A Lift

Senior Frank Tchuisi made each of his eight minutes count against
Towson. The native of Cameroon grabbed a career-high five rebounds to
go with three points in the triumph over the Tigers.

In his first three seasons at VU, Tchuisi logged a total of 55 minutes
of action. Through five games thus far in 2008-09, he has played 46 min-
utes, an average of 9.2 mpg.

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‘Cats Sign Trio of Standouts
A trio of nationally prominent seniors have inked national letters of

intent to attend Villanova University in the fall of 2009, it was announced
today. The group includes forward Isaiah Armwood from Montrose
Christian Academy (Rockville, Md.); guard Maalik Wayns of
Philadelphia's Roman Catholic High School and power forward
Mouphtaou Yarou, a native of Benin in the republic of West Africa who
also attends Montrose Christian Academy.

ESPN.com ranks the class as No. 2 in the nation.
"We are as excited about this class as any we have brought to

Villanova," stated head coach Jay Wright. "This group offers us a unique
combination of frontcourt and backcourt talent with exceptional skill and
incredible character. The loyalty each of these young men has shown to
our program through this process is heartwarming to all of us in the
Villanova Basketball Family."

Armwood, 6-8, is a versatile forward who has been a fixture for
national prep powerhouse Montrose Christian Academy. He averaged 12
points and eight rebounds as a junior before being sidelined by a left knee
injury. It is expected that he will be a key performer in his final prep sea-
son for Montrose. He is listed as the No. 35 ranked prospect on ESPNU's
Top 100 list.

"Isaiah is an athletically gifted wing player who has played four
years for coach Stu Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy," stated
Wright. "He has been well-schooled in the fundamentals. We expect him
to make an immediate impact at Villanova with his quickness and athleti-
cism."

Wayns is a 6-1 guard who averaged 22.4 points, 5.1 assists and 4.8
rebounds per game as a junior at Roman Catholic High School. Last sum-
mer, he represented the United States as a member of USA Basketball's
18-and-under team that competed in Argentina. He is ranked by espn.com
as the No. 22 senior in the country.

"Maalik Wayns is the leader of this class," said Wright. "He was the
first one of this group to commit to us and he encouraged his friends
Isaiah and Moof' (Yarou) to join him at Villanova. Maalik will be the next
in the line of great Villanova guards. We're so proud to have another
Roman Catholic Cahillite with us on the Villanova campus."

Rounding out the group of fall signees is Yarou, a 6-9 power forward

who in a short period of time in the United States has emerged as one of
the nation's most coveted big men - the No. 27 rated senior prospect in
the nation according to espn.com. He enjoyed a breakthrough summer on
the AAU circuit and will play this season for Vetter at Montrose Christian
Academy. 

"Moof' is as skilled a power forward as any frontcourt recruit we
have had at Villanova," Wright stated. "He is very intelligent, extremely
hard working and will be playing for a legendary coach this season in Stu
Vetter at Montrose Christian Academy. Moof' will make an immediate
impact on our team with his rebounding and shot blocking ability."

Villanova will play home games at three sites in 2008-09: the

Pavilion, Wachovia Center and Wachovia Spectrum.
The Wildcats have played before a sellout crowd of 6,500 at the

Pavilion for 86 consecutive regular season games. The last time they
failed to do so came during a snow storm in December of 2000.

Villanova is 42-4 (.913) in the building on Ithan Avenue since 2005.
It is now 203-54 (.790) all-time in the Pavilion. Since the start of the
1994-95 season, VU is 141-22 (.865) in the Pavilion. The ‘Cats are 71-12
(.855) in Pavilion home games under Jay Wright.

The Wildcats will host three BIG EAST games at the Wachovia
Center in Philadelphia this season, beginning on Jan. 10 (Louisville).  VU
then returns to the Center on Feb. 7 against Syracuse and Feb. 28 when it
welcomes Georgetown to the building. Villanova has averaged better
than 19,000 in attendance in its Center games since 2005.
