
cost for such vehicles is $50 

per game. 

 Handicap Parking will 

be available at the VIP Lot  

on a first come, first serve 

basis at a cost of $10. They 

can be purchased at the lot 

entrance. 

 There will be no charge 

for general parking on Par-

ents’ Weekend. 

 

 General Parking is  

available in lots B, C, and E 

at a cost of $10 per game and 

can be purchased at the lot 

entrance.  

 Parking is also available 

at the Law School Garage 

(Lot F) and is free of charge. 

 Individual game tailgate 

parking is available in Lot A 

at a cost of $20 per game 

purchase at the lot entrance.   

 Tailgate parking in Lot A 

can only be purchased the 

day of the game. Spots in Lot 

A are given on a first come, 

first serve basis so be sure to 

get there early to ensure  

yourself a spot. 

 Full Season VIP park-

ing  at the Pavilion Lot is 

available for purchase from 

the Athletic Ticket Office. 

 VIP Lot passes may be 

available on a game to game 

basis but must be purchased 

in advance of the game. You 

will not be allowed to enter 

the VIP lot without a pre-

purchased pass. 

 Lot A and the VIP Lot 

are the only parking areas 

where tailgating  is permit-

ted. 

 Recreational Vehicles 
and oversized vehicles are 

REQUIRED to park in the 

East Main Lot (Lot A). The 

Parking Information 

Tailgating Information, Rules and Regulations 

 VIP Tailgate Lot opens 

for tailgating 4 hours prior 

to kickoff. 

 Lot A (East Main)

opens for tailgating 3 hours 

prior to kickoff. 

 Kegs, bottles and fun-

nels designed for “drinking 

games” are not permitted. 

 Charcoal grills are not 

permitted. Only grills with 

small propane tanks (less 

than 2 lb.) are allowed. 

 Patrons are not permit-

ted to save spaces for future 

arrivers or park in drive-

ways, exits or fire lanes.  

Upon entrance to Lot A, 

patrons will be directed 

where to park. 

 Spectators wishing to 

park together must enter  

lots at the same time as a 

group. 

 Pedestrians are not per-

mitted to carry alcohol into 

the tailgating lot. To prevent 

underage drinking patrons 

entering a tailgating lot may 

be subject to an ID check 

and/or denial of entry. 

 A reasonable amount of 

alcohol may be brought into 

the tailgate lot via the permit 

purchaser’s vehicle. Vehi-

cles suspected of carrying 

excessive amounts of alco-

hol are subject search and 

denial of entry. 

 Tailgating is not per-

mitted during the game. 

Fans that do not enter the 

stadium area at the start of 

the game will be asked to 

leave. 

 Tents are NOT permit-

ted in Lot A (East Main). 

 Active sports (football 

throwing) are allowed as 

long as the activity does 

not endanger anyone 

around them. 

 Children must remain 

supervised at all times. 

 Please clean up all 

garbage before exiting the 

tailgate area. 
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Parking Locations 
 
Lot A: The entrance to this lot 
is located just south of Lancas-
ter Avenue off of Ithan Ave-
nue. 
Lots B, C: Directly adjacent to 
Lot A off of Ithan Avenue, just 

south of Lancaster Avenue. 
Lots E, F: Just North of Septa 
train track above main campus. 
When walking from  Lot F to 
stadium, proceed  East towards 
lot E. Cross over point located 
near lot E  entrance  on 
Ithan Avenue. Path under 

bridge will lead in direction of 
all sports complex’s 
VIP Lot: Located just North of 
Lancaster Avenue off of Ithan 
Avenue at Pavilion Point.
