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Welcome to the University of Oklahoma! We are eager to introduce you to OU Athletics.  By enrolling at the University Of Oklahoma, you have become a 
part of the Sooner Family and we extend to you the opportunity of attending our athletic events.  Below you will find all the information you need to know 
about attending athletic events that showcase the talent of our Sooner student-athletes! 
 
OU Football season ticket lottery sign-up will be August 15, 2011 through 3:00 p.m. on August 19, 2011 (Internet sign-up will begin at 8:00 a.m.  Walk-
up sign-up at the Athletics Ticket Office will begin at 10:00a.m. on August 15).  Students can request their season ticket online or at the Athletics Ticket 
Office during the sale dates listed above.  A lottery will be held the afternoon of August 19 if demand exceeds supply.  Notification will be sent via email to 
all students on the status of their season ticket purchase on the night of August 19. Only full-time students (undergrad = 12 hrs, grad = 9 hrs) who have never 
previously attend the University of Oklahoma may request a season ticket through this lottery. These students will be categorized in Category II and 
will be eligible for OU/Texas tickets during the fall sale only if supplies remain after the Category I sale.  Although part-time students are not 
eligible to request season tickets, they are eligible to purchase individual game tickets as they become available.  Use the instructions below during the sale 
dates to sign up for your football season ticket. 

2011 OU STUDENT SEASON TICKET ONLINE ORDERING INSTRUCTIONS 
1) Log on to www.soonersports.com 
2) Click on the “TICKETS” link, located at the top of the page. 
3) Click on “STUDENT TICKETS.” 
4) Click on the “ORDER STUDENT TICKETS ONLINE” link. 
5) Click on “Register” and enter your Student ID Number and complete the registration process. 
6) Click on the link “Football Student Ticket Lottery”. 
7) Enter your order for one football season ticket.  To order a spouse or dependent child ticket, you must go to the Athletics Ticket Office and 

present a marriage license [spouse] or birth certificate [child]. Please make sure that you order your ticket online first. 
8)  Review your order, proceed to the payment screen, and submit payment.  Tickets are $170 and will be billed to your bursar 

account in the fall (a non-refundable $15 service fee will be applied to all orders). 
9) Print the receipt confirmation that is displayed at the end of the purchasing process and keep it for your records.

CHANGES AS IMPORTANT INFORMATION IS SENT VIA EMAIL. 

FOOTBALL TICKET PICK-UP 
 Students who purchase season tickets and are enrolled full-time in the 2011 academic year will be eligible to either print each ticket 

at home during the designated distribution period or pick each ticket up at the Athletics Ticket Office during the designated 
distribution time. 

 Tickets may be printed off at home starting Sunday at 5:00 p.m. until Wednesday at 3:00 p.m. the week of each home game or they 
may be picked up at the Athletics Ticket Office between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. on Monday – Wednesday the week of each home game.  
Notification will be sent via email if there are any changes in the distribution schedule. 

 A student must pick up a ticket with his or her OU ID card for each home game or log on for a print at home ticket and print their 
ticket off during each distribution period.  NO EXCEPTIONS! Students may allow other students to pick up their student football 
ticket by giving them their ID to present at the OU Athletics Ticket Office during the distribution period for that event.  Tickets are 
not guaranteed to be available after these times.  

 All home football student tickets are good for seating in the general admission student sections in the Oklahoma Memorial 
Stadium.  A general admission ticket (like all tickets) is a license for that individual for a seat and not a license to that individual to 
dictate, save and allocate seat locations for others. 

 Bursar accounts are charged the full season ticket price regardless of how many tickets are picked up or left unclaimed.  No 
refunds will be given for unclaimed tickets.  Failure to keep payment of ticket charges current may result in forfeiture 
of remaining tickets and the ability to purchase for future events. 

 If unclaimed tickets remain after the pick-up dates, they will go on sale to OU students on Thursday following the pick-up dates at 
the OU Athletics Ticket Office.  Students without a season ticket may purchase a ticket to that weekend’s game at the student rate if 
availability exists.  (Part-time students are eligible to purchase these individual game tickets as availability permits.) Cash and 
credit card are the only acceptable method of payment for these tickets – NO bursar payments are allowed. 

 Also on Thursday, any student may purchase a guest ticket at the public price if availability exists. 
 Student or student guest tickets are not guaranteed to be available for sale on Thursday. Students can call the OU Athletics Ticket 

Office after 6:00 p.m. on Wednesday night to check sale status. 
 All Thursday student sales will be held at the Athletics Ticket Office and will not be conducted online. 
 Students must have both a game ticket AND their student ID to enter the stadium. 

ADDITIONAL SPORTS TICKETS 
 Men’s basketball season tickets will be available for purchase during the fall semester.  Dates and times for this sale will be released 

during the fall semester.  Please check the student newspaper and your OU email account for updates as they become available.   
 If unclaimed single game tickets remain after the men’s basketball pick-up dates, they will go on sale to all OU 

students following the designated pick-up period.  You will receive more information on single game ticket sale 
dates and prices once the schedule has been determined.   

 Admission to ALL other varsity sports is free to full-time OU students who present their valid student ID at the 
sporting event.
