QB Robert Griffi n has scored at least one rushing touchdown in fi ve 
straight games. He’s the fi rst Baylor player to score rushing TDs in 
more than three consecutive games since Jerod Douglas (1995) had 
a six-game run.

Joe Pawelek posted 10-plus tackles for the 10th time in his career and 
the fi fth time this season. 

LB Antonio Johnson had a career high 12 tackles. It was the second 
consecutive game in which he has established a career best.

Colorado had a sellout crowd at Folsom Field (53,927) for the fi rst time 
since the 2005 Nebraska game.

The Buffaloes recorded two interceptions vs. Texas to up its season 
total to six for 142 yards. 

Matt Ballenger threw a touchdown pass in his fi rst career appearance, 
becoming the fi rst non-starting QB at Colorado to have a TD in a game 
since 2004.

CU’s defense held Texas to three yards or less rushing on 27 of 46 
attempts.

Kansas State has scored in 145 consecutive games, extending its 
school record and improving on the nation’s 12th longest streak.

Junior quarterback Josh Freeman threw for a touchdown and ran for 
two. He is now tied for second on the K-State career passing touchdown 
list with 36, needing two for the school record. 

Freeman’s two rushing touchdowns brought his season total to eight, which 
is the highest rushing TD total for a K-State quarterback since 2004.

K-State has tallied 65 non-offensive touchdowns since the 1999 season, 
ranking second in the nation in the category.

Senior wide receiver Ernie Pierce tallied one catch for 33 yards and 
a touchdown plus a blocked punt return for a TD. It was the longest 
reception of his career. He has scored three touchdowns on blocked 
punts, with two during this season.

Missouri’s victory over Nebraska was the Tigers’ fi rst win in Lincoln since 
1978.

Mizzou had 462 yards of total offense, with 412 of those coming from 
QB Chase Daniel through three quarters. Daniel completed 18-of-23 
passes for 253 yards and 3 TDs with no interceptions.

TB Derrick Washington leads the nation in scoring. He has averaged 
14.40 points per game (10 rushing and two receiving TDs), and has 
scored at least two touchdowns each game this season.

Brock Christopher’s interception for TD marks the fourth such score for 
the Tiger defense (all by the linebacker crew) in 2008.

Jeremy Maclin notched his 14th career receiving TD, which moved him 
into a tie for fourth on the MU career list with Mel Gray (1968-70).

The win at ISU was KU’s fi fth straight road victory in Big 12 Conference 
play dating back to last season.

Junior QB Todd Reesing became the second-leading passer in school 
history with a total 5,414 career yards, including 319 yards against the 
Cyclones.  

With 107 yards in receptions, Jake Sharp is the fi fth Jayhawk to record 
over 100 yards receiving in a single game this year.  He is also the fi rst 
running back to achieve the feat going back to the 1974 season.

For the fourth straight game, Kansas had two players with 100+ receiving 
yards in Kerry Meier (125) and Sharp (107).

Joe Mortensen registered a game-high tying eight tackles, with two for 
loss, including a sack. He also forced a fumble.

QB Austen Arnaud set career highs in both passing yards and 
touchdowns, throwing  268 yards for three touchdowns vs. Kansas.

R.J. Sumrall recorded career highs in receptions (10) and receiving 
yards (106), notching his second 100-yard receiving game of the season 
(Kent State). He is the fi rst Cyclone to catch 10 or more passes since 
J.J. Moses in 2000 against Nebraska.

Freshman Grant Mahoney ranks 12th nationally and currently leads the 
conference in fi eld goals, going 9-for-13 and averaging 1.8 per game.

ISU leads the league in kick returns with 19 for 486 yards and averages 
25.6 yards per game.

The Cyclones have a +8 turnover margin to rank third nationally.

Alex Henery has connected on 15-of-16 career fi eld goals, and is a 
perfect 65-of-65 on PATs in his career.

Joe Ganz completed 26-of-38 passes for 290 yards and two 
touchdowns. He opened the game completing his fi rst eight passes 
before an incompletion.

The 290 passing yards by Ganz pushed his career total to 2,844, 
moving him into eighth pace on Nebraska’s career passing list.

 

OSU has won six consecutive games dating back to last season to 
mark the longest winning streak since seven-straight in 2003.

The Cowboys have now racked up 50 points in four consecutive 
games, which is a school record. The OSU record for 50-point games 
in a season is fi ve set in 1988.

With 252 total yards against the Aggies, QB Zac Robinson has 5,353 
yards of total offense in his career. He also tied a career-high three 
touchdowns for the third time this season.

Ugo Chinasa and Patrick Lavine each returned interceptions for 
touchdowns. The last time OSU had two interceptions returned for 
touchdowns was in 2001.

Dez Bryant had a 78-yard punt return for a touchdown to be named 
Big 12 Special Teams Player of the Week. He also had three receiving 
scores in the game.

WR Juaquin Iglesias recorded his fi fth 100-yard receiving game.

Junior LB Keenan Clayton posted a career-high 14 tackles to earn Big 
12 co-Defensive Player of the Week. Of the the total tackles, 11 were 
unassisted.

Texas has scored 236 points over its fi rst fi ve games, the most 
for Texas since 1915 (281).

Colt McCoy and Quan Cosby have tied the UT record for 
completions between a QB and a WR with 131.

McCoy’s 67 career passing TDs are tied with Major Applewhite 
for the most thrown by a Texas QB.

The Longhorn defense has held its opponent to 14 points or less 
in the fi rst fi ve games of a season for the fi rst time since 1991. It 
also has not allowed a TD in the fi rst quarter this season.

Roy Miller was selected co-Big 12 Defensive Player of the Week 
after posting eight tackles, including one TFL and a fumble 
recovery against Colorado.

The Aggie offense produced a season-high 402 total yards, including 
a season-high 184 on the ground.

Sophomore quarterback Jerrod Johnson had career highs in completions 
and attempts on 24-of-43 passing for 218 yards with two touchdowns 
and two interceptions.

Junior Mike Goodson ended the game with 112 yards on eight carries 
and two touchdowns. It was the fourth 100-yard rushing game of his 
career and the second this season.

Goodson’s 80-yard touchdown run was the longest of his career - 
previous best was a 64-yarder against Baylor (2006). It was also the 
longest by any Aggie since an 86-yarder by Courtney Lewis in 2003.

Senior Justin Brantly had his best game of the season with a 54.0 
average on four punts against the Cowboys.

No. 7/8 Texas Tech played its fi rst Big 12 game of the season with its highest 
ranking in program history since the 1976 season when the Red Raiders 
were No. 5.

Senior QB Graham Harrell became the Big 12 and TTU all-time leading 
hurler with 12,709 passing yards, breaking Kliff Kingsbury’s former 
record of 12,429 passing yards. He was named Big 12 Offensive Player 
of the Week.

Harrell connected with 11 different recievers at KSU. He has not thrown 
an interception in his last 144 attempts, and currently leads the country 
with 405.4 passing yards per game.

Michael Crabtree’s two TDs tied him for the school record in career 
touchdowns with former Red Raider Jarrett Hicks (2003-06) with 30.
