NORMAN, Okla. -- One week after sweeping the competition at the Rocky Mountain Open, 
the second-ranked Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team travels to face 10th ranked Nebraska, 
at the Bob Devaney Center in Lincoln, Neb.  The meet is slated for a 2 p.m. (CT) start on 
Sunday, Jan. 18.

The Sooners topped the Huskers and Air Force last weekend in Colorado.

“This will be another road test for us and another opportunity to keep improving,” said head 
coach Mark Williams..” 

The Sooners will look to continue their strong opening at the Rocky Mountain Open as the 
team will be a little short handed this week, due to injuries. The Oklahoma squad swept the 
opposing teams for the first time since the 2001 Sooner squad with a final score of 355.000. 

Sophomore Steven Legendre will look to build an impressive start to the season this 
weekend after claiming four individual titles (floor, vault, parallel bar and high bar) and the 
all-around championship.

Senior co-captain Chris Brooks is also poised to improve his second-place finish in the all-
around and rings event at the Rocky Mountain Open.  

“Chris is hoping to have a little better performance than last week and we will definitely 
need that from him,” added Williams. 

Williams and Legendre will be at U.S. Senior National Team practice leading up to the event 
and will meet the team in Lincoln, Neb. for the meet later on in the week.

The Sooners will be without the services of Junior Ian Jackson for the rest of the season. 
Jackson injured his Achilles tendon at the Rocky Mountain on the last pass of his floor 
routine but won an individual title on rings and finished in third on vault and parallel bars 
before he was injured.

Coming Up Next Week...
Following the meet with Nebraska, the Sooners head back to Norman for their home 
opener, Jan. 31, against Texas.  The meet will be at 7 p.m. at the Howard McCasland Field 
House.  The meet will mark 2008 National Championship Celebration Day were fans will 
have the opportunity to meet the gymnasts while they sign autographs and see the 2008 
National Championship trophy after the meet. 

Decade of Dominance...
The Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team started the season with a victory at the Rocky 
Mountain Open and claiming the meet championship for the tenth consecutive year. The 
second-ranked Sooners scored a 355.000 Saturday night in Colorado Springs, Colo., to win 
the collegiate portion of the competition, while Steven Legendre claimed his second Rock 
Mountain Open all-around title with an 89.400.

Oklahoma gymnasts claimed all of the individual titles at the Rocky Mountain Open with 
the help of Legendre winning event titles on floor (15.350), vault (15.900), parallel bars 
(14.950), high bar (14.700) and coming in tied for second with Chris Brooks on rings with a 
score of 15.150. 

Chris Brooks, a senior co-captain came in second in the all-around while juniors Ian Jackson 
and Corey English claimed individual titles in rings (15.300) and pommel horse (14.900), 
respectively.   

Rocky Mountain Quick Fact...
 This is the second time that Legendre has won both the floor and all-around in the Rocky 
Mountain Open. Last year, Legendre won the floor title with a score of 15.400 and the all-
around with a 84.950. Legendre is the this first gymnast in the last nine years to win four 
event titles and the all-around in the Rocky Mountain Open.

The ’09 Sooners joined the ’01 Oklahoma squad as the only team to sweep all event titles 
since 2001.
 

Williams Names Captains...
Seniors Jacob Messina and Chris Brooks were named co-captains for the 2009 season by 
head coach Mark Williams.

Both have been apart of several of the Sooners national championship  squads and have 
received national honors for their effort.

Brooks was a two-time All-American last year on high bar and parallel bars while Messina 
has the chance to win a fourth national championship in five years with the team. 

Legendre Named to National Team...
University of Oklahoma men’s gymnastics sophomore Steven Legendre has been selected to 
the U.S. Senior National team as announced by USA Gymnastics in October.

Legendre was successful in his first meet as a member of the USA Men’s Gymnastics Senior 
National Team at the Toyota Cup in Toyota City, Japan, on Nov 15-16.
 
The weekend was highlighted by Legendre’s third-place finish on the vault during the last 
day of competition, good for a bronze medal. Legendre averaged a 15.825 on the vault after 
posting scores of 16.05 and 15.75.

The Port Jefferson, N.Y., native also finished in the top six in the other events that he com-
peted. Legendre finished fifth on the floor exercise and sixth on his high bar and parallel 
bars routines. 

In his last national competition, Legendre competed at the 2008 Visa Championships and 
placed second on floor and 13th in the all-around competition.  The strong showing came 
shortly after he earned two individual NCAA titles (vault and floor) while pushing the Soon-
ers to the program’s eighth National Championship.  

The Port Jefferson, N.Y. native became just the fourth Sooner to record multiple NCAA titles 
in a season, while also earning All-American status on three events.

 QUICK FACTS

In the month of March, the Sooners will face three Big Ten foes beginning with a trip to the University of Minnesota on March 7, a meet that includes MPSF rival 
Stanford.  After the matchup with the Golden Gophers and Stanford, Oklahoma will host two of its top rivals with Ohio State (March 14) and Penn State (March 21) at 
the McCasland Field House.

Since 2000, the Sooners, Nittany Lions and Buckeyes have combined to win the last nine NCAA titles.  OU leads the pack with five national championships while Penn 
State has claimed three (2000, 2004, 2007) and Ohio State won the 2001 championship.

Oklahoma will defend its 2008 national title as the University of Minnesota will host the 2009 NCAA Men’s Gymnastics Championships, April 16-18, at the Minnesota 
Sports Pavilion.  Oklahoma has won five national championships under the leadership of head coach Mark Williams and has claimed eight overall in the program’s 
history.

The Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team has now won five of the last seven NCAA team crowns, (2008), (2006), (2005), (2003), and (2002), under current head coach 
Mark Williams. With eight national championships, the men’s gymnastics team now owns the most titles of any OU athletics program, breaking a tie with the football

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2008 NATIONAL CHAMPIONS

In one of the most dramatic endings in NCAA Championship history, the second ranked 
Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team toppled No. 1 Stanford on the Cardinal’s home floor 
to claim the 2008 national title.  It was the Sooners’ fifth championship in the last seven 
years and the eighth in program history, giving the gymnastics squad the most national 
titles of any OU athletics program.

Senior Jonathan Horton reinforced his status as the most decorated gymnast in OU 
history, becoming the Sooners’ sixth Nissen-Emery Award winner and claiming an indi-
vidual national title on rings while finishing second in the all-around.  Horton earned 
All-America status on three events (AA, SR, PB) to bring his career total to 18, a program 
record.  His six career individual championships are also tops in OU history.

Proving that the future of the OU program is extremely bright, freshman Steven 
Legendre won individual national championships on floor exercise and vault, earning 
All-America honors on both events as well as on high bar.  Legendre became just the 
fourth Sooner to earn multiple NCAA titles in a season and the first freshman to win 
national crowns on at least two events.

In total, Oklahoma gymnasts earned 11 All-America honors in 2008, the second highest 
total in the nation.  In addition to Horton and Legendre, juniors Russell Czeschin (FX), 
Chris Brooks (PB, HB) and Jason Laughton (PH) and sophomore Reed Pitts (FX) received 
national honors. 

Following the NCAA Championships, OU head coach Mark Williams was named National 
Coach of the Year for the fifth time, while assistants Daniel Furney and Rustam Sharipov 
earned National Co-Assistant Coach of the Year honors for the second time in three 
seasons.

The Sooners also claimed the Mountain Pacific Sports Federation title in 2008, their 
ninth conference championship in 10 years and fourth consecutive.  Williams was 
named the conference’s Coach of the Year for the eighth time in his nine seasons as OU 
head coach, sharing the 2008 honor with Cal’s Barry Weiner.  Horton was the MPSF all-
around champion for the third time. He also won the rings crown and earned his third 
MPSF Gymnast of the Year Award.  

Horton excelled on the international scene as a member of the U.S. Senior National 
Team.  At the 2007 World Gymnastics Championships in Stuttgart, Germany, he finished 
fourth in the all-around and became just the fourth American men’s gymnast to record 
a top-four all-around finish at the World Championships.  Horton’s performance helped 
the U.S. to a fourth-place team finish and an automatic berth in the 2008 Olympic 
Games. Horton went on to win a bronze medal in team competition and a silver medal 
in the individual high bar finals at the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games.

2008 SEASON HIGHLIGHTS

WILLIAMS’ CONTINUED SUCCESS
The Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team has won five of the last seven NCAA team crowns, 
(2008), (2006), (2005), (2003), and (2002), all under current head coach Mark Williams. 
Since taking over the program in 2000, Williams’ teams have finished runner-up three 
times, (2007), (2004), (2001), and lower than second at the NCAA Championships only 
once, a fourth-place showing in his first season (2000).

NISSEN-EMRY AWARD
Senior Jonathan Horton reinforced his status as the most decorated gymnast in OU history, 
becoming the Sooners’ sixth Nissen-Emery Award winner. OU now has more Nissen-Emery 
award winners than any other university. Past winners include: Daniel Furney (2003), Todd 
Bishop (1999), Dan Fink (1998), Jarrod Hanks (1991) and Bart Conner (1981).

MPSF ONCE AGAIN
Oklahoma came from behind on the final rotation to win the program’s fourth consecutive 
conference title.  The Sooners’ conference crown is their ninth in 10 seasons competing in 
the Mountain Pacific Sports Federation. The Sooners have won 16 individual conference 
crowns over the last five years.

ALL-AMERICANS “ALL-AROUND”
In total, Oklahoma gymnasts earned 11 All-America honors in 2008, the second highest 
total in the nation.  In addition to Horton and StevenLegendre claiming six, juniors Russell 
Czeschin (FX), Chris Brooks (PB, HB) and Jason Laughton (PH) and sophomore Reed Pitts 
(FX) received national honors. The Sooners have earned double-digit totals in All-America 
honors in each of the last three years.

SAYING GOODBYE
Saying goodbye to Horton and Taqiy Abdullah-Simmons wasn’t easy.  During their four 
years in Norman, the pair combined for 24 All-America honors, six individual NCAA titles 
and were part of back-to-back national championship teams in 2005 and 2006.  Horton 
and Abdullah-Simmons accounted for the last two of the last three NCAA all-around titles - 
Horton in 2006 and Abdullah-Simmons in 2007.  No other team in NCAA men’s gymnastics 
history had boasted two all-around champions on the same team at the same time.

HEAD COACH MARK WILLIAMS
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  The Oklahoma men’s gymnastics team started the season with a victory at the Rocky 

Mountain Open claiming the meet championship for the tenth consecutive year. The 
second-ranked Sooners scored a 355.000 Saturday night in Colorado Springs, Colo., to 
win the collegiate portion of the competition, while Legendre claimed his second Rock 
Mountain Open all-around title with an 89.400.

No. 10 Nebraska finished second with a 332.400 total, while host Air Force placed third 
with a 317.900 team total.  Club teams from Arizona State University (312.950) and 
the University of Washington (303.200) placed fourth and fifth, respectively.  A team 
comprised of athletes from the U.S. Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs scored a 
147.950 but was ineligible for awards in the collegiate division.

Oklahoma gymnasts claimed all of the individual titles at the Rocky Mountain Open with 
the help of Legendre winning event titles on floor (15.350), vault (15.900), parallel bars 
(14.950), high bar (14.700) and coming in tied for second with Chris Brooks on rings with 
a score of 15.150.

Senior co-captain Chris Brooks came in second in the all-around while juniors Ian Jackson 
and Corey English claimed individual titles in rings (15.300) and pommel horse (14.900), 
respectively.

On Saturday, junior Ian Jackson suffered an injury to his Achillies tendon during the meet 
on the last pass of his floor routine. The Harrisburg, Pa, native competed in the all-around 
on and claimed the rings title and finished third in vault and parallel bars before he was 
injured.
