2009-10: Big 12 champion at 184 pounds was one of the heroes of the 
Cowboys’ team title at the event after toppling No. 3 Max Askren of Missouri 
by a comfortable 10-6 margin in the title bout ... That win was Foster’s first 
in five career tries against Askren ... Beat No. 12 Jerome Ward of Iowa State 
by a 6-5 score in the Big 12 semifinals ... That win was crucial in the Cowboys 
winning the team title by a narrow 1.5-point margin over the second-ranked 
Cyclones ... Carries a 19-3 overall record and a 10-3 dual match mark into the 
NCAA Championships ... Missed most of December after sustaining an injury 
in practice ... Lost his first two bouts -- both at the hands of ranked opponents 
-- after returning from his injury, but enters the NCAA Championships having 
won nine of his last 10 matches ... Claimed an impressive win during the regu-
lar season with a 10-5 sudden victory triumph over No. 6 Joe LeBlanc of Wyo-
ming ... Was honored as Big 12 Wrestler of the Week following that victory ... 
Despite missing significant action, still ranks among the team leaders with six 
wins by major decision and 11 bonus-point victories ... Included on his list of 
bonus-point victims is No. 17 Sonny Yohn of Minnesota, who Foster beat by a 
13-1 major decision as part of the Cowboys’ dual victory over the Gophers.

2008-09: Fourth-place finisher at the Big 12 Championships went 29-7 on the 
year with a 20-2 mark in dual competition and six wins over ranked oppo-
nents ... Team leader with 60 takedowns ... Racked up 19 bonus-point wins to 
lead the team ... His 81 dual points were good for second on the team ... Won 
two bouts at the NCAA Championships, claiming an 8-5 victory over No. 15 
Chad Beatty of Iowa in the first round and later scoring a 10-1 major decision 
win over Illinois’ Patrick Bond ... Was nothing short of dominant to start the 
season, winning 16 of his first 17 bouts, with bonus points included in 14 of 
those 16 wins ... Mixed in that early-season flurry was a 12-9 win over No. 8 
Eric Lapotsky of Oklahoma in the Bedlam Series dual in Norman ... His mar-
quee win of the year was a 5-2 victory over No. 2 Craig Brester of Nebraska 
in Lincoln ... Won three of his last four regular-season bouts against ranked 
opponents, toppling Brester and No. 14 Andrew Anderson of Northern Iowa 
before handing No. 11 Lapotsky a 7-5 defeat as part of the Cowboys’ 27-6 
Bedlam Series win over Oklahoma in Stillwater ... Dominated the 197-pound 
bracket at the Central Missouri Open to start the season, picking up three 
wins by fall and one by technical fall at the event. 

Summer, 2008: Won the freestyle bronze medal in the 96 kg weight class at 
the 2008 FILA Junior World Championships in Istanbul, Turkey ... Started his 
run to the podium with a 1-0, 1-2, 4-2 win over Turkey’s Mustafa Ozdemir in 
the first round. He followed that up with a 1-0, 2-0 sweep of Simas Norkus 
of Lithuania. Ukrainian Shamil Dibirov handed Foster a 3-0, 3-1 defeat in 
the semifinals to bump the Cowboy into the consolation bracket where he 
bounced back in dominating fashion to claim a 7-0, 4-0 win over Iraq’s Suhail 
Mohammed to place third ... Earned his spot on the U.S. Junior World Team 
by rolling through his bracket at the FILA Junior World Team Trials in Colorado 
in May. 

2007-08: Finished his first year at the collegiate level with a 22-11 overall 
record that included an 8-8 mark in duals ... Won the first 10 matches of his 
collegiate career, running away with the championship at the 197-pound 
weight class at both the Central Missouri Open and the Kaufman-Brand Open 
... Was pulled out of redshirt at the Northeast Duals and claimed a 19-4 tech-
nical fall victory over American’s Brooks Keefer in his first match as part of the 
OSU varsity squad ... Claimed a 12-1 major decision win over Iowa’s Rick Loera 
as part of the Cowboys’ 19-14 win over the top-ranked Hawkeyes in Iowa 
City ... Third-place finisher at the Reno Tournament of Champions, where he 
compiled a 5-1 record that included a pair of major decision victories ... Lost 
11 matches as a true freshman, with those defeats all coming at the hands of 
ranked opponents ... Took top-ranked Philip Davis of Penn State down twice in 
his match against the eventual Nittany Lion national champion. 

High School: Attended Kamiah HS in Kamiah, Idaho, where he was coached 
by his father, Cary Foster ... 2006 Fargo junior freestyle national champion ... 
Ranked No. 1 in the nation at 189 by Amateur Wrestling News, W.I.N. Maga-
zine and Intermat ... Tabbed as the No. 8 recruit in the nation at any weight 
by Intermat ... Two-time national champion at 189 pounds, earning the title 
in both his junior and senior years ... Three-time Idaho state champion, twice 
at 189 and once at 171 ... Earned All-America recognition at cadet and junior 
nationals ... Compiled a 160-11 record ... Also competed for the Kamiah HS 
football and baseball teams.

Personal: Clayton Henry Foster was born April 8, 1988 in Cottonwood, Idaho 
... Has three sisters, Lennie, Katie and Bailey, and a brother, Joe ... Undecided 
on a major.

Lost by decision to a pair of top-10 wrestlers at the 
event ... Enjoyed a productive regular season while making the transition to 
folkstyle wrestling for the first time in his life ... Brings a 25-7 overall record 
into the NCAA Championships that includes a 13-5 mark in duals and two wins 
over ranked opponents ... Ranked second on the team with 42 dual match 
takedowns ... Scored seven wins by fall during the regular season ... Won 
the 197-pound weight class title at the Reno Tournament of Champions, the 
Oklahoma City Open and the Central Missouri Open ... Won 21 of his first 22 
bouts.

2008-09: Attended Oklahoma State, but did not compete ... Made his con-
nection to OSU by training with former Cowboy Olympian Daniel Cormier in 
Krasnoyarsk, Siberia. 

Prior to OSU: Trained under Russian wrestling legend Buvaisar Saitiev in 
Krasnoyarsk, Siberia for five years ... Won an international tournament in 
Nice, France in 2006 ... Took third at the 2006 Russian National Championship 
... Third-place finisher at the International Youth Wrestling Tournament in 
Kalinigrad in 2006 ... Placed second at the 2008 New York Athletic Club Open, 
pinning 2008 U.S. Olympic team member Andy Hrovat in the semifinal round 
before eventually falling to 2008 Olympian Nicolai Ceban of Moldova in the 
title bout.

2009-10: The winningest heavyweight in Oklahoma State’s storied history ... His 121 career 
victories ties with Kenny Monday for ninth among all wrestlers ever at OSU ... Team co-captain 
... Big 12 runner-up after losing a 3-1 decision to No. 3 David Zabriskie of Iowa State in the 
second sudden victory period of the title bout ... Brings a 30-2 overall record that includes an 
18-0 dual match mark and nine wins over ranked opponents into the NCAA Championships ... 
Big 12 Wrestler of the Week after toppling reigning NCAA heavyweight champion Mark Ellis 
from Missouri on Feb. 7 ... Enters the NCAA Championships having won 28 of his last 29 bouts 
... Is 8-1 in his last nine bouts vs. ranked opponents ... Tied for the lead among all OSU starters 
with nine wins by fall ... His 14 bonus-point victories are good for third on the team ... Won the 
heavyweight bracket at the Reno Tournament of Champions and at the Central Missouri Open 
... In addition to his impressive regular-season wins over Zabriskie, Ellis, Nebraska’s Tucker Lane 
and Fernandez, Rosholt also has big non-conference wins over Lehigh’s Zach Rey, who he pinned 
in 2:05 at the Virginia Duals and Minnesota’s Ben Berhow, who he beat in sudden victory as part 
of the Cowboys’ dual victory over the Golden Gophers.

2008-09: Third-place finisher at the NCAA Championships earned All-America status for the 
second consecutive year ... Won his first two bouts at the national tournament before getting 
bumped into the wrestleback, where he rattled off wins over East Stroudsburg’s Chris Birchler, 
No. 7 John Wise of Illinois, No. 4 Jermail Porter of Kent State and No. 7 Dan Erekson of Iowa 
to place third ... Went 35-5 on the year with a 20-2 mark in dual competition and a 12-5 slate 
against ranked opponents ... Sat in the No. 1 spot in the national rankings for the bulk of the 
regular season ... Won his first 24 bouts before suffering his first setback, not including his 8-4 
win over No. 3 Kyle Massey of Wisconsin at the NWCA All-Star Classic ... His 36 victories and 
13 pins led the team and his 17 bonus-point victories ranked second on the squad ... His pin 
total was the highest for a Cowboy since Steve Mocco claimed 16 wins by fall in 2006-07 ... 
Won the heavyweight bracket at the Central Missouri Open, where he pinned each of his first 
four opponents before claiming a 4-1 win over No. 4 Mark Ellis of Missouri ... Took home the 
heavyweight title at the Reno Tournament of Champions after beating No. 7 Mitch Monteiro of 
Cal State Bakersfield and No. 15 Konrad Dudziak of Duke, among others ... Recognized as Big 12 
Wrestler of the Week after his performance in Reno ... Earned Outstanding Wrestler honors at 
the Virginia Duals after picking up three bonus-point wins at the event and not allowing any of 
his four opponents to score against him. 

2007-08: Compiled a 33-5 overall record to go with an 18-2 dual match mark ... Team leader 
with seven pins ... Added two major decisions and two technical falls ... Earned All-America 
honors for the first time by placing fourth at the NCAA Championship ... Pinned Pennsylvania’s 
Trey McLean in 2:59 in his first round bout, then followed that up by beating 12th-seeded Mark 
Ellis of Missouri, 4-2 in the second round ... Assured himself of All-American status after beating 
fourth-seeded Matt Fields of Iowa, 2-0 in the quarterfinals ... Lost a narrow 3-2 decision to top-
seeded and eventual NCAA champion Dustin Fox of Northwestern in the semifinals ... Handed 
seventh-seeded David Zabriskie of Iowa State a 6-1 beating in the wrestleback semifinals before 
losing a 4-1 decision at the hands of third-seeded Ed Prendergast of Navy in the third-place 
match ... Big 12 heavyweight champion beat a pair of ranked opponents at the conference meet 
to claim that title ... Pinned No. 14 Jon May of Nebraska in 6:03 in the semifinals before taking 
down No. 5 David Zabriskie three times as part of a 9-5 win in the championship bout ... Making 
his championship even sweeter was the fact that Rosholt was 0-4 in his career vs. Zabriskie prior 
to that match ... Started the season by winning each of his first 15 bouts ... Runner-up at the 
Reno Tournament of Champions, where he compiled a 4-1 record that was highlighted by a 4-2 
win over No. 2 Bubba Gritter of Central Michigan and a 9-0 major decision win over No. 9 Zach 
Hammond of Cornell ... Champion at the season-opening Central Missouri Open by compiling a 
perfect 5-0 record at the event that included a fall and a major decision ... Beat Fernandez by an 
8-3 score in the rematch in Norman ... Beat No. 12 Mark Ellis of Missouri by a 5-3 decision dur-
ing the regular season ... Stormed through the Virginia Duals, claiming a 6-3 decision over No. 
16 John Wise of Illinois in the championship round ... Went 4-0 at the Northeast Duals. 

2006-07: 2007 NCAA Championships qualifier ... Big 12 runner-up ... Compiled a 23-12 overall 
record, including a 12-6 mark in duals ... Picked up a pair of wins over top-five opponents, 
handing No. 4 Ty Watterson of Oregon State a 6-5 defeat in the third-place match at the Reno 
Tournament of Champions and handing No. 5 Matt Fields of Iowa a 2-1 setback at the National 
Duals ... Beat No. 17 Mark Ellis of Missouri by a 4-0 score at the Big 12 Championships ... Won 
one of his three matches at the NCAA Championships when he claimed a 4-0 victory over 
Cornell’s Zach Hammond ...

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COWBOY WRESTLING TRADITION

Unparalleled Tradition

No school in the nation has a tradi-
tion in any sport as strong as the one 
Oklahoma State has built in wrestling. 
That tradition began in 1916 when 
Edward Clark Gallagher, one of the 
men for whom Gallagher-Iba Arena 
is named, first took the reins of the 
Oklahoma A&M wrestling team and 
guided the Aggies on a rapid march to 
national prominence, leading them to 
their first NAAU title in 1925.

In 1928, the NCAA sponsored its 
first national tournament, and A&M 
shifted its emphasis toward winning 
that meet.  Oklahoma State won the 
first NCAA wrestling championship 
and has won 33 such trophies since 
— more than any other school in the 
country.  The Cowboys have won 976 
dual meets, lost only 109 and tied 21 
in 90 years of varsity competition.  O-
State clinched or shared an impres-
sive 24 Big Eight titles out of a pos-

sible 38 while a member of the league 
from 1958 to 1996.  Since joining the 
Big 12 for the 1996-97 season, OSU 
has claimed eight of the 13 titles. In 
the early years under coach Gallagh-
er, the Oklahoma A&M squads won 
seven NAAU titles, six Southwest Con-
ference titles and four Missouri Valley 
Conference titles.

Coach Gallagher passed away with 
pneumonia in 1940, leaving a legacy 
of 11 team championships behind, 
the most of any OSU coach, but his 
absence did not mean a decline in O-
State’s wrestling fortunes. Six other 
coaches have worked hard to keep 
OSU at the top of the national wres-
tling charts. Art Griffith, the success-
ful mentor at Tulsa (Okla.) Central 
High School, succeeded Gallagher in 
1941 and captured two straight na-
tional titles before the war forced the 
Aggies to take three years off from 

the mat. Griffith resumed his winning 
ways in 1946, taking six more cham-
pionships in his remaining 11 years of 
coaching.

A youthful Myron Roderick was 
named head coach in 1957, taking 
over for Griffith, who resigned due 
to health reasons.  At 23, Roderick 
became the youngest coach to win 
a national collegiate championship 
when his 1958 Cowboys won the first 
of seven for him.  He stepped down 
in 1970 and took an executive posi-
tion with the U.S. Wrestling Federa-
tion, making way for former Stillwa-
ter (Okla.) High School coach Tommy 
Chesbro, who captured eight Big Eight 
titles and an NCAA championship dur-
ing his 15-year tenure. From 1985 to 
1991, Joe Seay, formerly at Cal State-
Bakersfield, had five conference team 
champions and two national titles.  

In 1993, a new era began as John 
Smith became the seventh head 
coach in Oklahoma State school histo-
ry. In just two years, coach Smith once 
again led the Cowboys to the title, 
claiming OSU’s 30th NCAA champion-
ship. Adding national championships 
in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2006, Smith 
has led his alma mater to four of the 
last seven NCAA crowns, and the 
Cowboys now have 34 NCAA team 
championships. That is more national 
titles than any other school has in any 
sport.
	
During the remarkable history of OSU 
wrestling, unbeaten streaks of 70 
(1921-32 under Gallagher), 73 (1996-
2000 under Smith), 76 (1937-51 un-
der Gallagher and Griffith) and 84 
(1959-66 under Roderick) duals were 
reeled off by the Cowboys.

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NCAA OUTSTANDING WRESTLERS
Alan Kelley, 1933 (145 pounds)

Alan Kelley capped a perfect 10-0 
1933 season by storming to wins 
over Franklin&Marshall’s Cassell 
in the first round of the NCAA 
Championships and Lehigh’s B. 
Bishop in the second round. In 
the championship match, Kelley 
pinned Southwestern Oklahoma’s 
F. Stout  at the 12:12 mark to claim 

the 1933 NCAA Championship and earn Outstanding 
Wrestler honors. The next season, Kelley went 10-0 
yet again and won his scond NCAA Championship. Of 
his 10 wins in 1934, seven came by fall.

Ross Flood, 1935 (126 pounds)
Ross Flood compiled a 31-1 over-
all record in three years at Okla-
homa State, capped by a per-
fect 11-0 mark in 1935 that was 
highlighted by a win by fall over 
Southwestern Oklahoma’s Gott in 
the NCAA Championship match. 
Flood pinned his opponent in 
three of his four matches at the 

1935 NCAA Championships en route to earning Out-
standing Wrestler recognition. Flood won the final 27 
matches of his career, with 17 of those victories com-
ing by fall. He went on to win the silver medal at the 
1936 Berlin Olympics.

Stanley Henson, 1937 (145 pounds)
Stanley Henson was recognized as the Outstand-
ing Wrestler at the 1937 NCAA Championships. He 
pinned his first opponent, Doolittle of Lafayette at the 
3:17 mark, then came back to pick up another win by 
fall in the second round when he pinned Iowa State’s 
Linn at 6:45. A semifinal win over Chicago University’s 
Finwall preceded Henson’s NCAA Championship-win-
ning match over Illinois’ McIlvoy. Henson compiled a 
31-1 record during his three years at Oklahoma State 
that included wins in each of his final 29 bouts.

Joe McDaniel, 1938 (118 pounds)
Joe McDaniel capped a perfect 1938 season by earn-
ing Outstanding Wrestler accolades at the NCAA 
Championships that year. McDaniel won each of 
his three matches at NCAAs that year, pinning Penn 
State’s King at the 2:50 mark in his first match before 
winning by decision over Minnesota’s Hanson in the 
semifinal and Indiana’s Duffy in the championship 
match. McDaniel started his OSU career by losing 
two of his first three bouts. He didn’t lose again after 
that, rattling off 27 consecutive wins to finish out his 
career.

Al Whitehurst, 1941 (136 pounds)
Al Whitehurst was tabbed as the 
Outstanding Wrestler at the 1941 
NCAA Championships after picking 
up four wins, two of which came 
by fall. Whitehurst claimed a 6-2 
win over  Michigan State’s Max-
well in the championship match to 
cap a 1941 season in which he put 
together a perfect 10-0 record. 

Whitehurst finished his two-year OSU career with a 
19-1 overall record, with his lone setback a 1-0 over-
time defeat in his first season.

David Arndt, 1942 (145 pounds)
David Arndt never lost a match during his three-year 
career at Oklahoma State, stringing together a 23-0 
career mark. A three-time NCAA champion, he was 
honored as the Outstanding Wrestler after storm-
ing through the 1942 NCAA Championships. Arndt 

picked up a healthy 13-3 win over Nebraska’s Stout in 
his first match at NCAAs that year before replicating 
that score with a 13-3 wipeout of Rutgers’ Paterno 
in his second match. Arndt pinned Cornell’s Ellison at 
the 7:36 mark of the semifinal match before romping 
to an 18-5 win over Michigan’s Johnson in the cham-
pionship match.

Charles Hetrick, 1949 (128 pounds)
Charles Hetrick earned Outstanding Wrestler honors 
at the 1949 NCAA Championships. Hetrick finished his 
perfect 12-0 campaign that year by picking up a 6-2 
win over Virginia Military’s Perry in the first round. He 
pinned Colorado’s Karbatsch at the 5:40 mark in the 
second round before claiming a 4-2 win over North-
ern Iowa’s Bush in the semifinal. The championship 
match resulted in a 4-1 Hetrick win over Cornell’s 
Thomsen. 

Yojiro Uetake, 1965, 1966 (130 pounds)
Just one year after winning the 
gold medal for his native Japan in 
the 1964 Tokyo Olympics, Yojiro 
Uetake took the mat for Oklaho-
ma State and rolled to Outstand-
ing Wrestler honors at the 1965 
NCAA Championships. Uetake 
won each of his five matches at 
NCAAs that year, highlighted by a 

6-1 win over Lehigh’s Peritore in the championship 
match. His closest match at the 1965 NCAAs was a 
5-3 semifinal win over Michigan State’s Behm. He be-
came the first Cowboy ever to be named Outstanding 
Wrestler at the NCAA Championships twice when he 
secured that recognition in 1966 after steamrolling to 
five one-sided victories. Uetake pinned Lehigh’s Peri-
tore at the 4:31 mark of the championship match to 
cap a dominating run through the NCAA Champion-
ships in which he won his bouts by scores of 12-4, 
11-2, 18-3 and 11-2. Uetake finished his collegiate 
career with a 57-0 record before going on to claim 
his second Olympic gold medal at the 1968 Mexico 
City Olympics.

Dwayne Keller, 1968 (123 pounds)
Dwayne Keller was honored as 
the Outstanding Wrestler at the 
1968 NCAA Championships after 
picking up a series of hard-fought 
victories in each of his final three 
matches. Keller started his run 
with a 12-5 victory over UCLA’s 
Vallance, then pinned Army’s Pat-
ton. A pair of one-point wins over 

Indiana State’s Parker (5-4) and SUNY-Cortland’s De-
Sario (3-2) ensued, putting Keller into the champion-
ship match, where he claimed a 4-2 win over Portland 
State’s Sanders. Keller won three NCAA champion-
ships during his freshman, sophomore and junior 
seasons at OSU and lost in the championship bout 
his senior year. He compiled a 64-1 record during his 
time at Oklahoma State.

Darrell Keller, 1971 (142 pounds)
Darrell Keller claimed Outstanding 
Wrestler honors at the 1971 NCAA 
Championships after claiming the 
second of his two national titles. 
Keller stomped his first two oppo-
nents to the tune of a 6-0 win over 
Stanford’s Thomas and an 8-0 win 
over Western Michigan’s Bacon. 
Keller’s semifinal match against 

Navy’s Keaser was a classic, with Keller claiming an 
overtime win to set up a 16-12 victory over Washing-
ton’s Owings in the championship match.

Mike Sheets, 1983 (167 pounds)
Mike Sheets went a perfect 29-0 
in 1983 and was honored as the 
Outstading Wrestler of the NCAA 
Championships that year after 
dominating the competition. 
Sheets started his run by romping 
to a 29-2 win over St. Lawrence’s 
Todd Northrup in the first round 
before crushing Portland State’s 

Kevin Benson, 14-0 in the second round. Sheets beat 
Illinois State’s Mike Jones, 6-0 in the quarterfinal be-
fore handing Nebraska’s Ray Oliver a 5-1 defeat in the 
semis. A convincing 14-0 win over Navy’s John Reich 
put a cap on Sheets’ impressive performance.

John Smith, 1987 (134 pounds)
Just one year after winning the 
first of his U.S. Freestyle National 
Championships and claiming gold 
at the Goodwill Games in Moscow 
and well on his way toward estab-
lishing himself as the best wrestler 
in the world, John Smith was rec-
ognized as the Outstanding Wres-
tler at the 1987 NCAA Champion-

ships. Smith crushed the opposition at NCAAs that 
year,  pinning Drexel’s Tim Rothka at the 6:30 mark 
in his first-round match before rolling to a 23-8 tech-
nical fall win over Michigan State’s Dan Matauch in 
the second round. Smith made it two technical fall 
victories in a row when he handed Lehigh’s Jim Frick 
a 22-7 beating in the third round. A 20-9 semifinal 
win over Ohio’s Rob Johnson set up a rematch with 
Nebraska’s Gil Sanchez for the national champion-
ship. Sanchez handed Smith his only loss of the year 
in Smith’s first match of the regular season. Smith 
avenged that loss with an 18-4 pounding of Sanchez 
for the NCAA title.

Chris Barnes, 1990 (177 pounds)
Chris Barnes secured NCAA Out-
standing Wrestler honors in 1990 
after storming through the compe-
tition. Barnes pinned Duke’s Keith 
Girvan at the 6:31 mark in the first 
round before picking up techni-
cal fall wins over North Carolina’s 
Ben Oberly (19-4) and Rider’s John 
Hangey (22-7) in the second and 

third rounds, respectively. William & Mary’s Rob Lar-
more suffered a 14-8 defeat at the hands of Barnes in 
the semifinals before Barnes put a cap on his run to 
the NCAA crown with a 10-2 major decision victory 
over Minnesota’s Marty Morgan in the championship 
match.

Pat Smith, 1994 (158 pounds)
The only four-time national cham-
pion in Oklahoma State’s illus-
trious histoy, Pat Smith earned 
Outstanding Wrestler honors his 
senior year at the 1994 NCAA 
Championships. Smith won by 
technical fall in each of his first 
two matches at NCAAs that year, 
claiming a 23-8 win over Kent 

State’s Jim Andrassy in the first round before dispos-
ing of Nebraska’s Jason Kraft by a 26-10 spread in the 
second round. Smith beat Oregon State’s Dan Alar by 
a 14-3 major decision before moving on to the semi-
finals, where he beat Boston University’s Earl Walker, 
6-2. Smith was crowned with his fourth NCAA cham-
pionship when he beat Michigan’s Sean Bormet, 5-3 
in the championship match.
