Interpretation of the Week– Involvement of Athletics Department Staff Member in Fundraiser for High 

School Athletics Program  

 
An institution's athletics department staff member (e.g., coaching staff member) may not provide any financial contri-
butions to a high-school athletics program through participation in a fund-raising event (e.g., paying greens fees to par-
ticipate in a golf outing when any portion of the greens fees will go to benefit the high-school athletics program). The 
committee noted that athletics department staff members are not precluded from individually purchasing admission to 
attend events (e.g., athletics banquets or meetings, competitions) where funds from the admission fee ultimately will 
benefit prospects, provided the primary purpose of the event is not to raise funds for prospects.
