Tournaments. Please check the Patriot League Basketball Tournament Manuals for more information.
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The host institution should arrange all necessary custodial and
maintenance services.

Prior to the start of each academic year, each institution must provide a
Certificate of Insurance naming the Patriot League as an additionally
insured party for hosting a Patriot League Championship. This information is
requested from each institution.

It is the responsibility of the host institution to provide adequate parking
areas for Championship personnel, team vans/buses, officials and
spectators.

If possible, the host institution should provide a locker or dressing room for
each team and a separate room for game officials. When locker room space
is limited, priority should be given to the two teams participating in the next
contest.

If locker rooms are available, a locker room schedule must be established
and the coaches must be notified at the Pre-Championship
meeting/teleconference.

There should be some method of securing the locker rooms. However, the
host institution is not responsible for any lost or stolen articles.

The League office will provide of the Championship programs. The League
office will work with the sports information directors of the participating
institutions to collect rosters, season results, photos and media guides for
the Championship programs. The League office reserves the right to request
additional information.

The host institution’s sports information director or his/her representative
will serve as the media contact for the Championship. The host institution’s
sports information department is responsible for the statistics, public
address system, results distribution and general media awareness.
Additional duties shall be prescribed as needed. The Patriot League will
provide the script of the PA announcements. All advertising will be the
responsibility of the host institution’s director of marketing and promotions.

In addition to what the school provides for marketing funding for Patriot
League Championships, the Patriot League will provide a grant of $500 to
promote and market the Championship. The following women’s four-team
Championships - field hockey, soccer, volleyball, lacrosse and softball — are
eligible to request the grant through the League office. In addition, a
marketing plan must accompany this request.

It is recommended that the host institution provide photography

for the entire Championship. However, if no photographer is requested by
the League to shoot the entire championship, the hosting institution must at
least e-mail a few photographs of the awards ceremony to the League
immediately following the conclusion of each Championship.

If a host institution wishes to obtain a corporate sponsor for
the Championship, it must first receive League approval. Potential
sponsorships could defray costs related to advertising, pre-championship
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banquets, media hospitality or ticket purchases at the Championship. The
League may hold existing sponsorships that would override institutional
agreements (i.e., only Patriot League endorsed banners are permitted to be
hung at the Championships).

The Patriot League holds exclusive rights to sell products at its
Championships. The League may authorize others, including the host
institution, to sell and distribute other items. Prior approval is required for all
product sales, and the League will work with the host institution to sell
merchandise in co-branding efforts. It will be the responsibility of the host
institution to arrange for at least one staff member or student (at no cost to
the League office) to assist with on-site championship merchandise and

program sales.

It will be the responsibility of the League office, in conjunction

with the host institution, to approve banners and signs that may be
displayed within the host facility. Host institutional policy will be followed
with regards to the display of banners. The League office reserves the right
to display banners of sponsors with whom the League has a prior
agreement.

If applicable, the host institution is responsible for the printing and sale of
tickets. Sale of tickets to Patriot League Championship is at the discretion
of the host institution. The determination of ticket prices shall require the
approval of the League office. The League office must approve in advance
all special ticket pricing plans (i.e. senior citizens, youth groups, etc.). The
host institution shall retain 50 percent of all ticket revenue for full-field
championships. There are no complimentary tickets issued for any Patriot
League Championship event, if an admission fee is charged.

It is recommended that the host institution provide food service or some
access to food and beverage for spectators during the Championship event.
All revenue shall be retained by the host institution or outside vendor.

If applicable, the host institution will provide the game staff, which would
include official scorers, scoreboard operators, public address announcers
and ball persons. Each team will be provided with a seat at the scorers’
table during the contest.

The host institution will provide a statistics crew, which is responsible for
producing the official game statistics and for making them available
following each contest.

GAME AND PRACTICE PROCEDURES

A facility with equipment and markings as outlined in the NCAA Rules
and Regulations for that particular sport is required.

All start times will be determined by the League office taking into
consideration information provided by the host institution.

If the facility is available and if the traveling teams request practice time,
practice is permitted the day before Championship competition but shall not
begin before noon. The League office (working with the host administration)

will establish practice schedule and may determine that the facility is not
suitable for practice due to poor weather conditions.

Requests for practice times should be made through the host institution’s
Championship Manager. Time preferences should be based on travel
distances.

If a team arrives for a practice session late, that team will be permitted to
use the facility only during its allotted time period and will have to clear the
facility for the next scheduled team.

For Championships with pre-determined full-field sites, the host institution is
responsible for securing officials for the Championship. For Championship
sites, which are not pre-determined, the League office will coordinate the
officials through the applicable League assignor of officials. Championship
officials will be paid a fee, and where applicable, mileage, hotel and per diem
by the host institution.

The following Championships enhancements have been added for officials,
beginning in the 2007-08 academic year:

1. Make available an adequate locker room adjacent to (or as close as

possible) to the competition area;

Supply beverages before the game, during half time and post-game;

Supply towels after the game;

Provide light meal after the game;

Reimburse officials for any parking fees or tolls, when applicable.

The host institution within two weeks of the Championship must

receive receipts in order to be reimbursed;

6. Compensate officials with a $30 per diem for any travel day
associated with working the event; and

7. Anindividual hotel room will be provided for each official requiring
an overnight stay. The Patriot League office will work with the
lodging coordinator and the host institution to identify appropriate
accommodations. [May 2007]

Teams should bring both home and away uniforms. For each Championship
game, the higher-seeded team shall wear their home (light) uniform. All
competitors must exclusively wear the official uniform of their institution as
well as the Patriot League logo in competition, warm-up for competition and
during the awards ceremony.

If applicable, the higher-seed team will occupy the bench designated as the
home bench. The bench will be set according to Patriot League squad size
and limitations.

The host institution or the highest seed will select music/public address pre-
game music. During the competition, the public address announcer and
music must be neutral and consistent for all participating teams.

The National Anthem should be played prior to the first contest of every
session.

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The Patriot League will provided the host institution with the

‘official ball” of the Patriot League for championship events, if applicable.
The Patriot League will work with the Championship Manager on ‘official
ball’ usage.

All trophies and certificates are ordered and paid for by the League office.
The League office shall be responsible for ensuring that all awards are
present and properly classified. Immediately following the Championship
event, a League Representative will present team and individual awards.
The Patriot League will award and recognize the champion and the runner-
up institution during the Championship ceremony for team and individual
sports.

The label of ‘Patriot League Championship’ or ‘Patriot League Champion(s)’
is only to be used in conjunction with sports identified as official sports
sponsored and supported by the Patriot League on behalf of the
membership.

SPORTING BEHAVIOR

The Patriot League was founded upon the principles of fairness, equality
and excellence in academics as well as in athletic participation. It strongly
supports the NCAA'’s core principle: promoting character development of
participants and fundamental values such as respect, fairness, civility,
honesty and responsibility. The Patriot League member institutions will
ensure that their athletic programs promote and require the highest
standards of sporting behavior and ethical conduct by all participants
(student-athletes, coaches, staff and faculty). Additionally, the member
institutions will require and demand the highest standards from all
supporters (bands, cheerleaders, spirit groups, student bodies and
spectators).

Host institutions must provide venues that foster an environment of fair play
and civility. This will allow the conducting of sporting events that properly
showcase the student-athletes, member institutions and the Patriot League
as a whole. The Executive Director of the Patriot League is empowered to
monitor and require member institutions to enforce this Code of Conduct.

Institutions will ensure that good sporting behavior and ethical conduct is
promoted at all times. Each institution will actively support the Patriot
League Code of Conduct and ensure that the policy is presented to all
members of the institution on a yearly basis. The contents of the Code of
Conduct will be included in an annual meeting with coaches and
administrators. This information will also be provided at the annual
orientation of incoming student-athletes and reviewed with all other student-
athlete groups at the beginning of each academic year.

Each institution will promote sporting and ethical conduct throughout the
year. Institutional representatives and event management staff will be most
vigilant during the conduct of any game or athletic event. In that regard,
host institutions will:

1. Ensure that an administrative representative of the host
institution is present (or readily accessible) at all Patriot
League contests and that he/she is charged with the

enforcement of the League’s code of conduct. The
representative will identify him/herself to the visiting coach or
administrator prior to the start of the contest.

Provide for adequate security, police and other game
management measures necessary to protect the safety

of student-athletes, coaches and officials, and to maintain
adequate crowd control during home athletic events.
Announce a statement promoting good sporting

behavior before each home sporting event where a

public address system is utilized and/or print the
announcement in the game program. Public address
announcers will be directed to announce the game in an
impartial manner and assist event management with the
promotion of good sporting conduct throughout the game.
Reserve or protect the seating or spectator areas immediately
behind the visiting team bench for fans of the visiting team,
where possible.

Ensure that members of the institution’s band, cheerleading
squad and other such spirit groups in attendance at athletic
events adhere to the League’s code of conduct. The home
team’s band is to be seated in areas on the home team’s side
or half of the playing venue.

Report incidents of poor sporting behavior or unethical conduct
by student-athletes, coaches or institutional representatives to
the institution’s Director of Athletics within 48 hours of the
incident.

Provide a written report of incidents that are a direct violation
of Patriot League Standards as defined below to the Executive
Director within 48 hours of the incident. The report will include
the identities of the individual(s) involved and the Director of
Athletics’ recommendation for a penalty and/or remedial
action. The Executive Director is authorized to approve or alter
the recommended penalty and/or remedial action.

Report in writing the removal or suspension of a student-athlete
or institutional personnel from a contest for fighting or flagrant
behavior to the Executive Director within 24 hours following
the contest. The Director of Athletics will administer an
immediate suspension of that individual(s) from the next
intercollegiate contest, including Patriot League or NCAA
Championship competition, or if the last contest of the season,
the suspension will be extended to the beginning of the next
season. If warranted, the Executive Director may impose
additional penalties for repeated suspensions by an individual
within the same sport season.

The Council of Presidents is responsible for approving and modifying the
Patriot League Code of Conduct. The Council of Presidents will invest
authority in the Patriot League’s Executive Director to ensure that all
member institutions abide by the League’s Code of Conduct and the
authority to impose sanctions as deemed appropriate.

The Executive Director will ensure that all facts regarding an alleged
violation of the Code of Conduct are reported promptly following the
incident. After all interested institutions and affected individuals have had
an opportunity to present any facts or arguments regarding the violation,
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Patriot League

the Executive Director may issue a directive to an institution to take action
on the violation. This action may include an admonishment or warning, a
private or public reprimand, suspension of any person from attendance or
participation in one or more events or games, forfeiture of any game or
other actions as the Executive Director deems appropriate.

The Patriot League requires the highest ethical conduct by all personnel
and demands the highest commitment to integrity, ethical behavior and
fair play in all athletic endeavors. In this regard, the following actions are
considered to be inconsistent with the high standards the League strives
to represent and instill:

Publicly criticizing or making derogatory statements of an
official, the Patriot League personnel or its policies, another
member institution or any of its personnel, especially
student-athletes. This includes comments with respect to
their conduct, character, competence, integrity or
appearance.

Striking, attempting to strike or otherwise physically abusing
an official, coach, student-athlete, cheerleader, mascot or
other person in attendance at an athletic event. This
includes throwing objects at an individual or onto the playing
surface.

Acts dangerous to others, unsafe behavior, inciting
participants or spectators to violent or abusive action,
obscene gestures, profanity or provocative language or
action toward an official, student-athlete, coach, spectator,
bench or score table personnel.

Defacing, destruction or theft of property associated with an
athletic event, including property of the opposing team or
contest officials.

Taunting by spectators or cheering sections directed at
opposing players, officials or coaches. Taunting includes
disrespectful cheers focusing on an opponent’s race, religion,
sexual orientation or physical characteristics, or any “cheer”
which is vulgar or obscene.

Displaying signs or banners that contain offensive language
or pictures, particularly displays that may be vulgar or
obscene.

Consumption of alcoholic beverages or public drunkenness
by any individual at an athletic event.

Cheating by coaches, staff or student-athletes in connection
with any athletic event. This includes the use of drugs or
unauthorized substances.

Negative recruiting, including derogatory statements about
another member institution, its personnel or its athletic
program to a prospective student-athlete, the prospect’s
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parents, high school coach or other persons interested in the
prospective student-athletes.

" Any violation of local law, federal law or generally recognized
standards of good conduct by any individual.

Specific Requirements of Coaches:

Coaches are expected to support the game officials and any public criticism of a game official
is a violation of the League’s Code of Conduct. In that regard, coaches are to avoid making
any comments to the media concerning game officials. Coaches are not permitted to enter
or attempt to enter the locker room of a game official preceding or following a contest.

Coaches are to remain in their designated coaching and team areas and refrain from any
action that would incite others in attendance at the contest. Coaches are expected to make
reasonable efforts to discourage spectators from engaging in poor sporting behavior during
athletic events.

Coaches are expected to promote standards of fair play and good sporting conduct by their
student-athletes by disciplining them for acts of misconduct or unethical behavior during
games, practices and related functions.

Coaches are to be mindful that a determination regarding the continuation of play of any
scheduled contest is the responsibility of the game officials and that taking a team from any
playing area is not the coach’s prerogative. However, in instances where institutional policies
related to safety direct a coach to vacate a playing area, the coach should respond
accordingly.

Patriot League Award of Good Sporting Conduct

In the spirit of ethical conduct and sporting behavior, the Patriot League has established an
Award of Good Sporting Conduct to recognize and honor exemplary sporting behavior. All
Patriot League student-athletes, coaches, a team as a whole and staff members associated
with a member institution’s intercollegiate athletic program are eligible for the award. The
definition of good sporting conduct is left to the discretion of the member institution with the
understanding that the behavior should be at a standard beyond what is normally expected
during the course of play. Award recipients will receive an Award of Good Sporting Conduct
certificate, will be listed on the League’s website and will be publicly recognized at an
institutional event.

(This is an abridged version of the Patriot League Code of Conduct. Please contact the League office or
refer to the League’s Policies and Procedures Manual for the complete text of the Code of Conduct.)
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Sportsmanship Announcement
One of the following statements or a similar institutional statement should be
read before all athletic events where a public address system is utilized.

“Ladies and gentlemen, [name of host institution] and the Patriot League welcome you to
today’s contest. We ask that you join us and today’s coaches, players and officials in
practicing good sporting behavior in supporting your teams and in your conduct toward
players, coaches, officials and other spectators. Unruly and disrespectful behavior will not
be tolerated. [Please note that the possession and consumption of alcoholic beverages
(and use of tobacco) also are prohibited. Spectators are not allowed on the playing field
at any time.]” Thank you.

or:
“Ladies and gentlemen, [Host Institution] and the Patriot League promote good sporting
behavior by student-athletes, coaches and spectators. We encourage everyone to actively
support all participants of today’s game, and ask that you express your enthusiasm in a
respectful and sporting-like manner. [Please note that the possession and consumption
of alcoholic beverages (and use of tobacco) also are prohibited. Spectators are not
allowed on the playing field at any time.]” Thank you.

PATRIOT LEAGUE TIE-BREAKING PROCEDURE/SELECTION AND SEEDING
[February 2007]

Non-League contests completed before the Monday prior to the Championship will be included in the
tiebreaker formula, if necessary. Any non-League contest played on or after the Monday prior to the
Championship will not be included in the tiebreaker formula.

a. In the case of a two-way between teams in the final standings for regular-season League play, the
following process will be used until all ties are broken and the seeding process is completed (ties will
be broken in rank order beginning with the highest seed):
i. Head-to-head competition - the higher seed will go to the team that has won the most
League contests played against the other team involved in the tie (in the sport of
volleyball, both matches and individual games will be considered). [June 2005]
ii. If a tie still exists, a comparison of records will be made between the tied institutions
starting at the highest possible seed and continuing through the lowest seed, if necessary.
iii. Sport specific tie-breaking procedure, if any (see Sport Specific regulations).
iv. Comparison of records versus out-of-League common opponents.
v. Coin flip.

b. In the case of multiple ties (more than two teams tied for the same spot), the following process will
be used: Note: The entire process for multiple-team ties must be completed. The Patriot League does
not revert back to the two-way tie formula once the multiple-team tie has been resolved.

i. Records between the tied teams will be evaluated to determine if one team won more
contests against the other tied institutions (in the sport of volleyball, both matches and
individual games will be considered). [June 2005]

ii. If a tie still exists, a comparison of records will be conducted for each team starting with
the highest seed not involved in the tie and continuing through the lowest seed, if
necessary.

iii. Sport specific tie-breaking procedure, if any (see Sport Specific regulations).

iv. Comparison of records versus out-of-League common opponents.

v. Coin flip (two teams) or draw (multiple teams).

The first- and second-team All-League teams both
consist of eighteen (18) male and eighteen (18)
female student-athletes. The first-team is comprised
of first-place finishers in each of the individual events
and is completed with the next highest point scorers.
The second-team consists of the runner-up in each
individual event at the League Championship and is
completed with the next highest point scorers. A
student-athlete can be honored on only one team.

The student-athletes with the most points at the Patriot
League Championship are named the Male and
Female Swimmer of the Meet. The same criteria is
used to pick the Male and Female Rookie of the
Meet, as well as the Male and Female Diver of the
Meet. Ties will be broken in the following manner:

1. The swimmer who sets the most League
records during the meet wins the award.

2. If atie still exists, or no League records are
set, the swimmer who set the most meet
records wins.

3. If a tie still exists, or no meet records are
set, a vote of the coaches determines the
winner.

4. If a tie still exists, the Patriot League
representative supplies the final vote.

Following the conclusion of the Championship, the
Patriot League will present awards to the 2008 Team
Champion, Runner-up and the above mentioned award
winners.
