The Patriot League was founded in 1984, but competition did not begin until the 1986 season.

1986 Colonial League is founded and begins full round-robin play in football only; Lafayette College associate
professor Alan Childs is named the Executive Director.

1989 Carl Ulrich is appointed as the first full-time Executive Director.

1990 Colonial League changes its name to Patriot League.

1990-91 Patriot League becomes an all-sport conference, sponsoring 22 sports, 11 for women and
11 for men. Membership includes Bucknell University, Colgate University, Fordham
University, College of the Holy Cross, Lafayette College, Lehigh University and the United
States Military Academy.

1991 The United States Naval Academy joins the League as a full member.

1993 Constance (Connie) H. Hurlbut is named Executive Director of the League, becoming the first woman and
youngest person to be selected as the leader of an NCAA Division | conference.

Crusaders Outlook

Holy Cross will look for new life as Craig Najarian moves up from his assistant
coaching role to take the helm of the Crusaders, who went 14-22-1 overall last
season and finished fourth in the Patriot League with a 9-11 mark.

The Crusaders solidified the second best ERA in the League a year ago at 4.46.
Three out of the four top ERA leaders for Holy Cross will be back on the mound
this year, along with some promising freshman talent.

Sophomore Mike Miller was tops on the team with a 3.20 ERA and 29 strikeouts.
Miller's earned run average was fifth-best in the League in a year that saw him go
4-2, as the only Crusader in the starting rotation with a winning record.
Sophomore Scott Hampe pitched well in League games posting the fourth-best
earned run average at 2.38, holding PL opponents to a .214 batting average.
Hampe was tied for second overall with four saves, two coming in Patriot League
contests.

Sophomore Matt Blake accumulated a 2-1 record in 12 appearances, while
junior Jim McCloud saved two for Holy Cross.

Holy Cross’ lone representative on the 2004 All-League team, junior Tucker
Frawley, paced the Crusaders with 24 runs and 20 RBI, while batting .328, second-
best on the team. In Patriot League competition Frawley was among the League’s
leaders in walks (11) and runs scored (16).

Senior Mike Marron will provide offense for Holy Cross, along with solid defense
behind the plate. Marron batted a team-high .346 on 37 hits and posted a .423
on-base percentage. The veteran catcher was errorless last season with a
team-high 161 putouts.

Senior third baseman Mike Schell started 34 games last year tallying up a .277
average with 35 hits, including two home runs. Schell’s 20 runs batted in was a
tie for team-best with Frawley.

Tom Potvin came to bat 121 times for HC in 2004, resulting in 32 hits (four
doubles and one home run), 17 runs batted in and 15 runs scored. Potvin, along
with Frawley and Marron, led the way with four stolen bases each.

Leopards Outlook

Lafayette finished the 2004 season 11-9 in the Patriot League for second place
and 23-26 overall. The Leopards faced Army in the championship series and
were named tournament runner-up.

The 2005 Leopards return one of their four All-League players from last season,
sophomore third baseman Frank Cortazar, but will have to fill the shoes of Co-
Player of the Year Adam Rosenberg, Jason Boyd and Marcus Ward. Rosenberg
and Boyd appeared in almost all the PL leader boards for batting statistics, while
Ward, along with graduate Tom Soldan, were among League leaders in
numerous pitching categories.

Cortazar assumed the role as designated hitter for the Leopards and managed
a .309 batting average with 30 hits and 11 RBI in 97 at-bats.

Matt Skellan, Adam Bucci and lan Law, who all batted over .300 last year, are
back and should prove to be leaders on this team.

Bucci hit .302 for the season and was third on the team with his 35 runs batted
in. The senior first baseman belted six home runs, three of them in League play.
Law was a .300 hitter with 48 hits, 31 runs and drove in 19. Law stepped it up
during League competitions, hitting .353 and was tied for sixth in the PL with 16
runs scored.

Lafayette will rely on Brian Cope and Matt Revelle on the mound this season, as
both look to improve to winning records. Cope went 2-3 a year ago, while Revelle
was 3-4.

Cope shined during League play, improving to a 2.87 ERA from his 4.63 ERA
overall. The sophomore righthander sat the most batters down in PL games,
striking out 38. His 37.2 innings pitched were the second most in the League,
which in that time he held batters to a .206 average and went the full nine innings
on two occasions. Cope was named Rookie of the Week once last year on April
19 after picking up his first collegiate win over Bucknell, striking out 10 Bison.
Revelle had the distinction of accumulating the lowest ERA on the Leopards
staff, checking in at 3.30 in 17 appearances. The 6-2 righty was 1-1 against
League foes.

Mountain Hawhks Outlook

> Lehigh finished tied for third in the League with Holy Cross at 9-11, but advanced
to the tournament for the third-straight year, which was a first for the program.
The Mountain Hawks lost a close 7-6 contest to Lafayette in the elimination
game. LU’s 25 overall wins last year were the second-most in program history.

> Graduation saw the loss of first team 2004 All-Leaguers Eric Hoffman and Jesse
Novalis, but the Mountain Hawks will be strong this season with its two second-
team members Jack Muscalus and Matt McBride back in the lineup.

> Muscalus was the Mountain Hawks’ ace in 2004, earning a 7-3 record, while
going 4-2 in League games. The senior pitcher worked 77.2 innings and went
the whole way six times; both marks were second in the League. He also
fanned 57 batters, while holding opponents to a .246 batting average.

> Junior pitcher Kyle Collina battled through an arm injury last year, but went on to
post a 2-4 record with a 4.71 earned run average in 13 appearances. He started
three games, striking out 46 batters in just over 36 innings of work. As the team’s
closer, he was tops on the squad with four saves.

> McBride was one of three Patriot League players to be recognized on the 2004
Louisville Slugger Freshmen All-American team for his efforts behind the plate.
The All-Leaguer was sixth in the PL with a .366 batting average with 63 hits, fifth-
best in the League. Doubles are McBride's specialty, cranking out a League-
best 20, which was one shy of tying a Patriot League record of doubles in a
season. Atthe end of 2004 he was ranked sixth in the nation in doubles, producing
0.44 per game.

> The Mountain Hawks return the League’s second-best hitter in David Moscow
who notched a .379 average. Also an amazing feat for a freshman was his
dominance in League games, posting the top batting average (.467). His .547
on-base percentage in those games ranked first in the League as well.

> John Zaszewski will move to third base this year and be looked to anchor the
number two spot in the LU lineup. Zaszewski ranked among League leaders in
batting average (.324) and hits (56) last year.

> The tallest guy on Lehigh's roster this year, Forrest Doane, will bring power to
the plate coming off a season that saw him as the team’s leader in runs batted
in and home runs. His 43 RBI were good enough for fourth in the League, while
his seven long balls were a tie for fifth best.

Midshipmen Outlook

Navy finished tied for fifth in the League last season at a 7-13 mark, while posting
a 14-36 overall record. The Mids did not qualify for the PL Tournament for the first
time in school history.

The loss of Craig Candeto will be felt, a .276 hitter who compiled a team-high 54
hits and wreaked havoc on the base paths, stealing a League-best 20 bases in
2004.

Junior Jared Munde is one of only two All-League returnees from 2004 for the
Mids, coming off a season that saw him post the best batting average on the team
at .356. Munde owned the second-best average in League play at .450, recording
18 hits, driving in eight and scoring six runs. The one-time Patriot League Player of
the Week in 2004 boasted an on-base percentage (.452) and slugging percentage
(.600) during PL play that ranked among League leaders.

J.P. Temperilli will also look to contribute again this season after driving in a team-
high 24 runs last season. The sophomore outfielder batted .293 in League games
and gathered 14 of his total RBI in those meetings.

Senior Matt Lukevics enters the 2005 season with a three-game hitting streak.
Lukevics recorded a team-high 10-game hitting streak during last season.
Junior pitcher Joe Koessler made 27 appearances during the 2004 season

and set new school and Patriot League record with that mark.

Sophomore pitcher Burgess Nichols was named to the All-League first team as a
rookie in 2004 after posting a 2-0 record and a team-leading 3.54 earned run
average.

Navy's team captain, Trevor Thompson, was bestowed the great distinction of
becoming a Rhodes Scholar in November, earning the opportunity to attend the
prestigious Oxford University in England. On the field Thompson chipped in 14
hits for the Mids, including two home runs, and batted in 12.

A highlight on Navy’s schedule this season is a meeting with the Tampa Bay Devil
Rays in an exhibition game on March 2, in St. Petersburg, Fla. The game will be
held at Progress Energy Park, the spring training home of the Devil Rays.
