Cotterell Court, located in the Wendt
wing of the Reid Athletic Center, has
been the home of the Colgate basketball
for the past 35 seasons, and volleyball
for 31 years. The arena was named for
Wesley M. Cotterell, a two-time basket-
ball letterman and member of the class
of 1919, who was a trustee of the Uni-
versity until his death in 1965.
