RAIDERS, CRUSADERS ROLLING ALONG

Every Patriot League team has enjoyed some bright spots in the early parts of the
2007-08 season, but Colgate and Holy Cross have yet to see anything but positives
for their season. The Raiders moved to 4-0 for the first time since 1979-80 by win-
ning the 100 Club Classic at Kennesaw State. They beat Texas State, 83-77, in the
first round, and knocked off the host school, 81-53, in the finals. Kyle Roemer
scored 25 points in the title game to earn Tournament MVP honors. Roemer has en-
joyed a strong start to the season, and leads the Patriot League with 20.0 ppg. Col-
gate also has wins over Monmouth and Canisius, with the victory at the Golden
Grifffins as Colgate’s first on the road in the series since 1946-47. Holy Cross’ suc-
cess is nothing new, as the defending Patriot League champions appear worthy of
their status as preseason favorites. The Crusaders opened the season by knocking
off Hofstra, and turned in a pair of road victories last week at Fairfield and Hamp-
ton. They have won every game by at least eight points, and have not allowed more
than 54 points in any contest.

NO HOMESICKNESS HERE

Patriot League teams made the most of life on the road last week, with a 9-3 mark in
games played away from home and an 8-3 record in true road games from Nov. 12-
18. Colgate came up with three victories, two on the road and one at a neutral court,
while Holy Cross won a pair of road contests. Bucknell earned an impressive 71-57
victory at Towson of the CAA. Army and Lafayette recorded road wins on Monday,
and Lehigh recorded its first non-conference road victory since January of 2006 with
a 71-66 triumph at St. Francis (Pa.) on Saturday. With American and Navy winning
road games on the season-opening weekend, Lehigh’s win made the Patriot League
the first and only of 31 Division I conference to have all of its teams record at least
one road victory this season. Lehigh pushed the Patriot League to an impressive
plateau earlier in the week as well, as its win at home over St. Peter’s on Wednesday
made the League the second conference in the nation to have every team record at
least one win over a Division I opponent. The SEC beat the Patriot League to the
mark by one day.

THANKFUL FOR TUESDAY

Before the turkey and stuffing comes out Thursday, Patriot League basketball fans
have something to be get their mouths wet on Tuesday with the biggest slate of
games of the young season. Six of the eight Patriot League teams are in action Tues-
day, with Navy, Holy Cross and Lafayette hosting games and American, Army and
Lehigh going on the road. Colgate wraps up the pre-Thanksgiving portion of this
week’s schedule by hosting Marist on Wednesday.

10 PATRIOT LEAGUE GAMES FEATURED ON ESPN NETWORKS

The 2007-08 Patriot League men's basketball schedule will feature eight regular-
season men's games on ESPNU and one on ESPN2, as well as the Championship
game March 14 at 4:30 p.m. on ESPN2. The League’s men's basketball season opens
up on ESPNU, with Navy traveling to Bucknell for a 7 p.m. tip-off on Jan. 11. Buck-
nell and Holy Cross will face off on the ESPN networks for both of their regular-sea-
son matchups, with a Jan. 18 game in Worcester at 9 p.m. on ESPNU and a Feb. 16
contest in Lewisburg at 6 p.m on ESPN2. The ESPNU schedule features three Friday
night games, four Sunday tip-offs at Noon and one Saturday contest. Two weekends
will include a pair of Patriot League matchups. Lehigh visits Holy Cross on Feb. 2 at
Noon and Army travels to Bucknell on Feb. 3 at Noon, while American is at Colgate
at Noon on Feb. 17, one day after the Holy Cross/Bucknell tilt on ESPN2.

Army’s Jim Crews, Bucknell’s Pat Flannery and Holy Cross’ Ralph Willard
are three of the 54 Division I coaches that have more than 300 career wins to their
credit. Crews has a career mark of 330-315, followed by Flannery’s record of 319-203
and Willard’s mark of 306-213. Willard is the most recent entrant into the 300 club,
picking up the milestone victory in the last game of the 2006-07 regular season with
a 62-50 triumph at Lehigh. The ACC, Big East, Big 10 and Atlantic 10 were the only
other leagues with more coaches in the 300-win club than the Patriot League.
