Carolyn Schlie Femovich - Executive Director

In selecting Carolyn Schlie Femovich as its fourth Executive Director, the Patriot League Council of Presi-
dents continued its adherence to equity and innovation in its approach to intercollegiate athletics.
Femovich brought 17 years experience at the NCAA Division | level to the Patriot League when she was ap-
pointed Executive Director in July of 1999. She is one of three women to hold the top post of a combined
men and women's conference at the NCAA Division | level.

Throughout her tenure at the Patriot League, Femovich has focused on key areas including the development
of a comprehensive multimedia package, expansion of League membership, improvement of League compet-
itiveness, and quality of services to the membership.

Under her direction, Patriot League basketball has gained increased television exposure through contracts
with national outlets and as a result of the League’s broadband initiative, which streams more than 100
men and women's basketball games live annually via the Internet. Additionally, selected Patriot League Olympic sports have found a
home as a part of the League's all-sport packages with various television entities and have seen increased visibility through the streaming
of Patriot League Championship events.

In 2001 Femovich orchestrated the addition of American University as a full member and Georgetown as an associate member in football,
which has helped to strengthened and stabilize the membership. She has also increased service to the membership with improvements
in championship administration, League governance and a focus on the student-athlete experience. During her time with the Patriot
League, emphasis has been placed on the competitiveness of its men and women's basketball programs, as well as other key sports that
present unique opportunities for the League.

Femovich currently chairs the NCAA Division | Championships/Competition Cabinet and recently finished a four-year term as the
League's representative on the NCAA Management Council. She was also the chairperson of the prestigious Collegiate Women's Sports
Awards Program where she continues to serve as a board member. Prior to her appointment as Executive Director, Femovich served in a
leadership role in the administration of a highly-successful Ivy League program at the University of Pennsylvania.

During her tenure as Senior Associate Athletics Director (1986-99) and Associate Athletics Director (1982-85), her responsibilities in-
cluded administration of intercollegiate sports and recreation programs, strategic planning and facilities development, human resource
management and event planning. In her initial years with the Quakers, Femovich supervised 15 intercollegiate programs, coaching staffs
and athletics facilities. She also served as Penn's Interim Director of Athletics in 1985. Femovich represented the University in a variety of
external capacities with the lvy League and NCAA, and on a number of sports committees and boards.

Femovich's career in intercollegiate athletics began in 1974 at Indiana University as a graduate teaching assistant. In 1975, she moved to
Gettysburg College as head coach of women's basketball, women's tennis, assistant professor of health and physical education and the
Coordinator of Women's Athletics.

Included in the impressive list of regional and national committees Femovich has served on are the NCAA Basketball Marketing Sub-
Committee, the NCAA Division | Business/Finance Cabinet and the NCAA Division | Women's Basketball Committee, arguably the most
prestigious women's sport committee in the NCAA. She played a primary role in bringing the 2000 NCAA Women's Basketball Final Four
to Philadelphia and is a member of the executive board of the Philadelphia Sports Congress. She also held the office of President of the
Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC) in 1996, which now includes more than 300 member institutions.

Femovich is a graduate of Valparaiso University and received a master of science degree from Indiana University. Femovich and her hus-
band Robert reside in Hellertown, Pa.

Joanna Kreps - Associate Executive Director for Sports Management and Governance/SWA

Kreps was promoted to Associate Executive Director for Sports Management and Governance/Senior Woman
Administrator in July of 2006 after joining the Patriot League in December 2004 as an Assistant Executive Di-
rector. She is primarily responsible for overseeing the work of the League's 23 sports committees and gover-
nance process, including providing leadership for coaches' and administrative meetings, developing and
implementing sport regulations, developing League schedules and assisting with conduct of League champi-
onships. She also represents the League on the NCAA Division | Legislative Council and the NCAA Green Team.
Kreps began a Patriot League Team Green committee to focus on environmental protection and promotion
through athletics, and also works with the Patriot League Sportsmanship Committee. Kreps will serve as a co-
chair of the Collegiate Commissioners Association Compliance Administrators for 2008-09.

Prior to joining the Patriot League, Kreps served as the Assistant Commissioner for Compliance and Business
Operations and Senior Woman Administrator for the Rocky Mountain Athletic Conference. In her post at the
RMAC she coordinated NCAA and RMAC compliance among the 14-member institutions and managed the internal fiscal operations of the
conference office. She was the liaison to the seven conference coordinators of officials and assisted in the administration of the officiating
programs, created conference schedules and directed the National Letter of Intent Program and coaches certification testing.

She worked with the RMAC senior woman administrators, faculty athletic representatives and the RMAC Student Athlete Advisory Com-
mittee. Kreps also assisted with championship event administration as well as conference meetings, the RMAC Hall of Fame, officiating
clinics, the RMAC golf outing and the Wells Fargo SHOOTOUT (RMAC basketball tournament).

Kreps also spent time assisting with compliance at the University at Albany (N.Y.), where her main responsibility was determining and
maintaining NCAA Division | eligibility for 19 male and female varsity programs for over 450 student-athletes. Also, while at Albany, she
served as Co-Coordinator of the SEFA/United Way Campaign for over 5,000 University at Albany state employees.

Kreps is a graduate of the National Association of Collegiate Women Athletic Administrators Institute (NACWAA/HERS 2002) and the in-
augural Leadership Enhancement Institute (NACWAA/HERS Level 11 2007). She currently serves as a member of the NACWAA Awards
Committee and previously served on the NCAA Sportsmanship and Ethical Conduct Committee.

Kreps is a 1997 graduate of the University at Albany, where she majored in English and earned a Bachelor's Degree. She played on the
Albany women's basketball team and earned a Masters of Science Degree in Educational Administration and Policy Studies in 1999.

Richard Wanninger - Associate Executive Director for External Relations

Wanninger was promoted to Associate Executive Director for External Relations during the summer of 2006
after joining the Patriot League as an Assistant Executive Director in August 2005. He is responsible for the
oversight of the Patriot League Men's and Women's Basketball Championships, as well as the League's televi-
sion and broadband packages, marketing and sponsorship initiatives, and the overall promotion of the League.
During his first two years, he was the Director of each of the Patriot League’s 18 championships.

Wanninger came to Center Valley, Pa., after four years at the U.S. Anti-Doping Agency where he served as Di-
rector of Communications and Public Affairs. While at USADA, he developed and implemented communications
and public affairs plans and managed editorial content for publications and U.S. Anti-Doping Agency website.
Other experiences in Colorado Springs included holding the post of Communications Director for USA Cycling (1998-2000) and working
at the U.S. Olympic Committee. A veteran of six Olympic Games and numerous other major international and national championship
events, Wanninger has an extensive background in the fields of communications, marketing, and event and press operations. Wanninger
managed the Main Press Center at the 1996 Summer Olympics in Atlanta and was the Director of External Affairs for the U.S. Olympic
Festival-'95, which was held in Boulder, Denver and Colorado Springs, Colo.

He also worked at USA Volleyball for three years as the Director of Communications and got his start in intercollegiate athletics as an As-
sistant Sports Information Director at Arizona State in 1985, spending six years in Tempe, Ariz.

Wanninger received his Master's Degree from the University of Colorado in Public Administration after earning his undergraduate degree
in journalism from ASU. In 2006, he completed the executive management program at the Sports Management Institute, which provides
specialized executive management programs for sports management professionals.

A member of NACMA and CoSIDA, Wanninger and his wife, Kim, have two sons - Nicholas and Nathan. He is also a member of the United
States Intercollegiate Lacrosse Association Board of Directors (2006-present).

Matt Dougherty - Media Relations Director

Dougherty joined the Patriot League staff in June 2007 and oversees the Patriot League’s media relations department,
serving as the primary contact for football and men’s basketball, as well as various other Olympic sports. He also con-
tributes to the Patriot League’s championship administration and creation of publications and provides oversight for the|
Patriot League website. Dougherty received the Scoop Hudgins Outstanding SID Award from the All-America Football
Foundation in March of 2008.

Dougherty came to the Patriot League after a three-year stint at The Sports Network, serving as the Executive
Director of I-AA/FCS Football. In his role at The Sports Network, Dougherty was solely responsible for the content
and direction of FCS coverage, wrote national articles and all press releases, coordinated media and sports informa-
tion voting for The Sports Network Top-25 poll, major awards and All-America teams and selected national players of the week. He man-
aged the FCS national award show, served as a guest analyst for television and radio and attended football games and conference media
days across the country.

During the 2003-04 academic year, Dougherty worked at Dartmouth College as a sports information intern and was the primary contact
for four sports, including men’s basketball. During his time with the Big Green, he worked on press releases, game notes and media
guides, wrote feature stories for monthly publications and updated the athletics website.

The 2003 Saint Bonaventure graduate worked as a sports information intern in the Bonnies’ athletic department during the 2002-03
school year and earned his degree in journalism/mass communication. The Rochester, N.Y. native also completed internships with the
Rochester Rhinos and Rattlers, Messenger Post Newspapers and CBS Radio and served as the sports editor of the SBU campus newspa-
per, The BonaVenture. Dougherty and his wife Alexandra have one son - Nicolas.

Jessica Siegel - Associate Media Relations Director

Siegel was promoted to Associate Media Relations Director in January 2007 after joining the Patriot League staff in
October 2004. She serves as the primary Patriot League contact for women's basketball and men’s lacrosse and
various other sports. In addition to her media relations duties, she contributes to the League's championship ad-
ministration and branding and public relations initiatives.

Before coming to the Patriot League she completed a year at the Northeast Conference as the administrative intern.
In her post at the NEC, Siegel handled media relations efforts for five of the league's sponsored sports, provided
support at championship events and televised basketball games and assisted in day-to-day operations. She also
conducted student-athlete interviews and wrote articles for the conference's quarterly newsletter.

Prior to her time at the Northeast Conference, Siegel spent two summers as the promotions and group sales intern at the Somerset Patri-
ots, an independent minor league baseball team based out of Central New Jersey.

The Dayton, N.J., native earned her bachelor's degree in business administration with a concentration in marketing from Ramapo College
in May 2003. During her time there she served as the assistant to the sports information and marketing director.

She completed her master's degree in Sports and Recreation Administration from Temple University in 2005.

Hicks graduated from the University of Southern California in May of 2008 with a degree in broadcast journalism

and a minor in communication law and media policy. During the 2007-08 school year, she worked in the USC

Darlene Gordon - Director of Championships and Business Operations

Gordon joined the Patriot League in August 2007 as the Director of Championships and Business Operations - a newly
created position at the Patriot League. She is primarily responsible for the planning and administration of Patriot
League championships and the management of various business affairs for the League office and its membership.

Grisel Ortiz-Ludovico - Executive Assistant and Business Manager
Grisel Ortiz-Ludovico became the Patriot League’s Executive Assistant and Business Manager in October 2005.

Ortiz-Ludovico’s primary responsibilities are to direct the League’s business and human resource affairs, maintain its
financial records and coordinate office functions.

Most recently, Ortiz-Ludovico was the Administrative Assistant and Building Manger at the Laboratory for Surface
Modification at Rutgers University. While at Rutgers she was responsible for all personnel and fiscal matters for the
Laboratory for Surface Modification, coordinated office functions, and assisted with the preparation of grant proposals
for the department. She was also responsible for the management of the Nanophysics Building.

ForpHAM CLAIMS FIRST OUTRIGHT PATRIOT LEAGUE TITLE
Fordham fell in its regular-season finale against Bucknell after clinch-
ing the Patriot League’s automatic NCAA berth two weeks earlier
against Holy Cross. But before the Bucknell game had concluded, the
Rams learned that they would claim sole possession of the Patriot
League crown as Holy Cross beat Colgate, 27-20. The Rams are the
first Patriot League team to claim the title outright since Colgate in
2003. They fell to Massachusetts, 49-35, in the first round of the
NCAA Division | Football Championship. The Rams finished in the top
20 in the FCS Coaches Poll (No. 19) and Sports Network poll (No. 20.)

DEPTH IN THE STANDINGS

Three teams finished just one game behind Fordham in the Patriot
League standings, and it gave the Patriot League one of its deepest
pools of quality teams in its 22-year history. Holy Cross’ victory over
Colgate on the final day of the season gave both teams identical 4-2
marks in the League, and Lafayette joined them for a three-way tie
after a 21-17 victory over archrival Lehigh. All three teams also fin-
ished with 7-4 overall marks, and combined with Fordham'’s final
record gave the Patriot League a strong group at the top. It was just
the second time in the League history that four teams finished at 4-2
or better in League play, and only the sixth time that four teams closed
the year with seven overall wins or more. Both feats were most recently
accomplished in 2004.

SEVEN PATRIOT LEAGUERS NAMED ALL-AMERICANS

Three Patriot Leaguers were named to multiple All-America teams,
while seven student-athletes earned at least one All-America nod.
Lafayette offensive lineman Jesse Padilla was named to the American
Football Coaches Association All-America team and earned Second-
Team honors from the Associated Press. Colgate linebacker Mike Galli-
hugh and Fordham punter Benjamin Dato earned Second-Team AP
honors, while Dato was a first-team pick and Gallihugh a second-team
selection by The Sports Network. Lehigh’s Brian Jackson was also a
second-team pick by TSN, while Colgate’s Jordan Scott and Pat Nolan
earned third-team honors. The AFCA named only one team, and Holy
Cross wide receiver Ryan Maher joined Padilla on the list. It was the
highest number of individual Patriot League student-athletes since
nine were honored in 2003, and the 10 overall selections to the four
major lists were the most since 2004.

FourR PATRIOT LEAGUERS IN FINAL FCS AwARrDs VOTING

The Patriot League had a representative on all three of the major FCS
awards ballots for the first time since 2004. Fordham Head Coach Tom
Masella placed seventh in the Eddie Robinson Award voting, and was
tied for fifth in first-place votes with eight. Holy Cross’ Dominic Ran-
dolph finished 12th and Colgate’s Jordan Scott was 14th in the Walter
Payton Award voting for most outstanding player in the FCS. Colgate
linebacker Mike Gallihugh was on the Buck Buchanan Award ballot
for defensive player of the year honors for the second year in a row,
and placed 11th in the voting.

Two OFFENSIVE LINEMEN NAMED ACADEMIC ALL-STARS

A pair of Patriot League offensive lineman received praise for their
work in the classroom, as Holy Cross junior Chris Smith and Bucknell
senior Nick Mozal were two of 51 student-athletes selected to the 2007
FCS Athletic Directors Association Academic All-Star Team. Both stu-
dent-athletes carried a GPA above 3.5.

MaseLLA EARNS AFCA REeGIONAL Co-COACH OF YEAR HONOR
Fordham Head Coach Tom Masella was named the American Football
Coaches Association's Region 1 Co-Coach of the Year. Masella was one
of six Football Championship Subdivision coaches to earn regional
honors. He shared the Region 1 Coach of the Year award with Rich-
mond Head Coach Dave Clawson, a former head coach at Fordham.

ScoTT AND RANDOLPH LEAD WAY IN FINAL NCAA STATISTICS
Colgate running back Jordan Scott and Holy Cross quarterback Do-
minic Randolph went back and forth with huge efforts throughout the
2007 campaign, and it paid off with high finishes in the final NCAA
statistics. Scott led the nation in rushing with 170.45 yards per game.
He became the first Patriot Leaguer to lead the nation in rushing since
former Raider Kenny Gamble did it in the inaugural season of 1986,
and Scott also set the Patriot League record for rushing yards per
game. Scott was third nationally in total rushing yards with 1,875,
and seventh in all-purpose rushing and scoring. Randolph placed sec-
ond in passing yards, total offense and completions per game, and in
the top five in total passing yards and points responsible for. His
3,604-yard passing total was the third-best mark in League annals.
Fordham punter Benjamin Dato had a solid finish in NCAA stats, as
his 44.66 average was No. 3 in the nation.

PATRIOT LEAGUE TEAMS PLACE HiGH IN NCAA StaTs, Too
They flirted with the top spot all year, and in the end the Lafayette
Leopards can claim the title as the No. 1 defense in the country.
Lafayette led the nation with 260.91 yards allowed per game, which
was nearly four yards per contest better than second-place Morgan
State. The Leopards’ average was the fourth-best mark in Patriot
League history, and trailed only Bucknell in 2001 (260.1 ypg) for the
top spot since 1988. Lafayette also placed eighth nationally in scoring
defense and fourth against the rush. Holy Cross was on the other end
of the spectrum, as the Crusaders placed in the top five nationally in
total and passing offense, while putting up the best season for a Pa-
triot League team since 1999 in both categories. They also finished
first in the nation in fewest tackles for loss allowed. Fordham and
Bucknell figured prominently in team statistics as well, as the Rams
led the nation in net punting and punt return defense and the Bison
led the way in fewest penalties per game.

AMHERST, Mass. — Lehigh failed on four attempts to get into the
end zone from the nine-yard line, and came up just short against
Massachusetts, 27-21, in the quarterfinal round of the NCAA
Championship.

In what many figured to be a shootout, the defenses rose to the oc-
casion as each team was held below its season scoring average.
Massachusetts’ Chris Price, who recorded seven tackles and two
sacks, came up with one of the biggest defensive plays of the after-
noon when he sacked Lehigh quarterback Phil Stambaugh on sec-
ond down from the nine with just over a minute to play. Lehigh
still had two shots at the end zone from the 15-yard line but the
Minutemen defended both passes, fade patterns to the left corner
of the end zone, to secure the win.

— Lehigh's first home playoff game in 21 years
resulted in one of the most exciting finishes in Goodman Stadium
history as the fifth-seeded Mountain Hawks rallied for a 27-24
overtime victory over ninth-seeded Hofstra in the first round of the
2001 NCAA playoffs.
