EAGLES NOTEBOOK

Melissa McFerrin takes over in Washington after spending
last season with the Minnesota Golden Gophers. In 2003-
04, McFerrin helped guide Minnesota to the Final Four for
the first time in school history.

The Eagles led the League and ranked sixth in the NCAA
in steals (12.3). AU also topped the PL in scoring defense
(60.0) and turnover margin (+4.03).

Headlining the list of returning players is two-time all-star
Chanel Hunt. The senior forward finished among the
League leaders in scoring (11.5), rebounding (6.9) and
steals (2.4). Hunt needs six points to reach the 1,000-
tally mark for her career.

Senior guard Joanna Barnes contributed 8.6 points and
4.4 rebounds per game, which ranked fourth on the team.
The All-Tournament team selection came on strong at the
end of the 2003-04 campaign, averaging 13.0 points in
the PL tourney.

% Senior center Kim Salem will look to capitalize on a solid

junior year. She averaged 8.4 points and 5.1 rebounds
per outing, while her .544 field goal percentage placed
her second on the League chart.

Kimeshia Junkins started five contests as a rookie and
averaged 1.4 points and 1.4 rebounds per game. The
sophomore center will likely complement Salem in the
post.

Senior guard Angel Jordan and senior forward Jenyce
Woodruff will also contribute to the Eagles attack this
season. Jordan accounted for 2.7 points and 1.0 rebounds
per game last season, while Woodruff grabbed 3.1 boards
per outing.

After sitting out last season due to the NCAA transfer rule,
junior guard Tala Hadavi is looking to pitch in right away
for American. She averaged 2.6 points and 1.2 rebounds
per game with Virginia Commonwealth in 2002-03.
