Bucknell’s Molly Creamer was a first-round draft pick, No. 10 over-
all, by the New York Liberty in the 2003 WNBA draft.  She was one of
a handful of former PL standouts playing professional basketball over-
seas in 2003-04;
Navy’s Richie Meade was named the national Coach of the Year in
men’s lacrosse while sophomore Matt Russell was a first-team All-

American and national Goalie of the Year;
Lafayette soccer standout Meghan

Ramsey captured her second-straight ECAC-
Robbins Scholar-Athlete award in 2004 and was
awarded an NCAA post-graduate scholarship;

Colgate’s John Frieser earned first-team
Academic All-American honors, won two post-
graduate scholarships and signed a free-agent
contract with the NFL St. Louis Rams;

Kevin Miller of Bucknell and Drew
Bigda of Holy Cross were selected in the
2004 Major League Baseball June free-agent
draft.  It marks the sixth-straight year at least

one Patriot League player was picked in the draft;
Navy’s Billy Hurley capped his All-America collegiate golf career as
the winner of the Byron Nelson Award and as a second-team CoSIDA
Academic All-American.
The Patriot League’s athletic success is achieved while remaining

committed to its founding principle that student-athletes are academically
representative of their class. Participation in athletics at Patriot League
institutions is viewed as an important component of a well-rounded educa-
tion.

The origins of Patriot League excellence date back to 1986 with the
inception of a successful Division I-AA football conference.  In 1990, the
Patriot League expanded to an all-sports conference, now featuring 23
championship sports.

Full League members include American, Army, Bucknell, Colgate, Holy
Cross, Lafayette, Lehigh and Navy. Associate members include Fordham
and Georgetown for football and Villanova in women’s lacrosse.

These member institutions are among the oldest and most prestigious
in the nation. Alumni from Patriot League colleges and universities have
played a leadership role in the shaping of our country.

“The Patriot League — Today’s Scholar-Athletes, Tomorrow’s
Leaders” is still the League’s primary vision.  However, the League is
demonstrating annually that our student-athletes really can play.

2004 Softball Champions - Lehigh
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1986 Colonial League is founded and begins full round-robin play in football only; Lafayette College associate
professor Alan Childs is named the Executive Director.

1989 Carl Ulrich is appointed as the first full-time Executive Director.

1990 Colonial League changes its name to Patriot League.

1990-91 Patriot League becomes an all-sport conference, sponsoring 22 sports, 11 for women and
11 for men.  Membership includes Bucknell University, Colgate University, Fordham
University, College of the Holy Cross, Lafayette College, Lehigh University and the United
States Military Academy.

1991 The United States Naval Academy joins the League as a full member.

1993 Constance (Connie) H. Hurlbut is named Executive Director of the League, becoming the first woman and
youngest person to be selected as the leader of an NCAA Division I conference.

1995 Fordham University resigns its full membership but remains in the League as an
associate member in football.

1996 Change in League policy adopted to allow basketball scholarships beginning with
the class entering in the fall of 1998; Fairfield University and Ursinus College begin
League play as associate members in field hockey.

1997 Creation of League basketball television package, which grows to 12 games on DIRECTV and ESPN,
beginning with the 2002-03 season; Towson University begins League play as an associate member in
football.

1999 Carolyn Schlie Femovich is selected as the fourth Executive Director of the
League; Villanova University begins League play as an associate member in
women’s lacrosse and Hobart College as an associate member in men’s lacrosse.

2000-01 League celebrates its 10th Anniversary; League policy regarding merit aid expanded
to include all sports except football, beginning with the class entering in the fall of
2001.

2001 American University joins the League as a full member; Georgetown University joins
as an associate member in football.

2003 U.S. Naval Academy increases participation from 12 sports to 18 by joining PL in men's lacrosse, men's
swimming & diving and all cross country and track & field programs.

Head coach Vickie Sax led the Raiders to a 34-17 overall record and an 11-7
League mark in 2004.  CU won two games in the Patriot League Tournament,
eventually falling to Army in Game 5.
This year will be the final season for three of Colgate’s greatest softball players of
all-time Dorothy Donaldson, Natalie Rawson and Nichole Rawson, all returning
PL All-League first team selections from last year.
Donaldson is currently Colgate’s all-time leader in batting average (.392) and
home runs (35), and could potentially end her career first in a host of other categories
for the Raiders.  The 2004 Patriot League Player of the Year also holds the PL
career record in home runs and has been recognized over and over for her efforts,
with three All-League first team mentions and three Mid-Atlantic Region NFCA All-
American honors - one first team nod and two second team appearances.
She won the 2004 batting title, hitting .420 (.490 in League games), with 60 hits, 43
RBI and 39 runs scored.  Her 14 long balls were tops in the League.
Colgate is no stranger to power hitters as Natalie and Nichole ranked second and
third in the League in home runs with nine and six, respectively.  Natalie is tied for
second all-time at Colgate in that category and owns second in the League through
last season with 30 career homers.
The Rawson twins put up similar numbers last season.  Natalie recorded a .352
average with 51 hits and 38 runs scored, while Nichole was at .350 with 49 hits and
37 runs.  Both appear on Colgate’s career leaders board, Natalie in eight categories
and Nichole in two, having only played one year at CU after first competing at
Marist.
Junior Erin Hanna suits up again, coming off a season as the fourth regular starter
to hit over .300 for the Raiders last year with a .312 batting average.  The 2004 All-
Patriot League first team member collected 40 hits and drove in 41 runs.
Junior Kate Howard and sophomore Kelsey Nordstrom will see more time on the
mound with the departure of Elena Isaac, the 2004 Patriot League Pitcher of the
Year.
Howard posted a 10-7 record, ranking second in the League in saves, with three,
and fourth in strikeouts, fanning 90 batters.  The righthander’s earned run average
was 1.96 last year, holding opponents to a .261 average at the plate.
Nordstrom went 7-3 in 19 appearances (67.1 innings pitched) and her 79 strikeouts
were fifth in the League.

Crusaders Outlook
The Crusaders will look to improve on their 12-28 overall and 5-15 League record
from a year ago, relying on the upper classmen to guide this season’s relatively
young squad.
Senior Mary Beth Ryan is the only returning All-League student-athlete from a
group of four Crusaders named to the all-star list in 2004.  The first team member
hit .343 in League games with 23 hits.  She also ranked third overall in stolen
bases with 10.
Senior Alycia FitzPatrick will also be a force this season, having put up the
fourth-best batting average in the League last season, hitting .357.  She also
appeared on the League leaders chart in three categories at the conclusion of
last season, including hits (46), runs batted in (22) and slugging percentage
(.488).  Her .989 fielding percentage was tops for the Crusaders, putting out 74
and committing only one error.  The veteran catcher was named to the NFCA
Northeast All-Region second team for her efforts last season.
Junior Megan Lally will resume her role as a regular player in the outfield, having
started in all 39 games she appeared in last season.  Lally batted .274 with 31
hits, including five doubles, a triple and four home runs.  She batted in 22, while
scoring 18 of her own runs.
Senior Michelle Greene will slide in as Holy Cross’ top pitcher this season with
the graduation of All-Leaguer Nicole Vitti.  Greene went 4-10 last year in 19
appearances with a 5.37 ERA and 49 strikeouts.  She got the starting nod 10
times for League games, and posted a 3-6 record in those contests.
Sophomore Lindsey MacNeil made 14 trips to the mound last season, coming
away with a 1-4 record in 46.2 innings of work.  MacNeil struck out 19 batters and
held opponents to a .228 average, fifth best in the League.
Holy Cross has high hopes in a trio of incoming freshman: outfielder/second
baseman Jayme Elliot, catcher/first baseman Rory Ogden and first baseman
Kelly O’Neil.  The 2005 HC roster features eight freshman and three sophomores.
Holy Cross will return to the Rebel Spring Games in Orlando, Fla., this season.
Fellow Patriot League member, Lehigh, will be down in the Sunshine State at the
same time, but the two teams will not meet.
The Crusaders were ranked 28th in the NFCA Academic Poll released in October,
the top showing for a Patriot League softball team, with a 3.23 team GPA.

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Leopards Outlook
Lafayette went 10-32 overall and 3-17 in the Patriot League last season and are
still looking for its first winning season ever, with their best PL win total in a single
season standing at only four.
Two familiar faces will share the bulk of the pitching duties this spring, junior
Lauren Belowich and sophomore Megan Averbuch.  These two hurlers
combined for 244.3 innings pitched last year.  Averbuch logged the most innings
in PL games at 71.2.
Averbuch pitched a 4-15 record with a team low 2.72 ERA, eighth-lowest in the
League.  She went the whole way 17 times, more than any other pitcher in the
League last season.  Her 96 strikes were third in the PL.
Belowich was in the top-10 for her 3.41 ERA in a season that saw her go 5-13.
The righthander ranked among the League’s best in strikeouts (58), shutouts
(3), opponent batting average (.295), games started (18) and complete games
(12).
Sophomore Jill Masterton will have to ignite the Leopards’ offense, having the
top batting average of returners this season, hitting .282 last year.  Masterton
recorded a team-high 33 hits and 11 runs batted in, having started in all 42 of
Lafayette’s games, the only Leopard to do so.
Sophomore catcher Kathryn Longshore and junior second baseman Gianna
Lopreato were two regulars in the lineup last season.  Longshore had 16 hits,
including two of the Leopards’ home runs from a year ago, and nine RBI.  Lopreato
contributed 15 hits in 2004.
The Leopards will compete in two tournaments this spring, first at the UNC
Charlotte Invitational in Charlotte, N.C., then at the Delaware State University
Tournament in Seaford, Del.
Four Leopard softball players received recognition from the National Fastpitch
Coaches Association as scholar-athletes in the 2003-04 academic year, with
two returning to this year’s lineup, Masterton and sophomore Rachael Magner.
Masterton was one of 38 student-athletes in the Patriot League to garner a
perfect 4.0 grade point average while their sport was in season.

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Mountain Hawks Outlook
Lehigh won its sixth-straight regular season crown and 11th overall in Patriot
League history with a 16-2 PL mark in 2004.  The Mountain Hawks were 40-17-
2 overall.  LU also took the championship title, defeating Army, 3-1, in 11th innings
on the sixth game of the championship.  The team went on to face tough
competitors in the NCAA Tournament, falling to second-seeded Nebraska and
third-seeded Florida Atlantic.
As a team, Lehigh was first in pitching (1.38) and second in batting (.280) overall.
In League play LU took both the top slots boasting a .327 team batting average
and a 1.36 ERA.
The Mountain Hawks made their mark in the NCAA statistics as well, ranked
20th in fielding percentage, 21st in earned run average and 29th in winning
percentage at the conclusion of the 2004 season.
Senior Emily Ling was named to the NFCA Mid-Atlantic All-Region first team.  The
graduated Shana Treon earned NFCA second team accolades and was
recognized as the Patriot League Softball Scholar-Athlete of the Year.
Ling posted a 15-5 record last season working 137 innings in 25 appearances.
Her 1.58 ERA was the fourth-best in the League, behind two of her teammates.
The 2003 Pitcher of the Year struck out a League-leading 162, averaging 8.28
per game.  She also held opponents to hitting a low .166, also a League-best.
Forty of her Ks came in League competition, where she went 5-1 with a 1.93
ERA.
The Mountain Hawks have their two other big guns back this season, junior Kate
Arico and sophomore Heather Hamasaki.  Hamasaki and Arico were tied at the
top of ERA chart in League games, ending 2004 at 1.16 each.  Hamasaki held
the top position overall with a 1.18 ERA, which ranked her 41st in the final NCAA
statistics.  Arico had the best winning percentage on the staff (.867), with a 13-2
overall record and a 1.38 earned run average.
The team’s best hitter from last year will settle in behind the plate again this
season as Mary Wieder resumes her role as the Mountain Hawks’ catcher.
Wieder inked a .359 batting average, third in the League, with a team-leading 34
runs batted in.  In 61 hits she recorded a PL-high 15 doubles, one triple and two
homeruns.  Her 15 doubles were three off of tying a single season League
record.
Arico, Hamasaki and Wieder will be joined by senior Jessica Young, as another
returning All-Leaguer from last season.  Young registered 52 hits, fourth-best in
the League, while contributing 24 RBIs and scoring 27 runs.
