PATRIOT LEAGUE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

CAROLYN SCHLIE FEMOVICH
Appointed the fourth Executive Director of the Patriot League in
July 1999, Carolyn Schlie Femovich’s selection by the Patriot
League Council of Presidents continued its adherence to equity and
innovation in its approach to intercollegiate athletics.

One of two women to hold the top post of  a combined men and
women’s conference at the NCAA Division I level, Femovich brought
with her 17 years of experience in NCAA Division I athletics.

During her first year as Executive Director of the Patriot League,
membership was enhanced with the announcement that American
University would become a full League member in the fall of 2001,
and that Georgetown University would join the Patriot League in
football beginning with the 2001 season.

Femovich focused her energies on setting a strategic direction for
the future of the Patriot League during the 2001-02 academic year.
In recent years, primary efforts have aimed at increasing League
visibility and competitiveness, as well as the quality of services to
the membership.

Femovich recently finished a four-year term as the Patriot League’s
representative on the NCAA Management Council and is currently
serving as chair of the NCAA Championship and Competition Cabi-
net and NCAA Women’s Basketball Issues Committee.  She was
also the chairperson of the prestigious Collegiate Women’s Sports
Awards Program and continues to serve on the Board.

Prior to her appointment as Executive Director, Femovich served in
a leadership role in the administration of a highly-successful Ivy
League athletic program at the University of Pennsylvania.

During her tenure as Senior Associate Athletics Director (1986-99)
and Associate Athletics Director (1982-85), her responsibilities in-
cluded administration of intercollegiate sports and recreation pro-
grams, strategic planning and facilities development, human
resource management and event planning.  

In her first position at Penn, Femovich oversaw 15 intercollegiate
programs, coaching staffs and athletics facilities.  She also served
as Penn’s Interim Director of Athletics in 1985.  Femovich repre-
sented the University in a variety of external capacities with the Ivy
League and NCAA, and on a number of sports committees and
boards.

Femovich’s career in intercollegiate athletics began in 1974 at Indi-
ana University as a graduate teaching assistant.  In 1975, she
moved to Gettysburg College as head coach of the women’s basket-
ball and tennis programs as well as assistant professor of health
and physical education and the Coordinator of Women’s Athletics.

Included in the impressive list of regional and national committees
Femovich has served on are the NCAA Division I Women’s Basket-
ball Committee, the NCAA Basketball Marketing Sub-Committee
and the NCAA Division I Business/Finance Cabinet and the NCAA
Division I Women’s Basketball Committee.

She played a primary role in bringing the 2000 NCAA Women’s
Basketball Final Four to Philadelphia and is a member of the exec-
utive board of the Philadelphia Sports Congress.  She also held the
office of President of the Eastern College Athletic Conference
(ECAC) in 1996, which now includes more than 300 member insti-
tutions.

A graduate of Valparaiso University, Femovich received a masters
of science degree from Indiana University.  She and her husband,
Robert, reside in Hellertown, Pa.

PATRIOT LEAGUE ACADEMIC AND ATHLETIC SUCCESSES

In its second decade of combining academic and athletic excel-
lence, the Patriot League sponsors championships in 23 men and
women’s sports.  Initially started as an NCAA Division I-AA football
conference in 1986, the Patriot League became an all-sport confer-
ence in 1990 and includes American, Army, Bucknell, Colgate,
Holy Cross, Lafayette, Lehigh and Navy as full members, and Ford-
ham and Georgetown as associate members.  These institutions
are among the oldest and most prestigious in the nation and their
alumni have, and continue to play leadership roles in shaping our
country.

Since 1998, the Patriot League has ranked first each year among
all Division I conferences awarding athletic aid in the NCAA Gradu-
ation Rate Report.  In addition, the Patriot League finished first in
the new NCAA Academic Progress Report (APR) among all Division
I conferences awarding athletic aid (combining with all eight of its
full-time member institutions for an average of 984 out of 1,000).
The APR is used to measure academic eligibility, retention and
graduation of student-athletes.

Patriot League student-athletes and teams continue to enjoy suc-
cess at the national level, with opening round victories coming in
several NCAA Championships, including consecutive wins in men’s
basketball, a final four appearance in men’s lacrosse and a sixth-
place finish at the NCAA Cross Country Championship.

The Patriot League’s mission is simple, to provide successful com-
petitive athletic experiences while maintaining high academic stan-
dards, and to prepare its student-athletes to be leaders in society.    

During the 2005-06 year, Patriot League student-athletes and
teams have accomplished the following;

� Army’s Julie Jorgensen (first-team soccer) and Bucknell’s 
Matt Capece (third-team baseball) were named to ESPN The 
Magazine Academic All-America team 

� 50 Patriot League student-athletes were named to ESPN The 
Magazine Academic All-District team 

� In addition to automatic qualifiers, the Patriot League sent a
second at-large team to the NCAA I-AA football playoffs for 
the second-straight season, and to the NCAA Men’s Golf 
Championships for the first time in League history

� Bucknell’s men’s basketball program became the first 
Patriot League team to ever crack the Associated Press and 
ESPN/USA Today Coaches Top 25 Poll

� American’s Keira Carlstrom turned in the highest finish in 
Patriot League history at the NCAA Women’s Cross Country 
Championships, placing sixth overall en route to earning her
third-straight All-America nod

� Carlstrom also became the third Patriot League student-
athlete to advance to the finals at the NCAA Outdoor Track 
and Field Championships

� American’s field hockey program ranked fourth in the 
National Field Hockey Coaches Association, the highest ever 
for a Patriot League team and reached the final eight in the 
NCAA Field Hockey Championships for the second-straight 
year

� Four Patriot League men’s lacrosse teams (Navy, Army, 
Colgate, Bucknell) spent portions of the season ranked in 
the top 20 of the United States Intercollegiate Lacrosse 
Association Poll, with Navy spending the entire year in the 
top 15

� Holy Cross won the Patriot League’s first-ever NCAA post
season contest in women’s lacrosse, defeating Le Moyne in 
the NCAA Play-In game to advance to the NCAA Women’s 
Lacrosse Tournament

� Lehigh’s softball program became the first Patriot League 
team to post two victories in the NCAA Regionals

� Three Patriot League football teams (Colgate, Lafayette, 
Lehigh) finished the season ranked in the ESPN/USA Today

� Army’s women’s basketball program became the first female
team from a service academy to advance to the NCAA

1996 Change in Patriot League policy allows basketball scholarships 
beginning with the class entering in the fall of 1998.

1997 Creation of the Patriot League television package, which grows to
12 games on DIRECTV and ESPN, beginning with the 2002-03 
season.

1999 Carolyn Schlie Femovich is selected as the fourth Executive 
Director of the Patriot League. 

2000-01 Patriot League celebrates its 10th Anniversary; Patriot League 
policy regarding merit aid expanded to include all sports except 
football, beginning with the class entering in the fall of 2001.

2001 American University joins the Patriot League as a full member; 
Georgetown University joins as an associate member in football.

2003 United States Naval Academy increases participation from 12 
sports to 18 by joining Patriot League in men’s lacrosse, men’s 
swimming and diving and men’s and women’s cross country and
track and field.

2004 Women’s rowing is added as the Patriot League’s 23rd 
championship sport.

Head-to-Head Competition The higher seed will go to the team
that has won the most Patriot League contests played against the
other team involved in the tie.

If a Tie Still Exists, a comparison of records will be made between
the tied institutions starting at the highest possible seed and con-
tinuing through the lowest seed, if necessary.

If a Tie Still Exists, a comparison of records versus out-of-League
common opponents will be made.

In the case of multiple ties, the following process is used;

Note The entire process for multiple-team ties must be completed.
The Patriot League does not revert back to the two-way tie formula
once the multiple-team tie has been resolved.

Records Between the Tied Teams will be evaluated to determine
if one team won more contests against the other tied institutions.

If a Tie Still Exists, a comparison of records will be conducted for
each team starting with the highest seed not involved in the tie and
continuing through the lowest seed, if necessary.

If a Tie Still Exists, a comparison of records versus out-of-League
common opponents will be made.

DIRECTIONS TO LAFAYETTE

From West Exit Route 22 at the 4th Street Exit (the last exit in
Pennsylvania). At the end of the exit ramp turn left at the traffic
light onto Bushkill Street. Proceed straight approximately 100
yards to the next traffic light and turn left onto 3rd Street and pass
under Route 22. Continue straight approximately 100 yards to the
base of College Hill and bear right as 3rd Street becomes College
Avenue. College Avenue turns into Cattell Street (which is one
block east of Lafayette's main campus). Take Cattell Street north
as it winds around and turns into Sullivan Trail. The fields are lo-
cated three miles from campus on Sullivan Trail on the left side of
the road with a parking lot inside the main gate. 

From East Exit Route 22 at the second exit (marked Lafayette Col-
lege) after crossing the Delaware River from Phillipsburg, NJ. Pro-
ceed straight off the exit ramp approximately 200 yards and turn
right onto 3rd Street at the traffic light. At this point refer to the
eastbound directions beginning with "continue straight approxi-
mately 100 yards to the base of College Hill." 

From North From Route 80 (east-west) take Route 33 South (exit
46A) approximately 25 miles. Take Stockertown exit. Coming off
the exit, make left turn on to Route 191. At three-way traffic light,
make right-hand turn on Main Street. Take Main Street eastward
as it turns into Sullivan Trail. The fields are located on the right
side of Sullivan Trail, about 2.5 miles from the Stockertown exit of
Route 33 (just past airport). 

From South From the Philadelphia area, take the northeast exten-
sion of the Pennsylvania Turnpike northbound and exit off for Al-
lentown/Lehigh Valley on Route 22 east. Proceed on Route 22 east
for approximately 20 miles passing Allentown and Bethlehem. At
this point refer to the beginning of the eastbound directions.
