Patriot League Executive Director

Carolyn Schlie Femovich

Appointed the fourth Executive Director of the Patriot League
in July 1999, Carolyn Schile Femovich’s selection by the
Patriot League Council of Presidents continued its adherence
to equity and innovation in its approach to intercollegiate
athletics.

One of two women to hold the top post of a combined men
and women’s conference at the NCAA Division I level,
Femovich brought with her 17 years of experience in NCAA
Division I athletics.

During her first year as Executive Director of the Patriot
League, membership was enhanced with the announcement
that American University would become a full League member
in the fall of 2001, and that Georgetown University would
join the Patriot League in football beginning with the 2001
season.

Femovich focused her energies on setting a strategic direc-
tion for the future of the Patriot League during the 2001-02
academic year. In recent years, primary efforts have aimed at
increasing League visibility and competitiveness, as well as
the quality of services to the membership.

Femovich recently finished a four-year term as the Patriot
League’s representative on the NCAA Management Council
and is currently serving as chair of the NCAA Championship
and Competition Cabinet and NCAA Women’s Basketball
Issues Committee. She was also the chairperson of the
prestigious Collegiate Women’s Sports Awards Program and
continues to serve on the Board.

Prior to her appointment as Executive Director, Femovich
served in a leadership role in the administration of a highly-
successful Ivy League athletic program at the University of
Pennsylvania.

During her tenure as Senior Associate Athletics Director
(1986-99) and Associate Athletics Director (1982-85), her
responsibilities included administration of intercollegiate
sports and recreation programs, strategic planning and
facilities development, human resource management and
event planning.

In her first position at Penn, Femovich oversaw 15 intercol-
legiate programs, coaching staffs and athletics facilities. She
also served as Penn’s Interim Director of Athletics in 1985.
Femovich represented the University in a variety of external
capacities with the Ivy League and NCAA, and on a number
of sports committees and boards.

Femovich’s career in intercollegiate athletics began in 1974
at Indiana University as a graduate teaching assistant. In
1975, she moved to Gettysburg College as head coach of the
women’s basketball and tennis programs as well as assistant
professor of health and physical education and the Coordina-
tor of Women’s Athletics.

Included in the impressive list of regional and national
committees Femovich has served on are the NCAA Division I
Women’s Basketball Committee, the NCAA Basketball Market-
ing Sub-Committee and the NCAA Division I Business/
Finance Cabinet and the NCAA Division I Women’s Basket-
ball Committee.

She played a primary role in bringing the 2000 NCAA
Women’s Basketball Final Four to Philadelphia and is a
member of the executive board of the Philadelphia Sports
Congress. She also held the office of President of the
Eastern College Athletic Conference (ECAC) in 1996, which
now includes more than 300 member institutions.

A graduate of Valparaiso University, Femovich received a
masters of science degree from Indiana University. She and
her husband, Robert, reside in Hellertown, Pa.

Patriot League Academic and Athletic Successes

In its second decade of combining academic and athletic excellence,
the Patriot League sponsors championships in 23 men and women’s
sports. Initially started as an NCAA Division I-AA football confer-
ence in 1986, the Patriot League became an all-sport conference in
1990 and includes American, Army, Bucknell, Colgate, Holy Cross,
Lafayette, Lehigh and Navy as full members, and Fordham and
Georgetown as associate members. These institutions are among the
oldest and most prestigious in the nation and their alumni have,
and continue to play leadership roles in shaping our country.

Since 1998, the Patriot League has ranked first each year among all
Division I conferences awarding athletic aid in the NCAA Gradua-
tion Rate Report. In addition, the Patriot League finished first in the
new NCAA Academic Progress Report (APR) among all Division I
conferences awarding athletic aid (combining with all eight of its
full-time member institutions for an average of 984 out of 1,000).
The APR is used to measure academic eligibility, retention and
graduation of student-athletes.

Patriot League student-athletes and teams continue to enjoy success
at the national level, with opening round victories coming in several
NCAA Championships, including consecutive wins in men’s
basketball, a final four appearance in men’s lacrosse and a sixth-
place finish at the NCAA Cross Country Championship.

The Patriot League’s mission is simple, to provide successful
competitive athletic experiences while maintaining high academic
standards, and to prepare its student-athletes to be leaders in
society.

Patriot League History

1986  The Colonial League is founded and begins full round- robin
play in football only; Lafayette College Associate Professor
Alan Childs is named Executive Director.

1989 Carl Ulrich is appointed as the first full-time Executive
Director.

1990 Colonial League changes its name to Patriot League.

1990-91Patriot League becomes an all-sport conference, sponsoring
22 - 11 for women and 11 for men; Membership includes
Bucknell University, Colgate University, Fordham Univer
sity, College of the Holy Cross, Lafayette College, Lehigh
University and the United States Military Academy.

The United States Naval Academy joins the Patriot League
as a fullmember.

Constance (Connie) H. Hurlbut is named Executive Director
of the Patriot League, becoming the first woman and
youngest person to be selected as the leader of an NCAA
Division I conference.

Fordham University resigns its full membership, but
remains in the Patriot League as an associate member in
football.

Change in Patriot League policy allows basketball scholar
ships beginning with the class entering in the fall of 1998.
Creation of the Patriot League television package, which
grows to 12 games on DIRECTV and ESPN, beginning with
the 2002-03 season.

Carolyn Schlie Femovich is selected as the fourth Executive
Director of the Patriot League.

2000-01Patriot League celebrates its 10th Anniversary; Patriot
League policy regarding merit aid expanded to include all
sports except football beginning with the class entering in
the fall of 2001.

American University joins the Patriot League as a full
member; Georgetown University joins as an associate
member in football.

United States Naval Academy increases participation from
12 sports to 18 by joining Patriot League in men’s lacrosse,
men’s swimming and diving and men’s and women’s cross
country and track and field.

Women’s rowing is added as the Patriot League’s 23rd
championship sport.

Lafayette Head Coach Terri Dadio Campbell is a 1992
graduate of the College Hill institution where she played
basketball for four years. Dadio Campbell was an All-
Patriot League selection in 1991 and 1992.

Also, current Colgate Assistant Athletic Director Vicky
Chun was a former student-athlete and coach for the
Raider volleyball team. During her time as an under-
graduate, Chun was named Patriot League Player of the
Year in 1991 and was a two-time First-Team All-Patriot
League selection. Chun moved on to lead the Raiders as
their head coach (1994-1996), earning Patriot League
Coach of the Year honors in 1996.

Another familiar face from Colgate is current Director of
Recreation Janet Little who served as the Raiders coach
from 1977-1993.

PATRIOT LEAGUE TIEBREAKING PROCEDURES

In the case of two-way ties in the final standings for
regular-season Patriot League play, the following process
will be used until all ties are broken and the seeding
processis completed (ties will be broken in rank order
beginning with the highest seed):

American captured its fifth-straight Patriot League
Championship title, having taken home the crown in each
year since joining the Patriot League (2001). The 2005
season marked the first time the Eagles did not post a
perfect 14-0 mark in Patriot League playing, going 13-1.

Streak Snapped

With American’s one Patriot League loss in 2005 to Army,
the team’s winning streak in conference matches (both
Patriot League and Colonial) came to an end at 62. The
streak is tied for seventh in NCAA Division I history.

Counting all games against conference opponents (Patriot
League and Colonial) the Eagles had won 78 consecutive
matches, which includes tournament play. This streak
ties the Eagles for fifth all-time in NCAA Division I
history.

Single-Season Marks

American’s Elizabeth Maloney set a Patriot League single-
season record with 85 aces in 2005, while Colgate’s Jackie
Adlam finished second all-time in Patriot League single-
season history with 531 digs.

Aces Race

Last year Army’s Abby Casciato and Navy’s Ashley Musser
climbed the Patriot League career aces ladder neck-in-neck.
It was Casciato who pulled ahead to end her career with
216 aces for fourth all-time in the Patriot League, while
Musser tallied 212 for fifth all-time.

AVCA Accolades

American’s Cutrina Biddulph received honorable mention
on the American Volleyball Coaches Association (AVCA) All-
Northeast Regional Team. Biddulph ended her career in
the Patriot League ranked seventh all-time in kills (1,434)
and eighth in blocks (411).
