Pitt is currently on a five-game win streak
and has won eight of its last nine contests. Pitt
is in the midst of its most difficult schedule
stretch in years when it will play three straight
road games along with three of its next five
opponents who are ranked among the nation’s
top-25: No. 5 Syracuse (defeated 82-72), No.

Sophomore Ashton Gibbs scored a
game-high 24 points on 6-9 3-point shooting,
Jermaine Dixon registered a career-high 21
points (3-8 3FG), Brad Wanamaker contrib-
uted 12 points (10-14 FT) and Dante Taylor
added 10 points as Pitt claimed its 12th con-

Dec. 30. Pitt jumped out to an early
lead in the first half and coasted to
the win. Ashton Gibbs scored 23
points (3-4 3FG) and Jermaine
Dixon added 12 as Pitt held its 10th
consecutive opponent at the
Petersen Events Center to 60 points
or less.

Even though it plays one more
non-conference game (vs. Robert
Morris on Feb. 8), Pitt concluded its
non-conference portion of its sched-
ule with 10 wins for the ninth con-
secutive season.

At home, Pitt currently owns the

nation’s second longest home win
streak at 30 games and a 46-game
win streak against non-conference
opponents. It also owns a 50-9 record
vs. Big East opponents at the
Petersen Events Center.

For only the fourth game this
year, Pitt will have its roster entirely
intact with the return of Gilbert
Brown (academic suspension) and
Jermaine Dixon (right foot fracture).
The Ohio game on Dec. 22 marked
the first time that both Brown and
Dixon, Pitt’s two most experienced
players, both appeared on the court

this year. Dixon sat out the season’s
first eight games after suffering a
broken right foot in August. Pitt re-
turned just one starter (Dixon) and
six letterwinners from its 2008-09
squad. Through its first 10 games,
Pitt started five players that had ac-
cumulated just one previous career
start. Dixon made his return vs. In-
diana after sitting out the first eight
games while recovering from a bro-
ken fifth metatarsal in his right foot.

time in 35 years, ascended to the
nation’s No. 1 national ranking for
the first time in school history, com-
pleted a perfect 19-0 home record
and earned a No. 1 seed upon enter-
ing the NCAA Tournament for the
first time in program history.

Pitt is in its eighth season in the
Petersen Events Center with a 124-
10 all-time record and .925 winning
percentage. The .925 winning per-
centage ranks among the nation’s
best home court records over the
last seven years (see chart page 8).

Pitt has won 55 of its last 64 Big
East home games and is 50-9 against
Big East opponents in the Petersen
Events Center. Only one opponent
(Louisville) has defeated the Pan-
thers two times in the Petersen
Events Center. Pitt also owns a 74-
1 record vs. non-conference oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events Center
and has claimed 95 of its last 96
home games against regular season
non-conference opponents.

At home, Pitt is currently riding

this year and concluded the 2008-
09 regular season with an undefeated
19-0 home record, its fourth all-time
undefeated year at home. Pitt also
was undefeated in 2002-03 (16-0),
1973-74 (13-0) and 1974-75 (10-
0).  The 30-game home win streak
ranks as the nation’s second longest
streak behind Kansas (50).

Over the last eight years, Pitt
has proven to be the winningest Big
East Conference basketball program.
From 2001-09, Pitt owns the
league’s top record in overall games

(232-58) and in league games (98-
36). It has averaged 12.0 league wins
and 27.5 overall wins per year dur-
ing that period. Pitt is the only Big
East Conference school to win 20
or more overall games and 10 or
more league contests in each of the
last eight seasons.

Sophomore guard Ashton Gibbs
has converted a school record 37
consecutive free throws dating back
to the 6:03 mark of the first half
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The team’s defensive stopper,
Dixon is Pitt’s lone returning starter
in 2009-10. He started in all 36
games last year at guard. The
lefthander averaged 8.4 points, 2.6
rebounds and 2.0 assists per game.
He also served as Pitt’s top perim-
eter defender.

PANTHERS PROVE THEMSELVES AS
THE “COMEBACK KIDS”

In the early-going this season,
Pitt has proved to be a tough and
resilient team as it has rallied from
behind several times. In addition,
two of its wins have occurred after
trailing for the majority of the game
(Wofford and Duquesne).

Recently, Pitt battled back from
a 10-point first half deficit to de-
feat No. 5 Syracuse at the Carrier
Dome.

It rallied from a 16-point deficit
(40-24) with 17:32 left to force
overtime vs. Duquesne on Dec. 2.
Pitt trailed by 13 points at halftime.
The 13-point halftime deficit over-
come marked the largest halftime
margin overcome in school history.

In the season opener against
Wofford, it trailed by nine points
(54-45) with less than six minutes
to go, but came back to claim a 63-
60 win.

Pitt also trailed No. 3 Texas by
as many as 11 first half points be-
fore rallying back to take a 34-32
halftime lead. Pitt cut a 17-point
deficit down to six points before
dropping a contest to Indiana.

DIXON NAMED USA BASKETBALL
NATIONAL COACH OF THE YEAR

Following the USA’s gold medal
performance at the 2009 FIBA Un-
der-19 World Championships this
past July, USA Basketball named Pitt
Head Coach Jamie Dixon as the 2009
USA Basketball National Coach of
the Year.

Dixon won an honor that was
previously awarded to Duke’s Mike
Krzyzewski in each of the last three
years (2006, 2007, 2008). Other
prominent award winners include
Larry Brown (1999 and 2003) and
Jim Boeheim (2001).

Dixon’s USA squad compiled a
perfect 9-0 record July 2-12 in
Auckland, New Zealand, ending an
18-year drought for USA Basketball,
which hadn’t won the men’s Under-
19 Worlds since 1991.

“Jamie Dixon has established
himself as one of the finest colle-

Against Syracuse on Saturday,
Dixon erupted for a career-high 21
points on 7-16 shooting and 3-8
3FG shooting. He has now reached
double figure scoring in each of  Pitt’s
last three games. giate basketball coaches there is in

the game today and this past sum-
mer he proved himself on the inter-
national court too,” said USA Bas-
ketball Chairman Jerry Colangelo.

“In leading the USA Men’s U19
Team to the World Championship,
he not only accomplished something
that the U.S. had not done since
1991, but to do so he had to quickly
form a team from 12 individual play-
ers and earn their respect and confi-
dence.

• Pitt won its fifth consecutive
game and eighth contest in its
last nine tries.

• Pitt defeated Syracuse for the
fourth consecutive game and
claimed its fifth in the last six
meetings against SU at the Car-
rier Dome. Pitt has now defeated
Syracuse in 12 of its last 15 over-
all meetings with the Orange.
Pitt improves to 37-61 all-time
in the series and 14-33 all-time
in games played in Syracuse.

• The matchup featured the Big
East’s top scoring team in Syra-
cuse vs. the league’s top defen-
sive team in Pitt. Syracuse be-

came only the third team this
year to score over 70 points vs.
the Panthers. The Orange were
limited to 72 points, 16 below
their season average of 87.7
points per game. Syracuse was
also limited to 42.4 percent (28-
66) field goal shooting. Pitt has
now held 12 of its 14 opponents
to sub-43 percent field goal
shooting.

• Pitt’s Jamie Dixon improved to
8-2 all-time against nationally
ranked top-5 teams. The contest
marked Pitt’s second game this
year against a top-5 nationally
ranked team as it dropped a 78-
62 loss to No. 3 ranked Texas on
November 24, 2009. Dixon also
improved to 28-24 all-time vs.
top-25 ranked teams.

• The win gave Jamie Dixon his
175th career victory. He now
ranks second on the all-time Pitt
career wins list with 175. Dixon
surpassed Bob Timmons, who
won 174 games in a 15-year span
from 1953-68. It took Dixon
only seven seasons to win 175
victories. He now trails Pitt’s all-
time career coaching leader H.C.
Carlson, who went 367-247 in
31 years from 1922-53.

• Sophomore guard Ashton Gibbs
led all scorers with 24 points and
has now reached double-figures
in 12 of 14 games this season,
including nine games in a row.

• With his perfect 4-4 perfor-
mance, Ashton Gibbs set Pitt’s
school record for most consecu-
tive free throws made with 37.
The streak began at the 6:03
mark of the first half against
Texas on November 24. The
former school record was 34
consecutive free throws made
held by three players: Jason
Matthews (1988-89), Sean Miller
(1987-88) and Don Hennon
(1957-58).

• With his 6-9 3-point perfor-
mance, Gibbs has now hit at least

one 3-pointer in 32 of his 49
career games played and in each
of the 13 contests this year.

• In Pitt’s two Big East games this
year, Gibbs has scored a total of
47 points (23 points vs. DePaul
and now 24 points vs. Syracuse)
for a 23.5 average. He is also
averaging 7.5 rebounds per
game, shooting 69.2 percent (9-
13) from 3-point range, 63.6
percent (14-22) from the field
and is a perfect 10-10 from the
free throw line.
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• Senior guard Jermaine Dixon
made his fourth start of the sea-
son and finished with a career-
high 21 points in a career/sea-
son-high 36 minutes.

JAMIE DIXON, ASHTON GIBBS STAR
FOR USA BASKETBALL

Jamie Dixon and sophomore
guard Ashton Gibbs spent July, 2009
leading the Under-19 USA Basket-
ball National Team to the 2009 FIBA
World Championship Gold Medal in
Auckland, New Zealand. The duo

led the Stars and Stripes to a perfect
9-0 record and claimed the Gold
Medal with an 88-80 win against
Greece in the title game, a first for
Team USA in 18 years.

Dixon took over as head coach
just a month and a half before the
competition. The previous year’s
team won a Silver Medal in the pre-
vious year’s competition. Further-
more, the majority of the previous
year’s team did not return. Dixon and
his staff of Southern Illinois’ Chris
Lowery and Purdue’s Matt Painter
had to handpick an entirely new
squad.

Gibbs emerged into a starting
guard role. He averaged 9.8 points,
dished out 20 assists, hit 12 3-point-
ers and led the squad in minutes
played (202) and minutes per game
(22.4) while starting six of  the team’s
nine games.

The event was a homecoming of
sorts for Dixon, who played profes-
sional basketball for two years in New
Zealand.

PITT RECRUITING CLASS RANKED
AS A CONSENSUS TOP-25 GROUP

Pitt’s 2009-10 recruiting class
has been ranked as a consensus top-
25 class. The class is comprised of
Dante Taylor, Pitt’s first McDonald’s
All-American since 1988, Lamar
Patterson, J.J. Richardson and Talib
Zanna. The four-member class has
been ranked among the nation’s top-
25 recruiting classes by Scout.com,
Rivals.com, ESPN-U and
Hoopscooponline.

Dixon has labeled the group as
the “best” recruiting class that he’s
ever had. That is high acclaim com-
ing from a coach that guided Le-
vance Fields, Sam Young and Tyrell

Biggs to a four-year record of 112-
31 record.

In the offseason, Pitt also added
a transfer player, senior guard Chase
Adams, who is eligible to compete
immediately since Centenary is mov-
ing from NCAA Division I competi-
tion to NCAA Division III.

DIXON CONTINUES TRADITION OF
EXCELLENCE

Pitt’s Jamie Dixon (175-47) is the
first coach in school history to win
20 or more games in six consecutive
seasons. Last year, he become the first
coach in school history to guide Pitt
to six consecutive NCAA Tourna-
ments. He also set an NCAA Divi-
sion I all-time record for most victo-
ries during the first six seasons of a
coaching career (163 from 2003-09).
His 132 victories from 2003-08 rank
tied for the third most victories for
a head coach after five seasons in
NCAA Division I history (see chart).
After only a few games this year, his
172 wins already rank among the all-
time best victory totals for a head
coach following seven seasons (see
chart on page 4).

Additionally, Dixon has now
guided Pitt to its first NCAA Re-
gional Final/Elite Eight appearance
in 35 years, Sweet Sixteen appear-
ances in three seasons (2004, 2007
and 2009) and Big East Tournament
title game appearances in four of his
first six years as head coach (2004,
2006, 2007 and 2008).

Dixon is one of only nine
coaches in NCAA Division I history
to win 100 or more games in the
first four years of a coaching career.
With his 100th career win against
Seton Hall on Feb. 19, 2007, Dixon
became the fastest coach in school
history to reach 100 victories. His
accomplishment also ranks among
NCAA Division I’s all-time top-15
fastest coaches to reach 100 wins.

PANTHERS SIGN STELLAR RE-
CRUITING CLASS FOR NEXT YEAR

Pitt signed three student-athletes
to a National Letter of Intent in
November. Those three players in-
clude guard Isaiah Epps (Plainfield,
N.J./Hargrave Military Academy),
forward J.J. Moore (Brentwood,
N.Y./South Kent Academy, Conn.)
and Cameron Wright (Cleveland,
Ohio/Benedictine H.S.).

All three are ranked among the
nation’s top-100 recruits.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS
Pitt has won 59 of its last 64

games against non-conference oppo-
nents dating back to a January 2,
2005 loss to Bucknell. The four losses
were to Indiana in the Jimmy V Clas-
sic in New York City, to Texas in
Kansas City, Mo., at Wisconsin, vs.
Oklahoma State in Oklahoma City
and at Dayton.

With one more non-conference
game remaining on its 2009-10
schedule, Pitt has won 10 or more
non-conference games in each of the
last nine seasons (10-2 in 2009-10,
13-0 in 2008-09, 12-1 in 2007-08,
13-2 in 2006-07, 11-0 in 2005-06,
10-1 in 2004-05, 14-0 in 2003-04,
10-1 in 2002-03 and 11-1 in 2001-
02). Pitt also has compiled an 99-9
non-conference record over the last
nine years.

Additionally, the Panthers are 74-
1 overall (.987) against non-confer-
ence foes in the Petersen Events
Center and have won 95 of their
last 97 home games against non-con-
ference opponents.

HOME COURT SUCCESS
Pitt has won 44 of its last 46

games at the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Pitt owns a 124-10 record and
.925 winning percentage in the eight-
year old Petersen Events Center (16-
0 in 2002-03, 19-1 in 2003-04, 13-
4 in 2004-05, 16-1 in 2005-06, 16-
2 in 2006-07, 16-2 in 2007-08, 19-
0 in 2008-09, 9-0 in 2009-10).

Pitt also owns a 50-9 regular sea-
son record vs. Big East East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Pitt opened the Petersen Events
Center in 2002 with 34 straight
home wins.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES, THREE
CONSECUTIVE LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

Pitt avoided losing back-to-back
games for the entire 2008-09 cam-
paign. The last time Pitt dropped
back-to-back games was on Feb. 21-
24, 2008 when it lost to both Notre
Dame and Louisville. In 2007-08
and for only the second time since
he became head coach, Jamie Dixon
and Pitt lost three consecutive games
(Feb. 15-24, 2008): at Marquette, at
Notre Dame and vs. Louisville.
Dixon’s teams have now only lost
three in a row on two occasions:
Feb. 20-Feb. 26, 2005 (at Villanova,
West Virginia and Connecticut).

Pitt dropped back-to-back games
at Marquette (Feb. 15, 72-54) and
at Notre Dame (Feb. 21, 82-70) for
the first time since December, 2006.
It also marked just the fourth time

NCAA DIVISION I BEST COACHING STARTS
AFTER SIX SEASONS (by wins)
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since Jamie Dixon became head
coach that the Panthers dropped
back-to-back games in those six sea-
sons.

In 2009-10, Pitt has avoided
dropping back-to-back losses on two
occasions (after losing to No. 3 Texas
and Indiana).

In games played after losing a
contest, Dixon’s all-time record is
32-9.

CLOSE QUALITY LOSSES
Pitt’s 16-point loss to No. 3 Texas

on Nov. 24 and its 10-point loss to
Indiana on Dec. 8 were both un-
characteristic losses for the Panthers
program. Over the last six years un-
der Jamie Dixon, Pitt’s 47 losses
have come by a combined 357 points
for a 7.6 average points per loss.

Pitt finished with only five losses
in 2008-09, a devastating two-point
loss to Villanova in the NCAA Re-
gional Final/Elite Eight, a 14-point
Big East Tournament loss to West
Virginia, an eight-point loss at Provi-
dence (Feb. 24), a 10-point loss at
Villanova (Jan. 28) and a six-point
loss at Louisville (Jan. 17). All five
losses were on the road or at a neu-
tral site.

Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, only 13 of his 47 losses dur-
ing his five-year tenure came by more
than 10 points:

Pitt’s 18-point loss at Marquette
on Feb. 15, 2008 was Pitt’s largest
Big East regular season loss since
Dixon became head coach.

Amazingly, Dixon has lost 19 of
his 47 career games by four points
or less and 34 of his 47 losses by
fewer than 10 points (74 percent).

DIXON AND NON-CONFERENCE
SUCCESS

Combining his non-conference
games, Dixon owns an 83-6 overall
record vs. non-conference foes. Pre-
viously, Dixon won 45 consecutive

games in November and December
before dropping a contest at No. 7
Wisconsin on Dec. 16, 2006. He won
his first 35 November games until a
loss to No. 3 Texas in 2009.

UNDER 70 DEFENSIVE MENTALITY
Defense has been a key ingredi-

ent to Pitt’s success over the last
eight seasons. It will be even more
of an emphasis this year. Following
are some defensive notes:
• In 2009-10, Pitt has limited 11

of its first 14 opponents to 60
points or less.

• Combining the last five seasons
(2004-10), Pitt has limited 64 of
its 83 Big East regular season op-
ponents to 70 points or less.

• Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, Pitt has held 78 of its last
102 Big East regular season op-
ponents to 70 points or less.

• Additionally, since Jamie Dixon
became head coach, Pitt has held
176 of its 222 opponents under
70 points. Pitt’s record is 175-47
during that span.

• Over the last eight seasons, Pitt
has posted eight of the top-10
best defensive seasons in school
history. That achievement has
made it the best defensive era in
school and Big East Conference
history.

• When holding opponents to 60
points or less, Pitt is 142-4 over
the last nine years (11-0 in 2009-
10, 12-0 in 2008-09, 9-1 in 2007-
08, 16-0 in 2006-07, 15-1 in
2005-06, 10-0 in 2004-05, 19-1
in 2003-04, 16-0 in 2002-03, 17-
1 in 2001-02, 11-0 in 2000-01
and 6-0 in 1999-00).

HOME SWEET HOME
In a Sports Illustrated poll, Big East

Conference players voted Pitt’s
Petersen Events Center as the most
difficult place to play in the league.
Also, an 2009 AOL Fanhouse poll
of  Big East players rated Pitt’s fans
as the “Best in the League.” Here
are some facts to support that state-
ment:
• Pitt has won 129 of its last 140

home games which includes a 40-
game home win streak in 2004.

• Over the last eight seasons, Pitt
is a combined 140-11 in home
games (16-1 in 2001-02, 16-0
in 2002-03, 19-1 in 2003-04,
13-4 in 2004-05, 16-1 in 2005-
06, 16-2 in 2006-07 and 16-2 in
2007-08, 19-0 in 2008-09, 9-0
in 2009-10). Its 19 home wins

in 2003-04 set school record for
most home victories in a season.

• Pitt has lost just 10 times in the
Petersen Events Center and
sports a 124-10 record (.925) in
the eight-year old arena. Louis-
ville is the only opponent to de-
feat Pitt two times at the
Petersen Events Center. Pitt has
lost just one non-conference
game: Bucknell.

• Pitt won its first 34 consecutive
games in the Petersen Events
Center. The 34-game win streak
to open the new arena ranks
third all-time among winning
streaks to open new arenas (51-
UCLA in 1964, 41-Providence
in 1971-72 and 34-Pitt, 2002-
04).

• Pitt has won 55 of its last 63
Big East league home games and
is 50-9 against Big East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events
Center.

• Pitt has won a school record 46
consecutive home games against
non-conference opponents at the
Petersen Events Center. Pitt
won its 29th straight game vs.
Fairleigh Dickinson on Nov. 14,
2008 and broke the previous
record of 28 consecutive non-
conference home wins at the
Petersen Events Center re-
corded from Nov. 23, 2002-Jan.
2, 2005.

• Pitt owns a 74-1 record vs. non-
conference opponents in the
Petersen Events Center.
Bucknell was the only non-con-
ference team to defeat the Pan-
thers.

• Pitt has won 95 of its last 97
home games against regular sea-
son non-conference home oppo-
nents. In addition, the Panthers
are 99-2 in their last 101 regular
season non-conference home
games.

• Pitt currently has a string of 141
consecutive home sellouts dat-
ing back to a January 12, 2002
game against Notre Dame.
