No. 22 ranked Pitt (29-8, 12-4 Big East in
2006-07) opens its 2007-08 season this week-
end when it hosts the Hispanic College Fund
Challenge, Nov. 9-11, at the Petersen Events
Center. Pitt hosts Houston Baptist Friday at 7
p.m., North Carolina A&T on Saturday at 4
p.m. and Saint Louis on Sunday at 6 p.m. The
Saint Louis contest will be televised regionally
on ESPN Regional and broadcast locally on
FSN-Pittsburgh.

A win over Houston Baptist on Friday will
give Pitt its 11th consecutive home opening
victory since the 1997 season and its 20th con-
secutive home win over a non-conference op-
ponent. Pitt owns a 47-1 record in games against
non-conference opponents at the Petersen
Events Center.

Last week, Pitt claimed each of its two

Division II Pitt-Johnstown 97-56 on Oct. 31
and followed that performance with an 83-31
win over NCAA Division II Indiana (Pa.) on
Nov. 4.

Pitt begins its 2007-08 season after com-
pleting a 29-8 campaign and 12-4 Big East slate
in 2006-07. Pitt earned a school record sixth
consecutive NCAA Tournament berth and ad-
vanced to Sweet Sixteen play for the fourth
time in the last six years. Pitt is one of only five
schools nationally to appear in at least four Sweet
Sixteens since 2002. Duke (5), Pitt (4), Kansas
(4), Texas (4) and Connecticut (4) are the schools
who have achieved that honor. Pitt is one of
only 12 schools nationally to advance to the
NCAA Tournament in each of  the last six sea-
sons. The other schools include Arizona, Duke,

son Friday with the Hispanic College Fund
Challenge (Nov. 9-15, 2007).

• No. 22/20 Pitt returns two starters and six
of its top nine players from a team that
finished 29-8 overall, advanced to its fourth
NCAA Sweet Sixteen in the last six seasons
and appeared in its sixth Big East Champi-
onship Final in the last seven years.

• Pitt begins its sixth season in the Petersen
Events Center and carries an 80-8 all-time
record (.909 winning percentage) in the
arena. It has won 19 consecutive home
games against non-conference opponents
and is 47-1 vs. non-conference opponents
at the Petersen Events Center. Addition-
ally, Pitt has won 68 of  its last 69 home
games against regular season non-confer-
ence opponents.

• Pitt has won each of its last 10 consecutive
opening day contests dating back to Nov.
17, 1997.

It has averaged 11.8 league wins and
27 overall wins per year during that
period, the best totals in the Big
East. Pitt is the only Big East Con-
ference school to win 20 or more
overall games and 10 or more league
contests in each of the last six sea-
sons. Last year, Pitt also set a school
record with its sixth consecutive 20-
overall win and 10-league win sea-
son. Prior to the 2001-02 season,
Pitt won 20 or more games in only
two consecutive seasons.

Pitt’s Jamie Dixon (105-30) be-
came the first head coach in school

history to guide Pitt to four consecu-
tive NCAA Tournaments. Addition-
ally, Dixon has guided Pitt to Sweet
Sixteen appearances in two of his
first four seasons at Pitt (‘04 and ‘07).
Additionally, Pitt Head Coach Jamie
Dixon (105 career wins) is the first
coach in school history to win 20 or
more games in four consecutive sea-
sons. Dixon is one of only nine
coaches in NCAA Division I history
to win 100 or more games in the
first four years of a coaching career.
His 105 victories ranks as the sec-
ond most victories for a head coach

after four seasons in NCAA history.
North Carolina’s Everett Case to-
taled 107 wins from 1947-50. With
his 100th career against Seton Hall
on Feb. 19, 2007, Dixon became the
fastest coach in school history to
reach 100 victories (see chart page
5). His accomplishment also ranks
among NCAA Division I’s all-time
top-15 fastest coaches to reach 100
wins (see page 4).

Dixon enters the Houston Bap-
tist contest with an undefeated 18-
0 record in November games. In ad-
dition, he is 29-2 in contests played

Florida, Gonzaga, Illinois, Kansas,
Kentucky, Michigan State, Pitt,
Southern Illinois, Texas and Wiscon-
sin. Pitt is the only Big East Confer-
ence team to advance to the NCAA
Tournament in six consecutive sea-
sons. Villanova currently has a streak
of three straight seasons in the NCAA
Tournament.

Over the last six years, Pitt has
proven to be the winningest Big East
Conference basketball program.
From 2001-07, Pitt owns the
league’s top records for league play
(71-25) and overall games (162-41).

Pitt has also won 68
of its last 69 home games against
regular season non-conference op-
ponents.

Pitt begins the start of another
difficult non-conference slate. Last
year, Pitt played through its most
difficult schedule assembled in re-
cent years as its strength of sched-
ule rating ranked No. 5 nationally. It
played a difficult three-game stretch
against No. 7 Wisconsin, No. 15
Oklahoma State and Dayton. Pitt
dropped consecutive contests to
Wisconsin and Oklahoma State and
defeated Dayton by 30 points. The
Panthers also hit the road for three
games (Auburn, Wisconsin and Buf-
falo) and played two neutral site
contests against Oklahoma State (in
Oklahoma City) and Western Michi-
gan (at West Point, N.Y.).

Pitt has won 81 of its last 107
contests and 36 of its last 53 Big
East regular season games and 69 of
its last 74 non-conference games.
Pitt has won 10-plus non-confer-
ence games in each of the last six
seasons (13-2 in 2006-07, 11-0 in
2005-06, 10-1 in 2004-05, 14-0 in
2003-04, 10-1 in 2002-03 and 11-1
in 2001-02). Additionally, Pitt has
won 24 of its last 26 non-confer-
ence games dating back to a January
2, 2005 loss to Bucknell.

In a vote of league coaches,
Pitt finished fourth with 170 to-
tal points.

Junior Levance Fields was
named an All-Big East preseason
honorable mention selection.

Pitt returns two starters and

Pitt has won 24 of its last 26

games against non-conference oppo-
nents and concluded its 2006-07
season with a 13-2 non-conference
record. In 2005-06, Pitt completed
its non-conference schedule unde-

feated (11-0) for just the second time
in school history. Pitt went 14-0 in
2003-04. Pitt has now won 10-plus
non-conference games in each of the
last five seasons (13-2 in 2006-07,
11-0 in 2005-06, 10-1 in 2004-05,
14-0 in 2003-04, 10-1 in 2002-03
and 11-1 in 2001-02). It has com-
piled a 69-5 non-conference record
over the last six years.

Pitt also owns a 33-7 regular sea-
son record vs. Big East East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Its 12-game home win streak
last year ranked tied for sixth among
the school’s all-time longest home
win streaks. Pitt opened the Petersen
Events Center with 34 straight home
wins.

PITT RANKED AMONG THE
NATION’S TOP-25

Pitt enters the 2007-08 season
ranked No. 22 in the Associated Press

poll and No. 20 in the ESPN/USA
Today coaches’ poll. It is the first
week in the last 19 polls that it has
spent outside the nation’s top-10.

Last season Pitt was ranked as
high as No. 2 for two straight weeks.
The No. 2 ranking marked the first
time Pitt has been ranked as high in
both polls since January 28, 2003.
The No. 2 rankings also tied for the
highest ranking in school history.

Pitt remains ranked among the
nation’s top-25 teams in the Associ-
ated Press poll for the 29th consecu-
tive poll. Since January 7, 2002, Pitt
has been ranked among the nation’s
top-25 in 95 of the last 104 national
polls.

DIXON AND WINNING
In 2006-07, Jamie Dixon (105

wins currently overall) became the
first coach in school history to win
both 20-plus overall games and 10-
plus league games in four consecu-
tive seasons. He became the fastest
coach to reach 100 wins at Pitt. His
76 career wins over his first three
seasons as Pitt’s head coach ranked
sixth among the top-10 NCAA Di-
vision I coaches for a best three-year
start.

Dixon, who also has reached 70,
80 and 90 wins faster than any other
coach in school history, has guided
Pitt to a 31-5 record in the 2003-04
season, 20-9 slate in 2004-05, 25-8
record in 2005-06 and 29-8 slate in
2006-07. He coached in his 100th
career game vs. Delaware State on
Nov. 14, 2006.

Dixon also ranks first among all-
time Big East coaches in conference
winning percentage (Big East games

only) with a current .693 mark (52-
23). See chart on page 4.

Dixon currently sports a .778
winning percentage.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

With its losses at Wisconsin and
Oklahoma State, Pitt dropped back-
to-back games for only the fifth time
in Head Coach Jamie Dixon’s four
seasons and 135-game tenure as head
coach at Pitt.

Two of  the eight losses were either
in overtime over double overtime.
Pitt’s 23-point loss to Georgetown
(65-42) in the Big East Champion-
ship Final, 14-point loss at Wiscon-
sin (89-75) on Dec. 16 and its 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53) were
uncharacteristic of the Pitt pro-
gram.

Pitt’s eight losses in 2005-06
came by a combined 33 points and
an average of 4.1 points per loss.

Over the last four years, Pitt’s 30
losses have been by a combined 187
points for a 6.2 average points per
loss.

In 2004-05, Pitt’s nine losses
came by a combined 52 points (5.8
average margin of loss). In 2003-

04, Pitt’s five losses came by a com-
bined 22 points for a 4.4 average.

Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, only four losses during his
four-year tenure–Pitt’s 23-point loss
to Georgetown (March 10, 2007), a
13-point loss to Louisville (66-53
on Feb. 12), its 14-point loss at Wis-
consin (89-75 on Dec. 16, 2006) and
a 12-point loss to Oklahoma State
(63-51) in the 2004 NCAA Re-
gional–came by more than 10 points.
Amazingly, Dixon has lost 15 of  his
30 losses by four points or less.
