consecutive polls. Prior to this week,
Pitt was ranked in 109 of the last
118 national polls. The Panthers are
currently listed in the “Also Receiv-
ing Votes” category in both polls.
Pitt has battled injuries all sea-
son long. For the majority of the
year, Pitt played with just eight schol-
arship players including four fresh-
men. Junior point guard Levance
Fields returned to action for the
Marquette and Louisville games af-
ter missing each of the last 12 games

with a fractured fifth metatarsal in
his left foot. He was cleared by doc-
tors to practice on Thursday, Feb. 7.
Senior small forward Mike Cook
(torn ACL) is out for the season.
Redshirt freshman Austin Wallace is
also out for the season (fractured
patella) and junior Cassin Diggs
(groin/hip strain) has suffered inju-
ries as well. Fields and Cook repre-
sent Pitt’s two most experienced
players as both started all 37 games
last year and were Pitt’s only two
returning starters from the previous
season. Through Pitt’s first 12 games,

Fields, Cook and Wallace accounted
for 26% of Pitt’s minutes played,
28% of its scoring, 47% of assists
and 16% of its rebounding (see chart
on page 06). Pitt went 8-4 without
both Cook and Fields. In those 12
games, Pitt averaged 71.2 points per
game while shooting 46.9 percent
(315-672) from the floor and 38.9
percent (74-190) from 3-point
range. Several of Pitt’s players
stepped up in their absence (see chart
on page 10).

(Dec. 29). The stretch ranks among
the nation’s most difficult Decem-
bers. At the time, the previous com-
bined record of Pitt’s five Decem-
ber opponents was 43-14.

Pitt’s 11-0 start to its season
ranked as the sixth all-time best start
to a season in program history. Over
the last six seasons, Pitt has enjoyed
outstanding starts including an 18-0
record in 2003-04, 15-0 in 2005-
06, 11-0 in 2007-08, 10-0 in both
2006-07 and 2004-05 and 9-0 in
2002-03 (see chart page 4).

PITT PICKED TO FINISH FOURTH IN
BIG EAST CONFERENCE IN COACHES POLL

NEW YORK, N.Y.—The
Pitt men’s basketball team was se-
lected by league coaches to finish
fourth among 16 teams at the
league’s annual media day Wednes-
day morning at Madison Square
Garden.

In a vote of league coaches,
Pitt finished fourth with 170 to-
tal points. Georgetown and Lou-
isville were picked to win the title
with 217 points each. Marquette
was picked to finish third with
191 points, Pitt fourth, followed
by 5. Syracuse (153), 6. Connecti-
cut (149) and 7. Villanova (143).

Junior Levance Fields was
named an All-Big East preseason
honorable mention selection. Last
year Fields earned Second Team
All-Big East honors after averag-
ing 9.2 points and 4.6 assists per
game. He led the Big East in
assist:turnover ratio with a 2.41
clip.

Pitt returned two starters and
six of its top nine players from a
team that finished 29-8 overall,
advanced to NCAA Sweet Six-
teen play for the fourth time in
the past six seasons and appeared
in a sixth Big East Championship
title game in the last seven years.
Pitt is also the only program in
the Big Hast to have won over 20
overall games and 10 league games
in each of the past seasons.

from its 2006-07 team which saw
the Panthers complete a 29-8 cam-
paign and 12-4 Big East slate. Pitt
earned a school record sixth con-
secutive NCAA Tournament berth
and advanced to Sweet Sixteen play
for the fourth time in the last six
years. Pitt is one of only five schools
nationally to appear in at least four
Sweet Sixteens since 2002. Duke (5),
Pitt (4), Kansas (4), Texas (4) and
Connecticut (4) are the schools who
have achieved that honor. Pitt is one
of only 12 schools nationally to ad-
vance to the NCAA Tournament in
each of the last six seasons. The other
schools include Arizona, Duke,
Florida, Gonzaga, Illinois, Kansas,
Kentucky, Michigan State, Pitt,
Southern Illinois, Texas and Wiscon-
sin. Pitt is the only Big East Confer-
ence team to advance to the NCAA
Tournament in six consecutive sea-
sons. Villanova currently has a streak
of three straight seasons in the NCAA
Tournament. Additionally, Pitt is one
of only five schools nationwide to
advance to the NCAA Tournament,
win 20 overall games and 10 league
games in each of the last six seasons:
Arizona, Gonzaga, Kansas, Pitt and
Southern Illinois.

Over the last seven years (2002-
08), Pitt has proven to be the
winningest Big East Conference bas-

ketball program. From 2001-07, Pitt
owns the league’s top records for
league play (78-31) and overall
games (181-48). It has averaged 11.8
league wins and 27 overall wins per
year during that period, the best to-
tals in the Big East. Pitt is the only
Big East Conference school to win
20 or more overall games and 10 or
more league contests in each of the
last six seasons. Last year, Pitt also
set a school record with its sixth con-
secutive 20-overall win and 10-
league win season. Prior to the 2001-
02 season, Pitt won 20 or more games
in only two consecutive seasons.
Pitt’s Jamie Dixon (124-37) be-

came the first head coach in school
history to guide Pitt to four consecu-
tive NCAA Tournaments. Addition-
ally, Dixon has led Pitt to Sweet Six-
teen appearances in two of his first
four seasons at Pitt (20004 and 2007).
Dixon is the first coach in school
history to win 20 or more games in
four consecutive seasons. A win vs.
Marquette on Friday would give him
a school-record fifth 20-win season.
Dixon is one of only nine coaches in
NCAA Division I history to win 100
or more games in the first four years
of a coaching career. His 105 victo-
ries (2003-07) ranked as the second

Pitt has now won 10-plus non-con-
ference games in each of the last
seven seasons (12-0 in 2007-08, 13-
2 in 2006-07, 11-0 in 2005-06, 10-
1 in 2004-05, 14-0 in 2003-04, 10-
1 in 2002-03 and 11-1 in 2001-02).
It has compiled a 80-6 non-confer-
ence record over the last seven years.

Additionally, the Panthers are 56-
1 overall (.982) against non-confer-
ence foes in the Petersen Events
Center and have won 77 of their
last 78 home games against non-con-
ference opponents.

HOME COURT SUCCESS

Pitt has won 16 of its last 17
games at the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Pitt owns an 94-9 record and
.913 winning percentage in the six-
year old Petersen Events Center (16-

0 in 2002-03, 19-1 in 2003-04, 13-
4 in 2004-05, 16-1 in 2005-06, 16-
2 in 2006-07, 14-1 in 2007-08).
Pitt also owns a 38-8 regular sea-
son record vs. Big Fast East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Pitt opened the Petersen Events
Center with 34 straight home wins.

PITT UNRANKED FOR FIRST TIME
IN 43 CONSECUTIVE WEEKS

Pitt enters the 16th week of the
2007-08 season unranked for the
first time this season.

Previously, Pitt was ranked
among the nation’s top-25 teams in
the Associated Press poll for 43 con-
secutive weeks. Since January 7,
2002, Pitt has been ranked among
the nation’s top-25 in 109 of the
last 118 national polls. Additionally,
Pitt has been ranked among the
nation’s top-10 teams in each of the
last seven seasons (2001-08).

Last season Pitt was ranked as
high as No. 2 for two straight weeks.
The No. 2 ranking marked the first
time Pitt has been ranked as high in
both polls since January 28, 2003.
The No. 2 rankings also tied for the
highest ranking in school history.

DIXON AND WINNING

In 2006-07, Jamie Dixon (124
wins currently overall) became the
first coach in school history to win
both 20-plus overall games and 10-
plus league games in four consecu-
tive seasons. He became the fastest
coach to reach 100 wins at Pitt. His
76 wins over his first three seasons
as Pitt’s head coach ranked sixth
among the top-10 NCAA Division I
coaches for a best three-year start.

In 2003-04, Dixon guided Pitt
to a 31-5 record, 20-9 slate in 2004-
05, 25-8 record in 2005-06 and 29-
8 slate in 2006-07. He coached in

his 100th career game vs. Delaware
State on Nowv. 14, 2006.

Dixon also ranks first all-time
among Big East coaches in confer-
ence winning percentage (Big East
games only) with a current .670
mark (59-29). See chart on page 4.

Dixon currently sports a .775
winning percentage.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

Pitt dropped back-to-back games
at Marquette (Feb. 15, 72-54) and
at Notre Dame (Feb. 21, 82-70) for
the first time since December, 2006.
It also marked just sixth time since
Jamie Dixon became head coach
that the Panthers dropped back-to-
back games in those five seasons.

Dixon’s teams have only lost
three in a row on one occasion: Feb.
20-Feb. 26, 2005 (at Villanova, West
Virginia and Connecticut).

Already this season, Pitt has
avoided dropping back-to-back
losses on five different occasions. In
games played after losing a contest,
Dixon’s all-time record is 20-8.

CLOSE QUALITY LOSSES

Pitt has seven losses in 2007-08:
at Notre Dame (82-70), at
Marquette (72-54), Connecticut
(60-53), Rutgers (77-64), at Cincin-
nati (62-59), at Villanova (one
point) and at Dayton (25 points).
The Notre Dame, Marquette and
Dayton games were by a large mar-
gin for Pitt standards.

Over the last five years, Pitt’s 37
losses have been by a combined 266
points for a 7.2 average points per
loss.

Pitt’s eight losses in 2006-07
came by an uncharacteristic average
of 10.0 points per game (80 points).
Two of the eight losses were either
in overtime over double overtime.
Pitt’s 23-point loss to Georgetown
(65-42) in the Big Hast Champion-
ship Final, 14-point loss at Wiscon-
sin (89-75) on Dec. 16 and its 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53) were
uncharacteristic of the Pitt pro-
gram. Pitt’s eight losses in 2005-06
came by a combined 33 points and
an average of 4.1 points per loss. In
2004-05, Pitt’s nine losses came by
a combined 52 points (5.8 average
margin of loss). In 2003-04, Pitt’s
five losses came by a combined 22
points for a 4.4 average.

Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, only eight of his 37 losses
during his five-year tenure—Pitt’s 12-
point loss at Notre Dame (Feb.

Defense has been a key ingredi-

ent to Pitt’s success over the last
seven seasons. Following are some
defensive notes:

Pitt has limited 20 of its first 26
opponents to 70 points or less in
2007-08. The five opponents
who have scored over 70 points
vs. Pitt this year are: Washington
(74 points on Dec. 8), Dayton
(80 points on Dec. 29), Lafayette
(75 points on Jan. 2), Rutgers (77
on Jan. 26), Marquette (72 on
Feb. 15) and Notre Dame (82 on
Feb. 21).

In 2006-07, Pitt limited 31 of
its 37 opponents to 70 points or
less. Opponents averaged 62.8
points per game against Pitt on
the year. Only two of 16 Big Fast
regular season opponents has
scored over 70 against Pitt this
season (77, Marquette in over-
time on Jan. 21, 2007 and 75,
Marquette on March 3, 2007).
In 2005-06, Pitt limited 26 of
its 33 opponents to 70 points or
less. Only five of 16 Big East
regular season opponents in
2005-06 scored more than 70
points against Pitt.

Over the last four seasons (2004-
08), Pitt has limited 50 of its 61
Big East regular season oppo-
nents to 70 points or less.

In 2004-05, Pitt limited 11 of
the 16 Big East regular season
opponents under 70 points.

05 (at West Virginia-70, at
Villanova-80, at West Virginia-
83, Penn State-71, Connecticut,
73, at Notre Dame, 77) managed
to score 70-plus points against
Pitt.

Pitt has held 61 of its last 77 Big
East regular season opponents to
70 points or less dating back to
Jan. 12, 2004.

Additionally, since Jamie Dixon
became head coach, Pitt has held
132 of its 161 opponents under
70 points.

HOME SWEET HOME

Ina Sports llustrated poll, Big East

Conference players voted Pitt’s
Petersen Events Center as the most
difficult place to play in the league.

Pitt has won 100 of its last 110
home games which includes a 40-
game home win streak in 2004.
Over the last seven seasons, Pitt
is a combined 110-10 in home

Pitt won its first 34 consecutive
games in the Petersen Events
Center. The 34-game win streak
to open the new arena ranks
third all-time among winning
streaks to open new arenas (51-
UCLA in 1964, 41-Providence
in 1971-72 and 34-Pitt, 2002-
04).

Pitt has won 43 of its last 50
Big East league home games and
is 38-8 against Big East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events
Center.

Pitt has won 28 consecutive
home games against non-confer-
ence opponents at the Petersen
Events Center.
