Prior to his senior season at
Friendly H.S., promised to do
back flips if his team won the
state title, then held true on his
promise after he led the team to
the championship.

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In his fourth season as the University
of Pittsburgh’s head men’s basketball
coach, Jamie Dixon bas certainly made
bis mark on the Pitt program. Dixon,
who has spent a total of eight years at
Pitt, has compiled several coaching mile-
stones:

*  He became the first head coach in
school history to guide Pitt to three
consecutive 20-win seasons and three
straight 10-plus win Big East regu-
lar seasons.

*  Became the second head coach at Pitt
to lead the school to three straight
NCAA Tournaments. Panl Evans
guided Pitt to three straight appear-
ances from 1987-89.

*  Ranks tied for fourth among the all-
time best starts to an NCAA Divi-
sion I coaching career with 76 career
wins.

o Compiled the school’s best record for
a head coach after only three years of
service (76-22) and reached 70 ca-
reer victories faster than any other
coach in school history.

*  Amassed a three-year 33-15 Big
East regular-season record.

*  Recorded the best current career win-
ning percentage among Big East
coaches ((679).

o Tallied a 48-6 home record in his
first three seasons.

»  Advanced to the Big East Champi-
onship final in two of his three sea-
sons as head coach at Pitt.

In 2003-04, Dixon became the first
rookie head coach in Big East history to
bothy guide his team to the leagne’s regu-
lar-season title and earn Big East Coach
of the Year honors. Dixon earned those
accolades after leading the Panthers to
their third consecutive Big East regular-

season title and second all-time overall
Big East  title, third straight NCAA
Tournament “Sweet Sixteen” appearance
and to a school-record 31 wins. In addi-
tion, the 31 victories rank as the third
all-time highest total in NCAA Divi-
sion 1 history for a first-year head coach.
Dixcon also led Pitt on an 18-game win
streak to begin the 2003-04 season, a
streak which ranfks as the third-best start
Jfor a rookie head coach in NCAA Divi-
sion 1 history.

An outstanding talent evaluator
who is nationally recognized for his
coaching know-how, unquestioned
character and integrity, recruiting
skills, rapport with players and work
ethic, Jamie Dixon was introduced
as the University of Pittsburgh’s 14"
head basketball coach on April 15,
2003.

Dixon, who has spent eight sea-
sons as both the head coach and as-
sistant at Pitt, is a basketball coach
who is smart, intelligent, honest,
confident, well-spoken, geniune and
true to his word. He is a family man
and complete coach who cares for
his players and program to the high-
est degree. For Dixon, basketball is
a lifestyle, not a job. He believes
teamwork, defense, rebounding and
taking good shots are the key ingre-
dients to winning championships.
That philosophy has paid off as Pitt
consistently ranks among the nation’s
top defensive and rebounding
squads.

Dixon’s three-year head coaching
tenure at Pitt has seen the Panthers
compile a 76-22 record, accumulate
a 33-15 Big East regular season
record and earn three NCAA Tour-
nament berths, including a Sweet
Sixteen appearance in 2003-04. His

76-22 slate set a school record for
the best three-year start to a Pitt
coaching career. His .776 winning
percentage currently stands as the
best career winning percentage
among active Big Fast coaches. The
2003-04 squad won the Big East
regular-season title with a school-
record 31 wins.

Over the past eight seasons, Dixon
has been an essential figure in the
Panthers’ dramatic rise to national
prominence. The three-year period

from 2001-04 produced the
winningest four-year period in school
history (107-30 record) and wit-
nessed Pitt achieve three consecu-
tive Big Fast regular-season titles,
advance to three straight NCAA
Sweet Sixteen appearances, capture
the program’s first-ever Big East
Tournament title in 2003, and com-
pile one of the nation’s three best
winning percentages (.846 with an
88-16 record) from 2001-04 includ-
ing a 51-2 home record over the last
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three years. In addition, the program
opened its sparkling, 12,508-seat
Petersen Events Center, the nation’s
best on-campus basketball venue.

Dixon owns 15 years of major
NCAA Division I coaching experi-
ence, including stints at Pitt (seven
years), Northern Arizona (four
years), Hawaii (three total years) and
at UC-Santa Barbara (one year). Ad-
ditionally, he has served as an assis-
tant under a school’s winningest
coach in four different stints (win-
ning percentage). His teams have
won nine conference titles, ad-
vanced to the postseason in 10 dif-
ferent seasons and his student-ath-
letes have earned four league player
of the year awards. He helped turn
destitute programs at Pitt, Hawaii
and Northern Arizona into winners,
has been a winner everywhere and
has been a success at several differ-
ent levels.

Facing a major rebuilding project,
he joined the Pitt staff in 1999 as
associate head coach and recruiting
cootdinator. And in four short years,
he helped turn the Pitt basketball
program into a consistent national
power. In 2000-01, the Panthers
surged through the conference tour-

nament, earning a surprising Big East
Championship title game berth
while winning five of their last seven
contests. It was that year in Madi-
son Square Garden that the college
basketball world first took notice
of the emerging Pitt program as the
Panthers upset nationally ranked
Syracuse, Notre Dame and a surging
Miami team to earn the school’s first-
ever championship game berth. That
strong finish concluded with a Na-
tional Invitation Tournament berth,
the school’s first postseason appear-
ance in four years.

The 2001-02 Pitt team built upon
that momentum as it finished 29-6
and surpassed the school-record of
25 victories set in 1973-74. Pitt won
the Big East West championship, the
school’s first league title of any kind
since the 1987-88 campaign, and
made its first NCAA Tournament
appearance in nine seasons (1992-
93). The squad also became the first
Pitt team to advance to an NCAA
Sweet Sixteen since 1973-74 with
two NCAA tournament wins over
Central Connecticut State and Cali-
fornia.

With all five starters and nine
letterwinners back, the 2002-03 Pitt

Big Hast Tournament championship
while making its third straight ap-
pearance in the title game. It fin-
ished 28-5 on the year and advanced
to its second consecutive NCAA
Sweet Sixteen. The Panthers also
won their second straight Big East
West title and co-Big East regular-
season title with a second consecu-
tive 13-3 league record. In addition,
the Panthers concluded the inaugu-
ral season of the Petersen Events

Center with a perfect 16-0 home
record and ended the season on a
22-game home win streak.

In his first season as head coach at
Pitt (2003-04), Dixon guided the
Panthers to a school-record 31-5
slate which included the Big East
regular season championship, a third
consecutive “NCAA “Sweet Sixteen”
appearance and the program’ fourth
straight Big East Tournament title
game appearance. He became the
first rookie head coach in league his-
tory to both earn Big East Coach of
the Year honors and guide his team
to the regular season title. He led
Pitt to a school record 27-3 regular
season and its first Big East Tourna-
ment No. 1 seed in 16 years. Dixon
also won the first 18 contests of his
coaching career, a mark that ranks
third in NCAA Division I history
for most wins to begin a coaching
career.

His second season at Pitt saw
Dixon guide the Panthers to a
school-record fourth straight NCAA
Tournament appearance and the
program’s fourth consecutive 20-
plus win season (20-9).

In 2005-06, Dixon guided Pitt to
a fifth straight NCAA Tournament
appearance, 25-8 record and fifth
berth in the Big East Championship
final over the last six seasons. The
year marked Dixon’s third straight
20-win season since taking over the
coaching helm.

sity of Hawaii under legendary head
coach Riley Wallace for the 1998-
99 season and previously was an as-
sistant under Ben Howland at North-
ern Arizona University (1994-98).
He also coached as an assistant with
Howland at the University of Cali-
fornia-Santa Barbara (1991-92) un-
der Jerry Pimm before moving on to
the University of Hawaii for two
seasons (1992-94).

While at Northern Arizona, Dixon
helped lead the Lumberjacks to a
42-17 record over his last two years,
including back-to-back 21-win sea-
sons and a pair of Big Sky regular-
season championships. Northern
Arizona led the nation for three con-
secutive seasons (1997-99) in 3-
point field goal percentage and
ranked among the nation’s top two
schools in overall field goal percent-
age during that span. In addition,
Northern Arizona won 20-plus
games in three consecutive seasons
and advanced to postseason play two
times, including the 1997 National
Invitation Tournament and the
school’s first-ever NCAA Tourna-
ment appearance in 1998. The 1998

Along with head coach
Jamie Dixon, Sandle came to the
University of Pittsburgh in 1999.

Sandle has played a key role in
helping lead Panthers basketball
back to national prominence. Since
Sandle arrived back at Pitt in
2003, the Panthers own a 76-22
record, .776 winning percentage
and have advanced to three NCAA
Tournaments. In 2003-04, the
Panthers set a school record with a
31-5 mark, captured the Big East
regular-season title and advanced
to NCAA Sweet Sixteen play for
the third straight year.

A four-year basketball
letterwinner and two-year team
captain at Pitt from 1991-95,
Antigua ranks 11" all-time in
career 3-pointers made (117) and
sixth in career 3-point field goal
percentage (.386). He also ranks
among the school’s career leaders
in blocked shots with 78, the 12"
best total in Panthers history. Over
his four-year career, Antigua
scored 930 points and grabbed 409
rebounds. He averaged 8.0 points
and 3.5 rebounds per game while
starting 78 of his 116 career
contests played.

Upon his graduation from the
University of Pittsburgh, Antigua
was selected to play for the world-
renowned Harlem Globetrotters,
becoming the first player of Latin
American descent to play for the
squad. Nicknamed “Hurricane” for
his dazzling moves and quickness,
Antigua played with the
Globetrotters for seven years until
2002. He represented the squad in
49 different countries and on tours
to South America, South Affrica
and on the acclaimed “Youth in
Our Lives Tour.”

Antigua also played in the
Puerto Rico Superior Basketball
League for eight years and
represented the Dominican
Republic national team in both
1994-95 and 1997-98. Because of
his dedication to the community,
Antigua was named one of the
nation’s top-100 most influential
Hispanic Americans by Hispanic
Business magazine.

In 2002-03, Antigua served as
an assistant basketball coach at
nearby Mt. Lebanon High School
under former Panthers player Joey
David (1983-86) and worked as a
sales representative for Cavanaugh
Promotions in the North Hills.

“I am extremely excited to be a
part of this staff,” Antigua said. “I
look forward to continuing the
great tradition that has been
established over the past few years
at the University of Pittsburgh.
This is a great opportunity for me
to be involved in coaching at my
alma mater.”

A Dominican Republic native
who was raised in Bronx, N.Y.,

Antigua recovered from a 1988
Halloween incident where he was
shot in the head near his left eye.
Nevertheless, Antigua was back
playing basketball just two weeks
after the incident and played his
three seasons at Pittsburgh with
the slug in his head. Doctors
initially ruled out removing the
bullet as being too risky, but
Antigua began suffering severe
headaches. Antigua’s family also
went through a period of
homelessness. The oldest of three
brothers, Antigua was credited
with keeping the family together
while housing was secured.

He overcame these difficulties
and went on to serve as student
council president at St. Raymond’s
High School and played a major

role in the program’s New York
Catholic League Championship run
under head coach Gary DeCaesare.
As a senior, he earned McDonald’s
All America, All-New York City
and Parade All America Second
Team honors after averaging 15
points and eight rebounds. He also
became the school’s second all-
time leading scorer with over
1,000 career points. In addition,
Antigua played on the Gauchos
youth basketball team along with
his Panthers teammates Jerry
McCullough and Eric Mobley.

Fluent in Spanish, Antigua has
resided in Pittsburgh since
graduation. He lives with his wife
Dana, son Orlando Anthony and
daughter Olivia.

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David Cox begins his first year
on Head Coach Jamie Dixon’s
staff as director of basketball
operations. Cox is responsible for
the day-to-day operations of the
men’s basketball program, serve as
a liaison to athletic department
officials and coordinate the
student-athletes’ practice, game-
day and daily schedules.

“David is a tremendous role
model for our student-athletes,”
Dixon said. “He has an
outstanding administrative and
basketball background and is an
individual who will benefit our
program in many facets. He is a
former NCAA Division I player
who is familiar with the kind of
student-athletes that we have and
will continue to have representing
the University of Pittsburgh.”

Cox arrives at Pitt after serving
seven years as an Assistant
Principal at his alma mater St.
John’s Preparatory High School in
Washington, D.C. His many duties
at St. John’s Prep from 1999-2006
included oversight of the school’s
athletic department, supervision
of all extracurricular activities and
serving as school disciplinarian.
Prior to his tenure at St. John’s,

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Cox also coached at Archbishop
Carroll High School in Washington
D.C. from 1996-99. One of his
former players was ex-Georgetown
star Ruben Boumjte-Boumijte.

He served seven years as an
assistant coach with the
Washington D.C. Assault AAU
program where he helped guide the
team to the 2004 Under-16
national championship. In assisting
D.C. Assault head coach Curtis
Malone, several of his players
carned college scholarships
including Tre Kelley (South
Carolina), Chris McCray
(Maryland), James White (Florida,
Cincinnati), Tony Bethel
(Georgetown, N.C. State) and
Amari Israel (Notre Dame).

A three-year starter at
point guard from 1992-95, Cox
concluded his career with 670
points (6.1 ppg), 216 rebounds,
336 assists and a .352 3-point field
goal percentage (139-395). He
remains ranked among school
leaders in several statistical
categories including career assists
(eighth, 336), career assist average
(ninth, 3.08 apg), career 3-point
field goal percentage (ninth, .352),

career 3-point field goals made
(sixth, 137), season 3-point field
goals made (sixth, 57) and owns
two of the school’s top-10 best
season assists totals. His careet-
high 12 assists against George
Mason in 1995 still ranks third
among all-time game performances

in William & Mary basketball
history.

Cox graduated from William &
Mary in 1995 with a sociology
degree and later earned his Mastet’s
in Education in 1996.

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Following his Pitt career,
Knight played two seasons with
the NBDL’ Asheville Altitude. He
helped lead the Altitude to NBDL
titles in both 2003-04 and 2004-
05. In 2005, he signed a contract
with the NBA’s Houston Rockets,
but suffered an injury two weeks
later. Knight has spent the
following 16 months in Pittsburgh
rehabbing the injury.

Knight has coached several
AAU teams including a squad that
captured the Under-16 Pittsburgh
Jamfest title.

A Pitt point guard from 1999-
2003, Knight’s leadership was
largely responsible for Pitt’s recent
basketball renaissance. Knight
helped guide Pitt to two
consecutive Big East regular season

titles (2001-02 and 2002-03), two
NCAA “Sweet Sixteen”
appearances (2002 and 2003), the
program’s first-ever Big Fast
Tournament title (2003), three
consecutive appearances in the Big
East Tournament final (2001-03)
and an 89-40 (.690) four-year
record. A 2003 Wooden All-
America team selection, 2002
Associated Press All-America
selection and two-time All-Big
East honoree, Knight concluded
his career with 1,440 points, 785
assists, 492 rebounds and 298
steals. He earned the Big East’s co-
Most Valuable Player and Most
Improved Player awards after
leading Pitt to a 28-5 record in
2001-02. Knight holds school
recotds for career assists (785),

career assist average (6.2 apg.),
career steals (298), season assists
(251 in 2001-02) and season
minutes played (1,284 in 2001-
02).

Knight, who graduated with a
History degree from Pitt in June,
2005, is a native of East Orange,
N.J. His brother Brevin is a
member of the NBA’s Chatlotte
Bobcats and was a consensus All-
America point guard at Stanford
(1994-97). His father Melvin is a
former Seton Hall assistant
basketball coach (1978-82) and
player (1968-71) who currently
serves as basketball coach and
athletic director at Essex County
College in New Jersey.

Knight resides in Pittsburgh
with his immediate family.
