Playing in his fourth straight
NCAA Tournament, Carl Krauser
moved up in several career statistical
categories Friday against Kent State.
He moved into sixth place on Pitt’s
all-time career minutes played list
with 3806 minutes. Krauser (190
steals) needs just four steals to move
into seventh place on Pitt’s all-time
career steals list.

Krauser (1,025 points) needs just
nine points to pass Brian Shorter
(1,633 points) for ninth place on Pitt’s
all-time scoring list. He is the only
player since 1999 to rank among the
school’s top-10 in career scoring,

The last time
the two teams met was in the
NCAA Sweet Sixteen in 2002
when Kent State defeated the
Panthers 78-73 in overtime at
Lexington, Ky’s Rupp Arena. It
evened its NCAA Tournament
record vs. Kent State to 1-1.
Pitt improves to 7-6 vs. NCAA
Tournament teams this year.
Pitt played in its fifth straight
NCAA Tournament. Itis one of
only 15 schools nationwide to
advance to the NCAA Tourna-
ment in each of the last five sea-
sons.

Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon
became just the second coach in
school history to guide Pitt to
three straight NCAA Tourna-
ments. Paul Evans, who guided
Pitt to berths in 1987, 1988 and
1989, is the other coach.
