played at the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Pitt now has had 1,011,755 fans
attend games in the six-year old
Petersen Events Center.

The contest marks the second
meeting between the two schools in
as many years and is Oklahoma
State’s return trip after it defeated
the Panthers 95-89 in double over-
time at the All-College Classic in
Oklahoma City, Dec. 21, 20006. Pitt
is 3-4 all-time vs. Oklahoma State.
Prior to last yeat’s matchup, Pitt and
Oklahoma State met in the 2004
NCAA Regionals, a 63-51 OSU vic-

tory at Continental Airlines Arena
in East Rutherford, N.J. OSU has
claimed each of the last three games
in the series.

Oklahoma State (5-3) enters the
contest after winning each of its last
three games. The two school’s com-
mon opponent is Washington, which
OSU defeated 96-71 in Stillwater.

In accumulating its 9-0 record,
Pitt has outscored its opponents by
a plus-24.2 margin, outrebounded
its opponents by a plus-12.6 margin
and has averaged 81.8 points per
game. Pitt currently owns a nine-

game home win streak dating back
to last season.

Pitt defeated Washington 75-74
on Saturday, Dec. 8. Levance Fields
led the Panthers with a game-high
20 points, DeJuan Blair registered a
double-double with 16 points and
14 rebounds and Sam Young and
Mike Cook contributed 14 points
apiece. With his 23 points, Young
led Pitt to a 73-68 win over
Duquesne in the annual City Game
on Wednesday, Dec. 5. The contest
was Pitt’s first road game of the
year.

Pitt begins its 2007-08 season
after completing a 29-8 campaign
and 12-4 Big East slate in 2006-07.
Pitt earned a school record sixth con-
secutive NCAA Tournament berth
and advanced to Sweet Sixteen play
for the fourth time in the last six
years. Pitt is one of only five schools
nationally to appear in at least four
Sweet Sixteens since 2002. Duke (5),
Pitt (4), Kansas (4), Texas (4) and
Connecticut (4) are the schools who
have achieved that honor. Pitt is one
of only 12 schools nationally to ad-
vance to the NCAA Tournament in

history to win 20 or more games in
four consecutive seasons. Dixon is
one of only nine coaches in NCAA
Division I history to win 100 or more
games in the first four years of a
coaching career. His 105 victories
ranked as the second most victoties
for a head coach after four seasons
in NCAA history. North Carolina
State’s Everett Case totaled 107 wins
from 1947-50. With his 100th ca-
reer against Seton Hall on Feb. 19,
2007, Dixon became the fastest
coach in school history to reach 100
victories (see chart page 5). His ac-
complishment also ranks among

NCAA Division I’s all-time top-15
fastest coaches to reach 100 wins
(see page 4).

Dixon enters the Oklahoma
State contest with a 31-2 record in
December contests. In addition, he
is an undefeated 24-0 in November
games. Combining his November
and December pre-conference
games, Dixon owns a 55-2 record.
Previously, Dixon won 45 consecu-
tive games in Nov. and Dec. before
dropping a contest at No. 7 Wiscon-
sin on Dec. 16, 2006.

PITT PICKED TO FINISH FOURTH IN
BIG EAST CONFERENCE IN COACHES POLL

NEW YORK, N.Y.—The
Pitt men’s basketball team was se-
lected by league coaches to finish
fourth among 16 teams at the
league’s annual media day Wednes-
day morning at Madison Square
Garden.

In a vote of league coaches,
Pitt finished fourth with 170 to-
tal points. Georgetown and Lou-
isville were picked to win the title
with 217 points each. Marquette
was picked to finish third with
191 points, Pitt fourth, followed
by 5. Syracuse (153), 6. Connecti-
cut (149) and 7. Villanova (143).

Junior Levance Fields was
named an All-Big East preseason
honorable mention selection. Last
year Fields earned Second Team
All-Big East honors after averag-
ing 9.2 points and 4.6 assists per
game. He led the Big East in
assist:turnover ratio with a 2.41
clip.

Pitt returned two starters and
six of its top nine players from a
team that finished 29-8 overall,
advanced to NCAA Sweet Six-
teen play for the fourth time in
the past six seasons and appeared
in a sixth Big East Championship
title game in the last seven years.
Pitt is also the only program in
the Big Hast to have won over 20
overall games and 10 league games
in each of the past seasons.

chart page 8). Pitt has won 38 of its
last 45 Big East home games and is
33-7 against Big East opponents in
the Petersen Events Center. Pitt
owns a 54-1 record vs. non-confer-
ence opponents in the Petersen
Events Center. Pitt has also won 75
of its last 76 home games against
regular season non-conference op-
ponents.

Once again Pitt plays a difficult
non-conference slate.

ranked No. 5 nationally. It played a
difficult three-game stretch against
No. 7 Wisconsin, No. 15 Oklahoma
State and Dayton. Pitt dropped con-
secutive contests to Wisconsin and
Oklahoma State and defeated Day-
ton by 30 points. The Panthers also
hit the road for three games (Au-
burn, Wisconsin and Buffalo) and
played two neutral site contests
against Oklahoma State (in Okla-
homa City) and Western Michigan
(at West Point, N.Y)).

This year, Pitt plays the nation’s
most difficult December schedule
with games at Duquesne (Dec. 5),
at Washington (Dec. 8), vs. Okla-
homa State (Dec. 15), vs. Duke (Dec.
20) at Madison Square Garden and
at Dayton (Dec. 29).

Pitt has won 90 of its last 116
contests, 36 of its last 53 Big East
regular season games and 78 of its
last 83 non-conference games. With
nine non-conference wins, Pitt is ap-

Last
year Pitt finished 8-3 in overall
road games and 6-2 in Big East
road contests.

In playing at Washington, Pitt
played its longest road trip of
the season (2,526 miles) three
days after traveling to Duquesne
(2.7 miles) for its shortest road
trip.

The contest marked Pitt’s far-
thest destination for a road trip
since last year’s NCAA Regional
appearance in San Jose, Calif.
Pitt’s last appearance in the Pa-
cific Northwest was its NCAA
Tournament First Round
matchup in Boise, Idaho in 2005.
Seattle, Wash. Is 2,526 miles
from Pittsburgh.

Pitt’s win snapped Washington’s
31-game home win streak over
non-conference opponents.

Pitt improved to 9-0 for the sixth
consecutive season since 2001-
02.

Pitt’s 9-0 start ranks tied for
cighth on Pitt’s all-time best sea-
son starts list. The school record
is a 21-0 record in 1927-28.
Pitt improves to 2-2 in its all-
time series against Washington.
The Panthers swept the two-
game series and was the return
trip following a 65-61 win over
the Huskies on Feb. 17, 2007 at
the Petersen Events Center.
Prior to 2007, Pitt and Wash-
ington last met in men’s basket-
ball in 1950 when legendary and
Hall of Fame coach H.C. “Doc”
Carlson took the Panthers on a
15-day, eight-game West Coast
competition road trip. Traveling
by train, Pitt played at Minne-

sota, Washington (two games),
Oregon State (two games), Cali-
fornia, UCLA and lowa. Pitt
dropped both games at Washing-
ton.

Pitt also improved to 9-19 all-
time vs. Pac-10 opponents.
Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon
improved to 31-2 in games
played in December. He is also
24-0 in games played in Novem-
ber. Combining his November
and December records, Dixon
owns a 55-2 record in pre-Janu-
ary contests and is now 57-3 vs.
non-conference competition.
Additionally, Dixon improved to
114-30 all-time as Pitt’s head
coach.

Pitt also won the 33 of its last
35 games against non-conference
opponents.

Pitt improved to 78-5 in the last
seven years against non-confer-
ence competition.

Pitt yielded 75 points to Wash-
ington on the evening. The Hus-
kies became the first team to
score over 70 points vs. Pitt this
season. Since Jamie Dixon be-
came head coach, Pitt has held
119 of its 144 opponents under
70 points. Last year Pitt limited

31 of its 37 opponents under 70
points.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Pitt has won 33 of its last 35
games against non-conference oppo-
nents. It has opened 2007-08 with a
9-0 record after concluding the
2006-07 season with a 13-2 non-
conference record. In 2005-06, Pitt
completed its non-conference sched-
ule undefeated (11-0) for just the
second time in school history. Pitt
went 14-0 in 2003-04. Pitt has now
won 10-plus non-conference games
in cach of the last six seasons (9-0
in 2007-08, 13-2 in 2006-07, 11-0
in 2005-06, 10-1 in 2004-05, 14-0
in 2003-04, 10-1 in 2002-03 and
11-1 in 2001-02). It has compiled a
77-5 non-conference record over the
last six years.

Additionally, the Panthers are 54-
1 overall (.982) against non-confer-
ence foes in the Petersen Events
Center and have won 75 of their
last 76 home games against non-con-
ference opponents.

Pitt is currently on a nine-game
home win streak.

Pitt remains ranked among the
nation’s top-25 teams in the Associ-
ated Press poll for the 34th consecu-
tive poll.

DIXON AND WINNING

In 2006-07, Jamie Dixon (114
wins currently overall) became the
first coach in school history to win
both 20-plus overall games and 10-
plus league games in four consecu-
tive seasons. He became the fastest
coach to reach 100 wins at Pitt. His
76 wins over his first three seasons
as Pitt’s head coach ranked sixth
among the top-10 NCAA Division I
coaches for a best three-year start.

In 2003-04, Dixon guided Pitt
to a 31-5 record, 20-9 slate in 2004-
05, 25-8 record in 2005-06 and 29-
8 slate in 2006-07. He coached in
his 100th career game vs. Delaware
State on Nowv. 14, 2006.

Dixon also ranks first all-time
among Big East coaches in confer-
ence winning percentage (Big East
games only) with a current .693
mark (52-23). See chart on page 4.

Dixon currently sports a .790
winning percentage.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

With losses at Wisconsin and
Oklahoma State in December, 2006,
Pitt dropped back-to-back games for
only the fifth time in Head Coach
Jamie Dixon’s five seasons as head
coach at Pitt. Dixon’s teams have
only lost three in a row on one occa-
sion: Feb. 20-Feb. 26, 2005 (at
Villanova, West Virginia and Con-
necticut).

CLOSE QUALITY LOSSES

Pitt’s eight losses in 2006-07
came by an uncharacteristic average
of 10.0 points per game (80 points).
Two of the eight losses were either
in overtime over double overtime.
Pitt’s 23-point loss to Georgetown
(65-42) in the Big Hast Champion-
ship Final, 14-point loss at Wiscon-
sin (89-75) on Dec. 16 and its 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53) were
uncharacteristic of the Pitt pro-
gram.

Pitt’s eight losses in 2005-06
came by a combined 33 points and
an average of 4.1 points per loss.

Over the last five years, Pitt’s 30
losses have been by a combined 187
points for a 6.2 average points per
loss.

In 2004-05, Pitt’s nine losses
came by a combined 52 points (5.8
average margin of loss). In 2003-
04, Pitt’s five losses came by a com-
bined 22 points for a 4.4 average.
