No. 18 ranked Pitt (17-4, 5-3 Big East)
hits the road for its ninth Big East Conference
contest when the Panthers travel to Hartford,
Conn. to play Connecticut (15-5, 5-3 Big East)
on Saturday at the XL Center. Tipoff is set for
1 p.m. ET.

The game will be televised nationally on
CBS Sports. The telecast will be available to
74 percent of  the nation. Verne Lundquist
(play-by-play) and Billy Packer (color commen-
tary) will handle announcing duties while Bob
Dekas (producer) and Bob Fishman (director)
will handle production.

The matchup features the Big East’s top
two winningest programs of  the 21st Century.
Since the 2001-02 season, Pitt has compiled
the league’s best overall winning percentage

• Today’s matchup features the Big East’s top
two winningest programs over the last
seven seasons. Since the 2001-02 season,
Pitt owns a 179-45 overall record and a 76-
28 Big East record. UConn ranks second
with a 167-60 overall and 73-31 Big East
slate. The two schools have appeared in
three of the last six Big East Champion-
ship Finals games: 2002, 2003 and 2004.

• Pitt travels to Connecticut for the first time
in two seasons. Over the series’ last 10 games
and since 2001-02, the series is tied at 5-5.

• Pitt has won 12 of its last 18 road games.
Under Jamie Dixon, Pitt is 22-14 (.611) in
Big East regular season road games.

• Since losing Levance Fields and Mike Cook,
Pitt is 6-3. In those games, Pitt has shot
47.9% (242-505) and 41.9% (62-148) on 3FG.

• Over the last six seasons, Pitt has proven to
be the Big East’s leader in both overall and
league winning percentage, consecutive
NCAA Tournament appearances (6) and
most 20-win, 10-league win seasons (6).

(.799, 179-45) and best conference winning
percentage (.731, 76-28). Meanwhile, Con-
necticut ranks second in both categories with a
167-60 overall record (.736) and 73-31 Big
East record (.702). During that period, Pitt
has made six NCAA Tournament appearances
while UConn has made five. Both schools have
appeared in four of the last six NCAA Sweet
Sixteens and have met in the Big East Champi-
onship Final in three of the last six years. Over
the series’ last 10 games, the series is tied at 5-
5.

For the 10th game this season, Pitt is with-
out two of its starters who are sidelined with
injuries: senior small forward Mike Cook (torn
ACL) and junior point guard Levance Fields

cent (62-148) from 3-point range.
Several of  Pitt’s players have stepped
up in their absence (see chart on page
10).

No. 18 Pitt enters the game af-
ter winning five of its last seven
contests. It improved to 5-3 in the
Big East with a 69-57 win over
Villanova on Wednesday at the
Petersen Events Center. Sam Young
(15 points) and Tyrell Biggs (14
points) and DeJuan Blair (10 points/
14 rebounds) sparked the victory as
Pitt used a 22-3 second half run to
take control of the game. Pitt

dropped a 77-64 home loss to
Rutgers on Jan. 26. On Jan. 23, it
registered a 24-point win at St. John’s
as Young led Pitt with a team-high
26 points. Pitt’s victory margin of
24 points ranked as the second larg-
est Big East road win in school
historry.

Connecticut enters the game on
a roll after winning four straight con-
tests including a 69-67 Monday night
win over Louisville. UConn’s four
victories include two nationally
ranked teams: Marquette and Indi-
ana, Cincinnati and Louisville. The

Huskies ar e 10-1 in home games.
Pitt owns a 24-29 all-time record

vs. Connecticut. Pitt is 9-13 in
games hosted by UConn and has won
only one of its last six meetings with
the Huskies played in Connecticut.

Wednesday’s contest vs.
Villanova marked Pitt’s 101st all-
time men’s basketball game at the
Petersen Events Center. Pitt, which
owns an 12-1 home record this year
and has won 14 of its last 15 home
games, is in its sixth season in the
Petersen Events Center and carries
an 92-9 all-time record and .911

more weeks and could return by the
end of the season. Redshirt fresh-
man Austin Wallace is also out for
the season (fractured patella) and
junior Cassin Diggs (groin/hip strain)
has suffered injuries as well. Fields,
Cook and Wallace accounted for
26% of  Pitt’s minutes played, 28%
of its scoring, 47% of assists and
16% of its rebounding (see chart on
page 6). So far, Pitt is 5-3 without
Cook and Fields. In those nine games,
Pitt is averaging 73.8 points per game
while shooting 47.9 percent (242-

feated Oklahoma State at home (85-
68) and No. 6 Duke (65-64) in over-
time at Madison Square Garden. Pitt
took its holiday break before drop-
ping an 80-55 decision at Dayton
(Dec. 29). The stretch ranks among
the nation’s most difficult Decem-
bers. At the time, the previous com-
bined record of  Pitt’s five Decem-
ber opponents was 43-14.

Pitt’s 11-0 start to its season
ranked as the sixth all-time best start
to a season in program history. Over
the last six seasons, Pitt has enjoyed
outstanding starts including an 18-0
record in 2003-04, 15-0 in 2005-
06, 11-0 in 2007-08, 10-0 in both

Pitt men’s basketball team was se-
lected by league coaches to finish
fourth among 16 teams at the
league’s annual media day Wednes-
day morning at Madison Square
Garden.

In a vote of league coaches,
Pitt finished fourth with 170 to-
tal points. Georgetown and Lou-
isville were picked to win the title
with 217 points each. Marquette
was picked to finish third with
191 points, Pitt fourth, followed
by 5. Syracuse (153), 6. Connecti-
cut (149) and 7. Villanova (143).

Junior Levance Fields was
named an All-Big East preseason
honorable mention selection. Last
year Fields earned Second Team
All-Big East honors after averag-
ing 9.2 points and 4.6 assists per
game. He led the Big East in
assist:turnover ratio with a 2.41
clip.

Pitt returned two starters and
six of its top nine players from a
team that finished 29-8 overall,
advanced to NCAA Sweet Six-
teen play for the fourth time in
the past six seasons and appeared
in a sixth Big East Championship
title game in the last seven years.

With its 12 non-conference wins,

Pitt has registered 10 or more non-
conference games for the seventh
consecutive season. In addition, Pitt
has won 28 consecutive home vic-
tories against non-conference oppo-
nents at the Petersen Events Cen-
ter. Next year, Pitt will have the
opportunity to break its record for
most consecutive home wins against
non-conference opponents which is
28 set from Nov. 23, 2003-Jan. 2,
2005. Earlier in the year, Pitt sur-
passed the one million mark for at-
tendance in games played at the

Petersen Events Center. Pitt now
has had 1,074,067 fans attend games
in the six-year old Petersen Events
Center.

Pitt is in its 2007-08 season af-
ter completing a 29-8 campaign and
12-4 Big East slate  in 2006-07. Pitt
earned a school record sixth con-
secutive NCAA Tournament berth
and advanced to Sweet Sixteen play
for the fourth time in the last six
years. Pitt is one of only five schools
nationally to appear in at least four
Sweet Sixteens since 2002. Duke (5),
Pitt (4), Kansas (4), Texas (4) and

have achieved that honor. Pitt is one
of only 12 schools nationally to ad-
vance to the NCAA Tournament in
each of the last six seasons. The other
schools include Arizona, Duke,
Florida, Gonzaga, Illinois, Kansas,
Kentucky, Michigan State, Pitt,
Southern Illinois, Texas and Wiscon-
sin. Pitt is the only Big East Confer-
ence team to advance to the NCAA
Tournament in six consecutive sea-
sons. Villanova currently has a streak
of three straight seasons in the NCAA
Tournament. Additionally, Pitt is one
of only five schools nationwide to
advance to the NCAA Tournament,
win 20 overall games and 10 league
games in each of the last six seasons:
Arizona, Gonzaga, Kansas, Pitt and
Southern Illinois.

Over the last seven years (2002-
08), Pitt has proven to be the
winningest Big East Conference bas-
ketball program. From 2001-07, Pitt
owns the league’s top records for
league play (76-28) and overall
games (179-45). It has averaged 11.8
league wins and 27 overall wins per
year during that period, the best to-
tals in the Big East. Pitt is the only
Big East Conference school to win
20 or more overall games and 10 or
more league contests in each of the
last six seasons. Last year, Pitt also
set a school record with its sixth con-
secutive 20-overall win and 10-
league win season. Prior to the 2001-
02 season, Pitt won 20 or more games
in only two consecutive seasons.

Pitt’s Jamie Dixon (122-34) be-
came the first head coach in school
history to guide Pitt to four consecu-
tive NCAA Tournaments. Addition-
ally, Dixon has led Pitt to Sweet Six-
teen appearances in two of his first
four seasons at Pitt (20004 and 2007).
Dixon is the first coach in school
history to win 20 or more games in
four consecutive seasons. Dixon is
one of only nine coaches in NCAA
Division I history to win 100 or more
games in the first four years of a
coaching career. His 105 victories
(2003-07) ranked as the second
most victories for a head coach after
four seasons in NCAA history. North
Carolina State’s Everett Case totaled
107 wins from 1947-50. With his
100th career win against Seton Hall
on Feb. 19, 2007, Dixon became the
fastest coach in school history to
reach 100 victories (see chart page
5). His accomplishment also ranks
among NCAA Division I’s all-time

top-15 fastest coaches to reach 100
wins (see page 4).

Recently Dixon completed his
fifth December at Pitt with a com-
bined 33-3 monthly record in De-
cember. In addition, he is an unde-
feated 24-0 in November games.
Combining his November and De-
cember pre-conference games,
Dixon owns a 57-3 record and is
60-4 overall vs. non-conference foes.
Previously, Dixon won 45 consecu-
tive games in Nov. and Dec. before
dropping a contest at No. 7 Wiscon-
sin on Dec. 16, 2006.

This year, Pitt played the nation’s
most difficult December schedule
with games at Duquesne (Dec. 5),
at Washington (Dec. 8), vs. Okla-
homa State (Dec. 15), vs. Duke (Dec.
20) at Madison Square Garden and
at Dayton (Dec. 29).

Pitt has won 98 of its last 128
contests, 41 of its last 61 Big East
regular season games and 81 of its
last 87 non-conference games. With
12 non-conference wins, Pitt

For the third time this year on
Dec. 18, freshman DeJuan Blair was
named National Freshman of the
Week by Rivals.com. He has also
earned Big East Rookie of  the Week

three weeks (Dec. 17, Dec. 23, Jan.
14) this year.

Blair has eight double-doubles
on the year, his last coming on
Wednesday against Villanova (10
points/14 rebounds). Blair regis-
tered his seventh double-double
with a 20-point, 15-rebound game
vs. Seton Hall on Jan. 12. In Pitt’s

ated Press poll for the 41st consecu-
tive poll. Since January 7, 2002, Pitt
has been ranked among the nation’s
top-25 in 107 of the last 116 na-
tional polls. Additionally, Pitt has
been ranked among the nation’s top-
10 teams in each of the last seven
seasons (2001-08).

DIXON AND WINNING
In 2006-07, Jamie Dixon (122

wins currently overall) became the
first coach in school history to win
both 20-plus overall games and 10-
plus league games in four consecu-
tive seasons. He became the fastest
coach to reach 100 wins at Pitt. His
76 wins over his first three seasons
as Pitt’s head coach ranked sixth
among the top-10 NCAA Division I
coaches for a best three-year start.

In 2003-04, Dixon guided Pitt
to a 31-5 record, 20-9 slate in 2004-
05, 25-8 record in 2005-06 and 29-
8 slate in 2006-07. He coached in
his 100th career game vs. Delaware
State on Nov. 14, 2006.

Dixon also ranks first all-time
among Big East coaches in confer-
ence winning percentage (Big East
games only) with a current .687
mark (57-26). See chart on page 4.

Dixon currently sports a .782
winning percentage.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

With losses at Wisconsin and
Oklahoma State in December, 2006,
Pitt dropped back-to-back games for
only the fifth time in Head Coach
Jamie Dixon’s five seasons as head
coach at Pitt. Dixon’s teams have
only lost three in a row on one occa-
sion: Feb. 20-Feb. 26, 2005 (at
Villanova, West Virginia and Con-
necticut).

Already this season, Pitt has
avoiced dropping back-to-back
losses on four different occasions.

CLOSE QUALITY LOSSES
Pitt has four losses in 2007-08:

Rutgers (77-64), at Cincinnati (62-
59), at Villanova (one point) and at
Dayton (25 points). The Dayton
game was by a large margin for Pitt
standards.

Over the last five years, Pitt’s 34
losses have been by a combined 229
points for a 6.7 average points per
loss.

Pitt’s eight losses in 2006-07
came by an uncharacteristic average
of 10.0 points per game (80 points).
Two of  the eight losses were either
in overtime over double overtime.
Pitt’s 23-point loss to Georgetown
(65-42) in the Big East Champion-
ship Final, 14-point loss at Wiscon-
sin (89-75) on Dec. 16 and its 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53) were
uncharacteristic of the Pitt pro-
gram. Pitt’s eight losses in 2005-06
came by a combined 33 points and
an average of 4.1 points per loss. In
2004-05, Pitt’s nine losses came by
a combined 52 points (5.8 average
margin of  loss). In 2003-04, Pitt’s
five losses came by a combined 22
points for a 4.4 average.

Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, only six of his 34 losses dur-
ing his five-year tenure–Pitt’s 13-
point loss to Rutgers (Jan. 26, 2008),
a 25-point loss at Dayton (Dec. 29,
2007), its 23-point loss to
Georgetown (March 10, 2007), a 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53 on
Feb. 12), its 14-point loss at Wis-
consin (89-75 on Dec. 16, 2006) and
a 12-point loss to Oklahoma State
(63-51) in the 2004 NCAA Re-
gional–came by more than 10 points.

Amazingly, Dixon has lost 17 of
his 34 games by four points or less.

DECEMBER SUCCESS
Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon

concluded his fifth December as
head coach with a 33-3 record in
December contests. Overall against
non-conference competition, Dixon
sports a 60-4 record and .938 win-
ning percentage.

NOVEMBER SUCCESS
Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon

concluded November, 2007 with an
undefeated 24-0 career record in
November contests. Combining his
November and December games,
Dixon is 56-3 in early season games.

LEVANCE FIELDS IS A CANDIDATE
FOR THE BOB COUSY AWARD FOR
SECOND CONSECUTIVE SEASON

For the second consecutive sea-
son, Levance Fields is a candidate
for the Bob Cousy Award, which
honors the nation’s top point guard.

As a sophomore last year, Fields
was named one of 17 finalists for
the award.

Fields is following in the foot-
steps of successful Pitt point guards
as Carl Krauser was a back-to-back
finalist in the 2004-05 and 2005-06
seasons. Brandin Knight was a fi-

nalist in 2001-02 and 2002-03.

UNDER 70 DEFENSIVE MENTALITY
Defense has been a key ingredi-

ent to Pitt’s success over the last
seven seasons. Following are some
defensive notes:
• Pitt has limited 17 of its first 21

opponents to 70 points or less in
2007-08. The four opponents
who have scored over 70 points
vs. Pitt this year are: Washington
(74 points on Dec. 8), Dayton
(80 points on Dec. 29), Lafayette
(75 points on Jan. 2) and Rutgers
(77 on Jan. 26).

• In 2006-07, Pitt limited 31 of
its 37 opponents to 70 points or
less. Opponents averaged 62.8
points per game against Pitt on
the year. Only two of 16 Big East
regular season opponents has
scored over 70 against Pitt this
season (77, Marquette in over-
time on Jan. 21, 2007 and 75,
Marquette on March 3, 2007).

• In 2005-06, Pitt limited 26 of
its 33 opponents to 70 points or
less. Only five of 16 Big East
regular season opponents in
2005-06 scored more than 70
points against Pitt.
