On Jan. 2, Pitt concluded its non-
conference portion of the schedule
with a 96-75 home win over
Lafayette. The game marked its fi-
nal non-conference game. Making his
first start in 52 consecutive games,
Keith Benjamin led the Panthers
with a career-high 20 points (7-9
FG). Tyrell Biggs contributed a ca-
reer-high 19 points (9-11 FG), Sam
Young finished with 19 points and
Ronald Ramon registered his first
career double-double with 11 points
and a career-high 10 assists.
Recently, Pitt concluded a diffi-

cult December stretch which in-
cluded only one home contest (Okla-
homa State). Pitt began its stretch
with road wins at both Duquesne
(73-68) and at Washington (75-74),
defeated Oklahoma State at home
(85-68) and No. 6 Duke (65-64) in
overtime at Madison Square Gar-
den. Pitt took its holiday break be-
fore dropping an 80-55 decision at
Dayton (Dec. 29). The stretch ranks
among the nation’s most difficult
Decembers. The combined record of
Pitt’s five December opponents was
43-14.

Pitt’s 11-0 start to its season
ranked as the sixth all-time best start
to a season in program history. Over
the last six seasons, Pitt has enjoyed
outstanding starts including an 18-0
record in 2003-04, 15-0 in 2005-
06, 11-0 in 2007-08, 10-0 in both
2006-07 and 2004-05 and 9-0 in
2002-03 (see chart page 4).

South Florida and Pitt meet for
the fourth time in series history.
South Florida holds a 2-1 advantage
in the series which began in 1975.
Pitt is visiting USF for the first time
since the Bulls joined the Big East in

2005-06 and for the first time since
the 1975 season. Pitt last defeated
USF 69-48 at the Petersen Events
Center on Jan. 7, 2007.

In accumulating its current 12-2
record, Pitt has outscored its oppo-
nents by a plus-16.5 margin,
outrebounded its opponents by a
plus-9.1 margin and has averaged
78.6 points per game. Pitt currently
owns an 11-game home win streak
dating back to last season.

With its 12 non-conference wins,
Pitt has registered 10 or more non-
conference games for the seventh

games in each of the last six seasons:
Arizona, Gonzaga, Kansas, Pitt and
Southern Illinois.

Over the last seven years (2002-
08), Pitt has proven to be the
winningest Big East Conference bas-
ketball program. From 2001-07, Pitt
owns the league’s top records for
league play (71-26) and overall
games (174-43). It has averaged 11.8
league wins and 27 overall wins per
year during that period, the best to-
tals in the Big East. Pitt is the only
Big East Conference school to win

20 or more overall games and 10 or
more league contests in each of the
last six seasons. Last year, Pitt also
set a school record with its sixth con-
secutive 20-overall win and 10-
league win season. Prior to the 2001-
02 season, Pitt won 20 or more games
in only two consecutive seasons.
Pitt’s Jamie Dixon (117-32) be-
came the first head coach in school
history to guide Pitt to four consecu-
tive NCAA Tournaments. Addition-
ally, Dixon has led Pitt to Sweet Six-
teen appearances in two of his first
four seasons at Pitt (20004 and 2007).

PITT PICKED TO FINISH FOURTH IN
BIG EAST CONFERENCE IN COACHES POLL

NEW YORK, N.Y.—The
Pitt men’s basketball team was se-
lected by league coaches to finish
fourth among 16 teams at the
league’s annual media day Wednes-
day morning at Madison Square
Garden.

In a vote of league coaches,
Pitt finished fourth with 170 to-
tal points. Georgetown and Lou-
isville were picked to win the title
with 217 points each. Marquette
was picked to finish third with
191 points, Pitt fourth, followed
by 5. Syracuse (153), 6. Connecti-
cut (149) and 7. Villanova (143).

Junior Levance Fields was
named an All-Big East preseason
honorable mention selection. Last
year Fields earned Second Team
All-Big East honors after averag-
ing 9.2 points and 4.6 assists per
game. He led the Big East in
assist:turnover ratio with a 2.41
clip.

Pitt returned two starters and
six of its top nine players from a
team that finished 29-8 overall,
advanced to NCAA Sweet Six-
teen play for the fourth time in
the past six seasons and appeared
in a sixth Big East Championship
title game in the last seven years.
Pitt is also the only program in
the Big Hast to have won over 20
overall games and 10 league games
in each of the past seasons.

Dixon is the first coach in school
history to win 20 or more games in
four consecutive seasons. Dixon is
one of only nine coaches in NCAA
Division I history to win 100 or more
games in the first four years of a
coaching career. His 105 victories
(2003-07) ranked as the second
most victories for a head coach after
four seasons in NCAA history. North
Carolina State’s Everett Case totaled
107 wins from 1947-50. With his
100th career against Seton Hall on
Feb. 19, 2007, Dixon became the
fastest coach in school history to
reach 100 victories (see chart page
5). His accomplishment also ranks
among NCAA Division I’s all-time
top-15 fastest coaches to reach 100
wins (see page 4).

IMPACT OF PITT’S
THREE LOSSES

The loss of two starters Levance
Fields and Mike Cook along with
redshirt freshman Austin Wallace
impacts the Panthers in several ways.

Recently Dixon completed his
fifth December at Pitt with a com-
bined 33-3 monthly record in De-
cember. In addition, he is an unde-
feated 24-0 in November games.
Combining his November and De-
cember pre-conference games,
Dixon owns a 57-3 record and is
60-4 overall vs. non-conference foes.
Previously, Dixon won 45 consecu-
tive games in Nov. and Dec. before
dropping a contest at No. 7 Wiscon-
sin on Dec. 16, 2006.

Pitt is in its sixth season in the
Petersen Events Center and carries
an 89-8 all-time record and .917
winning percentage in the building,
The .918 winning percentage ranks
among the nation’s best home court
records over the last six years (see
chart page 8). Pitt has won 38 of its
last 45 Big East home games and is
33-7 against Big East opponents in
the Petersen Events Center. Pitt
owns a 56-1 record vs. non-confer-
ence opponents in the Petersen
Events Center. Pitt has also won 77
of its last 78 home games against
regular season non-conference op-
ponents.

This year, Pitt played the nation’s
most difficult December schedule
with games at Duquesne (Dec. 5),
at Washington (Dec. 8), vs. Okla-
homa State (Dec. 15), vs. Duke (Dec.
20) at Madison Square Garden and
at Dayton (Dec. 29).

Pitt has won 93 of its last 121
contests, 36 of its last 54 Big East
regular season games and 81 of its
last 87 non-conference games. With
12 non-conference wins, Pitt has al-
ready notched its seventh consecu-
tive 10-win non-conference season

(11-1 in 2007-08, 13-2 in 2006-07,
11-0 in 2005-06, 10-1 in 2004-05,
14-0 in 2003-04, 10-1 in 2002-03
and 11-1 in 2001-02). Additionally,
Pitt has won 36 of its last 39 non-
conference games dating back to a
January 2, 2005 loss to Bucknell. The
three losses were at Wisconsin, vs.
Oklahoma State in Oklahoma City
and at Dayton.

DEJAUN BLAIR EARNS NATIONAL
FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK HON-
ORS FOR THIRD WEEK; NAMED
BIG EAST FRESHMAN OF THE
WEEK IN BACK-TO-BACK WEEKS

For the third time this year on
Dec. 18, freshman DeJuan Blair was
named National Freshman of the
Week by Rivals.com. He also earned
Big East Rookie of the Week in two
consecutive weeks (Dec. 17 and Dec.
23).

Blair registered his sixth double-
double with a 12-point, 15-rebound
performance vs. Villanova on Sun-
day. The game marked his ninth

double figure scoring and seventh
double figure rebounding game.

In Pitt’s 65-64 overtime win vs.
No. 6 Duke at Madison Square Gar-
den, Blair registered his fifth career
double-double with 15 points and a
career-high 20 rebounds. He became
just the third freshman in school his-
tory to grab 20 or more rebounds in
a game. Mel Bennett had 21 re-
bounds in 1975 and Sam Clancy
grabbed 20 rebounds in 1979.

On the year, Blair is averaging
11.6 points, 9.6 rebounds and 2.3
steals per game through his first 14
contests. He also has six double-
doubles on the season. Additionally,
his rebounding average of 9.6 re-
bounds per game ranks No. 24 among
national leaders.

FRESHMAN BLAIR HAS OUTSTAND-
ING DEBUT GAME WITH DOUBLE-
DOUBLE

Blair became the first freshman
to start his first game at Pitt since
Ronald Ramon made his first career
start in 2004. The 6-7, 265-pound
Pittsburgh product guided Schenley
to the 2007 state title. He attended
high school a little over a mile from
the Petersen Events Center and grew
up in a house just 600 yards from
the arena.

With his 20-point, 14 rebound
performance, Blair became the first
freshman to register a double-double
in a debut game since 1987 when
Sean Miller scored 13 points and
added 11 assists. His 20 points and
14 rebound totals both rank second
on Pitt’s all-time best debut perfor-
mances.

* The game was Pitt’s first Big
East Conference contest of the
season. For the first time since
the 1995-96 season, Pitt opens
Big East play on the road in
consecutive games: at Villanova

(Jan. 6) and at South Florida
(Jan. 9).

Jamie Dixon dropped to 117-32
overall and 45-20 in Big East
play in his five-year head
coaching career. Amazingly,
Dixon has lost 16 of his 32 games
by four points or less. In 149
career games, Dixon has only lost
five games by more than 10
points. Dixon will coach in his
150™ career game vs. South
Florida on Wednesday.

No. 13 ranked Pitt dropped its
second game of the season and
fell to 12-2 overall and 0-1 in
Big East play.

Freshman DeJuan Blair notched
his sixth career double-double
with 12 points and a game-high
15 rebounds in a career-high 37
minutes played. It also marked
his seventh double figure scoring
game and his sixth double figure
rebounding game of the year.
With his 16 points today, Sam
Young reached double figure
scoring for the 14™ time this
season and 42" time in his career.
He has now notched double
figure scoring games in 22 of his
last 25 games played.

With his 15 points, Keith
Benjamin reached double figure
scoring for the second
consecutive game. Over the last

two games and two consecutive
starts, Benjamin has scored 35
points (17.0 ppg.) while
converting 13-18 of his field
goal attempts. He has also hit 5-
9 of his 3-point attempts. The
15 points marked his 11* career
double figure scoring game.
With his 10 points, Gilbert
Brown reached double figure
scoring for the second
consecutive game and fourth
time in his career. He made his
third consecutive start for Pitt
and played in a career-high 33
minutes. Brown also blocked a
career-high three shots on the
day.

Pitt committed 22 turnovers on
the day. That number marks the
fourth highest turnover total of
the Jamie Dixon Era (2003-
current). Pitt committed 25
turnovers vs. Howard (Nov. 20,
2004), 24 vs. Seton Hall (Feb. 9,
2004) and 23 at Georgetown
(Feb. 24, 2004).

Pitt dropped to 2-2 on the road
this season. The other loss came
at Dayton. Pitt is now 10-5 on
the road in each of its last two
seasons (8-3 in 2006-07).

Pitt dropped to 1-1 vs. nationally
ranked teams on the season. It

defeated No. 6 Duke 65-64 in
overtime on December 20, 2007.
Pitt dropped to 26-30 all-time
vs. Villanova. Prior to today’s
game, the Panthers had won five
of their last seven vs. the
Wildcats. In games played at
Villanova, Pitt is 6-16 all-time.
Pitt  dropped its sixth
consecutive contest to Villanova
at The Pavilion. The last time
Pitt defeated Villanova at The
Pavilion was on January 22,
1994, an 81-70 victory. Pitt is
now 4-8 all-time vs. Villlanova
at The Pavilion.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS

Pitt has won 36 of its last 39
games against non-conference oppo-
nents. It has compiled a 12-1 2007-
08 non-conference slate after con-
cluding the 2006-07 season with a
13-2 non-conference record. In
2005-06, Pitt completed its non-
conference schedule undefeated (11-
0) for just the second time in school
history. Pitt went 14-0 in 2003-04.
Pitt has now won 10-plus non-con-
ference games in each of the last
seven seasons (12-0 in 2007-08, 13-
2 in 2006-07, 11-0 in 2005-06, 10-
1 in 2004-05, 14-0 in 2003-04, 10-
1 in 2002-03 and 11-1 in 2001-02).
It has compiled a 80-6 non-confer-
ence record over the last seven years.

Additionally, the Panthers are 56-
1 overall (.982) against non-confer-
ence foes in the Petersen Events
Center and have won 77 of their
last 78 home games against non-con-
ference opponents.

HOME COURT SUCCESS

Pitt is currently on a 11-game
home win streak. Pitt owns an 89-8
record and .917 winning percentage
in the six-year old Petersen Events
Center (16-0 in 2002-03, 19-1 in
2003-04, 13-4 in 2004-05, 16-1 in
2005-06, 16-2 in 2006-07, 9-0 in
2007-08).

Pitt also owns a 33-7 regular sea-
son record vs. Big Fast East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events Cen-
ter.

The No. 2 ranking marked the first
time Pitt has been ranked as high in
both polls since January 28, 2003.
The No. 2 rankings also tied for the
highest ranking in school history.

Pitt remains ranked among the
nation’s top-25 teams in the Associ-
ated Press poll for the 38th consecu-
tive poll. Since January 7, 2002, Pitt
has been ranked among the nation’s
top-25 in 104 of the last 113 na-
tional polls. Additionally, Pitt has
been ranked among the nation’s top-
10 teams in each of the last seven
seasons (2001-08).

DIXON AND WINNING

In 2006-07, Jamie Dixon (117
wins currently overall) became the
first coach in school history to win
both 20-plus overall games and 10-
plus league games in four consecu-
tive seasons. He became the fastest
coach to reach 100 wins at Pitt. His
76 wins over his first three seasons
as Pitt’s head coach ranked sixth

among the top-10 NCAA Division I
coaches for a best three-year start.

In 2003-04, Dixon guided Pitt
to a 31-5 record, 20-9 slate in 2004-
05, 25-8 record in 2005-06 and 29-
8 slate in 2006-07. He coached in
his 100th career game vs. Delaware
State on Nowv. 14, 2006.

Dixon also ranks first all-time
among Big East coaches in confer-
ence winning percentage (Big East
games only) with a current .684
mark (52-24). See chart on page 4.

Dixon currently sports a .785
winning percentage.

BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES A RARITY
FOR PITT, DIXON

With losses at Wisconsin and
Oklahoma State in December, 2006,
Pitt dropped back-to-back games for
only the fifth time in Head Coach
Jamie Dixon’s five seasons as head
coach at Pitt. Dixon’s teams have
only lost three in a row on one occa-

sion: Feb. 20-Feb. 26, 2005 (at

Villanova, West Virginia and Con-
necticut).

CLOSE QUALITY LOSSES

Pitt has two losses in 2007-08:
at Villanova (one point) and at Day-
ton (25 points). The Dayton game
was by a large margin for Pitt stan-
dards.

Over the last five years, Pitt’s 32
losses have been by a combined 213
points for a 6.7 average points per
loss.

Pitt’s eight losses in 2006-07
came by an uncharacteristic average
of 10.0 points per game (80 points).
Two of the eight losses were either
in overtime over double overtime.
Pitt’s 23-point loss to Georgetown
(65-42) in the Big Hast Champion-
ship Final, 14-point loss at Wiscon-
sin (89-75) on Dec. 16 and its 13-
point loss to Louisville (66-53) were
uncharacteristic of the Pitt pro-
gram. Pitt’s eight losses in 2005-06
came by a combined 33 points and
an average of 4.1 points per loss. In
2004-05, Pitt’s nine losses came by
a combined 52 points (5.8 average
margin of loss). In 2003-04, Pitt’s
five losses came by a combined 22
points for a 4.4 average.

Since Jamie Dixon became head
coach, only five losses during his
five-year tenure—Pitt’s 25-point loss
at Dayton (Dec. 29, 2007), its 23-
point loss to Georgetown (March
10, 2007), a 13-point loss to Louis-
ville (66-53 on Feb. 12), its 14-point
loss at Wisconsin (89-75 on Dec.
16, 2006) and a 12-point loss to
Oklahoma State (63-51) in the 2004
NCAA Regional-came by more than
10 points.

Amazingly, Dixon has lost 16 of
his 32 losses by four points or less.

DECEMBER SUCCESS

Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon
concluded his fifth December as
head coach with a 33-3 record in
December contests. Overall against
non-conference competition, Dixon
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sports a 60-4 record and .938 win-
ning percentage.

NOVEMBER SUCCESS

Pitt Head Coach Jamie Dixon
concluded November, 2007 with an
undefeated 24-0 career record in
November contests. Combining his
November and December games,
Dixon is 56-3 in early season games.

LEVANCE FIELDS IS A CANDIDATE
FOR THE BOB COUSY AWARD FOR
SECOND CONSECUTIVE SEASON

For the second consecutive sea-
son, Levance Fields is a candidate
for the Bob Cousy Award, which
honors the nation’s top point guard.

As a sophomore last year, Fields
was named one of 17 finalists for
the award.

Fields is following in the foot-
steps of successful Pitt point guards
as Carl Krauser was a back-to-back
finalist in the 2004-05 and 2005-06
seasons. Brandin Knight was a fi-
nalist in 2001-02 and 2002-03.

UNDER 70 DEFENSIVE MENTALITY

Defense has been a key ingredi-
ent to Pitt’s success over the last
seven seasons. Following are some
defensive notes:

e DPitt has limited 11 of its first 14
opponents to 70 points or less in
2007-08. The three opponents
who have scored over 70 points
vs. Pitt this year is Washington
(74 points on Dec. 8), Dayton
(80 points on Dec. 29) and
Lafayette (75 points on Jan. 2).

e In 2006-07, Pitt limited 31 of
its 37 opponents to 70 points or
less. Opponents averaged 62.8
points per game against Pitt on
the year. Only two of 16 Big Fast
regular season opponents has
scored over 70 against Pitt this
season (77, Marquette in over-
time on Jan. 21, 2007 and 75,

Marquette on March 3, 2007).

e In 2005-06, Pitt limited 26 of
its 33 opponents to 70 points or
less. Only five of 16 Big East
regular season opponents in
2005-06 scored more than 70
points against Pitt.

*  Over the last four seasons (2004-
08), Pitt has limited 41 of its 49
Big East regular season oppo-
nents to 70 points or less.

e In 2004-05, Pitt limited 11 of
the 16 Big East regular season
opponents under 70 points. Only
six of its 29 opponents in 2004-
05 (at West Virginia-70, at
Villanova-80, at West Virginia-
83, Penn State-71, Connecticut,
73, at Notre Dame, 77) managed
to score 70-plus points against
Pitt.

* Pitt has held 52 of its last 65 Big
East regular season opponents to
70 points or less dating back to
Jan. 12, 2004.

* Additionally, since Jamie Dixon
became head coach, Pitt has held
123 of its 149 opponents under
70 points.

HOME SWEET HOME

In a Sports llustrated poll, Big East
Conference players voted Pitt’s
Petersen Events Center as the most
difficult place to play in the league.
Here are some facts to support that
statement:

e Pitt has won 95 of its last 104
home games which includes a 40-
game home win streak in 2004.

*  Over the last seven seasons, Pitt
is a combined 105-9 in home
games (16-1 in 2001-02, 16-0
in 2002-03, 19-1 in 2003-04,
13-4 in 2004-05, 16-1 in 2005-
06, 16-2 in 2006-07 and 9-0 in
2007-08). Its 19 home wins in
2003-04 set school record for
most home victories in a season.

Pitt has lost just eight times in
the Petersen Events Center and
sports a 89-8 record (.917) in
the six-year old arena. The eight
losses are to Louisville, Con-
necticut, West Virginia, Syra-
cuse, Bucknell, Georgetown,
Seton Hall and Marquette. No
opponent has defeated Pitt more
than one time in the Petersen
Events Centet.

Pitt won its first 34 consecutive
games in the Petersen Events
Center. The 34-game win streak
to open the new arena ranks
third all-time among winning
streaks to open new arenas (51-
UCLA in 1964, 41-Providence
in 1971-72 and 34-Pitt, 2002-
04).

Pitt has won 38 of its last 44
Big East league home games and
is 33-7 against Big East oppo-
nents in the Petersen Events
Center.

Pitt has won 28 consecutive
home games against non-confer-
ence opponents at the Petersen
Events Center. That tied the
record of 28 consecutive non-
conference home wins set from
Now. 23, 2002-Jan. 2, 2005. Pitt
needs a win its non-conference
home opener next year to break
the record.

Pitt owns a 56-1 record vs. non-
conference opponents in the
Petersen FEvents Center.
Bucknell was the only non-con-
ference team to defeat the Pan-
thers.

Pitt has won 77 of its last 78
home games against regular sea-
son non-conference home oppo-
nents. In addition, the Panthers
are 81-2 in their last 83 regular
season non-conference home
games.
