This marks the 98th meeting between Pitt and West Virginia in
aseries thatdates back to 1895...the Panthers lead the "Backyard
Brawl" series 59-35-3...with 97 games played, West Virginia is
Pitt's most-played opponent...Penn State is next with 96 games
played...the Pitt-West Virginiarivalry is the most-played series
among Big East Conference schools and ranks 29th all-time
among NCAA I-Arivalries...the two teams have met every year
since 1943...this year's game marks the 63rd consecutive year the
teams have played...Pitthas won three of the last five meetings...the
Panthers defeated the Mountaineers in 2000 (38-28),2001 (23-17)
and 2004 (16-13)...the 2001 victory occurred in Morgantown...in
its last visit to West Virginia, the Panthers lost, 52-31, during the
2003 season...the visiting team has won 11 of the last 18 games.

Brawl Déja vu: Since 1997, Pitt has twice visited Morgantown
for the final game ofthe regular season with a 5-5 record and bowl
eligibility on the line. The Panthers went 1-1 in those games,
winning the'97 affair (41-38 intriple overtime) and losing in 1999
(52-21). Pitt advanced to the Liberty Bowl with a 6-5 mark
following the 1997 game.

In2001, Pitthad a 4-5 mark when it visited the Mountaineers
and went on to win, 23-17, toreach the .500 mark. The Panthers
then defeated UAB the following week to earn a berth in the
Tangerine Bowl.

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Palko Peaking: Quarterback Tyler Palko has shaken off a slug-
gish start and put up productive numbers of late.

Over Pitt's last seven games, Palko has thrown 14 touch-
downs and only three interceptions. He is averaging 222 pass-
ing yards during that stretch, while completing nearly 60% of
his passes (125 of 212).

Those numbers starkly contrast his statistics through the
opening three games of the year, when he threw just one touch-
down and four interceptions. Palko averaged just 176.7 pass-
ing yards in those games, completing only 51% of his throws
(44 of 86).

Tyler's TDs: Tyler Palko has thrown seven touchdowns and
run for five over Pitt's last five games.

Increased Point Production: Pitt's point production has el-
evated significantly since the first month of the season. Over
its first three games, Pitt averaged just 12.3 points per game.
But over its last seven contests, the Panthers have averaged
31.0 points per contest.

Pitt put together three consecutive 30-point games in Octo-
ber, all victories, including the Cincinnati (38-20), South Florida
(31-17) and Syracuse (34-17) games. The Panthers posted 20
points at Louisville and 24 versus Connecticut.

On the year, the Panthers are averaging 25.4 points per game.

No Goose Eggs: Pitt has scored in 112 consecutive games, the
longeststreak among Big Eastmembers. The lasttime Pitt was shut
out was a 45-0 loss at Miami on Sept. 28, 1996.

Greg's Century Receiving Games: Greg Lee has four 100-yard
receiving performances this year. His most recent came versus
South Florida Oct. 15, when he had 106 yards on three catches
(35.3 avg.) and a touchdown.

Lee is the active Big East leader with 10 career 100-yard
receiving games. The Pitt and Big East records for 100-yard
receiving games are held by Larry Fitzgerald, who had 14 from
2002-03.

Red Zone ""D": Pitt has the top ranked red zone defense in the
Big East. Its opponents have scored on just 20 of their 32 trips
(62.5%) inside the red zone this year (13 TDs and 7-of-11 field
goals).

In its 24-0 victory over Connecticut Nov. 12, the Panthers
turned back the Huskies three times in the red zone, including
once on a goal-line stand before the half, an interception in the
end zone and a blocked field goal.

Turning up the Turnovers: Through its first five games, Pitt
struggled forcing turnovers from its opponents. The Panthers
forced just four turnovers (all INTs) during that opening stretch.

Over its last five contests, though, Pitt has forced a combined
15 turnovers (nine interceptions and six fumbles). The 15
turnovers in the last five games account for almost 80% of Pitt's
production on the season (19 total forced turnovers: six fumbles
and 13 interceptions).

Pitt forced a season-high five turnovers versus Syracuse,
including four INTs and one fumble. In its last game, Pitt
intercepted Connecticut three times.

Recovery Unit: Pitt did notrecover a single fumble through its
first five games. However, the Panthers have recovered six in
their last five contests, including one in the Cincinnati game, two
versus South Florida, one versus Syracuse and two at Louis-
ville. Darrelle Revis and H.B. Blades lead Pitt with two fumble
recoveries each.

Air Defense: Pitt's secondary was considered one of the Big
East's — and the nation's — best headed into this season. Ten
games into the year and the Panthers have some impressive
defensive rankings to back up that assertion.

Pitt’s pass defense ranks fifth nationally as it yields just 164.0
yards per game through the air. The Panthers also rank seventh
nationally in pass efficiency defense (99.84 rating).

Additionally, Pitt ranks 28th nationally (tied) and first in the
Big East with 13 interceptions.

In Total: Pitt ranks 24th nationally in total defense, givingup an
average of 322.6 yards per game. Pitt last finished a season
ranked among the nation's top 25 in total defense in 2002. That
year the Panthers yielded just 296 yards per game and finished
withaNo. 12 ranking. The 2001 unitranked No. 7 atseason's end,
yielding just 284.64 yards per game.

Cat Burglar: Cornerback Darrelle Revis has been quite active
in the secondary despite opposing quarterbacks looking away
from him. Revis ranks second in the Big East and 23rd nationally
with an average of .40 interceptions per game (four total).
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Disruptive Corners: Pitt's starting cornerbacks, Bernard "Josh"
Lay and Darrelle Revis, both rank among the nation's top 20 in
passes defended. Lay ranks 10th (tied) with 1.30 passes de-
fended per game (13 total). Revis ranks 20th (tied) with an
average of 1.20 per game (12 total).

Blades Cuts Them Down: Linebacker H.B. Blades leads the Big
East and ranks 10th nationally with an average of 12.0 tackles
per game. His 120 total tackles are by far the mostin the Big East.
The second-ranked defender, Rutgers’ Courtney Greene, has
only 102 total stops.

Blades' 20 tackles at Louisville are a Big East season high. The
nextbest performanceis 15 tackles, achieved by three different
players.

Offensive Defense: Pitt has scored five defensive touchdowns
over the last two seasons, each coming on interception returns.
The Panthers had their first defensive TD ofthe year when H.B.
Blades returned a pick 38 yards for a score versus Syracuse.
(Bernard "Josh" Lay's 71-yard return of a blocked field goal
against Connecticut is credited to Pitt's special teams.)

Many Happy Returns: Pitt's special teams have four returns for
touchdowns this year, including:

e Bernard "Josh" Lay's 71-yard return of a blocked field goal
against Connecticut.

e LaRod Stephens-Howling's 95-yard kickoff return at Ohio.

Allen and Stephens-Howling have the two longest kick
returns in the Big East this year. Revis boasts the Big East's
longest punt return.

The last time Pitt returned both a kickoff and punt for a
touchdown in the same season was 1977.

Lay's return marked Pitt's first touchdown off a blocked field
goal since 1994.

Kick Return TDs: Pitt is one of only five teams nationally to
have two kickoff returns for scores this year. The others are
Texas Christian, Oregon, Utah State and North Carolina.

Speaking of Returns: Pitt's kickoffreturn game ranks second in
the Big East and 15th nationally, averaging 24.23 yards per
return. (Rutgers leads Pitt by the slimmest of margins, averaging
24.30 yards per return.)

Terrell Allen leads the Panthers with a 25.1-yard kick return
average (527 yards on 21 returns).

Cummings and Goings: After missing two games due to knee
surgery on his right (kicking) leg, placekicker Josh Cummings
has resumed his role as an important offensive weapon for Pitt.

Cummings leads the Panthers in scoring with 60 points. He
has connected on 14-0f-18 field goals (.778) and each of his 18
PATs.

Cummings missed the Youngstown State (Sept. 24) and
Rutgers (Sept. 30) contests, but returned in style by hitting all
six of his placements for a career-high 12 points in the Oct. 8
Cincinnati victory. He is 25 for 26 since coming back from his
surgery (9-10 field goals and 16-16 PATs).

He ranks ninth nationally in field goals (1.75 FG/game).
Among Big East kickers, he ranks first in field goals, field goal
percentage (.778) and PAT percentage (tied at 100%). Cummings
is second in the conference in kick scoring (7.5 points/game).

After an early interception, Quinn played virtually flawless
forthe balance ofthe game. He hit 18-0f-27 passes for 233 yards
and two touchdowns. Walker rushed for 100 yards and a
touchdown on 20 carries. The sophomore back also scored on
a 51-yard reception when he took a short pass and raced
through Pitt’s secondary.

Walker’sreceiving TD tied the game at 7-7 in the first period.
The Panthers struck first on the game’s opening possession
when Tyler Palko hit Greg Lee with a39-yard scoring pass at the
10:58 mark.

After Notre Dame tied the game, the Panthers’ reclaimed the
lead with a 49-yard field goal by Josh Cummings with 1:40 left
in the first period.

It would be Pitt’s final advantage. Walker scored again on a
two-yard run just 3:33 later to put the Irish up 14-10.

Thelead swelled to 28-10 when Notre Dame scored two TDs
in a span of 56 seconds. Rashon Powers-Neal scored on a two-
yardruntomakeit21-10atthe 6:59 mark. Pitt fumbled away the
ensuing kickoff at its own 19 and the Irish took advantage with
a Quinn scoring strike two plays later.

The Panthers cutthe marginto 28-13 ona 23-yard Cummings
field goal with 4:20 left in the half. But Notre Dame responded
by driving 70 yards in just under three minutes for another
touchdown and commanding 22-point lead at intermission.

Palko, who led the Panthers to a stirring victory at Notre Dame
in 2004 with five touchdown passes, never had much opportu-
nity to duplicate that magic in this year's encounter.

The junior quarterback was sacked five times and had a
rushing game that managed just 103 total yards.

ATHENS, Ohio—Ohio's Dion Byrum returned two intercep-
tions for touchdowns, the second one in overtime, to give the
host Bobcats a stunning 16-10 victory over Pitt.

Byrum returned his first pick 38 yards for a score in the
opening period to tie the game at 7-7. In overtime, he bolted in
front of a Pitt receiver and went 85 yards untouched to clinch
the upset.

The loss dropped Pitt to 0-2 for the first time since 1984.

Pitt fell despite a stifling defensive effort. The Panthers gave
up just 208 yards, its lowest total in 21 games. The Bobcats
managed just 94 yards on the ground and threw for a mere 114.

Ohio (1-1) had justone sustained drive on the night, a 76-yard
march in the second quarter that resulted in a short field goal
and 10-7 Bobcat lead.

While the Panthers' defense swarmed Ohio throughout the
game, the Pitt offense struggled significantly.

The Panthers' only touchdown came when LaRod Stephens-
Howling returned the opening kickoff 95 yards for a score. It
was the first touchdown — and kick return — of his collegiate
career.

Pitt had consecutive drives start near midfield in the first
quarter and both failed to generate a scoring threat. After Byrum
tied the game on his first interception return, the Panthers
mounted a drive that reached the Ohio 18-yard line early in the
second quarter. The drive failed to produce any points, how-
ever, when the Bobcats' Todd Koenig intercepted a pass in the
end zone.

Rutgers (3-1, 1-0) opened up a 17-0 lead less than 11 minutes
into the game courtesy of two special teams gems and a quick-
hitting 80-yard drive.

PITTSBURGH—Pitt earned its second victory ofthe season
withaconvincing 38-20 decision over Cincinnati at Heinz Field.
The game, dubbed the “River City Rivalry,” marked the first
between the two schools since 1981 and the Bearcats’ first as
Big Eastmembers.

The Panthers’ special teams played amajorrole in the game’s
outcome.

Placekicker Josh Cummings, who underwent knee surgery on
his right (kicking) leg just two weeks prior, returned to action
and accounted for a career-high 12 points. Cummings con-
nected on all six of his placements, including three ficld goals
and three extra-point attempts.

Pitt got its first blocked kick of the season when reserve
linebacker Adam Gunn came off the edge to get his hands on
Chet Ervin’s punt early in the second quarter. The Panthers
recovered it at the Cincinnati six and cashed in two plays later
witha Tyler Palko touchdownruntoseizea 10-0leadatthe 11:13
mark.

Pitt’s resurgent punt return game also provided one of the
key plays in the victory. Darrelle Revis scored his first career
touchdown on a dazzling 79-yard return — the Panthers’ first
punt return for a score in three seasons —to give Pitt a 30-7 lead
late in the third period.

The strong special teams play, coupled with a solid defensive
effort, resulted in Pitt holding a significant advantage in field
position all day. The Panthers’ average starting field position
was at their own 42, while Cincinnati’s was at its 26.

The game was played in a light rainfall for most of the
afternoon. While the increasingly sloppy conditions were not
conducive for an effective passing game, Pitt’s rushing attack
did produce 146 yards, 111 of which was gained after halftime.
Freshman tailback Rashad Jennings, who had missed three
consecutive games due to a shoulder injury, rushed for 102
yards on 11 carries, an average of 9.3 yards per attempt. The
bullish Jennings notched his first career touchdown with a 13-
yard jaunt in the third quarter. He had runs of 24 and 31 yards
during the period to become the first true freshman to rush for
100 yards at Pitt in seven seasons.

Pitt(2-4, 1-1) staked a 1 6-0 halftime lead behind three Cummings
field goals and Palko’s second-quarter touchdown run.
Cummings displayed his All-Big East form of a year prior by
connecting from 27, 39 and 45 yards.

Cincinnati (2-3, 0-1) sliced the lead to 16-7 atthe 13:36 mark
ofthe third period with a 73-yard touchdown drive. The Bearcats,
however, could draw no closer. Pitt quickly responded with a
52-yard TD drive of its own, climaxed by Jennings’ run. Revis’
punt return later in the period essentially iced the result as the
Panthers notched their first Big East win of the season.

PITTSBURGH—Pittovercame two early mistakesand a 10-
0 first-quarter deficit to defeat South Florida,31-17,ina Big East
game at Heinz Field. The Panthers utilized their most efficient
passing effort of the season and three USF turnovers to earn
their second consecutive victory.

Tyler Palko accounted for all four Pitt touchdowns, throwing
for three and running for another, as the Panthers improved to
3-4 overall and 2-1 in the Big East.

The game’s turning point was a 21-point outburst by Pitt in
less than a six-minute span in the second quarter. The three
touchdowns came in the wake of an inauspicious start for Pitt,
which sputtered early.

South Florida’s initial points came off of short drives due to
apair of miscues in the first quarter by the Panthers. The Bulls
blocked a punt and recovered it at the Pitt four. Two plays later
quarterback Pat Julmiste plunged in from the one, giving USF
a7-0lead at the 8:49 mark.

On the Panthers’ next possession Palko fumbled while under
pressure and South Florida recovered at the Pitt 27. Pitt’s
defense held, forcing the Bulls to settle on a 36-yard field goal
and 10-0 lead.

The Panthers seized control at the beginning of the second
period. On the opening play of the quarter, Palko zipped ascreen
pass to Greg Lee, who weaved through the USF secondary en
route to a 69-yard touchdown. The pair then hooked up again
ona4l-yardpass to the Bulls’ three following a Darrelle Revis
fumble recovery. Tim Murphy hauled in a three-yard scoring
pass to make it 14-10.

Another South Florida fumble was recovered by J.J. Horne
and returned eight yards to the USF 12. Palko again took
advantage, plunging in from a yard out to put the Panthers up
21-10 with just under nine minutes left in the second quarter.

South Florida (3-3, 1-1) quickly cutthe deficitto 21-17 when
Andre Hall scored on a 76-yard touchdown pass barely aminute
later. USF, however, would draw no closer.

Two third-quarter scores putthe game away. Josh Cummings
kicked a27-yard field goal to make it 24-17 with 2:53 left in the
period. Three plays later, Bernard “Josh” Lay returned an
interception 11 yards to the South Florida eight. Palko again
obliged by throwing his third touchdown pass of the game, an
eight-yard catch by Darrell Strong, to make it31-17.

Freshman tailback LaRod Stephens-Howling made his return
to the lineup versus South Florida after missing two games due
to an ankle injury. He proved an effective complement to the
passing game, rushing for a game-high 91 yards on 14 attempts,
an average of 6.5 yards per carry.

USF’s Hall entered the game as the Big East’s leading rusher
with 519 yards in five contests. The Panthers, however, bottled
him up for just 79 yards on 19 carries. Hall did finish with 131
receiving yards on seven catches, but it was not enough to help
USF overcome Pitt’s second-quarter onslaught.

The Bulls, two games removed from their surprising 45-14
rout of nationally ranked Louisville, lost to Pitt for the second
consecutive season. South Florida’s visitto Heinz Field marked
their first Big East road game.

PITTSBURGH—Pittovercame an early deficit for the sec-
ond consecutive game and defeated Syracuse, 34-17, at Heinz
Field. It was Pitt's third consecutive victory on the season and
fourth in the last five games.

Tyler Palko ran for two touchdowns and threw for another for
the Panthers, who improved to 4-4 overall and 3-1 in Big East
play. The combination of Palko and freshman tailback LaRod
Stephens-Howling, who rushed for 101 yards, fueled a Pitt
surge that resulted in 27 unanswered points.

Pitt's offense took advantage of an exceptional defensive
effort that produced five Syracuse turnovers, including four
interceptions. The Panthers yielded just 202 total yards and did
not allow Syracuse to convert any of its 12 third-down situa-
tions.

Syracuse opened up leads of 10-0 and 17-7 thanks to some
early Pitt mistakes. The Panthers suffered three turnovers in the
first half and had a punt blocked.

With the offense struggling through its second consecutive
slow start, the Pitt defense took charge. H.B. Blades returned
an interception 38 yards for a touchdown, slicing Pitt's deficit
to 10-7 early in the second quarter.

Syracuse (1-6, 0-4) went back up by 10 when it scored a
touchdown off a blocked punt. The Panthers responded,
though, by scoring 10 points in the final 1:42 of the half to tie
the score.

Derek Kinder caught an 11-yard scoring pass to make it 17-
14 afteraJ.J. Horne interception. Josh Cummings kicked a 39-
yard field goal on the final play of the half to tie it.

Pitt claimed the lead for good with a skillful drive to open the
second half. The Panthers drove 60 yards in seven plays,
capped by a two-yard plunge by Palko.

PITTSBURGH—Pitt closed out the home portion of its
schedule with a 24-0 victory over Connecticut at Heinz Field.
The win evened the Panthers’ record at 5-5 (4-2 Big East) and
kept their postseason hopes alive heading into the regular-
season finale at West Virginia.

Pitt produced just 192 yards in total offense compared to
Connecticut’s 299, and managed just 11 first downs to the
Huskies’ 20. The game turned in the Panthers’ favor, though,
with two key plays in the second quarter.

Trailing 7-0, Connecticut (4-5, 1-4) threatened to cut into the
deficit when it moved inside the Pitt 10 with under six minutes
to go in the half. The drive stalled and the Huskies had to settle
on a 26-yard field goal attempt. Darrelle Revis, however, kept
Connecticut off the scoreboard when he came off the edge and
blocked the kick. Bernard “Josh” Lay scooped up the ball and
raced 71 yards for a touchdown and 14-0 lead.

It was Pitt’s first touchdown off a blocked field goal since
1994 and the third career score for Lay, who previously had TDs
on fumble and interception returns.

Connecticut had one more chance to put some points on the
board before intermission. Working a short field, the Huskies
moved to the Pitt two, where Matt Nuzie kicked a 20-yard field
goal. But Pitt’s Darrell Strong was flagged for leaping on a
teammate’s back in an attempt to block the kick.

The penalty advanced the ball to the one-yard line and
Connecticut elected to go for it.

With Pitt’s defense stiffening in its own territory, the offense
posted just enough production for the victory.

Tyler Palko accounted for Pitt’s two other touchdowns. He
capped the Panthers’ opening possession of the game with a
two-yard scoring pass to Steve Buches. In the third quarter
Palko finished off'a 28-yard drive with a one-yard plunge. The
short drive was set up by a deflected punt by Adam Gunn.

Josh Cummings completed the scoring with a 42-yard field
goal in the fourth quarter. The Panthers clinched their second
shutout of the year with three interceptions in the final period.
