The last time Pitt played in the state of Michigan was 
during the 2008-09 campaign, making the trek to 
Kalamazoo to face Western Michigan on Nov. 20, 
2008. The Panthers posted an 88-60 win.  

Streaking ... 
The Panthers boast back-to-back wins for the first 
time this season with their victories over UTA and 
Austin Peay. Previously, the Panthers had not posted 
consecutive wins since Feb. 17 and 20 last season 
against Villanova and Seton Hall - a span of 16 
games since back-to-back wins. They won three-in-a 
row during that streak. 

Block City
Pitt finished with 13 blocks in a home win over Aus-
tin Peay on Tuesday. The 13 swats were a Petersen 
Events Center record (building opened in 2002). 
In addition, the 13 blocks in a single game are the 
most by a team under head coach Agnus Berenato 
(first season was 2003-04). 

Stop the Clock
The Panthers shot a season-best 93.3 percent 
(14-of-15) from the free throw against Austin Peay 
on Dec. 28. The shooting clip from the charity stripe 
was the best by a Pitt team in two seasons - Pitt 
posted a perfect effort (6-of-6) in a win at Rutgers on 
Feb. 10, 2009. 

Planes, Trains and Buses
Today’s game at Central Michigan begins a stretch 
of four-straight road games. The Panthers bused 
to Mount Pleasant, Mich, making the 419 mile trek 
from Pittsburgh on Wednesday. In total, when the 
four-game away stand is concluded, the Panthers will 

have traveled 2,330 miles. (source: google maps).

Road Work
The journey to Las Vegas was just the fourth road 
trip of the season for the Panthers. Six of the Pan-
thers first eight games were at their homes confines 
- the Petersen Events Center. Pitt is 1-2 on the road 
this season and 1-1 on a neutral court.  

The Panthers will have to get acclimated to the 
road as they are in the midst of a substantial road 
swing. From Dec. 11 (beginning with its contest at 
Valparaiso) until Jan. 26, Pitt is taking part in 11 
contests - nine of those on the road or on a neutral 
contest. During the swing, the Panthers are home 
on Dec. 28 and Jan. 15. On Jan. 5, travel will be at 
a minimum when the Panthers face cross-town rival 
Duquesne.  

Seven See Double
For the first time under head coach Agnus Berenato, 
seven players registered double-figures in a single 
contest. Seven of the 11 players who saw action in 
Pitt’s win over UT Arlington on Dec. 20 – the last 
game out – reached double-digit scoring status.  
Previously, the high in a single game under Coach B 
was six players.  Six Panthers boasted double figures 
on Dec. 2, 2009 in an 89-37 win at Youngstown 
State. That was the first time six individuals had 
tallied 10-plus points in a single game during Bere-
nato’s tenure. 

Reaching New Heights
Pitt tallied a season-high 95 points against UT Arling-
ton on Dec. 20, topping the previous season-best of 
86 reached at Valparaiso on Dec. 11. The Panthers 
hit the 90-point plateau for the first time since Dec. 
30, 2008 when they did so in a win versus Western

Kentucky (93 points). The 95 points are the 
most scored since a 98-41 win over Wagner 
on Dec. 16, 2008. 

On the opposite end, today’s opponent Central 
Michgan have scored 96 points or more times 
times in its last five contests. 

Bench Gets Better
As the season continues, so does the incease 
in play of the seven Pitt newcomers.In the first 
six games of the year, the five true freshman 
and two redshirt freshman averaged 9.0 
points while shooting 39.2 percent from the 
field. 

In the past six games, the bench has averaged 
27.3 points with a  42.7 shooting percentage. 
In addition, the bench is grabbing 18.5 re-
bounds in the past six contests - compared to 
11.8 in the team’s first six games of the year. 

Twice in the past four games, a freshman has 
led the team in scoring. Leeza Burdgess paced 
the Panthers with 16 points at Valparaiso 
while Asia Logan pumped in a team-high 13 
points versus UT Arlington.  

Surging In the Second
The 43 points that Pitt tallied in the second half 
on Dec. 11 at Valparaiso were the most points 
by the Panthers this season. The 18 field goals 
made tied a season-best (also 18 hit vs. Young-
town State). Other second half bests against 
Valpo were the 30 rebounds snared by Pitt. 

Loyola held a 22-13 first half rebounding edge 
over Pitt on Nov. 28. Talk about comebacks! 
The Panthers took a 23-10 rebounding advan-
tage in the second half to win the contest and 
the battle on the boards, 36-32. Twenty-nine 
(29) of Pitt’s 36 rebounds were on the defen-
sive end in that contest. 

First (Half) Still Rules
Pitt is averaging nearly seven points more (6.8) 
in the first half of play through its 12 games 
than in the second stanza. The Panthers are 
scoring 39 points per game and shooting 48.6 
percent in the first half of play. The Panthers 
tied a season-best versus UTA when they put 
up 51 first half points. The 51 first half points 
collected twice this season mark match the 
most digits tallied in a first half of play for a Pitt 
team since Dec. 19, 2008 (2008-09 season) 
when the Panthers also scored 51 points in 
the first half at Florida A&M (89-59 win). 

Hold An Opponent Below 40
As a team, Pitt has shot over 40 percent in 
10 of 12 games this season (7-3 record). An 
opponent has shot 40 percent or better in just 
three games this season - but Pitt has dropped 
all three of those contests. 

Ups & Downs
Pitt struggled with poor shooting versus 
DePaul in its BIG EAST season opener on Dec. 
7. The Panthers had their poorest shooting 

performance of the season connecting on 25 
percent of their shots (15-60). It is the lowest 
percentage in a contest since Feb. 15, 2009 
(at Connecticut, 17-68, .250). The Panthers 
also posted a season-low 14.8 percent of their 
3-point field goal attempts, going 4-of-27 from 
downtown. 

From the worst to the best, Pitt grabbed a 
then season-highs in points (86) field goals 
made (36) and attempts (75 at Valparaiso in 
the contest following DePaul. The Panthers 
also posted a season high in rebounds (58). 

Quite A Jump
Pitt scored 51 points against DePaul on Dec. 
7 and followed that showing with an 86-point 
output against Valpo on Dec. 11 - a difference 
of 35 points. That’s the largest scoring output 
differential in back-to-back games since the 
start of the 2008-09 campaign. That Pitt team 
scored 50 points in a loss (50-56) to Texas 
A&M on Nov. 16, 2008 before bouncing back 
with an 88-60 triumph over Western Michigan 
in the next contest on Nov. 20. 

Do the Limbo 
The 30 points scored by the Mount on Dec. 4 
in a 66-30 loss to Pitt were the fewest scored 
by a Pitt opponent since the 1981-82 season. 
(Nov. 18, 1981) Fairmont State scored 29 
points in a 65-29 loss to Pitt. The 30 points 
were also a Mount St. Mary’s Division I pro-
gram low and the third lowest in the program 
history. The Mountaineers previously tallied 31 
points versus the Panthers on Nov. 20, 2007. 

Margin Of … 
The 36-point victory over the Mount was the 
largest since a 52-point win over Youngstown 
State on Dec. 2, 2009 (89-37). Pitt held Mt. St 
Mary’s to 12 second-half points, the fewest in 
any half by an opponent since the two faced off 
last season. The Mount scored an identical 12 
points – in the first half – on Dec. 31, 2009. 
Pitt went on to win that game 57-47. 

In its seven victories, Pitt is posting a 29.4 
point scoring margin with wins of 20, 31, 28, 
36, 35, 34 and 22 points. 

Board Battle
Pitt is 7-0 this season when winning the 
rebounding battle in a single contest. The 
Panthers grabbed a season-best 58 rebounds 
in its win at Valparaiso on Dec. 11, topping the 
previous season-best of 54 (Youngtown State). 
Pitt recorded 30 more rebounds than Valpo 
(58-28) marking the largest margin in a single 
game since Youngtown State last season (Dec. 
2, 2009, 56 rebounds/26 rebounds). 

*Over 67 percent of Pitt’s total rebounds (333 
of 494) have come on the defensive end of the 
floor. Seniors Chelsea Cole and Shayla Scott 
have grabbed a combined 211 rebounds -42.7 
percent on the team’s total caroms. The next 
highest rebounding numbers come from Leeza 
Burdgess, off the bench. She has 44 rebounds

in just 15.9 minutes of action a contest. 

Try, Try, Try Again
Pitt grabbed a season-high 24 offensive 
boards against Valpo on Dec. 11, topping 
the previous high of 19 versus DePaul. 
The difference was the finishing; the 
Panthers had 21 second-chance points 
against Valpo on Dec. 11 while against 
DePaul in the previous game, Pitt con-
verted nine second chance points (despite 
the 19 offensive caroms). 

Swipe City
For the third time this season, Pitt went 
over the 10-plus mark in steals with the 
14 recorded versus Mount St. Mary’s on 
Dec. 4. The 14 swipes are a Petersen 
Events Center record, topping the previ-
ous mark of 13 set versus California (Pa) 
on Nov. 15, 2006. The Panthers had 11 
steals against Loyola on Nov. 28 and 10 
against Radford on Nov. 21. Pitt is aver-
aging 7.6 steals per game on the year 
through 11 games. 

Dominating December
Pitt is a combined 37-16 in the month of 
December under head coach Agnus Bere-
nato. That record includes a 30-8 mark 
since the 2005-06 season. The loss to 
St. Francis on Wed., Dec. 1 was the first 
to open the 12th month under Berenato 
since the 2005-06 season (Penn State, 
60-69) - they went on to finish 5-1 in 
December 2005.  The Panthers are 6-1 
during Coach Berenato’s tenure in the 
last game of a calendar year. 

Keep It Simple
Pitt is 2-0 on the year when taking seven 
of fewer three-point attempts in a single 
game. (7of-14 in those two games). Pitt’s 
season-high three-point field goal effort 
came against Radford on Nov. 21, a 57.1 
percent showing (4-of-7). The second-
best showing was against UTA in the last 
contest, a 50 percent clip (8-of-16). 

When attempting 13 or more, the 
Panthers are 3-4 and shooting 28-of-96 
(.297). Pitt launched 20 three’s at Min-
nesota on Nov. 17. Pitt topped that mark 
at St. Francis on Dec. 1, sending up 27 
triple attempts (7-of-27/25.9%). That’s 
the most three-point attempts by a Pitt 
team since last season versus Syracuse 
(Feb. 2, 2010- 27 attempts -6-of-27).  Pitt 
attempted 27 three’s against DePaul on 
Dec. 7, connecting on four (14.8 percent). 

More Anecdotes From the Arc
Pitt is shooting 26.9 percent from 
downtown on the season. Senior Shayla 
Scott is at a 38.2 percent clip, 15th in 
the BIG EAST. The rest of the team is 
shooting 23.3 percent from behind the 
arc. St. Francis hit 13 three-point field 
goals against Pitt on  Dec. 1, the most by 
an opponent since Villanova (16) on Feb. 

8, 2004. 

Five See Double
Pitt has had five players score in double 
figures in three games this season, the 
last time at Valparaiso on Dec. 11. The 
other two occurrences were versus 
Loyola and St. Francis (Nov. 28-Dec. 1). 
The last time five players tallied double 
figures in back-to-back contests was the 
Dec. 2 and Dec. 5, 2009 contests at 
Youngstown State (89-37 win) and at 
home against Western Michigan (89-65 
victory). 

It’s A Race
Pitt used a 32-10 scoring run against 
Loyola on Nov. 28 to blow the game open. 
At the time, the 12-straight points scored 
during the run were the second most 
consecutive tallied by the Panthers this 
season. Pitt scored 14-straight during a 
first half run against Radford on Nov. 21. 

The Panthers topped both of those marks 
with a 17-point run (over two halves) 
against the Mount. A three-pointer by 
Asia Logan at the 9:44 mark capped off 
17-straight points for Pitt and pushed it 
ahead 51-18. 

Hot Hands
Pitt shot 72 percent (18-of-25) in the first 
half versus the Highlanders on Nov. 21 
en route to a 51-15 halftime lead. The 72 
percent clip was the best for a Panthers 
team in a half since Nov. 28, 2003 when 
Pitt connected on 75 percent (18-of-
24/2nd half) of its shots versus Central 
Connecticut State. They went on to win 
that contest 75-59. 

Guidance, We Have It
The Pitt women’s basketball team has one 
of the most unusual make-ups of any team 
in Division I. Four seniors dot the 2010-11 
roster ... along with seven freshmen (one 
of the seniors and two freshmen are all 
redshirts). There are no juniors or sopho-
mores on this year’s squad. 

Captain, My Captain
Seniors Jania Sims and Shayla Scott 
were selected captains for the 2010-11 
season. The two have appeared in 192 
combined games over their careers.  

Toeing the Line
Jania Sims has posted an 88.9 percent 
clip this season in 11 games, tied for the 
best mark in the BIG EAST. Sims is 32-
of-36 on the short season from the line 
with a perfect mark in six games. She has 
made 10-straight free throws dating back 
to DePaul, but has not been to the line in 
the past two games. Sims has 32 trips to 
the line in 11 games.

Sims reached the free throw line 125 
times in 2009-10, the most of any Pitt

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player (21 percent of the team’s total at-
tempts). She also drained a team-high 103 of 
those attempts for a team-best 82.4 percent 
effort. Sims reached double-digits in free 
throws attempted four times last season. 

Dishing & Climbing
Sims has raised her career assist total to 
371 after 10 in the Las Vegas Classic and 
four on Tuesday against Austin Peay. Versus 
UTA, Sims passed Amy Kunich (2001-05) and 
her 366 assists to take over seventh place 
all-time in the Pitt record book. 

A Hand In It All
Sims posted 16 points in the season opening 
win over YSU on Nov. 12. The guard also ac-
counted for eight assists in the victory, having 
a hand in 14 of the team’s 31 total field goals. 

Sims has paced the team in the assist 
category in nine of 11 games she has ap-
peared in. Sims has led the team in the assist 
category in the past four-straight and reached 
a season-high of nine at St. Francis (PA) on 
Dec. 1.  

Sims and classmate Shayla Scott have com-
bined to lead or co-lead the team in assists 13 
times this season. Rest of team, twice. 

1,000 and More
Senior guard Taneisha Harrison picked up 
the scoring void left by All-American Shavonte 
Zellous in 2009-10, leading the Panthers in 
scoring 12 times. 

The senior reached the 1,000-point mark 
at Valparaiso on Dec. 11 with her 12 points 
(exactly the number needed to reach the 
plateau). Harrison is the fourth Panther under 
Coach Berenato and the 16th in total to 
reach 1,000.  

Harrison’s Huddle 
Harrison led the team in scoring for the first 
time this season when she did so versus Duke 
(16 points) on Nov. 24. She has had double 
figure scoring in 10 of 12 games, including 
a string of four-straight that came to a halt 
against DePaul (nine points). Harrison, averag-
ing 12.3 points a game, is currently sporting 
another four-game double-digit scoring streak.  
Harrison leads the team in field goals made 
per game (4.8) and attempted (11.7). 

Action From the Arc
Harrison paced the squad in three-pointers a 
season ago. The fourth-year player racked up 
53 triples during the 2009-10 season. The 
next most by a Pitt player was Shayla Scott 
with 38. Harrison - this season - has drained 
12 three-pointers.  Harrison shot 7-of-21 
(.333) from three in the first four games ... 
but has gone 5-of-38 in the last eight games 
(.131). Nearly 45 percent of Harrison’s total 
field goal attempts this season have come 
from behind the arc. She is shooting 41.3 
percent from the field (overall) on the season 

– take out the three-point makes and misses 
and Harrison is shooting 55.7 percent. 

Back For More
Shayla Scott reached a season-high in points 
versus Loyola on Nov. 28, dropping 16 
against the Greyhounds. Even brighter, the 
forward shot 6-of-6 from the field in the game 
(2-of-2 from long range).

Scott is 15th among the BIG EAST sharp-
shooters. She is 17-of-36 from downtown 
over the last six games (.472) - 62.5% before 
an 0-of-4 outing against DePaul on Dec. 7 
and a 1-of-4 at Valpo. Scott has also been 
a consistent force in rebounding, averaging 
a team second-best 7.3 per game. She has 
tallied six or more rebounds in eight games 
and grabbed double-digit totals three times - 
including a season-best 13 in the last game 
out versus Austin Peay. 

It’s In the Family 
Scott. who scored in double figures in 16 
games in 2009-10, has Pitt ties running in 
her blood. Shayla’s mother, Jennifer Bruce, 
ranks second on the Panthers’ all-time scoring 
list, having accumulated 2,295 points from 
1981-85. Scott started 26 of 31 games last 
season and finished third on the year in scor-
ing (10.2 ppg) and in minutes (29.5). Scott 
and her parents are not her parents are not 
the only ‘ballers’ in the family. Younger brother 
Tyler was recently selected the Pittsburgh 
Tribune-Review Preseason Player of the Year 
as a junior (Gateway HS. Monroeville). 

History So, So Close
Scott had nine points, 13 rebounds (her 
12th career double digit rebounding after-
noon) and eight assists (career-best) against 
Youngstown State on Nov. 12. That despite 
playing just 28 minutes. The forward was on 
pace to grab the program’s first triple-double 
since 2002 before foul trouble sent her to the 
bench.

Scott did it again - come so close - against 
Austin Peay. The senior recorded 12 points, 
13 rebounds in eight assists in the win. 

Wide Wingspan
Senior forward Chelsea Cole kept up her 
feverish pace on the boards with the kick off 
of the 2010-11 season. The forward has 
posted double-digit rebounds in nine of the 
team’s first 12 games (while closing the 
2009-10 season with double-digit rebounds 
in the last seven-straight games). Cole had 
posted double-digit rebounds in the last 10 
straight games before Duke on Nov. 24 - 
when she grabbed a season-low four caroms. 
That means Cole has recorded 10 or more 
rebounds in 16 of the last 19 games she has 
appeared in. She is averaging 10.3 rebounds 
a game, second among BIG EAST leaders.

Two Is Better Than One
Cole started off 2010-11 where she 
left off by collecting her seventh double-
double in an eight game span. She had 
15 points and 13 rebounds against 
Youngstown St. on Nov. 12.  Cole picked 
up her second double dose on Nov. 21 
versus Radford, collecting a season-high 
(and one off her career-best) 19 points 
and 10 rebounds.

The senior has posted seven double-
doubles - her last versus Austin Peay - in 
12 games., leading the BIG EAST The 17 
career double-doubles rank her fourth all-
time among current BIG EAST players. 

Fresh Faces
Redshirt freshmen Ashlee Anderson and 
Leeza Burdgess each made their col-
legiate debuts versus Youngstown State 
on Nov. 12. Anderson played 10 minutes 
while Burdgess logged 21 (4 points, 5 
rebounds). True freshmen Asia Logan, 
Marquel Davis, Kyra Dunn and Yasmin 
Fuller saw their first action, as well. 

Making Most of Time
One of the hottest shooting Panthers is 
Asia Logan. The Baltimore, Md. native 
has scored in double figures in four of 
last six games with a season-high of 13 
at Valpo on Dec. 11 and against UTA on 
Dec. 20. She is averaging 9.5 points in 
the past six games. Logan is also averag-
ing 18.5 minutes a contest in the past 
six contests - that after logging 3.0 in the 
first four. 

More in The Middle
Redshirt freshman Leeza Burdgess 
became the first player other than one 
of the five seniors to lead the Panthers 
in scoring when she did so at Valparasio 
on Dec. 11. The Miami native tallied 
a career-best 16 points and tied Cole 
for a team-high 11 rebounds, the first 
double-double of the year and career for 
Burdgess. And the first by someone not 
named Chelsea Cole. 

Pioneering The Game
Coach Berenato is the fourth-longest 
tenured coach in the BIG EAST. Rutgers’ 
C. Vivian Stringer is the longest active 
tenured coach (40 years) in both the 
men’s and women’s game. Harry Per-
retta at Villanova is beginning his 33rd 
season this season while Notre Dame 
head coach Muffet McGraw is commenc-
ing her 29th season on the sidelines.   

Tourney Time
Pitt moved to 18-3 under head coach 
Agnus Berenato in regular season tour-
naments with its 1-1 showing at the Las 
Vegas Holiday Hoops Classic on Dec. 19 
and 20. The Panthers have participated 
in at least one regular season classic 
each season from 2004-05 until 2008-
09, including hosting its own Thanksgiving 
event twice. They did not make showings 
in any regular season tourneys in 2003-
04 (Coach Berenato’s first season) and 
last season (2009-10). 

No Place Like Home
Under head coach Agnus Berenato, Pitt 
has posted a 66-38 record at home 
(since 2003). Since the 2005-06 season, 
the Panthers are 60-18 at the Petersen 
Events Center.  

Who Are We Up Against?
Pitt’s schedule features 18 contests 
against schools which advanced to post-
season play in 2009-10. The Panthers 
play a challenging 13-game non-confer-
ence schedule this season. Five of the 13 
teams reached postseason play during 
the 2009-10 season.

It’s A Tour
In addition to its BIG EAST foes, Pitts-
burgh will face 11 other conferences 
this season. Having already played teams 
from the NEC, ACC, Big Ten, Big South 
and Horizon leagues, Pitt still has to face 
squads from the Big 12, Atlantic 10, 
MAAC, Mid-American, Southland and 
Ohio Valley. 

Soon to Be ... 
Loliya Briggs Gainesville, Fla), Chyna 
Golden (Bradley Beach, N.J),  Brianna 
Kiesel (Utica, N.Y.), Cora McManus (Se-
attle, Wash.) and TiAnna Porter (Paris, 
Tenn.) signed National Letters of Intent to 
compete for the Pitt women’s basketball 
program next season, Panthers head 
coach Agnus Berenato announced on 
Nov. 10. The class is ranked No. 19

In seven seasons at the helm of the Pitt 
women’s basketball team, Agnus Bere-
nato has transformed the program from 
the bottom of the Big East Conference to 
a nationally recognized name. Berenato 
led the Panthers to a record-setting fifth 
consecutive postseason appearance in 
2009-10, participating in the Women’s 
National Invitational Tournament for 
just the fifth time in school history. The 
Panthers achieved several milestones 
throughout the course of the 2009-10 
season, highlighted by forward Chelsea 
Cole’s Big East Conference rebounding 
title. 

In 2009-10 Berenato picked up her 
400th career victory early on after knock-
ing off NCAA Tournament participant 
Saint Francis, 75-70, in front of the home 
crowd at the Petersen Events Center. Af-

ter an 8-0 start, Pitt climbed as high as No. 15 in both the Associated Press and ESPN/
USA Today Coaches Poll, tying the highest-ever ranking achieved. 

In 2008-09, Pitt set a school record for wins in a season with 25 as well as winning per-
centage (.758) following a 25-8 final mark. Among those 25 wins, Pitt defeated then No. 8 
Maryland by 29 points for the biggest win over the highest ranked team in school history.  
Their 22-win regular season tied the 2006-07 squad for the most in school history. The 
team earned the highest seed in school history entering the NCAA Tournament as a No. 4 
seed in the Oklahoma City Regional.
