his season will mark a new era in Friartown as first-year Head Coach Keno Davis will guide the team. Davis was hired on
April 15, 2008, as the 14th head coach in the history of the program. He came to Providence with some impressive cre-

dentials. In his first season as a head coach, Davis took Drake to the NCAA Tournament and led the team to a 28-5 mark,
including the Missouri Valley regular-season and tournament titles. For his efforts, he earned six national coach of the year
honors, including Associated Press, Sporting News and U.S. Basketball Writers.

Friar fans are hopeful that in 2008-09 Davis can duplicate the first-season success that he had at Drake. Davis' philosophy
for the Friars is centered around the team's willingness to put in a strong effort. "What is important to me, from my staff, from
myself and from our players is that we are not out worked. So when you come to our games this year and the game is over,
you leave thinking about the effort you saw from our team and you want to think about that and say they really worked hard.
And when you see that, progress is going to be coming and the wins and losses will take care of themselves."

Davis will instill this work ethic into a Friar squad that is filled with talent and experience. Eight of the team's 12 scholarship
players are juniors and seniors. Seniors Geoff McDermott (New Rochelle, N.Y.), Weyinmi Efejuku (Fresh Meadows, N.Y.), Jeff
Xavier (Pawtucket, R.I.), Randall Hanke (New York, N.Y.) and Jonathan Kale (Mattapan, Mass.) have combined to play 433
games and have all been starters during their careers.

The team will welcome back junior point guard Sharaud Curry (Gainesville, Ga.). Curry, who is in his fourth season at
Providence, only played in one game last year due to an injury. He is joined by two other juniors, Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn,
N.Y.) and Ray Hall (Denver, Colo.).

The three sophomores on the roster, Alex Kellogg (Columbus, Ohio), Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.) and Jamine
Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) all saw significant action in their first season with the Friars.

The lone newcomer to the team is freshman Bilal Dixon (Jersey City, N.J.). Dixon will try to help fill the voids in the roster
left by the departures of Charles Burch (graduation) and Dwain Williams (transfer).

THE BACKCOURT
The strength of the Friars this season should
be the squad's backcourt. Veterans WEYINMI
EFEJUKU, JEFF XAVIER, SHARAUD CURRY,
BRIAN MCKENZIE and GEOFF
MCDERMOTT all have started for the team
and each player has the ability to produce on
the offensive end. In addition, sophomore
Marshon Brooks showed tremendous poise
last season and could be ready for a signifi-
cant role this year.

Efejuku is a 6-foot-5-inch guard with great
athletic ability. He can score in a variety of
ways, including penetrating to the hoop. Last
season, he averaged 11.6 points per game.
Efejuku scored 20 or more points a team-best
eight times in 2008. This high-flying senior is
just 17 points shy of becoming the 39th Friar
all-time to score 1,000 or more points.

Although he has played just one season for

the Friars, Xavier quickly made his mark at
Providence, scoring his 1,000th career point
during the 2007-08 campaign. Xavier, who
transferred from Manahattan, sat out the 2007
season due to NCAA rules. With 1,123 career
points, including 383 and a team best 12.4
points per game average last season, Xavier
was impressive in 2008. He made a team best
76 threes and shot 40.4 percent overall from
the field. In addition to his scoring, he is one of
the team's top defenders. Xavier led the BIG
EAST in steals. He averaged 2.26 steals per
game and became the first Friar to lead the
league in steals since John Linehan accom-
plished the feat in 2002. A native of Pawtucket,
R.I., Xavier is living out his childhood dream of
playing for the Friars. He is one of the squad's
most competitive players.

Like Xavier, Sharaud Curry loves to compete.
He is the team's veteran point guard.

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Unfortunately, an injury forced him to miss all but one game of the
2007-08 season. This was a major setback for the Friars as they
were forced to use several other players at the
point. This season, Curry is eager to return and
demonstrate why he is one of the league's most
exciting players. He has started 54 of the 58
games over his career. He earned BIG EAST All-
Rookie Team honors in 2006 and All-BIG EAST
Honorable Mention in 2007. In his last full sea-
son of action, Curry averaged 15.3 points per
game and led the BIG EAST in free-throw per-
centage at 90.1 percent.

McKenzie was one of the guards called upon
to run the point in Curry's absence last season.
He had a strong season in 2008 and was one of
the team's most improved players. As a fresh-
man, he averaged 3.7 points per game and
increased that to 10.9 points per game last sea-
son. He shot an impressive 40.6 percent from
behind the three-point line (56-138), while start-
ing 30 of the 31 games. He provides excellent
size, at 6-feet-4-inches tall, and superior athleti-
cism. As one of the top shooters on the team,
opposing defenders can not afford to leave him
open on the perimeter.

McDermott is one of the team's most dynamic players. He
played significant minutes at the point last season. His primary role
is playing down low, but he has the ability to bring the ball up the
floor and present matchup problems for defenders. At 6-feet-8-inch-
es tall and 235 pounds, he is not your typical guard. However, he
has great court vision and can distribute the basketball. For the
last two seasons, McDermott has led the team in assists. He is
the only player in Friar history to grab 250 or more rebounds and
register 150 or more assists and he has done this the last two sea-
sons.

Rounding out the guards is Brooks.
The lone sophomore in the backcourt,
Brooks earned playing time and made the
most of it towards the end of the 2008
season. He registered a season best 15-
point effort on the road against No. 22
Pittsburgh on February 12 and Cincinnati
on March 2. He finished the season aver-
aging 3.4 points per game. Brooks is
very versatile. He can play the wing or run
the point. He has worked hard to improve
his outside shot during the offseason.

Junior walk-on LUKE BURCHETT
(Western Springs, Ill.) is in his third season
with the Friars. Although he did not see
any action last season, he played in three
games his freshman season. He will pro-
vide depth to the roster in 2009.

THE FRONTCOURT
The Friar frontcourt is filled with veterans who know what it takes to
compete in the BIG EAST. GEOFF MCDERMOTT leads the team at

both ends of the court. In addition to his ability to handle the ball
and help in the backcourt, he is the team's top rebounder. Last

season, McDermott led the Friars in rebound-
ing (8.1 rpg). It marked the third consecutive
year that he has led the Friars in rebounding.
He is just one of six Friars all-time to accom-
plish that feat and this season, he can
become the first player ever to lead the squad
in rebounding four straight years. He also
averaged 10.3 points and 4.87 assist per
game, which ranked fifth in the league. For
his efforts, he earned All-BIG EAST Honorable
Mention accolades for the second consecutive
year. A very gifted athlete, who was one of
the top high school quarterbacks in New York
his senior year of high school, McDermott has
started every game of his collegiate career.

RANDALL HANKE and RAY HALL are two
big bodies who will fill the center position for
the Friars. Hanke, a 6-foot-11-inch, 240-pound
fifth-year player, puts the ball in the net with
incredible accuracy. Last season, he shot a
team-best 63.3 percent (107-169). He had a
strong rookie season in 2005 by establishing

the Friar all-time single season field goal percentage mark as he
shot 72.2 percent (83-115) from the field. In his sophomore cam-
paign, Hanke saw much more action, but continued to score at a
prolific pace. He was 149 of 220 from the field, averaging 13.0
points per game. Hanke led the nation in field goal percentage at
67.7 percent in 2006. For his career, he is shooting a Friar all-time
best mark of 67.3 percent from the field (339-504). His soft touch,
coupled with his athleticism and long reach makes him a difficult
player to guard in the low post. At 6-feet-11-inches tall and 265-

pounds, Hall has the size necessary to be a force down
low for the Friars. Last season, he played in 18
games. He recorded a career-best 10-point effort at
Notre Dame on January 31, 2008. In 41 career
games, Hall is averaging 2.0 points and 1.7
rebounds.

Senior JONATHAN KALE has been a steady con-
tributor for the Friars. Whether coming off the bench
or starting, he consistently gives a complete effort
and provides a presence down low. In 80 career
games, he has recorded 27 starts and is averaging
5.0 points per game over three seasons. He also is
a team leader on and off the court.

Sophomores JAMINE PETERSON and ALEX
KELLOGG each gained valuable experience in
2008. Peterson, who is a high-energy, combo for-
ward works hard around the basket. In his first sea-
son with the Friars, he displayed great athleticism,
scoring 10 or more points in six games. He record-
ed a career-high 14 points in an overtime win over
Boston College on December 1, 2007. Kellogg, the
son of CBS-TV college basketball analyst and former
NBA star Clark Kellogg, was one of the team's top

defenders last season. The hardworking 6-foot-7-inch, 225-pound
forward played in 24 games in 2008.

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The lone newcomer to the Friar backcourt this
season is freshman BILAL DIXON. Dixon is a 6-
foot-8-inch, 228-pound forward, who attended Queen
of Peace High School. Dixon helped Queen of Peace
post an 18-0 mark in conference action in 2008. He
averaged 19 points, 14 rebounds, six blocks and
two assists in 2008. For his efforts, he was named
Second Team All-State, All-League, All-County and
Conference Player of the Year as a senior. Dixon is
an agile power forward with skills.

Senior CHRIS BAUDINET (Watertown, Conn.)
enters his final season with the team. Baudinet has
played in 13 career games, including four in 2008.
He will help push the other forwards and add depth.

OVERVIEW
Providence fans should see a very different team this
year in Friartown. Although almost all the players
return from last season, the squad will have a new
look as Head Coach Keno Davis enters his first sea-
son in Providence. When Davis was introduced to
the Providence community, it marked the beginning
of a new era and a wave of enthusiasm spread over the Ocean
State. Friar fans are excited and eagerly anticipating the 2008
National Coach of the Year, Keno Davis, guiding the Friars in his first
season in the BIG EAST.

Providence will feature a backcourt loaded with skilled veterans.
Junior Brian McKenzie and seniors Weyinmi Efejuku and
Jeff Xavier all add strong outside shooting and athleti-
cism. However, the key to the backcourt and the
entire team could hinge on the return of point guard
Sharaud Curry. After missing last season with an
injury, the up-tempo guard should be ready to pace the
team.

Sophomore guard Marshon Brooks is the youngest
member of the Friar backcourt. Despite only having
played one season of collegiate basketball, he dis-
played tremendous poise in 2008 and should push for
playing time this year.

Senior Geoff McDermott is one of the most unique
players in the nation. He has the passing ability of a
guard, but is one of the top rebounders in the BIG
EAST. He has the ability to help the team in the back-
court and the frontcourt. His play will be crucial to the
team's success.

Randall Hanke, Ray Hall and Jonathan Kale all bring
size down low. Their size and presence will be neces-
sary in the physical and aggressive BIG EAST.

Sophomores Alex Kellogg and Jamine Peterson will
add depth to the team. They should continue to devel-
op and help in the frontcourt.

Freshman Bilal Dixon comes to the Friars after a
strong high school career. With his size and rebound-
ing ability, he could be an important addition to the
team.

Last season, the BIG EAST sent eight teams to the
NCAA Tournament and three of those squads reached

the Sweet 16. This season, the BIG EAST Conference will once
again be one of the top leagues in the country. With new Head
Coach Keno Davis guiding the team and a veteran squad returning
to the floor, the Friars will look to compete for the league crown.
