PC VERSUS YALE...On Saturday, December 21, the Friars will host Yale at 7:00 
p.m. at the Dunkin' Donuts Center.  It will be the Friars' • nal regular season non-
conference game.  The game will mark the 16th meeting all-time between the 
two opponents, with the Friars holding an 8-7 lead in the series. The teams • rst 
met on December 13, 1926 when Yale earned a 53-23 win in New Haven, Conn.  
In the most recent game between the two teams, the Friars defeated the Bull-
dogs, 76-63, on December 22, 2005 in Providence.   The Friars have posted a 2-0 
mark against Yale in Providence.

SCOUTING THE BULLDOGS...The Bulldogs enter Monday's game with a 4-6 re-
cord. The team is coming o!  a 69-54 win against Bryant on December 9 in New 
Haven, Conn. The Bulldogs returned one starter from last season's team that • n-
ished tied for second in the Ivy League in 2009.  Senior Alex Zampier was an 
honorable mention All-Ivy Selection last season.  Yale was picked to • nish • fth of 
eight teams in the Ivy League.  Zampier is leading the team in scoring, averaging 
18.3 points per game.  Senior center Paul Nelson leads the team in rebounding 
(6.5 rpg).

2009-10 PROVIDENCE COLLEGE BASKETBALL - Game Notes
FRIARS vs. IVY...Monday's game against Yale will be the Friars' 167th all-time meeting with 
a team from the Ivy League. PC has posted a 120-47 (.719) record against teams from the Ivy 
League. In the Friars' last matchup with an Ivy team, PC defeated Brown, 78-62, on Decem-
ber 7 at the Dunkin' Donuts Center. 

NEXT GAME... The Friars will open their BIG EAST season on Wednesday, December 30 at 
Notre Dame.  The Friars have posted a 9-13 mark all-time versus the Fighting Irish.  The Friars 
are 4-6 at home, 4-7 on the road and 1-0 on neutral courts all-time against Notre Dame.  The 
two teams ! rst met on February 14, 1956 with the Friars earning an 85-83 win at Providence.  
Notre Dame has won the last six contests between the two teams, including a 103-84 win  
last season at Providence on February 21, 2009.  PC's last win over Notre Dame was a 73-59 
win on February 24, 2004 in South Bend.  

FRIARS SHOWING IMPROVEMENT OVER LAST SEASON...The 2009-10 Friars have im-
proved in some key statistical areas since December 2008.   Last season in the third week in 
December, Providence ranked 43rd in the nation in scoring (78.9 ppg), 228th in ! eld goal 
percentage defense and 91st in rebounding margin (4.2).  As of December 14, the Friars 
rank 10th in scoring (84.4 ppg), 142nd in ! eld goal percentage defense (142nd) and 23rd in 
rebounding margin (8.3).

FRIARS HAVE TIME TO REST...After playing four games in eight days, the Friars had an 
eight-day break in their schedule for ! nal exams.  The team returns to action on December 
21 versus Yale.  After the Yale game, the Friars will not play again until they open the BIG 
EAST season on December 30 at Notre Dame.   Thus, the Friars are in a period in which they 
play only one game in 17 days.

GOOD BALL MOVEMENT LEADS TO WINS...The Friars moved the ball well in the Decem-
ber 9 win at GW, recording 21 assists on 34 ! eld goals. PC also has posted at least 18 assists 
in games against Vermont (21 assists), Bryant (19 assists) and Brown (19 assists) this season. 
Good ball movement is a key to successfully running Head Coach Keno Davis' up-tempo of-
fensive system. This season, the Friars are 4-0 when posting 18 or more assists. In 2008-09, 
PC was 12-1 when dishing out 18 or more helpers. 

CURRY RANKS 21ST ON ALL-TIME SCORING LIST...Senior guard Sharaud Curry (Gaines-
ville, Ga.) ranks 21st on the team's all-time scoring list. With 1,267 career points Curry needs 
to score 16 points to pass Donnie McGrath ̀ 06 and become the 20th all-time leading scorer 
at Providence College.

PC RANKS FIRST IN BIG EAST IN OFFENSIVE AND TOTAL REBOUNDING...The Friars rank 
! rst in the BIG EAST with 45.8 total rebounds and 18.5 o" ensive rebounds per game. In the 
Friars' 11 games this season, PC has out-rebounded opponents, 504-413, for a +8.3 advan-
tage. PC has recorded at least 40 rebounds in nine of 11 games in 2009-10. The team's 56 
rebounds against Brown were the most by PC since the Friars recorded 57 rebounds against 
Seton Hall on January 5, 1994. 

PETERSON LEADS PC IN SCORING AND REBOUNDING...Sophomore Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) ranks ! rst on the Friars with 
17.2 points and 10.7 rebounds per game. He has posted at least 10 points in 10-of-11 games this season and 10 or more rebounds 
in six contests. The 6-6 forward leads the Friars with four 20-point performances in 2009-10, including a career-high 27-point night 
at Alabama on November 20. His 22 rebound performance against Mercer on November 22 ranks as the third-highest single-game 
rebounding total in the nation this season. Peterson also leads the Friars with six double-doubles on the year.

BROOKS SECOND ON FRIARS IN SCORING...Junior forward Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.)  ranks second on the Friars in 
scoring, averaging 15.6 ppg.  Brooks has scored 10 or more points in nine-of-11 games this season and at least 20 points in three 
contests. 

COUNCIL HAVING STRONG FRESHMAN CAMPAIGN...Freshman guard Vincent Council (Brooklyn, N.Y.) has made a signi! cant im-
pact in his ! rst season with the Friars. He ranks second on the team with 37 assists on the season and is tied for ! fth in scoring with

IONA RECAP/NOTES

FRIARS DEFEATED BY IONA...The Friars were defeated by Iona College (6-4) by a 
score of 82-73 on Saturday, Dec. 12 in a non-conference matchup at the Dunkin' 
Donuts Center. Junior guard/forward Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.) led 
the Friars with 18 points while sophomore forward Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, 
N.Y.) posted his second-straight double-double and sixth in nine games with 13 
points and 14 rebounds. The Friars were victimized by a di!  cult o" ensive night in 
which the team shot 30.8 percent (20-65) from the # eld, including a 16.1 percent 
mark (5-31) from 3-point territory. PC also struggled moving the basketball, making 
only six assists on 20 # eld goals. After the teams battled to a 7-7 tie in the # rst # ve 
minutes of action, the Gaels used a 7-0 run to take an early 14-7 lead at the 14:06 
mark of the # rst half. A 3-pointer by Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.) moved the Friars 
within two at 16-14, but Iona used a 10-3 spurt to build the lead back to nine at 26-
17 with 5:27 to play in the half. With the Friars trailing by seven, a 3-point play by 
freshman guard Johnnie Lacy (Milwaukee, Wis.) cut the Gaels lead to 26-22, but the 
Friars could not cut into the lead in the # nal minutes of the half. Iona entered the 
break holding a 33-30 advantage. The Friars struggled o" ensively in the # rst half, 
shooting 27.6 percent (8-29), including a 3-for-15 mark from beyond the arc. Wright 
led PC with eight # rst-half points. Iona extended its lead to 38-31 in the opening 
minute of the second half. A jumper by Lacy moved the Friars back within three at 
42-39, but the Gaels continued to control the pace of the game and a 3-point play 
by Scott Machado gave Iona a six-point lead at 56-50 with 9:59 to go in the game. 
A 3-pointer by Jonathan Hu" man extended the Gaels lead to 10 at 61-51. With 7:29 

left to play, Brooks converted a 3-point play to move the Friars back within # ve at 61-56, but Iona answered back and retook a nine-
point lead at 65-56. The Gaels moved ahead by 12 at 72-60 with 2:39 remaining and Iona held on for the 82-73 victory. 

PETERSON POSTS SIXTH DOUBLE-DOUBLE AGAINST GAELS...Sophomore forward Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) posted 13 
points and 14 rebounds against Iona, marking the sixth time in nine games that he recorded a double-double. He also notched 
double-doubles against Mercer (10p, 22r), Alabama (27p, 14r), Boston College (16p, 11r), URI (20p, 11r) and George Washington 
(18p, 12r). Against Mercer on November 15, Peterson posted a career-high 22 rebounds, good for the third-highest single-game 
total in the nation this season. Peterson is leading the Friars with 17.6 points and 10.2 rebounds per game on the year. 

NON-CONFERENCE NOTES

FRIARS POST 2-2 RECORD IN NON-CONFERENCE ROAD GAMES...With the win at George Washington on December 9, the Friars 
have posted a 2-2 non-conference road record. The four non-conference road games are the most played by a Friar team since the 
1982-83 season. In addition to GW, PC also won at Northeastern, 76-72, on December 1. The Friars were defeated by Rhode Island, 
86-82, on December 5 and Alabama, 84-75, on November 20. 

PC EARNS TWO NON-CONFERENCE ROAD WINS FOR FIRST TIME SINCE 2004-05...The road win against GW was the Friars' sec-
ond non-conference victory away from the Dunkin' Donuts Center. It marks the # rst time the Friars have won two road non-con-
ference games in a season since PC defeated Memphis and San Diego State on December 23 and 31, 2004. The Friars also won at 
Northeastern on December 1.

SIX FRIARS SCORE IN DOUBLE FIGURES AT GW...Six Friars posted double-digit point totals against George Washington on De-
cember 9.  It marked the # rst time since the 100-94 win against No. 15 Syracuse on January 28, 2009 that PC had six players score 10 
or more points. Against the Colonials, sophomore Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.) led the Friars with 19 points, sophomore 
Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) and freshman Bilal Dixon (Jersey City, N.J.) posted 18 points, senior Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.) 
had 17, senior Sharaud Curry (Gainesville, Ga.) recorded 16 points and freshman Vincent Council (Brooklyn, N.Y.) added 10.

in the team's win at George Washington on December 9.  Curry recorded 16 points and 13 as-
sists in the victory.  The last time he posted a double-double was when he had 12 points and 10 
assists at UConn on January 27, 2007.

CURRY RECORDS CAREER-BEST 13 ASSISTS...Senior guard Sharaud Curry (Gainesville, Ga.) 
set a career-high with 13 assists at George Washington, eclipsing his previous high of 12 set on 
December 2, 2006 at URI. For Curry, it marked the fourth time in his career that he posted at 
least 10 assists in a game. This season, he leads the Friars with 46 assists (4.2 apg) to go along 
with his 13.0 points per game.

CURRY POSTS MOST ASSISTS BY FRIAR SINCE 2002...Curry's 13 assists against George Wash-
ington were the most dished out by a Friar since Donnie McGrath `06 posted 13 against Ohio 
University on November 30, 2002. The school record for assists in a game is 16, set by Vinnie 
Ernst ̀ 63 (twice) and Carlton Screen ̀  90.

WRIGHT RECORDS CAREER-BEST 15 POINTS...Junior guard/forward Kyle Wright (Hartford, 
Conn.) posted a career-high 15 points, hit three 3-pointers and added four rebounds in the 78-

+18 advantage on the glass. The 56 rebounds marked the highest total for a PC team since the Friars recorded 57 rebounds against 
Seton Hall on January 5, 1994. 

PC REACHES 110-POINT MARK...The Friars' 110 points at George Washington marked the ! rst time the Friars scored 110 points in 
a game since PC posted 111 points against Sacred Heart on November 20, 2008. This season, the Friars also posted over 100 points 
in the 106-64 win over Vermont on November 24.  PC's 110 and 106 point games are two of the three highest o" ensive outputs this 
season by a BIG EAST team. Seton Hall posted a conference-best 134 points against VMI on December 12.

COUNCIL RECORDS CAREER BESTS IN POINTS, REBOUNDS, ASSISTS...Freshman guard Vincent Council (Brooklyn, N.Y.) posted a 
career-high 16 points, six rebounds and six assists against URI. Council dished out ! ve of his six assists in the ! rst half, helping the 
Friars earn a 49-35 halftime lead. He also posted four of the Friars' ! nal six points in the game to give the team a chance to win at 
the end of the contest. 

FRIARS SHOOT OVER 50 PERCENT...In the Friars' 110-97 win at George Washington, the team shot 52.3 percent (34-65) from the 
! eld.  It marked the second time this season that the Friars shot over 50 percent for a game.  In a 76-72 win at Northeastern on De-
cember 1, Providence shot 56.4 percent (31-55) from the ! eld and 54.5 percent (6-11) from beyond the arc. It marked the ! rst time 
since an 87-79 win at Cincinnati on January 7, 2009, that the Friars shot over 50 percent from 3-point territory and from the ! eld in 
a game. 

FRIARS RECORD 19 STEALS AGAINST VERMONT...Providence made 19 steals in the November 24 game against Vermont.  It 
marked the most steals in a game for PC since the Friars made 23 thefts against Maine on December 21, 2004. PC also forced 23 
Vermont turnovers, leading to a 33-13 advantage in points o"  turnovers for the Friars. 

PETERSON HAS CAREER-SCORING NIGHT...Sophomore forward Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) registered a career-high 27 points 
in the Friars' loss at Alabama on November 20.  He was 9-of-19 from the ! eld and 8-of-9 from the free throw line. He also recorded

PROVIDENCE COLLEGE CAPTURES 14TH IN-SEASON TOURNAMENT TITLE...With the Friars' 3-0 mark in the World Vision Invita-
tional, Providence captured its 14th in-season tournament title and its ! rst four-team, three-game tournament championship since 
PC won the Holiday Festival in New York City on December 26-30, 1966.  The Friars have made 56 in-season tournament appear-
ances. After winning three games in the World Vision Invitational, the team has now posted a 73-53 (.579) mark in those 56 tourna-
ments. 

PETERSON HAS CAREER-REBOUNDING NIGHT...Sophomore forward Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) posted a career-high 22 
rebounds in the 79-77 win over Mercer, the most rebounds by a Friar since Michael Smith ̀ 94 grabbed 26 in a 96-82 win for the Friars 
on January, 25, 1994. Peterson's 11 o" ensive rebounds is tied for third-most in single-game history at PC.  The 22-rebound e" ort is 
the second-highest single-game total in the nation this season.

FRIARS SET SCHOOL RECORD FOR FEWEST TURNOVERS VS. MERCER...Providence committed only three turnovers in the 79-77 
win over Mercer, breaking the school record of ! ve set in games against URI on January 20, 1982 and Georgetown on March 9, 1991. 
The Friars had one turnover in the second half against the Bears. 

FRIARS HOLD BRYANT TO 18 POINTS IN A HALF...In the Friars' 96-53 win over Bryant on November 13, Bryant's 18 ! rst-half 
points marked the fewest in a half by a Friar opponent since Rutgers posted only 16 second-half points against PC on January 9, 
2008. 

DIXON POSTS DOUBLE-DOUBLE IN FIRST COLLEGIATE GAME...Freshman forward/center Bilal Dixon (Jersey City, N.J.) posted 
a double-double with 16 points and 11 rebounds versus Bryant. It marked the ! rst time a Friar has recorded a double-double in 
his collegiate debut since Ben Perkins notched 10 points and 12 rebounds against Vermont on November 18, 1997. Dixon joins 
an impressive list of former Friars who opened their careers with double-doubles, including Bruce Campbell ̀ 78 (10p, 10r), Marvin 
Barnes ̀ 71 (23p, 18r) and John Thompson ̀ 61 (23p, 16r). 

THREE RECRUITS SIGN WITH FRIARS...Student-athletes Gerard Coleman (West Roxbury, Mass.), Ron Giplaye (Lowell, Mass.) and 
Joe Young (Houston, Texas) each signed a National Letter of Intent on November 11 to attend Providence College beginning in 
September 2010. The class is ranked 23rd in the country by MaxPreps. Coleman, a 6-foot-4-inch, 170-pound guard attends the Tilton 
School in Tilton, N.H. Coleman is the 11th-ranked shooting guard in the Class of 2010 according to Rivals.com and he is rated No. 16 
by Scout.com. Giplaye, a 6-foot-6-inch, 230-pound forward attends Notre Dame Prep School in Fitchburg, Mass. The New England 
Recruiting Report ranked him as the seventh-best prospect for the class of 2010 in New England. Young, a 6-foot-2-inch, 175-pound 
guard attends Yates High School in Houston. He is ranked as the ninth-best player in Texas, according to TexasHoops.com. 

THREE FRIARS NAMED TO ALL-TOURNAMENT TEAM... Providence was a perfect 3-0 in the World Vision Invitational on November 
13-15 in Providence.  PC had three players named to the All-Tournament Team. Senior Sharaud Curry (Gainesville, Ga.) and sopho-
more Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) each earned All-Tournament honors and junior Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.) was 
named the 2009 World Vision Invitational MVP.  

FRIARS POST 43-POINT WIN...On November 13, the Friars earned a 96-53 win over Bryant in the ! rst game of the World Vision 
Invitational.  The 43-point victory for the Friars marked the team's largest margin of victory since PC defeated Morgan State by 44 
points in a 91-47 win on December 27, 2001.  It also was the team's largest margin of victory in a season opener since Providence 
defeated Assumption, 97-47, on November 23, 1985. 

PC IMPROVES IN SEASON OPENERS...With the Friars' 96-53 win over Bryant, Providence opened its 83rd season of basketball and 
improved to 72-11 (.867) in season openers. Providence is 75-8 (.904) all-time in home openers. Last year, PC was defeated by North-
eastern, 70-66, at home in the team's season opener on November 15, 2008. When the season opener is on the road, the Friars have 
posted a 14-5 record. The team has not begun the year on the road since the 1996-97 season. PC has now recorded a 9-1 record in 
its last 10 season debuts.  

PROVIDENCE ALL-TIME... In 83 seasons of basketball, the Friars have posted a 1,280-842 mark (.603). The team's all-time record at 
the Dunkin' Donuts Center is 455-185 (.711). PC has posted a 5-2 record at the Dunk' this season. 

PRESEASON NOTES

PC PICKED 13TH IN BIG EAST PRESEASON COACHES' POLL...The Friars were picked 13th out of 16 schools in the 2009-10 BIG 
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EAST Preseason Coaches' Poll, which was released at media day at Madison Square Garden in New York City on Wednesday, October 
21. Villanova was picked • rst with 218 points and 10 • rst place votes. The coaches selected Notre Dame forward Luke Harangody as 
the BIG EAST Preseason Player of the Year for the second-straight season.

NEW FACES IN FRIARTOWN...The Friar roster features six freshmen and two junior college transfers in 2009. The seven new scholar-
ship players on the roster are the most on a Friar team since the 1999-00 season, when PC welcomed eight new scholarship players 
to the Renaissance City. The returning players on the roster are senior guard Sharaud Curry (Gainesville, Ga.), senior center Ray Hall 
(Denver, Colo.), senior guard Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.), junior forward/guard Marshon Brooks (Stone Mountain, Ga.), sopho-
more forward Jamine Peterson (Brooklyn, N.Y.) and freshman forward/center Bilal Dixon (Jersey City, N.J.)

TOUGH SCHEDULE AHEAD...In 2009-10, Providence will play 14 teams that quali• ed for the postseason last year. Boston College, 
Louisville, Marquette, Connecticut, Syracuse, Villanova, West Virginia and Pittsburgh all made the NCAA Tournament, while Rhode 
Island, Notre Dame and Georgetown each reached the NIT. Vermont, Northeastern and St. John's quali• ed for the CBI. 

BROOKS ATTENDED PAUL PIERCE SKILLS ACADEMY...Providence College junior forward/guard Marshon Brooks (Stone Moun-
tain, Ga.) attended the Paul Pierce Skills Academy at Brandeis University in Waltham, Mass. on June 28-30. The camp was a three-day 
training session which was part of the Nike Skills Academies. Brooks ran drills and competed with current NCAA student-athletes 
Greivis Vasquez (Maryland), Manny Harris (Michigan), Patrick Christopher (Cal) and E'Twaun Moore (Purdue), among others at the 
camp. ªThe Paul Pierce Academy has been great part of my summer,º Brooks said. ªIt helped me take my game to the next level. Since 
leaving the Paul Pierce Academy I can already see improvement on shooting o!  the dribble. I also had the opportunity to guard Paul 
during some drills. It was a good experience to see how strong he was.º



2009-10 PROVIDENCE COLLEGE BASKETBALL - Keno Davis
On April 15, 2008, the Keno 

Davis era began at Providence Col-
lege. The 37-year-old Davis became 
the 14th head coach of the College's 
storied men's basketball program. 

ªIt is an honor to now be a part 
of Providence College basketball 
and it is a dream come true for me 
to be in the BIG EAST,º Davis said 
after being introduced as the new 
head coach at the College. ªI want 
to make Providence and the entire 
state of Rhode Island excited about 

college basketball. I think it's at a tipping point where we can do 
something special here!º 

Davis quickly got to work as he guided the Friars to a 19-14 
mark in 2008-09, which included a 10-8 record in BIG EAST play.  
As he led the team to 19 victories, he established a Providence 
College record for the most wins by a head coach in his • rst sea-
son.  With a 10-8 record in league play, the Friars • nished tied for 
seventh place in the league standings.  The team's 19 overall wins 
and 10 BIG EAST victories marked the most by the Friars since the 
2004 season.  During the regular season, he saw his team earn 
two victories over top-15 teams, including an 81-73 win over No. 
1 ranked Pittsburgh.  It marked just the second time that the Friars 
defeated a No. 1 ranked team and the • rst time in 33 years.  Davis 
also led the team to a win over DePaul in the second round of the 
BIG EAST Tournament -- the team's • rst BIG EAST tourney victory 
since 2003.  He also led the team back to the post-season as the 
Friars earned an at-large bid to the NIT Tournament.

Davis came to PC after spending the 2007-08 season as the 
head coach at Drake University. Davis, a 1995 graduate of the 
University of Iowa, was named the 2008 National Coach of the 
Year by six organizations, including the Associated Press, the U.S. 
Basketball Writers Association and The Sporting News. 

In making the appointment, Providence College President 
Reverend Brian Shanley, O.P. said, ªWe are very excited to have 
Keno Davis leading our men's basketball program. We were look-
ing for someone who could inspire and I believe he will. Keno 
talked to us about developing the right kind of character in his 
players and as a priest and a teacher, the thing I care about most 
with respect to athletics is not winning, but it's building character. 
I believe that we have a coach who will build the character of our 
student-athletes. And, oh yes, he will win!º 

In his • rst season as a head coach, Davis led the Drake Bull-
dogs to a 28-5 mark, which included a 15-3 record in the Missouri 
Valley Conference. His team captured its • rst MVC regular season 
title since 1971 and its • rst ever MVC Tournament title. Drake 
became the • rst MVC school to win both the regular season and 
league tournament titles since 2002. For his e€ orts, he was named 
the Missouri Valley Conference Coach of the Year. The Bulldogs 
also made their • rst trip to the NCAA Tournament since 1971. 
Drake was defeated in the First Round of the NCAA Tournament 
by Western Kentucky, 101-99, in overtime. 

During the 2008 season, Drake was nationally ranked for a 
school-record eight consecutive weeks. The Bulldogs • nished 
ranked 14th in the Associated Press Poll and 23rd in the ESPN/

USA Today Coaches Poll. Davis had all this success in his • rst 
season after inheriting a team that was 17-15 in 2007 and lost 
four starters to graduation. His 2008 squad was picked to • nish 
ninth in the MVC. 

ªI believe Keno Davis has the knowledge, passion, commit-
ment and ability to bring Providence College basketball to another 
level,º Providence College Athletics Director Bob Driscoll said. 
ªThroughout his career he has demonstrated that he is an excel-
lent leader and teacher. From the • rst moment I met Keno, I was 
impressed with his competitive nature and his desire to return 
Friar basketball to national prominence. His hiring is one of the 
many steps we have taken to improve the Friar men's basketball 
program.º 

Prior to being selected as the head coach at Drake, Davis 
served as an assistant under his father, Dr. Tom Davis, at Drake 
from 2003-07. He began his coaching career in 1995 as an as-
sistant under Bruce Pearl at Southern Indiana. He left Southern 
Indiana in 1997 and took an assistant position under Gary Garner 
at Southeast Missouri State. He was at Southeast Missouri State 
for six seasons. 

Although he never lived in Rhode Island prior to becoming 
the Friars' head coach, Davis was no stranger to New England. 
In fact, he spent much of his childhood just one hour from the 
Ocean State as he lived on Commonwealth Avenue in Newton, 
Massachusetts adjacent to the Boston College campus. Davis' 
father, Tom, served as the head coach of the Eagles from 1977-
82. While living in Massachusetts, Keno Davis grew to love New 
England and appreciate college basketball. He also saw the early 
days of the BIG EAST and has watched closely as the league has 
become a basketball powerhouse. 

Keno Davis was exposed to basketball at a very young age as 
he watched his father as a head coach. Dr. Tom Davis is one of the 
winningest coaches all-time in the NCAA. In 32 seasons as a head 
coach at Lafayette (1971-77), Boston College (1977-82), Stanford 
(1982-86), Iowa (1986-99) and Drake (2003-07), he registered a 
598-355 mark (.628), which included 18 post-season appearances 
and 16 20-win seasons. He also was named the 1987 Associated 
Press National Coach of the Year. When Keno earned the same 
honor in 2007, it marked the • rst time ever that a father and son 
duo had captured the national coach of the year honor. 

Keno Davis has written two books on basketball, ªPressure 
Defense,º which was published in 1994, and ªCamp Success,º 
published in 2004. 

Davis and wife, Krista, have one son, Brady, who was born on 
November 12, 2007.

Senior Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.) was 4-5 from three-
point territory and • nished with 17 points, while freshman Vincent Council (Brooklyn, N.Y.) rounded out 
double-• gure scorers with 10 points. The Friars opened the game pouring in threes, making 10 on 16 
attempts in the • rst 20 minutes of action. With 2:05 remaining in the half, Curry hit a jumper in the lane to 
extend the PC lead to seven points (53-46). PC hit three more free throws to close the half with a 10-point 
lead (56-46). In the second half, the Friars maintained a double-digit lead for most of the • nal 20 minutes. 
PC's lead never got lower than nine points and grew to 15 points twice. The 110 points scored by PC was 
the most since the Friars scored 111 in a win over Sacred Heart on November 20, 2008. Lasan Kromah led 
GWU with 22 points and Damian Hollis chipped in with 21 points.
