FRIARS IN THE NATIONAL INVITATION TOURNAMENT ... The Providence men's
basketball team is playing in its first National Invitation Tournament (NIT) since 1999. On
Monday, the Friars will play Georgetown in the Second Round of the NIT atthe Dunkin' Donuts
Center at 7:30 p.m. The Friars opened the NIT with a 67-49 victory at Richmond on March
19 in the Opening Round. In the team's First Round game, Providence defeated Charleston
69-64, on March 22 at the Dunkin' Donuts Center. The Friars, who finished the regular season
in third place in the BIG EAST East Division with an 8-8 mark, have registered an 18-13 record
overall. The Friars posted a 1-1 mark at the BIG EAST Tournament on March 12-13 with a
win against West Virginia (73-50) in the first round and a loss to fifth-ranked Pittsburgh (67-
59) in the quarterfinals. Providence is making its 16th appearance in the NIT. The Friars, who
won the NIT in 1961 and 1963, have registered a 30-16 mark all-time in NIT games.

FRIARS VERSUS GEORGETOWN... On Monday, March 24, the Friars will play Georgetown
atthe Dunkin' Donuts Center. The Friars and the Hoyas have met 51 times in the all-time series
with Georgetown holding a 34-17 lead in the series. PC is 12-10 all-time at home against
Georgetown, 3-17 on the road and 2-7 on neutral courts against the Hoyas. The two teams firs!
met on January 28, 1956 when the Hoyas earned a 77-51 win at Providence, R.I. In the only
game between the two teams this season, Georgetown defeated the Friars, 71-56, at the MC
Center on February 25. In the last meeting between the two teams in Providence, the Friars
defeated the Hoyas, 103-79, at the Dunkin' Donuts Center on February 10, 2001. Monday's
game will be the first meeting ever between the two teams in NIT action. Inthe only game ever
between the two teams in post-season play, the Friars defeated the fourth-ranked Hoyas, 88
73, inthe NCAA Tournamentin Louisville, K.Y. on March 21, 1987 and advanced to the Final
Four.

NEXT GAME ... The winner of the PC/Georgetown game will advance to the Third Round of
the NIT against the winner of the Wyoming/North Carolina on March 26, 27 or 28.
