FRIARS VERSUS VIRGINIA TECH ... On Saturday, the Friars will play Virginia Tech
at the Cassell Coliseum.  The Friars and the Hokies have met five times in the all-time series
with the Friars holding a 3-2 lead.  PC has posted a 2-1 mark at home against Virginia Tech,
a 1-0 record at Virginia Tech and a 0-1 record on neutral courts versus the Hokies.  Saturday's
game will be the second contest this season between the two teams.  PC captured the first
game this season, 77-69, on February 9 at Providence.  The Friars won both meetings between
the two squads last season.  The two teams first met on December 29, 1982 at the Rainbow
Classic in Honolulu, Hawaii when the Hokies earned a 70-57 win.  In the Hokies most recent
win against the Friars, Virginia Tech defeated PC, 91-78, in the NIT at the Providence Civic
Center on March 20, 1995.  In the last meeting between the two teams, Providence defeated
Virginia Tech, 77-69, at Providence on February 9, 2002.

SCOUTING THE HOKIES ... Virginia Tech enters Saturday's game with an 8-17 mark
overall and a 2-11 record in BIG EAST play.  In their most recent game, St. John's defeated
the Hokies, 73-63, at New York on February 16.  The Hokies are led by 6-7 sophomore
forward Carlos Dixon (China Grove, N.C.), who is averaging 12.7 points per game.  Junior
guard Brian Chase (Washington, D.C.) also is having a strong season, averaging 11.5 points
per game.  Senior center Carlton Carter (Trenton, N.J.) is leading the team in rebounding,
averaging 8.2 boards per game.

THIS SEASON VERSUS VIRGINIA TECH ... On Saturday, February 9, the Friars
defeated Virginia Tech, 77-69, at Providence.  PC opened the game with a 20-3 lead after nine
minutes of action.  Virginia Tech climbed back into the contest and trailed by 11 points (39-
28) at halftime.  In the second half, the Hokies continued to chip away at the Friar lead as they
went on a 19-2 run and took a 53-50 lead with 8:19 remaining in the game.  However with
5:48 remaining in the contest, senior John Linehan (Chester, Pa.) took over the game, making
three steals, scoring seven points and adding one assist in 1:32.  Linehan helped turn a three-
point deficit into a five point lead (62-57).  The Friars held off the Hokies comeback effort

TECH ... Last season, PC posted a 2-0 mark
against the Hokies.  On January 20, 2001, PC
defeated Virginia Tech, 75-60, to earn the team's
first win ever over the Hokies.  Five minutes into
the contest the Friars went on a 17-2 run and took
control of the game.  PC was led in the first half
by Romuald Augustin (Montreal, Quebec) who
scored 11 of his 14 points in the first 20 minutes
of action.  The Friars led the Hokies, 38-23, at
halftime. Chris Anrin (Varmdo, Sweden) paced
the Friars in the second half, shooting 3-5 from
behind the three-point arc and finishing the game
with 11 points.  Erron Maxey (Lake Elsinore,
Calif.) had a strong game for the Friars with team
highs in points (15) and rebounds (nine).  Abdul
Mills (Brooklyn, N.Y.) registered 14 points and
four steals in the contest.   On February 20, 2001,
the Friars defeated Virginia Tech, 96-56, for
their second win of the season against the Hokies.
The 40-point win was the team's largest margin
of victory ever in a BIG EAST game.  Mills
(Brooklyn, N.Y.) led the Friars with 20 points
and eight assists.  Mills was 5-5 from the floor,
including 3-3 from behind the three-point arc,
and 7-7 from the free-throw line.  Maxey added
19 points.  John Linehan (Chester, N.Y.) chipped
in with 10 points, five assists, six steals and two
blocks.

FRIARS DEFEAT VILLANOVA ... On Feb-
ruary 19, Providence earned a 72-64 win against
Villanova at Providence.  PC improved to 3-1 in
its last four games against the Wildcats.  The
Friars started slowly in the first half and fell
behind, 12-4, just four minutes into the game.
PC got its offense going and used an 18-4 run to
build a 31-28 lead at halftime.  Sophomore Chris
Anrin (Varmdo, Sweden) paced the Friar offense
in the first half as he scored nine points on three
three-point baskets.  Senior John Linehan
(Chester, Pa.) was whistled for his fourth foul
with 16:41 remaining in the game.  Without
Linehan in the game, the Friars received a boost
on offense by freshmen Rob Sanders (New Lon-
don, Conn.) and Ryan Gomes (Waterbury, Conn.).

Sanders finished the game with a season-high 16
points and four assists.  Gomes recorded his
fourth double-double of the season with 17 points
and 11 rebounds.  Linehan had a team-high 19
points to the lead the Friars.

LINEHAN SETS BIG EAST CAREER
STEALS RECORD... With 17:51 remaining in
the second half of PC's 67-56 loss to Connecti-
cut on February 5, senior John Linehan (Chester,
Pa.) made his second steal of the game and his
198th BIG EAST career steal to become the
league's all-time steals leader.  Linehan sur-
passed former Friar Eric Murdock who regis-
tered 197 steals in his BIG EAST career.
Linehan finished the game with three steals.  He
now has 208 steals in BIG EAST action.

LINEHAN SETS PROVIDENCE SINGLE
SEASON STEAL MARK ... Senior John
Linehan (Chester, Pa.) set the Providence Col-
lege single-season steals mark when he made his
112th steal of the season with 5:23 remaining in
the game in PC's 77-69 win against Virginia
Tech on February 9.  In 27 games this season,
Linehan has recorded 122 steals (4.5 steals per
game).   The former PC single-season record of
111 steals was set by Eric Murdock in 1990-91
season.  Linehan is just the third PC player to
ever register 100 or more steals in a season.

LINEHAN SETS BIG EAST AND PC
SINGLE-GAME STEAL MARK ... On Janu-
ary 22, in a 70-55 win against Rutgers, Friar
senior John Linehan (Chester, Pa.) registered a
Providence College and BIG EAST single-game
record 11 steals.  Linehan broke the Conference
record of 10 steals established by Allen Iverson
of Georgetown against Miami on January 13,
1996.  The Providence College record of 10
steals in a game was set by God Shammgod on
December 21, 1996 against Brown.  Linehan's
previous career high for steals in a game was
nine, which he had done twice.  The NCAA
single-game steal record is 13, which was reached
twice by Oklahoma's Mookie Blaylock (versus
Centenary on December 12, 1987 and versus
Loyola Marymount on December 17, 1988).

Linehan has made 122 steals in
27 games this season for an average of 4.5 steals
per game.  He trails Desmond Cambridge of
Alabama A&M, who leads the nation with a 5.4
steals per game average (113 steals in 21 games).

LINEHAN IN PURSUIT OF MURDOCK ...
John Linehan (Chester, Pa.) now ranks second
all-time in NCAA history with 368 career steals
in 118 games.  The senior guard needs nine steals
to surpass former Friar Eric Murdock (1987-91)
as the NCAA all-time steals leader.

For the
season, Laksa ranks second on the squad in
rebounding (5.1 rpg).  On January 26, Laksa
scored 18 points and recorded 13 rebounds in

LINEHAN CHASING NCAA ALL-TIME
STEAL RECORD ... Senior guard John
Linehan (Chester, Pa.), who registered a PC and
BIG EAST record 11 steals in PC's 70-55 win
against Rutgers on January 22, has 368 career
steals.  He has a chance to become the NCAA
all-time steals leader this season.  He needs nine
steals to surpass the NCAA's all-time steals
leader former Friar Eric Murdock (376 steals,
1987-91).  On January 5, Linehan made his
300th steal with 5:21 remaining in the first half
of PC's game against Syracuse.  Linehan became
the 26th player in the history of the NCAA to
register 300 or more steals in a career.  In the
last 11 games, the senior theft master has re-
corded 58 steals (5.3 steals per game), includ-
ing nine steals in PC's 64-61 win against BC on
February 2.  After a slow start in which he re-
corded just eight steals in the first five games
(1.6 steals per game), Linehan is back in form
and is averaging 4.5 steals per game this sea-
son.  In 118 career games, he ranks second all-
time at Providence with 368 steals (3.12 steals
per game).  Linehan trails all-time Friar great
Eric Murdock (1987-91) in PC's record book in
career steals and career steals average.  With
three regular-season games remaining, he would
need to average 3.0 steals a game to break
Murdock's all-time career steal mark of 376
steals.

FRIARS VS. RANKED TEAMS ... PC has
posted a 0-3 mark this season against ranked
teams.  In PC's most recent game against a
ranked team, the Friars were defeated by No. 24/
20 Miami, 102-96, in overtime on January 19.
On January 5, PC was defeated by No. 16/10
Syracuse, 73-66.  On November 19, the Friars
were defeated by No. 16/16 Oklahoma State
(83-65) at Las Vegas, Nevada.  Since 1958-59,
Providence has recorded 76 wins over teams
ranked in the top-20.  Last season, the Friars
registered two wins over top-20 teams when
they defeated 12th-ranked UConn (81-68) on
January 13 and 12th-ranked Georgetown (103-
79) on February 10.

GOMES IMPRESSIVE FOR FRIARS ...
Freshman Ryan Gomes (Waterbury, Conn.), who
sat out the first seven games of the season be-
fore seeing his first collegiate action at South
Carolina on December 3, has been one of the
Friars' top players this season.  Gomes is sec-
ond on the team in scoring (13.7 ppg) and leads
the squad in rebounding (8.6 rpg).  In PC's most
recent game, Gomes registered his fourth
double-double of the season with 17 points and
11 rebounds in against Villanova on February
19.  On February 2, Gomes scored 12 points
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PC's 75-70 win against St. John's.  Laksa regis-
tered his first double-double of the season when
he recorded 12 points and a game-high 14 re-
bounds against Rutgers on January 22.  Laksa
was diagnosed with a stress fracture in his right
foot prior to the Brown game on November 28.
Due to the injury, Laksa  missed seven consecu-
tive games.  He returned to action against Cen-
tral Connecticut on December 30 and scored two
points in 11 minutes of action.  Laksa was forced
to sit out the first two games of the season as a
result of his violation of NCAA rules concerning
his amateurism status.  Laksa returned from the
two-game suspension on November 20 and
equalled his career-high with 24 points in a 93-
84 win against Austin Peay in Las Vegas, Nev.
He played in games against Texas El Paso (Nov.
21) and Columbia (Nov. 24) before being side-
lined with the stress fracture.  In 18 games this
season, Laksa is averaging 9.6 points per game.
Last season, he was one of the Friars' top three-
point threats, connecting on 44 of 96 attempts
(.458) from behind the three-point arc.

LAKSA INJURED VERSUS VILLANOVA ...
Sophomore Maris Laksa (Ventspils, Latvia) in-
jured his knee in PC's 72-64 victory against
Villanova on February 19.  His status is listed as
day-to-day.

SANDERS OFF THE BENCH... Freshman
forward Rob Sanders (New London, Conn.) has
been displaying steady improvement for the Fri-
ars and has become one of the team's top players
coming off the bench.  In the team's most recent
game, he scored a season-high 16 points and
recorded four rebounds in PC's 72-64 win against
Villanova on February 19.  On February 9,
Sanders scored 15 points in a 77-69 win against
Virginia Tech.  On January 22, the rookie for-
ward scored 15 points in PC's 70-55 win against
Rutgers.  On December 27, he scored eight
points and registered 10 rebounds in PC's 91-47
win against Morgan State.  The Morgan State
game marked the first time this season that
Sanders recorded 10 rebounds in a contest.  Sand-
ers is averaging 6.0 points and 4.0 rebounds per
game this season.

AUGUSTIN OUT OF LINEUP ... Junior for-
ward Romuald Augustin (Montreal, Quebec),
who has missed 22 games this season with a hip
injury, is out of the lineup indefinitely.  He has
not played in the last 19 games.  On November
28, he scored eight points in 16 minutes in a 67-
60 loss to Brown.  On December 1, Augustin
scored eight points in 27 minutes in a 71-59 win
against Rhode Island.  Augustin played in the
team's 83-65 loss to Oklahoma State and scored
six points.  After the Oklahoma State game, he
missed two consecutive games before playing

five minutes against Columbia.  He entered the
preseason as one of the Friars' top returnees.
Over the summer, Augustin toured Mexico with
a Canadian student men's team on July 25-
August 1.  From August 22-September 1, he
played for the Canadian Team at the World
University Games in Beijing, China.  Augustin
completed his summer with the Canadian Team
at the Goodwill Games in Brisbane, Australia.
He is the only Friar basketball player to ever
compete at the Goodwill Games.

MILLS LEADS TEAM IN SCORING ... Jun-
ior guard Abdul Mills (Brooklyn, N.Y.) scored a
team-high 26 points in the Friars' 89-79 loss to
Boston College on February 13.  Mills leads the
team in scoring this season, averaging 14.4 points
per game.  The junior guard has scored in double
figures in 22 of the 26 games he has played this
season.  On January 30, Mills scored 17 points
in the team's 89-81 loss at West Virginia.  On
December 19, Mills scored a game-high 21
points and dished off five assists in the Friars'
85-76 win against Sacred Heart.  On November
20, he scored 20 points and recorded six re-
bounds in a 93-84 win against Austin Peay in
Las Vegas.  On November 21, Mills had a ca-
reer-high 27-point effort in  a 69-60 win over
UTEP.  For his efforts, Mills was named to the
All-Las Vegas Tourney Team.  Mills has scored
20 or more points in four games this season.  Last
season, Mills finished second on the team in
scoring with a 10.9 points per game average.

Through 27
games this season, the Friars have suffered a
number of injuries.  PC has had five players miss
a combined 40 games this season with injuries.
Junior Romuald Augustin (Montreal, Quebec)
has missed 22 games with a hip injury, sopho-
more Leland Anderson (Attleboro, Mass.)  missed
eight games with a knee injury, junior Abdul
Mills (Brooklyn, N.Y.) missed one game with a
groin injury, sophomore Chris Anrin (Varmdo,
Sweden) was sidelined for two games with an
ankle injury and sophomore Maris Laksa
(Ventspils, Latvia) missed seven games due to a
stress fracture in his foot.  In 31 games last
season, PC only had three players miss a com-
bined nine games due to injuries.
