each other for just the third time in the 27-year history of the PC women's basketball
program. Virginia Tech leads the all-time series against Providence, 2-0. The two
teams' locked up for the first time on February 3, 2001 in Providence, R.l., as Virginia
Tech took a 65-54 victory. In the second, and most recent match-up, the Hokies earnec
a 71-64 win, on February 21, 2001 in Blacksburg, Va.

FOR THE RECORD... The Friars and Orangewomen will meet for the third time on
Wednesday, February 13, 2002. The Hokies lead the all-time series, 2-0. In games

SCOUTING THE HOKIES... The Hokies of Virginia Tech enter Wednesday's game
with a 16-6 overall record, including a 7-4 mark against BIG EAST Conference oppo-
nents. The Hokies have lost four of their last five games, including their most recent
game on February 10 versus #1 ranked Connecticut. Virginia Tech fell to UConn, 77-
42, on that day at Gampel Pavilion, in Storrs, Conn. Chrystal Starling was the only
Hokie to reach double figures, with 10 points. Nicole Jones led Virginia Tech with five
rebounds, while Lisa Guarneri added nine points and tied a game-high, with six as-
sists. Overall, the Hokies are led by leva Kublina, who averages 13.5 points and 7.5
rebounds per game. Sarah Hicks is second on the team in scoring and reboundin
with 12.9 points and 5.3 rebounds per game, respectively.
