DEFENDING HOME COURT... In two meeting all-time between Providence and L ouis-
ville, each have earned a victory on their home court. It al began on February 28, 2006
when thetwo teamsfirst met at Freedom Hall in Louisville, Ky. The Cardinalsearned a 75-
64 victory over the Friarson that day. Providence evened the series, 1-1, at Alumni Hall/
Mullaney Gymnasium in Providence, R.l. on January 3, 2007 with a 106-94, double-
overtime victory.

PC is 1-7 this
season vs. teams ranked in the national polls.

Prior to PC's win
over #22/24 Syracuse, the Friars last defeated aranked opponent on January 3, 2007, they
knocked off 13th-ranked Louisville, 106-94, in double overtime in Providence, R.I.

Last season, Providence rejected 117 shots, marking the
program'’s sixth-highest total for blocks in a season. PC's highest
block total in program history (190) was set during the 1977-78
campaign.

FRIARSARE 8-1WHEN LEADING AT THE HALF-...On February
9, the Friars suffered their first loss of the season when leading at the
half. Onthat day, Providenceled, 29-25, at halftime against #12/11
West Virginia, but were defeated by a final score of 63-60. Prior to
the loss, PC was 7-0 when leading at the half. On February 19, the
Friars got back on track with a 62-58 victory over #22/24 Syracuse,
after leading by one (28-27) at halftime. PC enters Tuesday's game
against Louisville with an 8-1 mark when leading at the break.

HOME COURT... The Friars have posted an impressive all-time
mark of 264-147 (.642) at Alumni Hall/Mullaney Gymnasium in
Providence, R.I. This season the Friars are 6-8 at home. On No-
vember 20, the Friars played their 400th game all-time at Alumni
Hall when they hosted Manhattan. Providence posted a 62-58 vic-
tory over #22/24 Syracuse in its most recent home contest on Feb-
ruary 19.

DARRIAN SURPASSES 400-REBOUND MILESTONE... Junior
Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) has recorded 424 rebounds in her
career after competing in just 48 career games, for an average of 8.8
rebounds per game. Darrian's rebounding average is the program's
second-highest all-time for a career. Additionally, 165 of her 424
rebounds have come off of the offensive glass, which is good for 3.4
offensive rebounds per game (48 career games). Thisseason, Darrian
isaveraging 8.0 rebounds per game through 26 contests. Britt King
'86, who holds every rebounding record at Providence College, fin-
ished her career with 1,205 rebounds for a program-best career aver-
age of 10.6 boards per game. King was recently inducted into the
Providence College Athletic Hall of Fame on February 16.

DARRIAN LEADS FRIARS ON BOARDS... Shantee Darrian
(Trenton, N.J.) has hauled in a team-best 208 rebounds this year
through 26 games for an average of 8.0 rebounds per game. She has
led the Friars on the boardsin 20 of 26 games. On November 28, she
matched her career high in rebounding with 16 boards against
Fordham. Darrian has 16 double-digit rebounding games in her ca-
reer, and is the only Friar to reach double figures on the glass this
season (five times).

In hisfirst season with the team in 2005-06, the Friarsmade a 7.5 game
improvement in the win column with an 8-19 record. Last season, theimprovements continued as the team completed the year with a13-16 record. Thisyear,
Providence hasan overall record of 12-14. It marksthefirst time Providence has posted double-digit winsin back-to-back seasons since the 2000-01 and 2001-
02 seasons.

FRIARSSLIP TO 5-4IN GAMES THEY OUT-REBOUND THEIR OPPONENT ... The Friars have posted a 5-4 record this season when they out-rebound
their opponent. The four blemishes in the win/loss column when holding an advantage on the boards all have come during BIG EAST regular-season play. On
January 12, the Friars out-rebounded No. 24/21 DePaul, 35-31, but fell to the Blue Demons, 66-55. On February 9, the Friars out-rebounded #12/11 West
Virginia, 36-27, but dropped a 63-60 decision to the Mountaineers. The Friars out-rebounded St. John's, 40-30, on February 16 but fell to the Red Storm, 73-
63. Most recently, PC out-rebounded #5/4 Rutgers, 35-31, on February 23 but lost the game, 62-43.

FRIARSRECORD LARGEST REBOUNDING ADVANTAGE OF THE SEASON AGAINST ST. JOHN'S... On February 16, the Friars out-rebounded St.
John's, 40-30, marking the largest rebounding advantage of the season for PC. It also marks the largest rebounding margin for Providence over an opponent
since January 6, 2007, when it out-rebounded Syracuse, 50-38 (+12), in Syracuse, N.Y.

LIFE WITHOUT CHELSEA MARANDOLA... The Friars are without the services of 2007 All-BIG EAST Second-Team selection Chelsea Marandola
(Johnston, R.I1.). The junior guard averaged 14.9 points, 6.2 rebounds, 2.3 assists and 1.9 steals per game during the course of her first two seasons with the
Friars. Sheis shelved for the 2007-08 season with an injury. Marandola currently holds the fifth-highest career scoring average all-time at Providence (14.9
ppg) through 55 games as a Friar.

BOVE TOO?... Junior guard Catherine Bove (Cincinnati, Ohio) played in PC's first three games of the season before sustaining an injury. Bove started each
of those games and averaged 7.7 points, 4.0 rebounds and 1.3 steals per game. Bove entered the 2007-08 season as the second-leading returning scorer behind
Chelsea Marandola (also lost to injury). In 2006-07, Bove averaged 11.7 points, 5.1 rebounds, 2.8 assists and 1.7 steals per game. Bove scored a career-best
31 pointsin a 106-94, double-overtime, victory over #13 Louisville last year and added career-best six assists in that game (1/3/07).

COURNOYER DISHES SIX ASSISTSVS. CENTRAL CONNECTICUT... Sophomore forward Emily Cournoyer (North Attleboro, Mass.) dished out a
career-high six assistsin PC's 76-64 victory over Central Connecticut on December 8. Prior to the Central Connecticut game, Cournoyer's previous career-high
in assists stood at three (vs. Notre Dame on February 17, 2007). Through 13 BIG EAST Conference games, Cournoyer ranks second among her teammatesin
assists (16).

FRIARS ARE 6-0 WHEN SCORING 70+ POINTS... The Providence women's basketbal | team is 6-0 this season when it scores 70+ pointsin agame. The
Friars opened the season with a 79-45 victory over Brown on November 9. PC's second win of the year, when scoring 70+ points, came against lona on
November 17. The Friars defeated the Gaels, 73-64, in that game. On November 23, the Friars earned a 71-60 victory over Florida International. The Friars
beat Harvard, 78-64, on December 5, and followed with a 76-64 victory over Central Connecticut on December 8. On December 28, Providence posted a 73-
41 victory over New Hampshire.
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WHEN THE FRIARS SCORE 60+ POINTSIN A GAME... The Friars have scored 60+ pointsin 14 games this season and have posted a 10-4 record in those
games. The only losses Providence has endured when scoring 60-or-more points in a game came at the hands of Hartford (77-60) on November 13, #22/24
Pittsburgh (81-61) on January 19, #12/11 West Virginia (63-60) on February 9 and St. John's (73-63) on February 12.

FRIARSREACH DOUBLE-DIGIT WINSFOR SECOND-STRAIGHT SEASON UNDER HEAD COACH PHIL SEYMORE...Withtheir 59-56 victory
over UMass on December 31, the Friars reached double-digitsin the win column for the second-straight season under third-year Head Coach Phil Seymore. It
marks the first time PC has recorded back-to-back double-digit win seasons since doing so during the 2000-01 and 2001-02 seasons.

FRIARS CLOSE NON-CONFERENCE SCHEDULE WITH 10-3 RECORD... For the second-straight season, Providence has posted a 10-3 record in non-
conference play. Prior to last season, Providence had not recorded 10-or-more non-conference victories in a season since 1990-91 (10-1).

NEW HEIGHTS... Senior center Aga Lorenc (Lubycza, Poland) isthe tallest player to ever play women's basketball at Providence College. Sheis flanked by
five other players on the roster, who are over 6-feet tall, marking the most players over six feet on the roster in a single-season all-time.

STEALING THE SHOW... Freshman guard Trinity Hull (Cranston, R.1.) recorded eight steals against lonaon November 17 in Providence, R.l. Her theft total
was one shy of the all-time single-game steal record set by Helen Jessie-Mency on February 5, 1991 against Pittsburgh.

PROVIDENCE'SWIN OVER BROWN ON NOVEMBER 9 MARKS LARGEST MARGIN OF VICTORY SINCE 1997... The Friars 34-point victory
over Brown on November 9, marks the largest margin of victory for the Friars since defeating Puerto Rico, 88-45, on November 28, 1997 at the San Juan
Shootout in San Juan, Puerto Rico.

FRIARSOWN FOUR VICTORIES THIS SEASON WHEN TRAILING OR TIED AT HALFTIME... On November 17, the Friars overcame a seven-point
halftime deficit (33-26) to defeat lona, 73-64. It marked the largest halftime deficit overcome by the Friars en route to a victory since November 22, 2002.
On that day, the Friars trailed Navy by nine points (37-28) at halftime and rallied to defeat the Mids, 70-62, in Burlington, Vt. On November 23, the Friars
rallied to defeat Florida International, 71-60, after trailing by nine points at halftime (33-24) in Miami, Fla. It equaled the Friars' largest halftime deficit
overcome to gain avictory since beating Navy on November 22, 2002. Providence has earned victories in four games this season when either trailing or tied
at halftime.

FRIARS PICKED TO FINISH 15th IN THE BIG EAST PRESEASON COACHES' POLL... The Friars were picked to finish 15th in the BIG EAST
Conference Preseason Coaches' Poll, released on October 25 at ESPN Zone in New York City, N.Y. The Friars recorded 36 points in the poll. Connecticut
topped the poll with 225 points and 15 first-place votes. Rutgers received the remaining first-place vote and registered 211 points. Georgetown sits below
Providence with 20 points.

TWO FORMER WOMEN'SBASKETBALL PLAYERSAMONG 14 INDUCTED INTO PROVIDENCE ATHLETIC HALL OF FAME... On February 16,
the Providence College department of athletics held its Hall of Fame inductions at the Hilton in downtown Providence, R.I. Among the 14 inductees, were two
former women's basketball players: Mary Burke '87 and Britt King '86. Burke currently ranks fourth all-time in scoring at Providence with 1,672 points and
seventh all-time in rebounding with 740 rebounds. King holds every rebounding record at Providence College, including rebounds in agame (22), season (398)
and career (1,205). King iscurrently one of just three players to have recorded over 1,000 rebounds and 1,000 pointsin a career at PC. In addition to holding
the program's all-time record for reboundsin a career, she also ranks sixth all-timein scoring (1,531 points). Former Friar Doris Burke '87, served asthe Master
of Ceremonies at the Hall of Fame induction, and also served as a presenter for classmate Mary Burke.

Seymore
was hired as the eighth coach in the program's 33-year history on April 7, 2005.

The program has made tremendous strides during Seymore's two-year tenure on the sidelines. Prior
to hisarrival, the Friars won just five games during atwo-year period from 2003 through 2005, including
an 0-32 record versus BIG EAST Conference opponents.

During Seymore'sfirst season with the Friars, the team posted an 8-19 overall record and a3-13 mark
intheBIG EAST. It marked a7.5 gameimprovementinthewin column. Last seasonin 2006-07, the Friars
showed even greater signs of progresswith afinal record of 13-16 (3-13 BIG EAST).

It standsat PC'sbest start since 1990-91 when
the team began the year with seven-straight victories.

Furthermore, Providencecompl eted thenon-conferenceportion of itsschedulewithal10-3record. It markedthefirst timesincethe2002-
