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PROVIDENCE HOSTS UMASS IN FINAL NON-CONFERENCE GAME OF THE
SEASON... The Friars host Massachusetts in their final non-conference game of the
season on Monday, December 31. The game will be played at Alumni Hall/Mullaney
Gymnasium in Providence, R.l. Tip-off is slated for 4:30 p.m.

PROVIDENCE VS. UMASS ALL-TIME... The Friars and Minutewomen have met 14
times in the history of the two women's basketball programs. Entering the 15th meeting
on December 31, the all-time seriesistied, 7-7. UMass has earned victoriesin each of the
last three games. In six meetings al-time in Providence, R.1., the seriesistied, 3-3.

THE LAST TIME PROVIDENCE DEFEATED UMASS... The last time Providence de-
feated UMassin women's basketbal | dates back to December 2, 1984 (63-47) at the Warner
Classic in Fairfield, Conn.

GOT THEM RIGHT WHERE WE WANT THEM... The UMasswomen's basketbal | team
enters Monday's game with a 6-6 overall record. The Minutewomen are a perfect 5-0 at
home this season, but have struggled on the road with a 1-5 mark away from home.

HOME SWEET HOME... The Friars have posted an all-time mark of 262-141 (.650) at
Alumni Hall/Mullaney Gymnasium in Providence, R.I. This season the Friars are 4-2 at
home. On November 20, the Friars played their 400th game all-time at Alumni Hall when
they hosted Manhattan.

PROVIDENCE IS5-0WHEN LEADING AT THE HALF...The Friars are 5-0 this season
when leading at halftime. Each of the team's victories when leading at the half have been
decided by a double-digit margin. PC defeated Brown by a season-high 34 points on
November 9 after leading 39-23 at the half. On November 28, the Friars led Fordham 26-
20 and went on to win by 18 (63-45). On December 5, the Friars led Harvard, 37-30, at
halftime and won the game, 78-64 (+14). On December 8 against Central Connecticut, the
Friars led by 11 points at halftime and went on to win the game, 76-64 (+12). Most
recently, Providence led New Hampshire, 31-25, at the half on December 28 and earned a
73-41 win. The Friars have won six games this season by a double-digit margin. The other
game PC won by double figureswas against FloridaInternational (71-60). Inthat game, PC
trailed by nine at the half.

A WORLD OF DIFFERENCE WHEN LEADING AT THE HALF... Providence hasled at
halftimein five games this season and have won those games by an average of 22.0 points
per game. In Providence'sfour victorieswhen either trailing or tied at halftime, the Friars
have won by an average margin of 8.25 points per game.

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FRIARS ARE 6-0 WHEN SCORING 70+ POINTS... The Provi-
dence women's basketball team is 6-0 this season when it scores 70+
pointsin agame. The Friars opened the season with a79-45 victory
over Brown on November 9. PC's second win of the year, when
scoring 70+ points, came against |lona on November 17. The Friars
defeated the Gaels, 73-64, in that game. On November 23, the Friars
earned a 71-60 victory over Florida International. The Friars beat
Harvard, 78-64, on December 5, and followed with a 76-64 victory
over Central Connecticut on December 8. On December 28, Provi-
dence posted a 73-41 victory over New Hampshire.

IN SEARCH OF VICTORY #10... The Friars are hoping to secure
their 10th victory of the season on December 31 when the squad
faces UMass at Alumni Hall. It would mark the second-straight
season that Providence has recorded double-digit victories. Addi-
tionally, it would be the first time PC has recorded back-to-back
double-digit win seasons since doing so during the 2000-01 and 2001-
02 seasons.

FRIARS LOOK TO MATCH NON-CONFERENCE WIN TO-
TAL FROM A SEASON AGO...Last season, the Friarsfinished the
non-conference schedule with a10-3 record. With avictory against
UM ass on December 31, to close the 2007-08 non-conference sched-
ule, the Friars would finish the non-conference slate at 10-3 for a
second-straight year. Prior to last season, Providence had not re-
corded 10-or-more non-conference victoriesin aseason since 1990-
91 (10-1).

START ME UP... Freshman Trinity Hull (Cranston, R.l.) has ap-
peared in the starting line-up in each of PC'slast two games. She has
tallied double figures and led the team in scoring in each of those
games and has averaged 14.0 points, 3.5 rebounds, 1.5 assistsand 1.5
steals per game. In the first 10 games of the season off the bench,
Hull recorded three double-digit scoring games and averaged 7.1 points,
2.7 rebounds, 1.9 assists and 1.7 steals per game.

HULL MAKESADJUSTMENTSFROM DEEP...Freshman Trinity
Hull (Cranston, R.l.) season 0-9 from beyond the three-point arc
during thefirst seven games on the schedule. Over the course of the
last five games, Hull is shooting 71.4-percent from the three-point
territory, having hit 10 of 14 attempts from deep.

CLARK HITSCAREER HIGH ON PERFECT SHOOTING PER-
FORMANCE AGAINST NEW HAMPSHIRE... Sophomore Jes-
sicaClark (Bronx, N.Y.) scored a career-high 10 points against New
Hampshire on December 28 on 5-of -5 shooting from the field.

freshman with 103 handouts for an average of 3.7 assists per game. Through 12 games on the 2007-08 schedule, Holmes |eads the team once again in assists
with 47 (3.9 apg). She posted a season-high six assists against New Hampshire on December 28 and has handed out five assists in three other games this year
vs. Hartford (11/13/07), lona (11/17/07) and Fordham (11/28/07). She has handed out at least four assistsin seven of PC's 12 games. In her career, Holmes
has dished five or more assists in a game 14 times (39 career games).

BLOCK PARTY. ... The Friarsregistered a season-high 11 blocked shots against Fordham on November 28. It marks the second most blocked shots by aBIG
EAST Conference team this season, through games played on December 29. It also marks the most blocked shotsin asingle game by the Friars since December
20, 2000 when the team swatted 11 shots against Holy Cross. Sophomore Emily Cournoyer (North Attleboro, Mass.) leads the Friars in blocked shots this
season with 18 (1.5 bpg).

GET OUT OF HERE... Sophomore Emily Cournoyer (North Attleboro, Mass.) and senior Aga Lorenc (Lubycza, Poland) lead the way in blocked shots this
season through 12 games. Cournoyer owns 18 blocked shots, and recorded a season-high four blocks against Brown on November 9. She has recorded two-or-
more blocks in a single game five times this season, including four of the last five games. A year ago, Cournoyer posted 26 blocked shots, marking the third-
highest block total for afreshman in program history. Lorenc has 13 blocksthisyear. She posted a season-high three rejections against 1ona on November 17.
Last season, she led the Friars in blocked shots with 33.

DARRIAN ECLIPSES 300-REBOUND PLATEAU... Junior Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) recently eclipsed the 300-rebound plateau in her career after
playing just 34 gamesin a Friar uniform. She owns 320 career rebounds for an average of 9.4 rebounds per game. Additionally, 115 of her 320 rebounds have
come off of the offensive glass, which isgood for 3.4 offensive rebounds per game (34 career games). This season, Darrian is averaging 8.7 rebounds per game
through 12 contests. She also has led the team in rebounding 10 of 12 games.

DARRIAN LEADSFRIARS ON BOARDS... Junior Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) has hauled in ateam-best 104 rebounds this season through 12 games for
an average of 8.7 rebounds per game. She hasled the Friars on the boardsin 10 of 11 games this season, including each of thelast eight outings. On November
28, she matched her career high in rebounding with 16 boards against Fordham. Darrian has 14 double-digit rebounding gamesin her career, and isthe only Friar
to reach double figures on the glass this season (three times).

20-SOMETHING... Three Friars have reached the 20-point plateau in asingle game this season atotal of four times, and each of the three playershit the single-
game milestone for the first timein their careers. Junior Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) leads the Friars with two, 20+ point games. She recorded a career-
high 26 points against Fordham on November 28 and chipped in 20 points against Central Connecticut on December 8. Sophomore Brittany Dorsey (Detroit,
Mich.) hit for a career-best 22 points against Harvard on December 5, and freshman Mi-Khida Hankins (Baltimore, Md.) netted a season and career-best 20
points against Central Connecticut on December 8.

BALANCING ACT... The Friars have showcased a well-balanced offense this season through the completion of 12 games. Three Friars are averaging double-
figuresin scoring, while atotal of six playerson the roster are averaging 7.0-or-more points per game. Sophomore KendriaHolmes (Charlotte, N.C.) leadsthe
team in scoring with 11.6 points per contest. Junior Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) and freshman Mi-Khida Hankins (Baltimore, Md.) check in with 10.6
points and 10.0 points per game, respectively. Additionally, six different players have led the team in scoring in a single-game this season, and nine different
players have recorded double figures in scoring at least once.

COURNOYER DISHES SIX ASSISTSVS. CENTRAL CONNECTICUT... Sophomore forward Emily Cournoyer (North Attleboro, Mass.) dished out a
career-high six assistsin PC's 76-64 victory over Central Connecticut on December 8. Her six assists aretied for the most assists recorded by a PC player this
season through 12 games. On December 28, sophomore Kendria Holmes (Charlotte, N.C.) handed out six assists against New Hampshire. Prior to the Central
Connecticut game, Cournoyer's previous career-high in assists stood at three (vs. Notre Dame on February 17, 2007).

HELPING HANDS... The Friars have recorded a season-best 16 assists in two games this year against Harvard (December 5) and Central Connecticut
(December 8). Providence has registered double-digit assists in nine of its 12 games this year.

DOUBLE-TROUBLE... Junior Shantee Darrian (Trenton, N.J.) leads the Friars in double-doubles this season with two. On November 28, she recorded 26
points and 16 rebounds against Fordham. On December 8 against Central Connecticut, Darrian recorded her second double-double of the season with 20 points
and 14 rebounds. Darrian owns four double-doublesin her career.

DORSEY SHINESIN PROVIDENCE'SVICTORY AT HARVARD... Sophomore Brittany Dorsey (Detroit, Mich.) scored a career-high 22 pointsin PC's
victory over Harvard on December 5. Dorsey was 7-15 from the floor, including 6-10 from beyond the three-point arc. Her six three-point field goals was two
shy of the Friars' single-game record of eight set by Jennifer Davis against Rutgers (11/28/93) and Julie Wheeler vs. West Virginia (2/22/97). Dorsey also
connected on two-of-two free throws and recorded three assists and one steal in 33 minutes of action.

STEALING THE SHOW... Freshman guard Trinity Hull (Cranston, R.1.) recorded eight steals against lonaon November 17 in Providence, R.l. Her theft total
was one shy of the all-time single-game steal record set by Helen Jessie-Mency on February 5, 1991 against Pittsburgh. Hull isthird among her teammatesin
steals this season (20).

PROVIDENCE'SWIN OVER BROWN ON NOVEMBER 9 MARKS LARGEST MARGIN OF VICTORY SINCE 1997... The Friars 34-point victory
over Brown on November 9, marks the largest margin of victory for the Friars since defeating Puerto Rico, 88-45, on November 28, 1997 at the San Juan
Shootout in San Juan, Puerto Rico.

COMEBACK KIDS... On November 17, the Friars overcame a seven-point halftime deficit (33-26) to defeat lona, 73-64. It marked the largest halftime
deficit overcome by the Friars en route to avictory since November 22, 2002. On that day, the Friarstrailed Navy by nine points (37-28) at halftimeand rallied
to defeat the Mids, 70-62, in Burlington, Vt. On November 23, the Friarsrallied to defeat Florida International, 71-60, after trailing by nine points at halftime
(33-24) in Miami, Fla. It equaled the Friars' largest halftime deficit overcome to gain a victory since beating Navy on November 22, 2002. Providence has
earned victories in four games this season when either trailing or tied at halftime.

FRIARS PICKED TO FINISH 15th IN THE BIG EAST PRESEASON COACHES POLL... The Friars were picked to finish 15th in the BIG EAST
Conference Preseason Coaches' Poll, released on October 25 at ESPN Zone in New York City, N.Y. The Friars recorded 36 points in the poll. Connecticut
topped the poll with 225 points and 15 first-place votes. Rutgers received the remaining first-place vote and registered 211 points. Georgetown sits below
Providence with 20 points.

HOLMES AND COURNOYER EARN ALL-TOURNAMENT TEAM HONORS... Sophomore Kendria Holmes (Charlotte, N.C.) and sophomore Emily
Cournoyer (North Attleboro, Mass.) were named to the Florida I nternational Thanksgiving Classic All-Tournament Team at the conclusion of the champion-
ship game on November 25. Holmes averaged 19.0 points, 1.5 rebounds, 3.5 assists and 2.0 steals per game in the tournament. She recorded back-to-back 19
point games - marking asingle-game career high in scoring for the point guard. Cournoyer averaged 9.0 points, 7.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists, 0.5 blocksand 0.5 steals
per game.
