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Kerri Jacklets begins her third season as head
coach of the Providence College softball pro-
gram.  Last season, the Friars finished the sea-
son with an overall record of 23-24 including a
6-14 finish in the BIG EAST.   The Friars earned
their first ever victory over Notre Dame on April
14, defeating the Irish 9-0.

Jacklets coached two players who earned All-
BIG EAST honors in 2007.  Senior Rachel Bartholomew earned All-BIG
EAST First Team accolades as well as Northeast All-Region First Team
honors.  Sophomore outfielder Mary Rose Sheehy also earned All-BIG
EAST accolades as she was named to the third team.

In 2006, Jacklets led the Friars to a 29-19-1 record, including an 11-11
mark in the BIG EAST.  The 11 league wins were the most by a Friar team
since 1995.  Jacklets’ team, which was picked to finish 11th out of 12
teams in the 2006 BIG EAST Preseason Coaches Poll, finished sixth in the
Conference and earned the program’s first trip to the BIG EAST Tourna-
ment since 1996.  In addition, Jacklets coached three athletes who earned
All-BIG EAST accolades.  Samantha Pittman was named to the second
team, while Elena Romero and Rachel Bartholomew garnered third team
honors.  Bartholomew and Pittman also were named to the All-Northeast
Region Team.

Jacklets was named head coach of the Providence College softball pro-
gram on January 20, 2006 following the departure of eight year coach Dana
Fulmer.

In 2005, Jacklets served as an assistant coach at Providence and helped
the Friars to a 33-20 overall record.

Prior to her assistant coaching position at Providence, Jacklets served
three seasons (2001-04) as an assistant at Brown University. While with
the Bears, Jacklets was responsible for overseeing a number of roles, in-
cluding practice coaching duties with an emphasis on hitting, catching and
the outfield. She also was responsible for recruiting, managing budgetary
requests, and organizing transportation and other accommodations. In 2004,
she helped guide the Bears to the Ivy League Championship. She has
coached numerous players who have earned Ivy League and Northeast Re-
gion honors, including the 2004 Ivy League Pitcher of the Year. In addition
to her coaching abilities, Jacklets excels at recruiting. She recruited and
coached the Ivy League Rookie of the Year in 2004.

Jacklets enjoyed a stellar career as a catcher at PC from 1998-2001.
She ranks third all-time at the College in batting average (.315), fifth all-
time in home runs (18) and sixth in hits (179). Jacklets also ranks in the
top-10 all-time in walks (41) and runs batted in (76).  In 2001, she was
named to the All-Northeast Region First Team. Jacklets was a four-time
BIG EAST Academic All-Star and graduated from PC with a 3.33 GPA in
Social Science.

The Office of Academic Services (OAS) provides specialized support to
student-athletes in light of the unique time demands, responsibilities, and
rules governing participation in intercollegiate athletics.  Services are pro-
vided in a safe, personal environment where academic growth is a priority,
personal development and independence are enhanced, and long-term suc-
cess is nurtured by a staff which models these same commitments.

Student-athletes who have distinguished themselves in the classroom as
well as on the field or court, may be nominated for the BIG EAST Aca-
demic All-Star Team, the HOCKEY EAST Academic Honor Roll, NFHCA
Division I Academic Team, MAAC All-Academic or CoSIDA's Academic
All-American Program.  The Providence College Athletic Department also
honors student-athletes each semester who have achieved a 3.00 grade point
average or higher.

UNDERGRADUATE DEGREE REQUIREMENTS
Providence College is primarily a coeducational four-year undergradu-

ate college of liberal arts and sciences.  Its main objective is the intellectual
development of its students through the disciplines of the sciences and the
humanities, equipping them to become productive and responsible citi-
zens of a democratic society.

To be eligible for a degree, a student must accumulate 116 credit hours
over an eight semester period with an overall quality point average of 2.0
on a 4.0 scale.   In addition, a student must complete a minimum of 24
upper-division credits in the field of their major with an overall 2.0 cumu-
lative average unless stipulated.  Included in the total credit hours are the
following prerequisites for any degree:  Development of Western Civiliza-
tion (20); Social Sciences (6); Natural Science (6); Philosophy (6); Theol-
ogy (6); Mathematics (3) and Fine Arts (3).  The remaining credit hours are
elective with at least nine coming from areas outside one’s major.  In addi-
tion, all students establish English (writing) Proficiency by coursework or
standards designated by the English Department.

The five most popular concentrations for the Class of 2007 were Man-
agement, Marketing, Political Science, Elementary/Secondary Education
and Psychology.  In all,  the college offers a total of 34 majors and 36
minors ranging from theatre arts to computer science.

Although this may seem overwhelming on paper, our staff goes to
great lengths to monitor each student’s academic progress.  The Athletic
Department’s Academic Advisor counsels all of the school’s athletes and
assists them in any areas in which they are experiencing difficulties.  It’s a
system that Providence is quite proud of and one which we’ve worked
long and hard to establish.

Any student-athlete who feels the need for tutorial assistance can uti-
lize the college’s tutorial center, as well as the athletic department’s advi-
sors who can supply them with individuals capable of assisting them in
their particular course of study.

SERVICES FOR STUDENT-ATHLETES

Academic Monitoring
Progress report slips (i.e., requesting information regarding class

attendance and performance) are sent to each instructor for all student-
athletes at least once per semester.  The staff track individual progress,
schedules meetings with student-athletes as appropriate, and personally
contacts instructors as necessary.

Counseling/Mentoring
The staff meets with student-athletes, individually and in groups,

regarding academic, athletic, career, and/or personal issues.
Life Skills Program/Special Projects
Programs and workshops on select life skills (i.e., NCAA/CHAMPS

Life Skills Program) are presented, covering the following five compo-
nent areas: academics, personal development, community service, ath-
letics, and career development.  The OSA has collaborative relation-
ships with many units on campus to help provide these services.

Pre-Advisement/Registration
The staff assists student-athletes with planning and course registra-

tion.  In conjunction with the Office of Academic Records, dates are
determined for preregistration each semester.

Study Hall
Quiet, monitored study time is available, during daytime and evening

hours.  Student-athletes are required and/or recommendation to attend,
on a sport-by-sport basis, by their respective head coach.

Travel Notifications
At the beginning of each semester, student-athletes are provided with

letters for their instructors, notifying them of travel/competitive sched-
ules.

Tutorial Services and The Writing Center
The Tutorial Center, which is nationally certified by the College

Reading & Learning Association, provides peer tutoring in most all sub-
ject areas.  The Tutorial Center is open until 9:00 p.m. weeknights.  The
Writing Center provides more intensive and specialized writing support
and also maintains evening hours for student-athletes' convenience.
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Responding to the needs of Rhode Island, the
Dominican Order of Preachers made a special
commitment to the state in 1917 and founded
Providence College — the only institution of
higher learning in North America that is con-
ducted by the Order.  In 90 years, Providence
College has steadily moved to a position of na-
tional prominence, while maintaining a personal,
community-like atmosphere that fosters growth
and development among its student population.

Providence College’s rich heritage dates back
to 1216, or the origins of the Dominican Order
in Spain.  Through the ages, the Dominican Fri-
ars became known as the “champions of the
faith,” spreading the gospel message through the
centuries into every corner of the globe.  Today,
Dominican Friars continue to spread the gospel
in a wide range of remote areas of the world,  to
teach at every level of the United States educa-
tional system.

With the Dominican tradition as its founda-
tion, Providence College focuses on developing
the entire person through its values-oriented edu-
cation.  The college seeks to complement a
student’s knowledge with knowledge of his own
values — values that will remain the foundation
for sound judgement throughout a lifetime.

To that end, Providence College aims to relate
its curriculum to the problems of contemporary

society, offering diverse programs of study that
remain grounded in the liberal arts. Students may
choose from some 60 concentrations ranging
from computer science to labor relations to the-
atre arts.  In addition, qualified students who wish
to structure a program not specifically provided
under the regular concentrations may develop
their own program with the approval of the dean
of the college.

As part of the core curriculum, all students take
a two-year, team-taught course, Development of
Western Civilization (DWC) which integrates the
study of literature, philosophy, history and reli-
gious studies through the ages into a cohesive
interdisciplinary unit.

Situated just on the fringe of downtown Provi-
dence, the College’s location enables students to
have easy access to the many social, cultural,
educational and recreational amenities of urban
life - the Providence Public Library; entertain-
ment at the Providence Performing Arts Center;
the Providence Place Mall, the Fleet Skating
Rink, sporting events, entertainment and trade
shows at the Dunkin' Donuts Center and the
Providence Convention Center and dozens of fine
restaurants.  With several other major educational
institutions located in Providence, the city has
become a hub of collegiate activity.

 On February 1, 2005, Providence College
announced the election of Reverend Brian J.
Shanley, O.P., to serve as the 12th president of
the College.  Father Shanley assumed his du-
ties at the College on July 1, 2005, and suc-
ceeded Reverend Philip A. Smith, O.P., who
served as the College’s president from 1994-
2005.   Prior to his arrival at Providence, Fa-
ther Shanley served as an associate professor

in the School of Philosophy at The Catholic University of America in
Washington, D.C.

Father Shanley is a native of Warwick, Rhode Island.  A parishioner at
St. Gregory the Great Church, he attended local public schools, graduat-
ing from Toll Gate High School in 1976.

In 1980, Father Shanley earned his undergraduate degree in history at
Providence College.  He holds a doctorate degree in philosophy from the
University of Toronto, where he completed the Collaborative Providence
in Philosophy and Medieval Studies.  He also holds a master of divinity
degree (theology) and the Licentiate in Sacred Theology (S.T.L.), both
from the Dominican House of Studies in Washington, D.C.  (Pontifical
Faculty of the Immaculate Conception.)

Ordained to the priesthood in 1987, Father Shanley has devoted his
entire career to teaching and administration in Catholic higher education.
Following teaching assignments at Providence College and the Univer-
sity of Toronto, he began his tenure at The Catholic University of America
in 1994, achieving the rank of associate professor in 2001.  Father Shanley’s
first teaching assignment was at Providence College from 1988-91. He
was an instructor of philosophy, and taught in the Development of West-
ern Civilization Program.

Father Shanley spent the Fall 2002 semester as a visiting professor at
the Candler School of Theology at Emory University. He previously en-
gaged in a post-doctoral fellowship at the University of Notre Dame’s
Center for Philosophy of Religion in 1998-99.

As the Regent of Studies for the Dominican Province of St. Joseph,
Father Shanley holds a seat on the Provincial Council, a body of 12 Do-
minican Friars serving as cabinet-level advisors to the Prior Provincial.
He advises the Prior Provincial on all matters pertaining to the intellec-
tual and academic life of the Province and oversees the academic endeav-
ors of members of the Province, including those in preparation for the
priesthood and those engaged in graduate studies.

Father Shanley has been widely published in philosophy-focused aca-
demic journals and has been a guest lecturer at a wide range of scholarly
conferences.

When Robert G. Driscoll, Jr. arrived at
Providence College six years ago, he had drive,
ambition and most importantly a vision for the
future of Providence athletics.  Since his hiring
as the Associate Vice President for Athletics on
November 2, 2001, Driscoll has reinvigorated
the Providence College Athletics program, lead-
ing the charge to create one of the most respected
programs in the nation, where each student-ath-

lete graduates and has the opportunity to compete for championships.
The PC Athletics program has experienced constant improvement dur-

ing Driscoll’s tenure and the 2006-07 season was no different.  Driscoll,
along with his staff, raised a record of over $2 million during the 2006-07
fiscal year, surpassing the previous record of $1.7 million set in 2006. On
May 12, the athletic department hosted one of the biggest events in the
College’s history – the 20th Anniversary of the 1986-87 Men’s Basketball
Final Four Friars. The event, held at the Rhode Island Convention Center,
attracted a sell-out crowd of over 1,200 people and generated over $200,000.
In addition, the College dedicated the “Helen Bert Student-Athlete Lounge,”
which serves as a computer/study area for all student-athletes.

Driscoll’s leadership has been instrumental in several major construc-
tion projects on campus. In May of 2006, PC broke ground to construct a
state-of-the-art $15 million fitness center, which opened in August of 2007.
The Concannon Fitness Center is adjacent to the recently completed Friar
Field Hockey & Lacrosse Complex.  It houses the Friars’ varsity weight
room as well as administrative and coaching offices, conference rooms and
lockerrooms. The construction project also provides the department with a
state-of-the-art sports medicine complex and a new ticket office. During
the 2006-07 season, two major renovations to Schneider Arena also were
completed. All of the arena’s 3,030 seats were replaced with silver and
black seats to support the branding of the program. The women’s hockey
program received a new locker room, player’s lounge and a training room.

In August of 2005, Providence celebrated the opening of the Friar
Field Hockey & Lacrosse Complex, which is a six-million dollar artificial
turf facility.  The complex serves as home to PC’s field hockey and lacrosse
programs, as well as many of the College’s intramural sports programs.

The construction continues beyond the friendly confines of the Col-
lege.  Driscoll has worked strategically with lead officials in the City of
Providence and the State of Rhode Island to help spearhead a $75-million
renovation of the Dunkin’ Donuts Center, which is home to the Friar men’s
basketball team.  Renovations began in the spring of 2006 and are sched-
uled to be completed in 2008.  Once complete, the Dunkin’ Donuts Center
also will be a state-of-the-art facility that will seat more than 13,000 fans.
Renovations will enhance the PC fan/team experience by adding luxury
boxes, new seats, a new video scoreboard, a new sound system, updated
concession stands, locker rooms and new weight training and fitness areas.
The planned renovations already have reaped benefits for the College, the
City of Providence and the State of Rhode Island as Providence was awarded
the first and second rounds of the 2010 NCAA Men’s Basketball Champi-
onship.

Driscoll joined the Providence community after 14 years in athletic
administration at the University of California, Berkeley.  At Cal, Driscoll
served as the director of athletic administration and was responsible for the
day to day operations of the department as well as overseeing football,
men’s basketball, men's and women's swimming, men's and women's wa-
ter polo, rugby, strength training, equipment and sports medicine programs.

Driscoll was hired at Cal as the associate athletic director for student
services, a position he held for five years. He managed areas such as re-
cruiting, admissions, financial aid and football and basketball team travel.
He then assumed the position of executive associate athletic director, at
which point he was responsible for the administration of 27 varsity sports.
During his tenure at Cal, he also oversaw 25 club sports, a staff of 250 and
a $36 million budget.  Prior to coming to Providence, he served as the
acting executive director for intercollegiate athletics and recreational sports.
During his tenure, Cal won over 20 national championships, competed in

the Citrus, Copper, Alamo and Aloha Bowls, NCAA Basketball Tourna-
ments and the College World Series for baseball and softball.  The Bears
also finished as high as 12th in the NACDA Directors’ Cup.

Before arriving at Cal, Driscoll served six years (1981-87) as the ath-
letic director and chair of the Department of Physical Education, Recre-
ation and Intramural Sports at Mills College in Oakland, Calif. Prior to
arriving at Mills, Driscoll was assistant athletic director and head baseball
and hockey coach at Union College in Schenectady, N.Y. from 1977-81.
At Union, he was responsible for 22 men’s and women’s intercollegiate
sports teams, including nationally ranked football and hockey teams.

Driscoll was a stand-out hockey and baseball player at Ithaca College
(N.Y.), where he received a Bachelor of Science degree in physical educa-
tion in 1974. He earned his Master's of Science in physical education/psy-
chology of sports from Ithaca in 1975.

A native of Concord, Mass., Driscoll was inducted into the inaugural
class of Concord Carlisle High School’s Athletic Hall of Fame (football,
ice hockey, and baseball) in 1993.  He is the proud father of three children:
Tara, a graduate of the University of California, Berkeley; Kelly, a gradu-
ate of the University of Michigan; and Sean, currently a junior at Provi-
dence.  He and his wife Cathy reside in North Kingstown.

Within the Providence College Athletic
Department, the Friar Cup is awarded an-
nually to the varsity sports team that tallies
up the most points in GPA, community ser-
vice projects, and the number of qualifica-
tions for conference tournaments.  The soft-
ball team, which won the first Friar Cup
competition last year, has had an extensive
tradition of giving back to the community.
This practice of community responsibility
and awareness is something that both our
team and our athletic department take pride
in.  Each of our four community service
projects is organized by one PC softball
player from every class, and usually takes

place on a Saturday or Sunday morning in
the fall semester.  This year, the Friars par-
ticipated in four very special community
service projects that greatly helped many
people in the Providence area, as well as
helped our team remember the importance
of community.

The first project we participated in was
on October 14th at the American Cancer
Society's annual Breast Cancer Walk at
Roger Williams Park in Providence. Our
team contributed to the fight against breast
cancer by raising over $1,000 in donations
from the Providence College student body.
The Friars then walked a three-mile course
through the beautiful Roger Williams Park,
along with hundreds of other participants
and volunteers from the local community.

Our second project consisted of re-paint-
ing the kindergarten and first grade class-
rooms of the Boys and Girls Club of East
Providence. Our team spent the entire morn-
ing of November 17th painting the walls and

cubbies of the classrooms with bright yel-
low, blue, and red - a definite switch from
our beloved black and white. This project
was messy, but we all enjoyed the time we
spent there and were happy that we could

help make the Boys and Girls
Club classrooms of East Provi-
dence a more colorful place to be.

The next project we par-
ticipated in was at the Festival of
Trees at the Rhode Island Conven-
tion Center on December 1st.
Players assisted in raffling off ex-
quisitely decorated Christmas
Trees to the highest bidder in or-
der to raise money for charity. The
Friars also helped direct people
where to go and helped children
find Santa throughout the day.

Our final community service project of
the fall was at the St. Patrick's Parish Christ-
mas Bazaar. We split into two groups and
we were able to volunteer the entire day of
December 8th.  This project was extremely

special because we were helping
the parish and community that is
less fortunate, but yet the parish
still found the time to share the joy
of Christmas with all who at-
tended the spirited event. The
team members assisted with vari-
ous tasks such as selling toys and
gift baskets, running games for
children, and taking pictures with
Santa and Mrs. Claus.

     And make no mistake, you are in the most
unique state in the union.  Rhode Island has the
country's best beaches, a beautiful New England
coastline, country charm, big-boy advantages in
Providence, the mansions in Newport, American
history in every town, and, of course, the Provi-
dence College Friars.
        Roger Williams came to colonial Rhode Is-
land to escape religious persecution in Massa-
chusetts.  It became a bastion of religious free-
dom and independence.  In 1638, the first Bap-
tist Church in America was founded.  In 1699,
the country's oldest Quaker Meeting House was
founded in Newport.  Later, the oldest Jewish
temple in the United States, Touro Synagogue,
was established in Newport in 1763, and the first
Roman Catholic mass celebrated in the new coun-
try was held in Rhode Island.
        Being "first" is a Rhode Island tradition.
Rhode Island was the first state to declare inde-
pendence from the British throne on May 4,  1776.
In 1790, Samuel Slater built the first textile mill
in Pawtucket, and is recognized as the father of
America's Industrial Revolution.  In the late
1600's, the country's first woman doctor, Sarah
Sands, set up her practice in Rhode Island, while
Anne Hutchinson founded Portsmouth, the first
town in America founded by a woman.

Rhode Island's native sons also have distin-
guished themselves in countless endeavors.  Gen-
eral Nathaniel Green was second-in-command to

General George Washington.  Lieutenant Stephen
Olney led the charge of Cornwallis' troops in the
battle that ended the Revolutionary War.  Colo-
nial artist Gilbert Stuart, who painted the most
recognized portrait of George Washington, was
born in Rhode Island.

There are numerous attractions in Rhode
Island, including Hammersmith Farm in New-
port where John F. Kennedy and Jacqueline Bou-
vier vacationed.  The International Tennis Hall
of Fame is also in Newport as are the mansions

which served as America's first vacationland to
the rich.  The oldest tavern in the United States is
in Rhode Island, as is the first enclosed shopping
mall.  T.F. Greene airport is the first state-owned
airport in the country.

The state along with the city of Providence
has enjoyed a renaissance of sorts in recent years.

The state capital, Providence, is the home
or the workplace of over one-quarter of the state's
one million residents.  The downtown area has
become alive again with various new buildings,
including a convention center and hotel next to
the Dunkin' Donuts Center, Waterplace Park and
the Providence Place Mall.  Along with newer
historic landmarks like the Biltmore Hotel, the
Trinity Square Repertory Theater and the Provi-
dence Performing Arts Center.
        The state capitol building features a Geor-
gian marble dome which is the fourth largest un-
supported dome in the world.  The Dunkin' Do-
nuts Center, "the home of the basketball Friars"
has played host to the U.S. Figure Skating Cham-
pionships, the 1995 and 2000 NCAA Hockey
Championships, the first and second rounds of
the 1996 NCAA Basketball Tournament and the
NCAA East Regional Hockey Championship in
2003.

"The Ocean State" features 400 miles of
coastline and is the home of the Pawtucket Red
Sox, the Boston Red Sox AAA farm team.  There
are 12 colleges in Rhode Island and one can reach
any location in the state in less than 50 minutes.
It is a state of eight cities, 30 towns and 250 vil-
lages and hamlets.  Make no mistake about it,
Rhode Island has something for everyone.
