She is the leader in batting average
(-407), hits (46), RBIs (27), walks (30), slugging percentage (.584) and
on-base percentage (.528). In addition, she ranks first in the BIG EAST in
batting average and on-base percentage. She also ranks in the top-10 in
slugging percentage, hits and walks.

BASE HEISTS... Sophomore Katelyn Revens (Warwick, R.1.) has 21 sto-
len bases out of 23 attempts this season. The 21 stolen bases are the second
most in the BIG EAST behind Pittsburgh’s Reba Tutt who has 24 steals in
33 attempts.

HEAD COACH KERRI JACKLETS... Kerri Jacklets is in her third sea-
son as head coach of the Providence College softball program. Last sea-
son, the Friars finished the season with an overall record of 23-24 includ-
ing a 6-14 finish in the BIG EAST. The Friars earned their first ever
victory over Notre Dame on April 14, defeating the Irish 9-0. Jacklets
coached two players who earned All-BIG EAST honors in 2007. Rachel
Bartholomew earned All-BIG EAST First Team accolades as well as North-
east All-Region First Team honors. Outfielder Mary Rose Sheehy also
earned All-BIG EAST accolades as she was named to the third team. In
2006, Jacklets led the Friars to a 29-19-1 record, including an 11-11 mark
in the BIG EAST. The 11 league wins were the most by a Friar team since
1995. Jacklets’ team, which was picked to finish 11th out of 12 teams in
the 2006 BIG EAST Preseason Coaches Poll, finished sixth in the Confer-
ence and earned the program’s first trip to the BIG EAST Tournament
since 1996. In addition, Jacklets coached three athletes who earned All-
BIG EAST accolades. Samantha Pittman was named to the second team,
while Elena Romero and Rachel Bartholomew garnered third team honors.
Bartholomew and Pittman also were named to the All-Northeast Region
Team. Jacklets enjoyed a stellar career as a catcher at PC from 1998-2001.
She ranks third all-time at PC in batting average (.315), fifth all-time in
home runs (18) and sixth in hits (179). Jacklets also ranks in the top-10 all-
time in walks (41) and runs batted in (76). In 2001, she was named to the
All-Northeast Region First Team. Jacklets was a four-time BIG EAST Aca-
demic All-Star and graduated with a 3.33 GPA in Social Science.
