OF BIG EAST DOUBLE HEADERS... Providence College will look to
return to its winning ways when it hosts Seton Hall on Friday, April 11 and
St. John’s on Sunday, April 13 at Raymond Field in Providence, R.I.

FRIARS VERSUS SETON HALL... The Friars are 2-2 against Seton
Hall under Head Coach Kerri Jacklets. Last season, Providence was de-
feated in a double header (7-0, 1-0) at Seton Hall on March 31. In 2006,
the Friars swept Seton Hall (5-3, 5-4) on April 23 in Providence.

FRIARS VERSUS ST. JOHN’S... The Friars are 2-2 against St. John’s
under Head Coach Kerri Jacklets. The two teams have split double head-
ers in each of the last two seasons. Last season, the Friars posted a 15-10
win (eight innings) in the first game, but the Red Storm bounced back for
a 5-4 win in the second game in Jamaica, N.Y. InPC’s 15-10, eight-inning
win over St. John’s on April 1, the Friars recorded a season-high 24 hits.
Eight Friars had multiple hits, including Jenna Garcia (Morro Bay, Calif.)
and Gina Rossi (Bakersfield, Calif.), who had four hits each. The Friars
also matched a season-high four home runs. The 24 hits fell two short of a
BIG EAST record, however, the 37 hits between the two teams set a BIG
EAST record. The old record for most hits in a game by both teams was 32
set in a contest in 2006 between Pittsburgh and Notre Dame. In addition,
PC and St. John’s set a BIG EAST record for combined total bases (59),
shattering the old record of 41 set in 1999.

BERTOLETTE’S STREAK COMES TO AN END... Sophomore pitcher
Danielle Bertolette (Temecula, Calif.) came into last weekend having not
yielded a run in 28.1 consecutive innings. However, Bertolette’s streak
came to an end as she gave up five runs against Syracuse on April 4. Prior
to that, Bertolette had pitched four consecutive shutouts and was named to
the BIG EAST Weekly Honor Roll March 30.

SHEEHY LEADING THE WAY FOR PC... Senior centerfielder Mary
Rose Sheehy (Woodbridge, Conn.) leads the Friars in several offensive
categories. She is the leader in batting average (.393), hits (35), walks
(17), slugging percentage (.517) and on-base percentage (.486). In addi-
tion, she ranks in the top three in the BIG EAST Conference in batting
average and on-base percentage. Sheehy also is sixth in walks.

BASE HEISTS... Sophomore Katelyn Revens (Warwick, R.1.) has 15 sto-
len bases out of 16 attempts this season. The 15 stolen bases are the second
most in the BIG EAST behind Pittsburgh’s Reba Tutt who has 19. She has
24 career stolen bases, which ranks second all-time at Providence College.
Kim Robbins ‘95 holds the PC record with 31. In addition, Revens leads
the team with 19 runs scored and one triple.

FRIARS IN CLOSE GAMES... The Friars have posted a 6-1 record this
season in one-run games, including a 0-1 mark in BIG EAST Conference
contests. In addition, the Friars are 2-1 in extra inning games.

HEAD COACH KERRI JACKLETS... Kerri Jacklets is in her third sea-
son as head coach of the Providence College softball program. Last sea-
son, the Friars finished the season with an overall record of 23-24 includ-
ing a 6-14 finish in the BIG EAST. The Friars earned their first ever
victory over Notre Dame on April 14, defeating the Irish 9-0. Jacklets
coached two players who earned All-BIG EAST honors in 2007. Rachel
Bartholomew earned All-BIG EAST First Team accolades as well as North-
east All-Region First Team honors. Outfielder Mary Rose Sheehy also
earned All-BIG EAST accolades as she was named to the third team. In
2006, Jacklets led the Friars to a 29-19-1 record, including an 11-11 mark
in the BIG EAST. The 11 league wins were the most by a Friar team since
1995. Jacklets’ team, which was picked to finish 11th out of 12 teams in
the 2006 BIG EAST Preseason Coaches Poll, finished sixth in the Confer-
ence and earned the program’s first trip to the BIG EAST Tournament
since 1996. In addition, Jacklets coached three athletes who earned All-
BIG EAST accolades. Samantha Pittman was named to the second team,
while Elena Romero and Rachel Bartholomew garnered third team honors.
Bartholomew and Pittman also were named to the All-Northeast Region
Team. Jacklets enjoyed a stellar career as a catcher at PC from 1998-2001.
She ranks third all-time at the College in batting average (.315), fifth all-
time in home runs (18) and sixth in hits (179). Jacklets also ranks in the
top-10 all-time in walks (41) and runs batted in (76). In 2001, she was
named to the All-Northeast Region First Team. Jacklets was a four-time
BIG EAST Academic All-Star and graduated from PC with a 3.33 GPA in
Social Science.

FRIARALUMNAE AMONG THE COACHING RANKS... Four former
PC softball players serve as head coaches at NCAA Division I schools.
Kerri Jacklets ‘01, who played at Providence, currently is in her third sea-
son as the head coach at her alma mater. Amy Kvilhaug ‘96, one of PC’s
all-time greatest pitchers, serves as the head coach at St. John’s University.
Jen Finley ‘92 is the head coach at Boston College. In addition, twin
sisters Kate Drohan ‘95 and Caryl Drohan ‘95 serve as the head coach and
the associate head coach, respectively, at 14th-ranked Northwestern.

AMY KVILHAUG RETURNS TO PROVIDENCE... Former Friar
standout Amy Kvilhaug ‘96 will return to Providence as head coach of St.
John’s on Sunday, April 13. Kvilhaug holds numerous pitching records at
Providence, including starts (92), innings pitched (700.2), ERA (1.20),
complete games (84) and shutouts (27). She earned BIG EAST Rookie of
the Year honors in 1993 and was named to All-BIG EAST First Team in
1994. She served as an assistant coach at PC (1999-02) before serving as
the head coach at Radford, where she compiled a 127-115 record.

WALKING UP THE CHART... PC senior Samantha Pittman (San Di-
ego, Calif.) moved up to third all-time in the Providence College walks
list. She currently has 57 career walks. Kim Robbins ‘95 is first with 88
walks, while Cori Van Dusen ‘04 is second with 63 base on balls.
