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	 u	 With its top four scorers from a year ago returning and 
the addition of another stellar recruiting class, Rice is in posi-
tion to have a break-out season. Team co-MVPs Arsalan Ka-
zemi and Tamir Jackson both return for their junior seasons. 
In addition to Kazemi’s 15.2 points per game and Jackson’s 
13.9, Connor Frizzelle also returns after averaging double-
figure scoring a year ago. Frizzelle averaged 10.7 points an 
outing. The Owls also return starting forward Lucas Kuipers 
who averaged 7.6 points per game.

	 u	 En route to being named Second-Team All-Conference 
USA, Arsalan Kazemi was the only player in the league to 
average a double-double at 15.2 points and 11.0 rebounds 
per game. Kazemi finished the year ranked seventh nation-
ally in rebounding and with 18 double-doubles during the 
season tied for 11th nationally according to the final NCAA 
Division I statistics.

	 u	 Going further inside his numbers, Arsalan Kazemi 
scored a majority of his points last season one at a time. Ka-
zemi was 195-of-271 at the free throw line (72 percent). Ka-
zemi logged the nation’s second-best defensive rebounding 
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rate (30.8 percent of opponent misses during his minutes) 
and 15th-best offensive rebounding rate (15.2 percent).

	 u	 For the first time in Rice history, the Owls could have 
three players reach the 1,000-point plateau in the same sea-
son. Connor Frizzelle, Tamir Jackson and Arsalan Kazemi 
could potentially score their 1,000th point this season. Friz-
zelle heads into his senior season having scored 912 career 
points. Jackson and Kazemi begin their junior seasons with 
778 and 797 points, respectively.

	 u	 Connor Frizzelle established a Rice season record for 
free throw percentage as a junior, connecting on 90.1 per-
cent of his shots at the line (82-of-91). Frizzelle broke the 
previous record of 88.9 percent (72-of-81) set by current Rice 
women’s head coach Greg Williams during the 1966-67 sea-
son.

	 u	 Tamir Jackson has led Rice in scoring during confer-
ence play each of the past two seasons. Jackson averaged 
11.1 points in Conference USA games. He had a 14.3 scoring 
average during C-USA play last year as a sophomore.

	 u	 Tamir Jackson has played and started all 63 games 
during his career.

	 u	 Heading into his senior season, Lucas Kuipers has aver-
aged right at eight points a game during his career.  Kuipers 
played in all 32 games last year as a junior, starting 31. The 
only game in which he came off the bench was Rice’s Senior 
Night. Off the bench, he scored 14 points in a game that was 
part of a late-season stretch in which he scored in double fig-
ures four straight games. Kuipers averaged 12.8 points over 
the last six games of the 2010-11 season.

	 u	 Beyond recruiting Kazemi, Rice head coach Ben Braun 
has always had a reputation as being an international re-
cruiter. The Owls’ 2011-12 roster includes student-athletes 
from four continents. Rice signed 7-2 center Omar Oraby 
(Cairo, Egypt) a year ago. The Owls’ latest recruiting class in-
cludes three international athletes, point guard Dylan Ennis 
from Brampton, Ontario; Jarelle Reischel from Frankfurt, 
Germany and Ahmad Ibrahim who grew up in Beirut, Leba-
non.

	 u	 Rice is the only team in the league to have at least one 
student-athlete named to the Conference USA All-Academic 
Basketball Team each of the past five seasons. Connor Friz-
zelle and Lucas Kuipers return for their senior seasons after 
both were repeat honorees on the team in 2011. Frizzelle 
highlighted the 2011 squad as a unanimous selection and 
was also named to the 2011 CoSIDA/Capital One Academic 
All-District VI Team. Kuipers was the 2010 Conference USA 
Scholar Athlete for men’s basketball.

	 u	 At the conclusion of each of the past three seasons, a 
Rice basketball student-athlete has been the recipient of 
the Conference USA Scholar Athlete of the Year award. De-
termined by the league’s Faculty Athletics Representatives, 
the C-USA Scholar Athlete of the Year awards are presented 
to the top student-athlete in each conference-sponsored 
sport. The award is based on academic achievement (grade 
point average), athletic achievement and service. Former 
Owl player Aleks Perka began the Rice dominance of the 
annual award when he was named the 2009 recipient. Re-
turning for their senior seasons are the last two recipients 
of the Conference USA award – Lucas Kuipers (2010) and 
Connor Frizzelle (2011).

	 u	 One of the winningest active Division I coaches, Ben 
Braun has more than 30 years of head coaching experience 
and has had unequaled success everywhere he has been. He 
begins his fourth season at Rice with a 584-452 overall re-
cord (.564).

	 u	 As a result of his success, not only at California, but dur-
ing previous head coaching stops at Eastern Michigan and 
Siena Heights, Ben Braun heads into his fourth season at 
Rice ranked 13th among all active Division I coaches with his 
584 career victories. He ranks in the Top 50 on the NCAA’s list 
of all-time winningest Division I men’s basketball coaches by 
victories (No. 45).

	 u	 Ben Braun will coach against one of his former assis-
tants when the Owls travel to Texas A&M on Dec. 22. Texas 
A&M first-year head coach Billy Kennedy was a member of 
Braun’s first staff at Cal (1996-97).

	 u	 While major renovations to Tudor Fieldhouse were 
made just three years ago, Rice continues to make improve-
ments to its 5,208 seat arena. This past summer Rice had a 
new playing court installed in Tudor Fieldhouse.

	 u	 Rice opens the 2011-12 season by playing its first four 
games at home and later in the year has a stretch in which 
it plays five of six in Tudor Fieldhouse. The Owls open their 
season Nov. 12 against the University of New Orleans.

	 u	 Rice does not leave the state of Texas during noncon-
ference play (15 games). The Owls’ nonconference schedule 
includes the 2011 South Padre Island Invitational. The tour-
nament held during the week of Thanksgiving will include 
two games played on the Rice campus (against Maryland-
Eastern Shore and Florida A&M). The Owls will take on North-
ern Iowa and Iowa State in the South Padre Island Conven-
tion Center Nov. 25-26.

	 u	 With games at crosstown rival Houston as well as a non-
conference game at HBU, Rice will play a total of 19 games in 
Houston proper.
