For the better part of three quarters, the Rice Owls provided more
than enough evidence that their 100" season of football might possibly
be headed for a memorable opening night.

But the Texas Longhorns’ offense caught its rhythm over a 12-minute
stretch to grind out three long touchdowns and turn a tight, 13-9 game
into a 34-9 win in front of a sellout crowd of 101,626 at DKR Memorial
Stadium in Austin.

“I'm really disappointed,” Rice head coach David Bailiff said. “It's one
of those games you put a lot of work into, you go out there and expect
to win and it hurts when you don't. | thought we played a tremendous
first half, but the second half we gave up too many big plays.”’

The inspired Owls opened strongly, forcing a three-and-out by the
Horns in their initial possession of the season, and then moved down
the field to set up Chris Boswell for the first of his three field goals on
the night. It marked the third consecutive game vs. Texas that the Owls
scored first, all by field goals, and the second consecutive year that Bo-
swell opened the scoring with a 42-yarder.

Texas responded with a field goal of its own and then capitalized on
aRice fumble of a punt to take a 10-3 lead in early in the second quarter.
They added a second field goal to extend the margin to 13-3 before Bo-
swell connected from 49 yards at the end of a 13-play, 50-yard drive to
close the gap to 13-6 at the half.

After forcing a Texas punt on the Horns'initial possession of the third
quarter, the Owls threw a scare into the sellout crowd by quickly moving
down field thanks to a Texas penalty and a 20-yard run by senior Tyler
Smith to set up shop with a first and goal at the Longhorn eight.

The Texas defense stiffened and Boswell was called upon again, con-
necting from 26 yards out to move the Owls to within four points at 13-9
with 9:07 to play in the quarter.

The Longhorns struck back with a touchdown to push the lead to
20-9 with John Harris tossing a 36-yard touchdown pass to Jaxon Ship-
ley.

The Owls moved the ball back to midfield on their next offensive se-
ries and after Kyle Martens pinned the Horns at their own one yard line
with a 48-yard punt, Rice seemed poised to gain a field position edge.

Rice would be flagged for defensive offsides on the first play from
the one to give the Longhorns some breathing room and on first-and-
five, UT quarterback completed a 55-yard pass to Mike Davis to the Owl
39. Fozzy Whitaker would later cap an eight-play, 99-yard drive with a
seven-yard touchdown run to run the Texas lead to 27-9 early in the
fourth quarter.

Smith finished with 67 yards rushing to lead the Owls, while sopho-
more Cameron Nwosu led the defense with 12 tackles in his starting
debut.

Martens showcased his All-America credentials by averaging 48.6 on
five punts, while Boswell’s three field goals moved his career total to 14,
good enough to move into a tie for eighth on the Rice career list.

Against Texas, Rice failed to reach the end zone for the first time since
the 2002 season, ending a streak of 76 straight games with at least one
touchdown.

Justin Allen turned a window of opportunity into the play of a life-
time, slicing through the Purdue front wall to block Carson Wiggs' at-
tempt at a game-winning 31-yard field goal as time ran out to give Rice
a 24-22 win at Rice Stadium.

Purdue had driven 38 yards over the final 1:50 to put Wiggs in posi-
tion to give the Boilermakers their second straight come-from-behind
win. Without a timeout left, Wiggs and his field goal unit had to run on
the field after Akeem Shavers was stopped short on third down by Al-
len’s partner at linebacker, Cameron Nwosu. Allen said the quick setup
for the final play led to his opportunity.

“Sometimes when (the opponent) is in a rush, they don't get their
proper splits,” Allen noted. “ | saw the ‘A’ gap open in front of me more
than | thought it would be. | took full advantage. | got skinny. | took
three quick steps and got my hand up and the ball hit off my right fore-
arm.”

Amid the post-block celebration on the field, there was no consen-
sus as to who had made the play. “At the end of the game | couldn’t fig-
ure out who had the block because there so many blue jerseys on that
side of the line of scrimmage,” head coach David Bailiff said. “l couldn’t
get anybody to talk to me, nor could | talk,” he added.

Allen’s block allowed the Owls to end an 22-game losing streak
against BCS conference schools, and also post their first win over a Big
Ten team since September 20, 1997 when they defeated Northwestern,
40-34. The Owls had not defeated a BSC conference school since down-
ing Duke 15-13 on September 8, 2001. That win came three days before
the terrorist attacks struck the United States and the streak came to an
end one day before the 10™ anniversary of those attacks.

The day opened with a special commemoration of that anniversary,
and the Owls further honored the moment by wearing special R’s on
their helmets with the US flag in place of the traditional white. Once the
ceremonies were concluded by a flyover by a vintage B-17 bomber, the
crowd of 25,317 and a national audience on CBS Sports Network saw
the two teams stage a back and forth affair.

The Owls struck first for the second consecutive week off the leg of
Chris Boswell, who drilled a 33-yard field goal. Purdue struck back to
take a 7-3 lead near the end of the quarter on a 5-yard run by quarter-
back Caleb TerBush.

Rice countered with the Turner Petersen show on its next possession
to retake the lead.

Petersen contributed a total of 63 of the 78 yards on the scoring
drive with his arm, his feet , his hands and his chin. He completed a 12-
yard pass to Vance McDonald and then added 15 more yards after the
play when Purdue was charged with roughing. He caught a 30-yard pass
from Taylor McHargue and then finished off the drive with a two-yard
run.

Purdue scored the next 10 points and looked to be headed to the
locker room with a 17-10 lead, but McHargue capped a 59-yard drive
with a four-yard scoring strike to Luke Willson on the final play of the
half to knot the score at 17-17.

Rice kept up its momentum on the first series of the third quarter,
driving 80 yards in 11 plays to take the lead when McHargue hit Sam
McGuffie with a 19-yard scoring pass. It would then fall to the Owls’ de-
fense to make those 24 points stand, and it took all the remaining 25+
minutes to do so.

McHargue threw for a career-high 230 yards to lead the Owls of-
fense.

Robert Griffin Ill passed for 338 yards and five touchdowns as Baylor
knocked off Rice 56-31 in Floyd Casey Stadium.

After Baylor was forced to punt on a three-and-out first series, Griffin
engineered five straight scoring drives with four culminating with pass-
ing strikes to four different receivers.

In addition to Griffin's 29-0f-33 passing numbers, the Bears also took
advantage of a special teams fumble recovery which led to an early 21-0
Baylor lead.

Rice’s Charles Ross had already had one long kickoff return called
back by an illegal block. On his second return, Baylor’s Tevin Elliot dis-
lodged the ball and recovered the fumble to give the Bears the ball on
the Rice 21.

Griffin's 17-yard touchdown pass to Kendall Wright gave Baylor a
21-0 lead. The Bears would extend the margin to 28-0 before the Owls
got on the board in the second quarter.

Rice players registered the longest rush and pass play of the sea-
son on back-to-back plays to help set up a two-yard Jeremy Eddington
touchdown run. Turner Petersen had a 27-yard run into Baylor territory
and Randy Kitchens'42-yard reception of a Taylor McHargue pass moved
the ball to the two.

McHargue set career highs for passing in the game, completing 23-
of-38 passes for 260 yards and three touchdowns.

Following Baylor’s fifth scoring drive, Rice would close out the first
half with the final 10 points to cut the margin to 35-17.

Chris Boswell’s 31-yard field goal with 7:56 to play in the half cut the
lead to 35-10.

On the ensuing kickoff, Tolu Akinwumi dislodged teh ball from re-
turner Darius Jones and Corey Frazier pounced out it at the Baylor 33.

McHargue would complete a 10-yard pass to Mario Hull with the
Owls facing third-and-six. An offside call on the Bears with Rice facing
fourth-and-one gave the Owls firs-andgoal from the five. McHargue
would hook up with Vance McDonald for the first of two scoring pass-
es.

Baylor would get two quick strikes early in the second half to extend
the lead to 49-17.

Ahmad Dixon had a 55-yard interception return for a touchdown.
Tevin Reese would later catch a 64-yard touchdown pass.

McHargue had two-touchdown passes in the second half.

Andre Gautreaux caught a 19-yard touchdown pass for his first ca-
reer reception as an Owl.

McDonald, who finished the 2010 season with touchdown recep-
tions in the last three games, caught a 24-yard touchdown pass in the
fourth quarter for his second scoring reception of the game to cap the
game’s scoring.

Rice returned two fumble recoveries back for touchdowns, the sec-
ond giving the Owls a 14-13 lead, but Southern Miss scored the final 28
points en route to a 48-24 win.

Southern Miss rolled up 654 yards of total offense including 260
yards in the third quarter. The Golden Eagles’ defense held Rice to 67
yards of total offense after the intermission.

Rice grabbed a 24-20 lead early in the second half. USM began the
half by moving the ball from its own 20 to the Rice four. Facing fourth-
and-one, Kendrick Hardy carried over right tackle and was stripped of
the ball by Scott Solomon. Xavier Webb returned the fumble 96 yards
for the score.

Webb's play ended a Rice streak of 35-straight games without a de-
fensive touchdown. The Owls’ previous defensive score came on a Chris
Douglas’ interception return in the fourth quarter of the North Texas
game in 2008.

Webb would force another fumble on the Golden Eagles’ next drive
but USM would maintain possession and go on to score on a one-yard
touchdown run by Austin Davis that gave Southern Miss a 27-24 lead.

Webb had 13 tackles (7 solo stops), setting a new career high.

USM would go on drive 75 and 63 yards on their next two series and
would lead 41-24 heading into the fourth quarter.

Davis completed a 23-yard touchdown pass to Ryan Balentine with
3:13 to play to cap the Golden Eagles’ scoring. The final drive included
five straight carries by Tracy Lampley (48 yards on the drive) before the
touchdown pass.

Lampley had 70 rushing yards and a touchdown on the night. Hardy
led USM with 172 yards and a score on 23 carries. Davis completed 21-
of-33 passes for 284 yards while Kelvin Bolden had nine receptions for
132 yards and one touchdown.

Southern Miss had drives of 78 and 60 yards in the first quarter, cul-
minating with a 47-yard touchdown run by Hardy and a 46-yard Davis
to Balentine hookup.

Rice would strike for a pair of touchdowns late in the quarter to take
a 14-13 lead.

Vance McDonald’s 2-yard touchdown reception from Taylor McHar-
gue got the Owls on the board with five seconds to play in the quarter.

Rice had been held to -2 yards of total offense on its first three offen-
sive series (a trio of three-and-outs) before going on an 7-play, 80-yard
drive, highlighted by a 42-yard McHargue to McDonald pass down to
the USM 16. The drive was sustained by a pass interference call in the
end zone.

On the ensuing kickoff, Zach Patt forced Golden Eagle returner Fran-
cisco Llanos to fumble at the 17. Michael Kutzler picked up the loose
ball, returning it into the end zone for the score. Chris Boswell’s point-
after try gave the Owls’a 14-13 lead at the end of the quarter.

Southern Miss took a 20-14 lead when Cordarro Law forced Taylor
McHargue to fumble. Marquese Wheaton picked up the loose ball and
raced 75 yards for the USM score.

Boswell would connect on a 41-yard field goal in the final minute of
the first half and the Owls went to the locker room trailing 20-17.

Rice did not have an interception in its first three games before Bryce
Callahan ended the drought with a pair of picks against Southern Miss.
He became the first Rice player to have two interceptions in a game
since Chris Douglas against SMU on Aug. 29, 2008.

Callahan was credited with three tackles, including an assist on a
tackle for loss and broke up a pass in addition to his pair of intercep-
tions.

Rice's defense provided all the points the team would need, while
the Owls’ offense added three more scores in a 28-6 win over Memphis.
The victory was Rice’s fifth straight at home.

The Owls held the Tigers to a pair of field goals and then used a pair
of stops to allow their fewest points in a game since blanking UNLV 38-0
in the opening game of the 1995 campaign. It was also the fewest points
Rice has allowed in seven seasons as a member of Conference USA.

Rice held Marshall to 10 points in a 38-10 win during the 2008 season
in a game played in Houston.

“I'm proud of the defensive coaches, proud of the execution, and
how hard those kids played,” Rice head coach David Bailiff said. “They
bent a couple of times, but didn't break even after a turnover when they
were already in field goal range and made them settle for a field goal.

After the Owls took a 14-3 lead into the locker room at halftime, ju-
nior defensive end Jared Williams broke the game open in the third, re-
turning a deflected pass 47-yards to tally Rice’s second defensive touch-
down in as many weeks.

Rice safety Paul Porras blitzed Memphis quarterback Taylor Reed on
the play, making contact as the ball was released. Williams plucked the
ball out of the air and burst past the Tigers' line to score his first career
touchdown.

“It felt great”, Williams said.“l played a lot of offense in high school so
when you see that ball in the air you want to take it and it all comes back
toyou. It felt great to be in the end zone again with your team all around
you. As coach said, it was a big momentum builder for the team coming
into the second half”

Senior Tyler Smith provided the offensive spark for the Owls, rushing
for a season-high 97 yards on 14 carries. It was Smith’s most produc-
tive outing since he closed the 2009 season with back-to-back, 100-yard
rushing efforts.

Rice opened the scoring late in the first quarter when Turner Peters-
en scored the first of two, one-yard touchdowns to cap a nine-play, 69-
yard drive that was highlighted by a 31-yard romp up the sidelines by
Smith.

The Owls offense would be held scoreless on their next four posses-
sions, while Memphis closed the score to 7-3 before Rice mounted an
11-play drive over the final two minutes to push the advantage to 14-3
at intermission.

Taylor McHargue found Luke Willson in the end zone for a 15-yard
score, one of five passes Willson would catch on the day. McHargue
threw for 170 yards and a score, completing 15 of 22 with a pair of inter-
ceptions.

Williams took center stage on the Tigers’ second possession of the
second half to extend the lead to 21-3 and match his roommate, Xavier
Webb in the defensive scoring category. Webb returned a fumble 96
yards for a score last week at Southern Miss.

The Owls’ defense, which had given up 104 points in the previous
two games, kept the Tigers out of the end zone on the strength of 10
tackles for loss, including a season-high five sacks. Both of Williams tack-
les on the day were for losses.

Senior defensive end Scott Solomon led the defenders with a pair of
stops behind the line, including one sack and he also recovered a fum-
ble on a sack by Cameron Nwosu at the Rice 24 to thwart a late Mem-
phis scoring threat. The two tackles for loss moved Solomon into fourth
on the Rice career list, one ahead of Matt Sign. His sack moved him to
within one of passing ND Kalu for second on the Owls career sack list.

Tron Martinez scored from four yards out with 1:49 remaining to play
give Marshall a come-from-behind, 24-20 Homecoming victory over
Rice.

The late score was set up by an Owl fumble deep in their own terri-
tory as Rice was looking to run out the clock and take a victory back to
Houston.

Rice running back Sam McGuffie, who led the Owls with 70 yards on
the ground and had put them in the lead with a four-yard run of his own
late in the third quarter, had the ball stripped from behind by Marshall’s
Vinny Curry at the Rice 23. Five plays later, Martinez scored to clinch the
game for The Herd.

The Rice defense had stopped Marshall a series earlier, forcing the
Thundering Herd into a three-and-out that started on the Owl 49. On
second down of the drive, Tron caught a pass on the outside but was
dropped by Justin Allen for a five-yard loss. Marshall quarterback Ra-
keem Cato then threw an incompletion to bring on the punting team.

Rice gained possession with 3:38 to play and on first down McGuff-
ie sprinted for eight yards before Curry stripped the ball to set up the
game-winning score.

Early in the fourth quarter and after a booth review, Curry was cred-
ited with a fumble recovery on a loose ball following a fumble by Rice
quarterback Taylor McHargue.

Trailing 24-20, Marshall had the ball at the Rice 25 but on first down,
Herd quarterback A.J. Graham was intercepted by Paul Poras at the
8-yard line.

The two teams then each traded a pair of punts before the Owls
fumbled late.

Marshall started fast and took a 17-6 lead into the locker room, but
Rice roared out of the break to score a pair of touchdowns and surge to
20-17 lead. After forcing a punt on Marshall’s opening possession of the
third quarter, the Owls marched 86 yards in six plays to score their first
touchdown.

Taylor McHargue ran the ball twice for 32 yards to move the ball to
midfield. He then found Vance McDonald alone downfield while he was
evading the Marshall pass rush and hit the junior receiver for a 49-yard
touchdown. The score was the 12" TD reception of McDonald’s career,
moving him into a tie for ninth on the Rice career chart.

The Rice defense got the ball right back, forcing a three-and-out, and
setting up the Owls at the Rice 21.

McHargue twice found Mario Hull for gains totaling 44 yards to set
Rice up at the Marshall 13. From there, McGuffie did the rest of the work,
covering nine yards on first down and then putting the Owls into the
lead from four yards out.

After being forced to punt four times to begin the game, Rice scored
on its next four possessions - the final two possessions of the first half
led to Chris Boswell field goals of 35 and 24 yards then the offense found
the end zone twice in the third quarter.

Rice outgained the Thundering Herd 361 yards to 328. McHargue
completed 10-of-16 passes for 150 yards.

Defensively, linebacker Cameron Nwosu led the Owls with a career-
high 16 tackles while Allen finished with 10 stops.

Curry helped pace Marshall’s defense with a nine-tackle performance
which included 3.5 quarterback sacks.

Tulsa took advantage of three early Rice miscues and rode the per-
formance of senior quarterback C.J. Kinne to post a 38-20 win over the
Owls at Rice Stadium.

The Owls turned the ball over three times in the first nine minutes,
and the Golden Hurricane turned each into points, building a 17-0 lead
while amassing just 66 total yards.

Kinne ran and threw for a pair of short touchdowns to convert a pair
of interceptions, while Kevin Fitzpatrick converted a 52-yard field goal
after a Rice fumble.

Kinne finished the day with 318 yards and three scores through the
air and rushed for another 34 to lead the Tulsa attack.

Senior Nick Fanuzzi came on in relief of Taylor McHargue and com-
pleted 20 of 37 for 234 yards and a touchdown. His 40-yard touchdown
connection with Luke Willson just before halftime brought the Owls to
within 24-10.

Willson led the team with seven catches for 104 yards, both career
highs. Senior Tyler Smith led the Owls on the ground with 66 yards on
15 carries.

The Owls’ defense held Tulsa to just 98 yards in the third quarter, but
could only close the gap to 24-13 on Chris Boswell’s second field goal of
the game, a 36-yarder with 5:36 left in the third.

Tulsa extended the lead to 31-13 in the opening minutes of the
fourth quarter and Rice answered on a two-yard run by Turner Petersen.
But the Owls could pull no closer and Tulsa added a late touchdown to
round out the scoring.

For the fourth consecutive season, the Bayou Bucket trophy, present-
ed by State Farm, had a change of address, after the Houston Cougars
withstood a fast start by Rice and downed the Owls 73-34 at Robertson
Stadium.

The Owls went into the game as heavy underdogs to the Cougars
who entered the contest ranked 17" by AP and 18" by the coaches and
struck first in the opening seconds of the game, thanks to Tyron Carrier’s
100-yard return of the game’s opening kickoff.

But the Owls responded by scoring the next 17 points to take a 17-7
lead. Turner Petersen opened the game at quarterback and moved the
Owls into scoring position on their first drive. Chris Boswell converted
on a career-best 51 yard field goal to start the Owls scoring.

Rice then recovered a bobbled squib kick and needed three plays to
score, with Tyler Smith taking it the final yard.

The Owls’ defense sparkled in the early going, forcing a punt on the
Cougars' first possession, then intercepted a Case Keenum pass on the
next possession. On Houston'’s third series with the ball, Keenum had
the ball slip out of his hands deep in his own territory and sophomore
linebacker Cameron Nwosu scooped up the ball and returned it 12 yards
for the Owls’ third defensive touchdown of the season.

Houston’s high-powered attack the found its rhythm, scoring on its
next five possessions to take a 38-20 lead into the locker room. The Cou-
gars added 28 points in the third quarter and a final score in the fourth.

Smith added a pair of long-distance scores for the Owils in the third
quarter. Early in the frame, Nick Fanuzzi found him alone up the sideline
on a wheel route for a 67-yard scoring play. Later, after the Owls were
pinned at their own one and following a two-yard quarterback keeper,
Smith darted through the line and ran away from a pack a defenders to
record the longest run from scrimmage in both Rice and Conference
USA history.

His 97-yard scoring jaunt knocked Dicky Maegle’s famous 95-yard
scoring run in the 1954 Cotton Bowl and Kyle Herm'’s equally long scor-
ing sprint at home from the Rice records. He also bettered the confer-
ence mark of 96 yards by Houston’s Antowain Smith in 1996.

One the night, the fifth-year senior re-wrote his personal record book,
finishing with 170 yards on 13 carries and a pair of scores, 73 yards on
three receptions and a touchdown, and 243 all-purpose yards. Petersen
recorded his first career 100-yard rushing day, finishing with 140 yards
on 23 carries.

The win by the Cougars marked the fifth straight win by the home
team in the annual contest between the two schools. After Houston
captured the trophy for three consecutive years from 2005-07, the two
schools have traded victories over the last four games, with the home
team winning each game.

Nick Fanuzzi threw for a career-high 405 yards to lead the Rice Owls
to one of their greatest offensive outputs in school history en route to a
41-37 Homecoming win over UTEP.

All week long, the Rice Owls impressed head coach David Bailiff with
a spirited week of practice on the heels of their loss to Houston and on
Game Day, both coach and team savored the results of that work as the
Owls extended their Homecoming winning streak to seven years and
their November Rice Stadium winning streak to eight games.

Rice amassed 671 yards on the day, the third-highest total in school
history, the most since piling up an even 700 vs. Tulsa at Rice Stadium
in 2007. The Owls ran nearly double the amount of plays as did UTEP
(93 to 50) and held the ball for nearly 40 minutes. But UTEP leveraged a
number of short-filed situations to keep the Owls on their heels and in
need of additional offensive production.

While the Owls found early success running the ball, if fell to the
steady play of Fanuzzi to rally the team in the fourth quarter and secure
the victory.

Fanuzzi, who became just the third Owl to throw for over 400 yards
in a game, hit on nine of 14 throws for 148 yards and a pair of scores in
the final frame. His 23-yard toss to Randy Kitchens capped an eight play,
79 yard drive that was set up by the second interception of the day by
freshman cornerback Bryce Callahan.

Callahan’s pick quelled a UTEP march that had begun at their own 25
after the Owls had re-taken the lead.

Fanuzzi hit on 30 of 43 passes, including three touchdowns and
added 35 yards on the ground to become second Owl to top 400 yards
total offense in a game. Chase Clement topped the mark six times and
Fanuzzi's total matched Clement’s final total vs. Houston in 2008 as the
sixth best in school history.

Junior wide receiver Vance McDonald led a parade of nine receivers
who benefited from Fanuzzi's big day, setting career-bests with eight
catches for 157 yards and a touchdown. Running back Tyler Smith also
caught a career-high eight passes for 74 yards and added another 89 on
the ground.

After UTEP struck in the opening minutes of the game to take a
7-0 lead, Turner Petersen quickly answered for the Owls, scoring on a
career-long, 44-yard scamper out of the Wild Owl formation. The Owls
unleashed a balanced attack in the opening stanza, rushing for 122 and
passing for 101 to move out to an early 17-7 lead, but the Miners struck
back with 17 second quarter points to take a 24-20 lead at the half.

Fanuzzi hit McDonald with a 25-yard TD pass to put the Owls back
in front midway through the quarter, but UTEP struck back with a score
late in the period to take a 31-27 lead into the fourth.

Dan Persa showed no lingering effects from an injury that knocked
him early from a game one week earlier, throwing for 372 yards and four
touchdowls to lead Northwestern to a 28-6 win over Rice.

The win evened the Wildcats'record at 5-5, keeping their bowl hopes
alive, while the Owls saw their dreams of an additional game over the
holidays end.

After Kyle Martens pinned Northwestern at their own four-yard line,
Persa connected with Jeremy Ebert on a 90-yard scoring strike to jump
out on top. The scoring connection was one of two on the day for the
duo, as Ebert finished with seven catches for 208 yards.

The Owls were stymied by a Northwestern defense that allowed
yards in the middle of the field before stiffening. Rice’s best scoring
chance of the first half came when sophomore kicker Chris Boswell at-
tempted a school-record, 60-yard field goal just before the end of the
half. Boswell’s attempt was dead center, but smacked the cross bar and
bounced back.

Freshman cornerback Bryce Callahan continued his drive for post-
season honors by picking off his sixth pass of the season, most in the
nation among freshmen. Junior Corey Frazier added his first intercep-
tion of the year to give the Owls a pair of pickoffs of Persa.

Rice averted being shutout for the first time in 132 games when Tyler
Smith scored on a nine-yard run with just over four minutes left in the
game. The score was set up by a 43-yard pass completion from former
high school quarterback Jordan Taylor to Andre Gautreaux.

Smith led the Owls with 84 yards rushing on 21 carries and added
four receptions for 21 yards. Sophomore Paul Porras (13) and senior Jus-
tin Allen (10) both topped double figures in tackles.

On a day when 25 seniors bid farewell to Rice Stadium, three fifth-
year players made certain they would close out their home careers on a
winning note as they led Rice to a 19-7 victory over Tulane.

Senior defensive end Scott Solomon, who has battled a series of in-
juries for the latter half of the season, tied the school career sack record
with a pair of quarterback drops; while linebacker Justin Allen added a
pair of key tackles for losses to lead the defense. Tyler Smith rushed for
145 yards and a pair of touchdowns, continuing his late-season surge to
lead the offense. The win was the Owls’ ninth consecutive home win in
November.

“It was really exciting to see this football team win with seniors on
the Senior Day and was proud for them to have this memory,” Rice head
coach David Bailiff said. “For their last home game, it gave them a lot of
motivation for when we got on the road and go play the SMU”"

“Coming down (the ramp to be introduced in pregame ceremonies),
| was flooded with emotions just like the other seniors, but once we got
going we just had fun,” Solomon said. “We made plays, and | felt like if
you have fun out there you make plays, and | think that was the biggest
thing today.”

“We kind of struggled at the beginning, we had too many emotions,”
Smith noted. “But we pushed through it and came out with a win/”

The Owls took a 13-0 lead into the fourth quarter, thanks to a Smith
five-yard run in the first quarter and a pair of long distance field goals
by Chris Boswell. But the Green Wave cut that margin to 13-7 with a 16-
play, 75-yard drive that ate up over six minutes. Rice was unable to move
the ball on its next possession, and Tulane set up at its own 20 with 6:36
to go looking to take advantage of the tired Owls defense.

However, Solomon and fellow senior Justin Allen quickly spoiled
those plans. Allen broke up a pass on first down and then Solomon fol-
lowed with his second sack of Tulane’s Ryan Griffin, dropping him for
a five-yard loss to bring his career sack total to 24, matching Brandon
Green (1999-2002) for the most in school history. Allen then stopped
Orleans Darkwa for a loss on a pass reception on third down to end the
Tulane possession and set up Smith for a final drive to the clinching
touchdown.

Smith carried the ball 10 times in the final quarter for 69 yards, includ-
ing 55 of the 60 yards the Owls needed in their final drive. He clinched
the win with a 12-yard bolt up the east sideline, diving into the end zone
with just over one minute left.

Boswell moved to within one field goal of the Rice season record, con-
necting twice into the wind from over 50 yards. He blasted a 54-yarder
in the second quarter, matching the third longest field goal in school
history and added a 51-yarder in the third quarter. He now has three
field goals of at least 50 yards this season, and five in his career, match-
ing James Hamrick on both accounts.

Solomon’s two sacks gave him a career-high 8.5 this season, which
ranks second to Green’s 12 in school history. He also raised his career
tackles for loss total to 42.5, also second all-time. But he was quick to
share any acclaim his career totals might generate.

“I don’t think it's an individual effort at all, it’s a team effort,” he noted.
“From the coaching staff all the way down to the players: everything. It
means a lot to me, but | feel likes it's everyone else contributing.”
