The Game

* In the 120th all-time playing of the South’s Oldest Football Rivalry, No. 18 Richmond and No. 6
William & Mary battle for the Capital Cup Saturday in Williamsburg with much more than bragging
rights on the line.

* The Spiders need a win to keep their hopes of a fourth-straight Playoff appearance alive, while the
Tribe is looking to snap a five-game skid in the series.

e William & Mary leads the all-time series 59-55-5, but has not defeated Richmond since a 38-14
win at Zable Stadium in 2004.

* A Richmond win allows this senior class to become the winningest class in school history (42 wins),
surpassing the 41 wins by last year’s seniors.

Quick Slants

* The Spiders are ranked in the Sports Network/Fathead.com Top 25 for the 51st-straight poll.

* Senior LB Eric McBride, who has started a CAA Football leading 53-straight games, was named the
league’s Defensive Player of the Week for the second time this season after making 13 tackles, a forced
and recovered fumble on the same play and an interception in the URI win.

* At 11.4 per game, McBride is the CAA’s second leading tackler (11th in the FCS) and is ranked
second on Richmond’s all-time list with 441. He has posted six double-digit tackle games this season,
including 18 twice.

e Senior CB Justin Rogers, regarded as one of the
most versatile and explosive players in the FCS, is a
three-time All-America and a nominee for the Buck
Buchanan Award. He has 12 career INTs, 6 career
return TDs, and currently leads CAA Football and is
No. 16 in the NCAA in punt return yards (12.4).

* Rogers also stands as the CAA Football career
leader in kickoff return yards with 2,486. He broke
the previous record of 2,433 set by former Villanova
star and nine-year NFL veteran Brian Westbrook.

* Rogers is a dynamic threat in all three aspects of
the game -- one of the league’s top shutdown corners,
a standout return specialist, and has rushed five times
this season, thrown one pass and caught two balls.

e Senior DL Martin Parker is tops among defen-
sive linemen at 9.0 tackles/game and ranks 3rd in the
CAA in tackles for loss (12.5 total) -- Parker has 13
more tackles than the next highest DL in the league.

* McBride and Parker are two leading national
candidates for the Buck Buchanan Award (FCS top
defensive player).

* Richmond and William & Mary are the league’s
two least penalized teams and among the FCS leaders.

The Total Package

No other team in CAA Football has won more conference titles since
1998 than Richmond. The Spiders have five to their credit (‘98, ‘00, ‘05,
‘07, ‘09), one more than Massachusetts.

In 2008, Richmond became just the second-ever private school to win
FCS National Championship, joining Furman (1988).

But Richmond’s success is not just on the field. The football program
was one of just 25 D-I teams in 2007 to earn the NCAA’s public recognition
award for the graduation rates of its football players, one of just 23 in 2008
and achieved it again last season. The team’s 95% grad rate is the second-
highest in the league behind William & Mary’s 96%.

Senior Andrew Howard drilled a 48-yard field goal as time expired to
lift No. 4 Richmond past No. 5 William & Mary, 13-10, in another thriller
at UR Stadium before a near-capacity crowd of 17,527 on Nov. 21, 2009.
The win gave the Spiders their first 10-win regular season in school history, a
share of the CAA Football title and won the Capital Cup in the 119th play-
ing of the oldest rivalry in the South.

Howard booted the winner over the Tribe (9-2, 6-2) for the second year
in row. In 2008, the Richmond native booted a 37-yarder in overtime in
Williamsburg.

Senior QB Eric Ward, who was named the Capital Cup MVD, finished
the game 24-0f-36 passing for 221 yards and put the Spiders in position for
the win with a three-play drive that covered 22 yards in 14 seconds -- the
short field was set-up by a Justin Rogers’ interception. It was the eighth time
in Ward’s career that he engineered a winning or tying drive in the fourth
quarter. Ward improved to 4-0 in his career versus the Tribe and 16-6 versus
Top-25 teams.

Spiders & Tribe Get Friendly Whistle

William & Mary and Richmond enter Saturday’s game ranked first and
second in the CAA, respectively, in fewest yards penalized and are ranked
first and third in most penalty yards by opponents.

The Spiders have been flagged just 47 times this season for 36.2 yards/
game (the Tribe has committed 46 penalties, 35.3 yards/game), while Rich-
mond’s opponents have committed 66 infractions for 56.1 yards/game

(W&M opponents have 74 flags for 73.0 yards/game).

* The win also ensured the Spiders a winning season for the sixth-consec-
utive season. It stands as the second-longest streak in school history, trailing
the seven-straight winning seasons between 1916 and 1922.

Rogers Owns CAA Record

Versatile All-America senior Justin Rogers already holds the Richmond
career record for kickoff return yards (2,486) and set the CAA Football career
mark in last week’s game versus James Madison.

Rogers broke the previous league mark of 2,433 held by former Vil-
lanova star Brian Westbrook (1997-01). A nine-year NFL pro, Westbrook
was coached at Villanova by Dave Clawson -- Clawson was later Richmond’s
head coach and recruited Rogers.

Rogers was among the national leaders in KO returns in 2007 (30.4
yards/return, two TDs) and is averaging 19.2 this year.

Rogers Among FCS Punt Return Leaders

An accomplished kick returner, one of the best shutdown corners in the
FCS and now the leading punt returner in the CAA, senior Justin Rogers is
making his mark any way possible for the Spiders.

Rogers broke off his career-best 54-yard punt return at UNH and cur-
rently leads the CAA and is ranked 16th in the FCS with his average of 12.4
yards/return.

Kamin Leads CAA In FG Accuracy

Sophomore Wil Kamin made good on both of his field goals versus
James Madison, including the game-winning 20-yarder in overtime, and he
extended his streak of consecutive made field goals to nine in the Rhode
Island game before having a 35-yarder blocked.

His winning kick versus JMU was the Spiders’ first OT-winning field
goal since Andrew Howard drilled a 37-yarder at William & Mary in 2008.

After making all three of his field goals in the Towson win and scoring
10 points, Kamin was honored as the CAA Football Special Teams Player of
the Week (10/25). He nailed a career-long 45-yarder in the second quarter,
a 39-yarder as the first half expired and hit from 30 yards in the third quarter.

At 90% (nine-of-10), he leads the CAA in accuracy this season.

UR Among Best Punt Units In FCS

Sophomore P Nick Hicks has been among most effective punters in CAA
Football this season, and has the Spiders ranked third in the league in net
punting (36.2) and third in punt return defense (5.0 yards/return).

The rugby-style punter, who was first recruited to Richmond as a QB, is
averaging 38.8 yards on his 51 career punts. Of his 45 boots this season only
three have gone for touchbacks and 19 have landed inside the 20. He had
two punts at Villanova downed at the 5 and at the 1, respectively.

Spiders Among Leaders In Kickoff Coverage

” Along with being one of the league’s best punt coverage team, Richmond
is second in CAA Football in kickoff coverage (ranked No. 22 in the FCS).
With second-year K Wil Kamin averaging 60.6 yards/kickoff, the Spiders are
allowing just 17.9 yards/return for a net average of 42.4 yards.

Then-senior
Arman Shields began 2007 with a monster effort against
Vanderbilt, catching 12 balls for 107 yards, before an
injury limited him to just two more brief appearances.
His skills and development under Scott, however, were
enough to earn him a spot in the NFL Combine and a
fourth-round NFL Draft selection by Oakland.
